A SHOT’S’ RESULT:

Nearly Kills a Man After
Fifteen Years.

A CURIOUS CASE INDEED.

Strange Aftermath of a Romantic At-
tempt at Suicide—How It Bothered
All the Doctors.

“Do you see that young man sitting on
that dummy?” asked a dector of a CALL
reporter yesterday,

*“Well, he is an invalid, as you see, but
that e should be cut at all is a marvel

“His case is one of ithe most curious in
the local annals of surgery and has baffled
all the doctors.

“It originated very romantically, too.

“About fifteen ycars ago he, who was
only 19 then, fell in love with a charming
girl. His passion was reciprocated, but
his parents thonght he was too yeungto
marry, and refused their sanction to the
mateh,

“He appenred to acquiesce in their de-
cision, but a change was observed in him,
Always genial and hearty, having a consti-
tution _like iron, ke began to devote more
time to social pleasures and appeared thor-
oughly reckless in his habits.

“*At last, one day, afier drinking deeply,
he wrote a note declaring that he could not
live without his sweetheart, and shot him-
self in the head, iuntending to end his
troubles,

“But the pistol was of small ealiber and
the bullet did pot effeet the purpose for
which it was sped. The surgeons trepanned
the unconseions manp, removing the pellet
and many splinters of bone fruin the wound
above the right temple.

**I'he shoek of the shooting aud the grave
apprehension of losing their Loy softened
the hearts of his parents toward his ‘in-
fatuation,” as they called it,

Then, too, the mother’s sympathy had
already been caught by the young lady in
question herself and her evident anxieiy for
her aflianced. So when the latter was pro-
nounced convalescent the parental opposi-
tion to the match was withdrawn and Lhe
nuptials of the young couple were celebrated
with eclat,

*“T'he couple lived very happily together,
and their union was blessed with four chil-
dren, i

*No bad after effects of the wound in
the head were observed for some time,
with the exception of a recurring condition
of shizhit nervousness and irritability.

“But after the birth of the fourth child
theso symptoms became more pronounced
In character. The subject complained of
pains in different parts of his frame, and at
times appeared wuneasy in almost any
posture.

**His condition varied; at times he would
be seemingly well and would be about as
usual; thep, again, he would be confined to
the house.

“Within the last year the patient has
been in an extraordinarily critical state.
He has been seized with a consuming thirst,
and on cceasions has drunk no less than
twenty bottles of soda water or ginger-pop
in an evening. His stomach would retain
nothing, and he was visibly wasting away.

“His wife and parents were distracted,
and tried every meaus in their power to
afford him roltef, sending him to sanitari-
ums and engaging the best medical talent
and trained nursing.

“Finally he was taken to St, Luke’s Hos-
pital, where I recently saw him.

“Though a full-grown man of more than
average weight when in geod Lealth, he
appeared a perfect skeleton, and, it was
said, did not weigh more than 75 pounds.

*Nearly all the dcetors in the city have
diagnosed the case. Tle sirange wasting
away of the young man could not be
ascribed to consumption—his lungs are in
perfect condition; there was no evidence
of Bright’s disease, and the liver treunble,
which he certainly bad, would not acceunt
for his hypersensitive conditio.

“Locomotor ataxla was the name given
the disease by some physicians, but this
was said to be disproved by the fact of the
The case

was a poser for all of us,
At Iast some one suggested that the old

builet-wound in the head should Le re-
examined, and thence s short time wago
another loose fragment of skull was re-

moved. Shortly afterward another oprra-
tion was performed at the hospital and iu-
cipient elrrhosis was established,

**As soon as the splinter of bone was
removed the patient began to mend. He
took food, gained flesh and tu-day he is up
and riding ou a dummy.

“The fact is he shot himself fifteen
years ago and may yet die of that shot.”

