THE REVOLUTION IN BELGIUM.
The inarch of revolution in Belgium pro-

ceeds with steady strides. The vote in the
Chambers on Tuesday conceding universal
fuffrage, tempered by plural voting, is prac-
tically the end of a contest which has lasted
twenty years, and baa been acute and em-
bittered for ten. Ten years ago the Liberal
ministers of Frere-Orban, following in the
track of the Clericals, refused lo grant uni-
versal suffrage. This was the more surpris-
ing as Belgium lies between two much
larger countries in which universal suffrage
prevails. The Belgians claim, not without
justice, to be as intelligent as the Germans
or the French, yet out of a population of
(j'.1.T.0.l in is:*) only 133,039 persons exer-
cised the suffrage.

When the Frere-Orban Ministry went out
the Clericals or Conservatives came in, and
their policy was such that the Kadicals in-
creased prodigiously in strength, and the
Conservatives were driven to offer a com-
promise on the suffrage question by which
the voting power should be extended on the
lines of Gladstone's act of 1882 in England.
This plan would have given the suffrage to
about 600,000 Belgians— say 1 in 10 of the
population. Itwas rejected by the popular
leaders, who, seeing their growing strength,
declared that they would be satisfied with
nothing short of absolute universal suffrage.
The Government refused, and the result
was a resort to the tumultuous movements
which are usual on such occasions. These
gained such a head that the Government
tick fright,and on Tuesday Itconceded the
demands of the Radicals, with the condi-
tion that property-owners holding property
Inseveral constituencies should enjoy a vote
for each— as is the case in England. The
people's party accepted the concession
with a protest against plural voting, well
knowing that when a Government in the
position of that of Belgium begins to yield
it is bound to go on yielding until its foes
have got all they want. The labor strikes
were ordered off,aud peace again reigns for
n time at Brussels, Charleroi, Liege, Ghent,
Ostend and Antwerp.

That Belgium should have been thus
tardy in accepting a situation that was
forced is cne of the curious anomalies of
European evolution. In times past no na-
tion las more sturdily defended Its liberties
than the State which lias inherited the good
old red blood of Burgundy. In the revolu-
tionary epidemic of 1848 the Belgians were
among the first people to rise. As It
chanced they were then rilled by a most
sagacious sovereign, Leopold, the father of
the present King and the friend of Prince
Albert and Queen Victoria. He met the
storming, seethiuz mob of revolutionists
with a perfectly tranquil face. Removing
bis hat be said to them: "Gentlemen, you
want to get rid of me? Ihaven't the least
objection. Ihave no desire to go on doing
your work. Pray give me time to pack a
valise and Iwill be off by the first train.'
So he retained bis throne and his popu-
-1 irity.

His son—Leopold the Second, Stanley's
friend—is not by any means as wise a
monarch. Ithas been his misfortune that
controversies which have been laid to rest
In other countries have raged fiercely in Bel-
gium during his time. The problem of sec-
ular education has elsewhere passed out of
the list of debatable topics. Io Belgium it
is alive and is the source of red-hot animosi-
ties. Again, Belgium, which has always
been a hiveof industry, has made prodigious
strides inmanufacturing of late. The popu-
lation has increased nearly 50 per cent since
1850. The country is now more densely
peopled than any other part of the world,
unless it be parts of China. Six million
Belgians are crowded into a space not as
large as Maryland, Such swarms of me-
chanics are apt to be self-asset ting. It is
dangerous business to deny them their
rights.

''hi revolution which began on Tuesday
willprobably go on until the institutions of
Belgium assimilate to those of France, and
unlike the revolutions in France, Spain aud
Italy itis likely to be fought out to a finish
without much effusion of blood.