Inquiries of Dr. W, I. Mays., who at-
tended the essein the hospital, corrobhorated
the fact of his eritical condition. The lo-
cal irritation caused bv the bullet wound in
the head might be =ufficient to account for
certain of the curious symptoms, but the
case was still in hand and the doctor was

emphatic tn saying that the patient was
“not well vet,”

The young wife of the “strange
case’”” said she was very glad to bave
ber husband at home again and hoped
he wonid not have a relapse. She

said the nervous spells were periodical and
she could not account for them otherwise
than Dby reference to the old pistol-shot
wound. They in general were all healthy,
except one little girl, who was very nerv-
ous

‘Unless my husband had the constitution
of an ox,”” said she, *he would have died long
ago after all he h::_" goue through at the

Otlier medical authorities advanced the
theory that this was not a case of !loccomotor
ataxia, but the rarity called progressive loco-
motor ataxta. Instances were adduced to
show that splinters of bone had penetrated
between the brain and skull and there
truveled around for some time innocuously.
Finaily it had struck upon some cerebral
suang and made its presence known by
pressing upon some nerve center, which
communicated the effeets through the body
by the spinal cord. The splinter becomes
encysted, but even then the effects are not
regular, but vary with the inflammation set
up, the latter itself varying with the mental
quietude or excitement of the subject. In
such delieate cases all exciiing subjeets of
thouzht or action are absolutely tabooed
and perfect rest ordained,

The Dog Which Has Traveled Thou-
sands of Miles in Mailcars—His
Many Decorations,

“Bow-wow! Bow-wow!”

Accompanying this barking was a series
of scratelies on the door of the private of-
fica of Postmaster DBackus early Tuesday
morning.

The messenger-boy of the office ran to
the door and opened it, In stalked a large,
grayish-looking terrier, Arcund his neck
was a large silver collar, to which was at-
tached a number of medals and tags, whbich
jingled as he walked.

The terrier passed the messenger-boy

disdainfully, poked his nose suspiciousiy at
Postmaster Ricuardson,

Depuiy stalked
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Owney, the Railway Mail Dog.

unconcernedly past Superintendent of De-
livery Cox, and finally ran right up to Post-
master Backus himself and began to bark
and caper around gleefully, as if a long-lost
friend had been found.

The dcg was the famous postal terrier,
“Owngy,”’” which has traveled in tne last
thirteen years more thousands of miles in
the United States and Canada than any
living man cr animal. All the postal offi-

sials recognized their national pet, and
began to shower greetings upon him.
Then it was learned that “Owney” had

just arrived from a long roundabout trans-
continental trip.

The first time “'Owney”’ ever visited San
Francisco was exactly one year ago. This
is his second trip. His headquarters are at
Albany, N. Y., which place he left about
two months ago. After leaving Albany he
took in the principal peints of interest on
the various northern lines until he reached
Chicago. Then he siarted south and paid
his respects to the St. Louis Postmaster.
Omaha was his next visiting place, and thea
Cheyenne was taken, From this place he
rode to Portland, and from Portiand he
descended on San Francisco, with a view of
renewing s acquaintance with his old
friend, ex-Postmaster-General Wanamaker,
who is sojourning in the State,

*“Owney”” never travels except in a postal-
car, and generally reposes on a mail-bag
for a pillow. In case he imisses a train he
lies down and caimly waits forthe nextone,
getting a welcome reception, as is due Ly
way of reyal postal privilege. No dog was
ever more decorated or petied than he.
Sometlimes he suddeniy disappears for sev-
eral months, but invariably reappears on a
postal. He will defena a mailsack against
anybody but a postal clerk, and is quite sav-
age in his delense,

Among the medals on Owney’s neck yes-
terday was oue of the Minneapolis Indus-
trial Exposition of 1886, another represent-
ing the Sioux City eorn palace, another a
Canadian ice palace, a fourth representing
an accident he survived on a Canadian
train.

Owney was somewhat broken up and
tired when be arrived, but after a good
meai and a short sleep he strutted around
and greeted all the employes of the Post-
office. On his journey he met with an ac-
cident, Ouage of the postal elerks took him
to a theater in Deadwood City, Colo. After
leaviug the thespian temple a huge irrev-
erent bulldog grabbed one of Owney’s legs
and inflicted a severe bite, which is not yet
healed. He will aliow no one to bandage
it, and teurs off any piece of cloth that is
wrapped around it, as he doses not wish “to
disgrace himself by appearing as a deerepit
eripple limping around for sympathy,

Oswney’s stay in this city will be only for
a few days, as he leaves shortly for Mexico.