BE FAIR.
The Tulare Register favors the construc-

The
fact that the Traffic Association is now sur-
veying a route between Stockton and
Bafcersfield is tolerably good evidence that
itdocs net consider San Francisco is about
sTI there is of California. The Traffic Asso-
liation understands very well that the

trade of this city can best be extended by
seeming cheaper rates with the interior
counties. \u25a0

READING FOR THE MASSES.
Mr. George R. Humphery of England,

whohas had much to do for twenty years

with the management of libraries for the
working-class, has published 11 report on
reading for factory bands which contains
useful suggestions. Ho says that the ut-
most that can he done Is to supply workers
with such works of 'lion or history or
biography or popular science as are within
their comprehension, and that it is idle to
offer th 'in books which, however sound, do
not use their interest or pique their curi-
osity. Similar views have been expressed
by Derm Stanley, the Heap of Winchester
and others in tills country like Colonel. Big.
ginson, who have made reading for tho
masses a subject of thought.

Inpurveying for the literary wants of tho
working-class it must always be borne in
mind that attempts to coerce people to read
the books they don't want to read must end
in disappointment That is the reason of
the failure of the tract society to accom-
plish results commensurate withits expend-
iture. Statistics have taught us that about
twice ns many people want to toed tbe im-
agination as want lo'tiourish the other attri-
butes; in other words, popular libraries
willcirculate twice as many novels as works
of history, biography, science, travels, reli-
elon ant belles-lettres put together. If,
therefore, we want to get the non-reader to
read, we must supply him with books which
appeal to his Imagination. But while the
great standard novels

—
like the works of

Balzac, Thackeray and Dickens— are effect-
ive educators, it is Impossible tosay as much
for the great bulk of the fictionof the day.
The trumpery novels which are appearing
at the rate of a dozen per day from Ameri-
can presses not only do not educate they
absolutely Inculcate unsound views of lifo
and tend to unfit the reader for the struggle
with the world. The men and women whom
they paint are unreal; the situations in
which they are placed are impossible; the
problems which they solve are absurd, and
the mail in which they are solved is ridic-
ulous. Their whole tendency is misleading;
the habitual reader of such books, and of
tlTem only, forms a false notion of life, its
duties, its responsibilities, its penalties and
its rewards.

Rut when we say to the apprentice or th*
seamstress, why do you read "The Bloody
Bootjack," or "The Crimes of the Hideous
Hidalgo"? why do you not take Abbott's
"Young Christian," or thf'Tlistoiv of the
Formation of tho American Republic"?
we are told that they fall asleep over the
latter excellent works, and if they have to
choose between them and not reading at all
they willgo to the baseball game or the ball
of the Webfoot Society.
Itmust be admitted that the great maga-

zines of the day are laboring to combine
amusement with instruction, and to clothe
[acts and truths in a garb which feeds tne
fancy while itequips the mind. The series
of historical articles which are appearing in
tho Century are draped with color which
gives them the glow of fiction; and the
account.. of travel which are seeing the
light InHarper's Monthly rend like brilliant
romances, while they are in strict adherence
to truth. Such works cannot but please all
classes; the unlettered reader finds himself
getting educated unawares, as the boy takes
his dose of quinine in a spoonful of jam.
The plan Is susceptible of much further de-
velopment; and the development would
diffuse intelligence and stimulate the taste
for reading.

Take the four loading branches of serious
letters

—
history, biography, science and

travel— how many works in each branch
does the average young man or young woman
crave to rend, or, having read, love to re-
member? Take the school histories of the
United States. They are intended for a
class in which reading is an acquired taste
and whose appetite for facts must be
tempted. Yet with few exceptions these
histories are so dull, so dreary, so
confusing, so utterly devoid of human
interest, that the bright boy who
".as asked why Providence had created
the United States, not unnaturally
replied that it was for the exasperation of
school children. So with biography. A
series of graphics of American states-
men is appealing, mainly, we. judge, from
the pen of Mr. Gradgrind. A young person
who honestly likes to read them must be
akin to the emu, of whom the poet declared
that corkscrews and gimlets but its appe-
tite whets. Writers like Pierre Lotl aud
General Wilson of Delaware showed us bow
fascinating a bock ..[ travel might be made;
our library shelves groan under books of
travel in China and Japan, which no young
man can read without surrendering his con-
stitutional right to the pursuit of happiness.
And science! Young people' devour the
novels of Jules Verne and the books of
Frank Buckland; from both they learn
much which they never forget, but whan a
young mechanic or working girlasks for a
book on a branch of science textbooks are
offered which are so diyand revolting to
the youthful stomach that a general desire
arises to burn them all on Bourdon's funeral
pyre.