AN IDOL OF GOLD.

Treasures of Aztec Ruinsin
Nicaragua.

A TRAVELER'S BIG STORY.

Gus Baroner Says He Has Found a
Heathen God of Virgin Gold
at Chontales.

Gus Baroner, who registered at the
Golden West Hotel last Friday and wrote
Nicaragua after h1s name, tells a remark-
able taie of his wanderings in the western
province of Chontales, in Nicaragua.

His business in the Central American
republic was that of a prospector, and, ac-
cording to his own tale, he has been sue-
cesslul to an extraordinary extent.

“*Among the prehistoric remains found in
Chontales,” he told a CALL man, “we came
across a solid gold statue that weighed a
ton if a pound.

*Did 1 bring it back with me? I did not,
and I'll tell you why. IU’s perfectly safe
where it is and I"'m going to New York
now to organize a company to go down
there and carry off that idol.

*\We will probably erect a small smelting
works on the spot and make over that
barbarian god into portable gold ingots.

“No; I don’t think we run &ny risk in
giving this ount to be published. No one
can find the place where the idol is hidden
apd most people will pot believe the story
Iam teiling you.

“But I have proof enough to convince
the proper parties that whatI say is true,
and Idonot apprehend any difficulty cn the
score of getting together suflicient capital
to go down to Chontales in the fall and cart
away that idol.

*““I'ne native Caribs know nothiog of its
existence and are not likely to become any
wiser for the next hundred years, for they
would as soon take their own lifeasto enter
one of those ruined and crambling Aztec
temples.

“Doubtless, the statue has been ssen by
other white men, but they have failed to ap-
preciate its immense value. We found it
covered with the accumulated dust of many
centuries. This dust has become hard,
almost petrified, and forms a erust of more
than an inch in thickness around the entire
idol.

“You have to penetrate many dark and
dangerous passages—now the home of the
sacred crocodiles—before you reach the in-
ner sanctuary where the idol of gold is. We
killed no less than fifteen crocodiles during
the twe days we spent in the temple, and
we had to be on our guard conticnally for
the venomous corali and the big python ser-
pents.

“It's a dangerous undertaking to pene-
trate one of these old temples, especially
where the ground is moist and tha vegeta-
tion rank. 1! don’t believe tuis temple had
ever been entered bya human soul since
the aborigines built it anda worshiped
there.

**I'bere were four of us altogether, and
we haa heard of the reputed treasures in
these old temples. Without a guide we
sought out the ruins anda came upon our
find, Itisarich one, and will eventually
repay us for all the peril and hardships we
have undergone and will still have to go
through before the treasure is finally ours.

*I'here arc other temples besides the one
we penetrated, in fact these prehistoric
ruins are thick in all the provinees of Nie-
aragua. The climate thereis fatal to the
average white man and ocur golden idol is
safle enough, I am sure,

*When we first saw this dusty old Leathen
#od none of us had the slightest idea that it
was made of anything but mud or stone.
Then Frank Hull, one of the party, struck
the image heavily with a small ax to see in
what stages of decomposition the old god
was. When we heard the metallic elink of
his blade striking against the gold we were
amazed, but still we hardly thought the idol
was composed of anything more precious
than copper or iron.

‘But the blow from the ax eracked off a
biz chunk of the outer coating of dust and
there we beheld a brilliant yeliow metal
that shone as brightly as though fresh from
the mine.

“We tested the metal and found it virgin
gold. We then cracked off all therest of
the dustcaking and everywhere we found
the same brilliant metal that assayed the
same Lo each test,

*“T'he provinea or State of Chontales lios
east of the lake of Nicaragua, and is inhab-
ited very sparsely by the native Caribs of
many ftrives, who are supposed to be the
direct descendants of the Aztecs.

“Julius Carlotti and John Wardorf were
the other men with me. Together with
Frank Hull they have remained at Leon,
the capital city of Nicaragua, awaiting tho
result of my errand.

**I'nere’s a good big fortune init for a
dozen men who are wiiling to invest a few
thousand dollars. We ought to charter a
ship and go down theras with all the needed
appliances not only for securing this idol,
but for the discovery of many similar ones
;vhi_v’u I am sure can be had for the search-

ne.