Inevery class of life people willread that
which interests tnero. and until a law makes
reading compulsory, they willread nothing
more. They will not read that which Is
dull and heavy and colorless, however in-
structive it may be. They want romance,
and color, portrait, landscape, anecdote,
pathos, sentiment, humor; if they cannot
get these in books which instruct they will
content themselves with "The Groans of the
Gory Ghoul," or "The Sentimeutal Sorrows
of the Pretty Shopgirl."

PAYING IN SILVER.
The intimation that the treasury may

relieve itself from a necessity to issue bonds
by paying a class of treasury notes in silver
has been contradicted. The latter report
is probably true. The measure is one Mr.
Carlisle would not be likely to favor. It
would be a discrimination against notes
issued under the Sherman act of 1893. It
should be remembered that this silver was
purchased at its gold price, that Is. when
the silver bullion in a dollar was worth but
80 cents in gold 80 cents in treasury
notes was given for it. The treasury notes
were issued ou that basis, and ifany Gov-
ernment notes are redeemable in gold it Is
those notes that wero given in place of gold.
As a matter of law. however, they are pay-
able in gold or silver at tbe option of the
Government. But as a matter of equity
silver can only be used in payment when
the silver dollar is at par with the gold
dollar. Otherwise the treasury would be
open to the charge of having bought the
amount of silver in a standard dollar for 80
cents by promising to pay the 80 cents in
gold and. in fact paying the 80 cents In
silver. One need not look far into the
future to see that iftreasury notes are paid
insilver while legal tender are paid in gold
treasury notes will berated at adiscount
Tha Treasury Department would then have
to face the charge of discounting its own
taper. The Washington dispatch which
announces that these treasury notes willbe
paid in silver says also: "Their redemption
in gold has been a matter of accommo-
dation on the part of the Treasury
Department, as the law gives the Secre-
tary of the Treasury discretion as to
whether they will be redeemed In gold or
silver."

This dispatch is misleading. The law
gives the Secretary the discretion as to
whether payment should be made in gold
or silver, but with an understanding, grow-
ing out of long usage, that the silver dollar
should be maintained at par with the gold
dollar. The law makes legal tender pay-
able in gold or silver at the option of the
treasury. But in the fourteen years since
the redemption act went into force not a
legal tender dollar has been paid in silver,
except at the desire of the holder. There is
au especial reason why no discrimination
should be made against treasury notes
issued under the net of 1890. Every dollar
oi these notes was issued against value re-
ceived. A dollar's worth of sliver at its
gold valuation was received for each dollar
note. But legal tender was a kind of lorced
loan. Tbe Government paid its debts with
its notes. It was not optional with the
creditor whether ho should have legal
tender or coin. He had to take what he
could get. But the owner of silver was un-
der no obligation to sell his silver. He
did soli at its gold valuation because he had
faith in the Government's promise to pay
for an article purchased at Its gold valua-
tion Ingold. The scheme of the Treasury
Department to pay treasury notes withsilver
is an indirect way to repeal tue act of 1890.

Owners ot silver certainly will not sell
silver at Its gold valuation with the knowl-
edge that the notes they receive in payment
willbe paid in silver on a silver valuation.

TRADE EXPANDING.

Under Huntington's control of the Pacific
Mail"the steamers left and entered port
under a tight bargain to serve the railroad
interests nnd to treat those of shippers as
altogether subordinate. Freight was so
handled that it was forced to take the rail-
road route or was charged as much as if it
bad. Goods were so handicapped by ex-
cessive rates that their export was practi-
cally prohibited. It did not matter to the
company under railroad manipulation
whether itcarried freight or not, but if it
Milthen high rates to suit the railroad pre-

vailed. Independence In carrying passen-
gers or accepting freight there was none.
Such aspectacle of subserviency and sub-
jugation has perhaps never been witnessed
before in American commerce. Itlias only
been possible within the last twenty years.

As a result of this corrupt beggaring
policy the Pacific Coast has been dragged
down commercially. Ithas been blockaded
out of Central and South America. The
effort has been to do no business with the
Central American republics or withPeru
and Chile that would tend to build up San
Francisco as an emporium. Wo have not
been allowed to reach out for business in
the West Indies and Europe as we should
have done tut for this combination barrier
in transportation. Happily a change has
broken the blockade effectually. The Pan-
ama Railroad is now anxious to get all the
traffic the needs of the coast and the wants
of other regions can. supply. The North
American Navigation Company, composed
of our leading merchants, is anxious to ex-
pand traffic in every direction, and has
lowered rates to the reasonable figuro which
should have existed years ago. The Traffic
Association, also composed of our lending
merchants, is gravely occupied withprojects
to smash the transportation blockade in the
interior if the State, by which it will have
the benefit ol trade by sea. Lastly, but not
least, the boom across San Francisco harbor
is in splinters, having been forced by the
clipper ships round the Horn now arriving
and departing in aregular procession.

The American Navigation Company 13
now determined to give our merchants a
chance to build up trade with Peru and
Chile. By the Keweenaw several hundred
tons of goods were dispatched to South
America as an installment, and the most
strenuous efforts should be put forth to
drive home this entering wedge into a trade
long monopolized by the English, Germans
aud French, liuntington's game of shut-
tlecock with the Pacific Mail has kept our
merchants out of South America, but now
the ports are again open, and in some lines
of manufactures and products we -ire bound
to succeed, At least in agricultural ma-
chinery, which is light, attractive and well
designed, we ought to defeat all competi-
tors; also in tools our superiority is ac-
knowledged. An understanding of local
wants is necessary, and the field should
therefore be studied. Freight rates are no
longer a bar to exporting enterprise, and the
opportunity should eagerly be braced.

FROM THE ISLANDS.

A private letter from a resident of Hono-
lulu represents the American enthusiasm
as on the decline. The sugar-; lanters were
never quite sure that annexation was the
best policy for them. Contract labor is not
essential, but an unrestricted supply of
foreign labor is. Our correspondent con-
cludes thai free trade between the Islands
and the United States, with an American

torate, would perhaps be a popular
solution of the problem. To Americans
who are not free-traders on principle the
question will arise as to how free trade be-
tween the United States and the Islands
can be seriously considered. The policy of
the United States is to exclude contract
labor from Europe and the cheap labor
from China. But if we have free trade
with the islands and allow the Islands to
import cheap labor without restriction, wo
are throwing open our markets to the
products of cheap labor while excluding
cheap laborers. The inevitable result
would be that work which our people
ought to do would be done elsewhere. The
islands cannot have free trade unless they
conform to the American policy in respect
to the importation of labor. They can only
be certain of the American markets by
becoming a part of the United Slates. The
beet-sugar men of California and ether
States will not relish competition with
cane-sugar planters whose labor costs less
than half as much as the labor of
the cane-sugar planters. It Is just
possible that cheap labor is not so
much a necessity as the Island plant-
ers suppose. With their immense natural
advantages of soil and climate, why may
they not pay labor as good wages as
sugar-producers elsewhere? When we go
to the root of things we find cheap labor the
disturbing element everywhere. 111-paid
labor 13 always a peril to a country. Years
may pass in which there is no open revolt,
but one is always slumbering. Belgium
has made rapid gains in manufacturing of
late, but the people are now inarms against
the Government. Their industrial gains
have been a result of a cheapening of labor,
but the cheap laborer is now making his
protest heaid. if wages everywhere the
world over could be doubled by a decree the
interests that now strive to keep labor
cheap would be better off. There would be
'ime advance in the value of the products
of labor, but prisons and charitable institu-
tions would cost less. The minuet for the
products of labor would also be enlarged by
enabling the laborer to become a more lib-
eral customer. The cost or holding labor
down Is greater than the cost of lotting to
workers wages sufficient to support them to
live in comparative comfort.

AFTER MAY 5.

After the sth of May only Chinese labor-
ers who have certificates showing that they
were lawfully in the United States before
that date will bo lawful residents of the
country. Under the law all others willbe

todeportation. Until within a month
or so there had been no doubt of the purpose of
the Cleveland administration to enforce the
law. The dignity of the nation was Involved
in enforcement. The Government could not
afford to admit either that it could not en-
force the law or that enforcement was a
matter of indifference. Within the last few
days the flutter in Chinatown has quieted
down. The Chinese no longer fear the en-
forcement of the law. The revenue officials
who had made preparations toarrest Chinese
who did not have certificates after tbe period

for registration had expired are now doing
nothing. Itis said that the Department of
Justice will take cbaree of the enforcement
of the law. Among Americans there Isnow
no confidence that the law willbe executed.

A FRANK AVOWAL.
Some correspondence has taken place

between Secretary W. 11. Evans of the
Napa Valley Fruit Association and Freight
Agent Smurr of the Southern Pacific Inre-
spect to rates on green fruit The valley
association wanted Napa to be made a ter-
minal, and thereby relieve the fruit of that
valley from some portion ol the burden it
has borne. In reply to the application
the freight agent is quoted in the Napa Her-
ald as saying:

We have heretofore sought to make every con-
cession practicable to enable Napa to reach
Easier- inaikets for her products at most ad-
vantageous rates and this Is still our desire. In
pursuance of ibis policy, we have made Napa a
common point on all east hound business that
could withinreason he construed as subject to
competition of craft plying (rom the port of San
Francisco via Panama or Cape Horn. When we
reach the Item of green fruit,however, we lind
one that Is nut susceptible to this oceau com-
petition.

Two conclusions are warranted from this
letter. First, the company's charges are
not based upon the cost of service; second,
that whatever reductions have been made
between other points have been forced upon
the Southern Pacific by water competition.
Tbe water route cannot take green fruit tomarket, and consequently green fruit must
pay all the traffic willbear.,

Our Minister in Ecuador. Bowland B.

duced from the Washington correspondence
of the Philadelphia Ledger. Since his ar-rivalin the country his literary gifts have
been displayed lo glowing account-, of most
wonderful things. The coaling station tv

the Galapagos Islands Is supposed to be one
ol these admirable hallucinations. State
officials who ought to know are in darkness
about the negotiations, but they are aware
that Mr.Mahany'. correspondence Is vol-
uminous. If there is no mention of the
Galapagos in the correspondence, it is pos-
sible that our representative is the victim of
an awkward joke.

The probability Is that tbe fur seals dis-
covered by the Dundee whalers aro the
increase of the remnant left in the Antarctic
when itbecame no longer profitable to co
sealing for the snro.ii- and cloak market.
Now that the discovery is made the rapa-
city of tie hunters will veiy soon reduce
the herds to a thin scattering. "Furs of the
otter aud seal are as valuable as a ilch gold
mine to tho successful, and the profits do
not cease with obtaining the pelts. A very
heavy charge is made by the limited circle
of dyers who give such an exquisite gloss
and depth of line to the fur, anil the furrier
may have from BO to ICO per cent upon his
trade, which, however, has ups and downs,
according to the season. A considerable
revenue Is also raked in at the Custom-
house. Some people think that if the dyer
gave as much attention to sheep's wool the
result would be as beautiful. This is an
error. Every fur has a quality of Its own
in texture, and tinctures will not make
texture.

Enormous as were the crowds which
flocked to the Mechanics' Pavilion for the
Citrus Fair, the receipts barely balance the
expenditure. The income was £50,-00 and
the expenses were only $70 less. This is
running enterprise close. Hut it is a mis-
take to estimate success solely by finances.
The exhibition was of great value from the
educational and business point of view, and
it out lit to be repeated in n»w forms. Inthe
financial estimate Itshould lie remembered
that Mechanics" Institute subscribers bad
their tickets at ball price.

Down in Hawaii they have introduced
machinery to aid in the manufacture of
pol, without which and raw fresh fish the
natives would think that the end of the
world ami the collapse of their stomachs
had come. The newspapers thus recom-
mend the cenuiuear'.icle: "Pure and fresh-
made i>oi delivered In quantities to suit in-
dividual customers.

tors, upon whom the natives depend much
fur their staple food.

The
grand* total is 437. Ballooning and paia-
ehute-falllng are frowned upon as risky,
but the aeronaut may.hudderat the thought
of what football entails.
