NOT MUCH OF A CHANGE.

The New York Timzs has come out openly
as » Democratic paper. To tliose wiio have
kept track of the Times it is not necessary
to say that the chenge involves no change.
The Times has advocated Demoeratic
Politics for years, but bas dune so underthe

mask of independence. What attitude the
Times will assume toward Tammany may
be conjectured from the fact of its cpen
avowal of Demoeracy. Tammany dis-
tributes $£70,000,000 a year, which is piaced
where it will do Tammany the most good.
The remark has often been made that there
is no nonsense about Tammany. The
patronage it commands is not mueh in the
habit of wandering in the djrection of Tam-
many’s enemies.

IS MURDER INCREASING?
The 1llinois Stafe Register informs its
readers that murders are on the increase,
the nnmber having risen from 2335 in 1387
to 6792 in 1892. The Regisler evidently re-
lies upon its imagination for its facts. No
State kveps a complete record of murders
committed within its limits. It is possible,
by dint of labor, to complle a list of convie-
tions for murder, provided the County
Cletks are willing to furnish the informa-
tion but it is not possible for the most in-
dustrious statistician to determine accu-
rately the number of cases of murder which
occur In any one State within a given
period. The readers of the Register are
thus relieved from the necessity of proving
that the crime of murder cannot possibly
Le increasing, as it alleges, at the rate of
200 per cent in five years, or at any other
rate.

Whether murder is more common now
than it used to be is a question which ean
only be discussed from the standpoint of
probability and eonjecture. Though this is
an age of publicity, and newspapers en-
deavor to record every notable event that
oeeurs, no conscientious publicist wonld un-
dertake to say how mapy murders oceur in
a vear in a given State; simply because
deaths hapven evervywhere whicih are the
fruit of murder, but are aseribed to disease
or accidef, and other deaths which are
supposed to be due to murder are really
accidental. If that is the case in this age
of newspapers and telegraphs, how much
more impossible it must have been to kesp
count of murders in an age when the appe-
tite for news had hardly awakened and
there were few trained purveyors at work
to satisfy it!

A century ago, convictions for murder
were more frequent in proportion to pepu-
lation than they are now. Both in Euro-
pean and American cities the hangman was
far busier than he is. This does not neces-
sarily imply thatthe homiecidal instinet was
more pravalent then than at the present
day; but in the old times persons accused
of murder were liable to be convicted on
general principles, whereas now a tender
concern for the rights of the innocent leads
tothe acquittal of the accused in cases of
doudbt. There is no doubt that human life
is rated more highly in our day than it was
in the days of our great-gracdfathers.
Education, which is far more widely diffused
than it was in those days, has spread the
habit of seif-control. Men born with
murderous impu!ses pause more frequently
than they did before they give them the
rein,

Most murders are committed from cne of
three causes: the desire of gain, the love of
woman or the thirst for revenge. The
tendency of modern civilization has weak-
ened all three motives. Except among the
feast intelligent class, it is evident that of
all the roads to wealth violence is the most
arduouns and the least reliable.

The growing regard for human life is
cireumstantially proved by the appasarance
of such monstrous freaks as Jack the
Ripper and the Canadian doctor who was
hanged the other day. They are exceptions
which prove the rule. History i3 fall of
monsters, whose earnivorous appetites it
has been the jiy of gossiping historians to
chronicle; but in the old days, when gentle-
men as often carved their neighbor as the
joint at dinner, their little peculiarities ex-
cited no remark. Dut a couvle of evenings
ago, when one of the performers in the
classie performancse at the Pavilion under-
took to heighten the effect of his gladiator
fight by produeing a blotch of red on his
white tunie, ladies fainted, people rosein
agony, and Mr. Harrison, looking like a
surpliced erow, haa to command the dead
man to rise and walk away, in order to
restore composurs among the audience,

WATTERSON ONCE MORE.
Henry Watterson ventures to remind Mr.
Cleveland that he was alected on a free-
trade vplatform. Mr. Watterson quotes
from Mr. Cleveland’s messazes and letters
to show that Mr. Cleveland helped mate-
rially to construct the platform upon which
he was elected. But Mr. Watterson’s Jatest
contribution to tariff literature vibrates be-
tween an apprehension that Mr. Cleveland
may have forzotten the exact kind of a
platform he was elected npon and a virile
certainty that Mr. Cleveland could not pos-
sibly forget a matlier of such importance.
The reminder has all the force and empha-
sis that small caps, italies, double leads and
paragraphs can give it. Mr. Cleveland’s
most pointed sentences in denunciation of
the protection policy are quoted and illus-
trated with admiration peints, and then
Mr, Watterson lays down the law to Mr.
Cleveland in the following vigorous lan-
guage:

Now the party aporoaclies the time when it
must put its creed into deeds, It has control of
the executive and legislative departments, It
must provide an enormous revenue. It must
devise a new system of taxation. It must sub-
stitute revenue for protective auties, and relieve
the taxpayers of all tribute to those organiza-
tions which have usurped the power of govern-
ment and have piundered the people without
cnmpa‘-:inn or remorse,

That the party will be as bold in action as in
utterance we do not doubt. The time for com-
promise has passed.

Every duty laid must be for revenue only, and
where revenue begius protection ends.

That the party will be as buld in action
as in utterances is evidently what Mr.
Watterson does doubt. There is no ozea-
sion to ery “go ahead” to a party thatis
going ahead as rapidly as is possible., But
when a parly is reluctant to start and looks
in every direction for anopening for escape
the go ahead cry assumes somewhat the
tone of a warning.

DO NOT KNOW THE CHINESE.

The New York Sun is a remarkably
knowing newspaper, but it does not know
much about the Chinese. When Carlisle’s
order came dispensing with the photograph
requirement of the registration law, the
Sun was inspired to talk nopsense as fol-
lows:

In annulling the order that required thie can-
didate for a ecertificate of residence to file his
photograph with bis application, Secretary Car -
Iisle has taken away a cause of complaint and
chagrin, an®has opened the way to a compro-
mise. He has made It possible for thie Mon.
gollan laborer to accept with grace and dignity
the siluation created by the Geary law.

The Chinese have never made especial
objection to the pliotograph requirement.
What they objected to was registration,
The individual Chinaman did not objeet to
registration, but the Six Companies did.
Why? Because if the Chingse lawfully in
the countiry were registored these not in
the country lawfully conid be detected.
The Sun says there w#s an outery zgainst
photographs, If there was the insincerity
of the outery was demonstrated by the fact
that the nullification of the order did not
increase registration. Some who registered
in gpite of the Six Companies insisted upon
having their photographs attacheq, iest the
absence of them might leave identification
in doubt. The Sun's Chinesa article is
gracefullv written, All the Sun’s editorials
are gracefully written. But in this case it
was written without the knowledge of the
heathen Chinesa which comes of long study
of their intellectual resources.

THE TELEPHONIC JOURNAL.

The path of the proprietors and editors of
the telephonic journal established in Pesth
is strewn with difllcutties, official and
litigious, False or libelous information is
being disseminated to subseribers through
the usual inadvertencies of negligence or
faking imposition. The misfortune is that
such a newspaper outstrips the printing
press and the telegraph messenger. The
subscribers get the news simultaneously all
over Hungary by voice from central offices,
and if an item is false the mischief is done
without recall, Tie owner of a cafe stamps
with rage when he learns at the receiving
instrument that heis bankrupt, and another
subseriber is in belligerent dudgeen at find-
ing himself lvgged mendaciously into a
society scandal which is promulgated all
over the country and appreciatively rolied
under the tongue. In another respect there
is danger ahiead for this most novel journal.
The official and military circles are afraid

of comnplications which would embarrass
their action to suppress popular movements,
The whole countiy might be aroused by a
fabrieation. Within an hour, as it were,
the pot of revolution might froth over and
ail the fatLe in thefire beforethe amergency
could be dealt with. Every person gets the
news at the same time over hundieds of
miles of distance, and a censor of the press
is outwitted at every turn. What sueh a
journal would be in Russia the least im-
aginative may surmise, and in Hungary
the realities may be alarming enougn. Itis
said to be possible to send such news from
one center over the greater part of Europe,
Theedor Puskas, the originator of the sys-
tem, died a month ago. He was an elec-
trician of marked ability, who for a time
was under Mr. Edison at Menlo Park. He
started the telephone exchange in London,
DBrussels and other European capitals. His
experiments on combinations of wires led
to some remarkable results in rendering
the voice audible to many persons simul-
taneousiy at great distances. In the publi-
cation of a journal by telephonic manipu-
lation it will be found necessary in treble
degrea to exercise the utmest care in select-
ing news discreatly,

THE MOUTH MOVEMENT.

Most people are somewhat familiar with
spme form of mouth movement. There are
even legends of persons to whom the mouth
movement has been fatal. In the public
schools of Chieago, and possibly of other
cities, there is an exercise’ known as the
mouth movement. The principal of a Chi-
cago school desiring to show off a erack
class to a distinguished visitor to the best

advaniage directed the class teacher to go.

through the mouth movement. The dis-
tinguished visitor described the perform-
ances soon after he recovered consciousness
in the following language:

About filty pupils now began In concert to give
utterance to the sounds of a (as in car), e and oo,
varylng their order thus: a, e, oo, a, e, 00; €, a,
0o, e, a, 00; 00, 8, €, 00, A, €; 00, e, a, 00,€, a,
erc. The mouth movements made by the puplils
while ul'ering these sounds were as exaggerated
as the mouths woeuld permit. \White uttering the
sound *“a” the mouth was stretched open as far
28 1t would go; in “e” the corners were drawn
as closely as possible to the ears, and in “o00”
the lips were pointed, The facial expression of
the pupils while performing these mouth move-
ments was grotesque—to see fifty pupiis thus oc-
cupied at once presented a scene that beggars
description. When some time had been spent in
thus maveavering the jaws the teacher re-
marked, “Your tongues are not loose.” Fifty
pupils now put out their tougues and wagged
them lu all dlrections.

The presumption is that the mouth move-
ment is not the only branch of study taught
in that schocl. Some attention has prob-
ably been given to such side branches as
reading, writing, arithmetie, spelling, geog-
raphy and history. DBut the mouth move-
ment was the one in which the principal
took the greatest pride. After that an ex-
Libition of the power of the face to express
emotion was given. DBsing asked if they
wouid like an orange the pupils are said to
iave smiled moderately. The suggestion
of a banaoa caused the moderate smile to
broaden considerably. An imaginary piece
of candy converted the broadened smlle into
a moderate grin. But the teacher was not
content with a moderate grin. *How would
you like to have some icecream?” was
asked. The expression on each face was
one of indeseribable delight, Then, instead
of realizing reasonable expectation, the
teacher changed the subjeet. There was
probabiy no icecream at her disposal. And
so in a blood-curdling tone she asked them
how they would like to meet a bear? The
change of expression is said to have been
remarkable. Peovple go to the theater to
wateh the play of emotion upon ene or two
faces. Here were fifty faces forming in-
stantapeously from anticipation of icecream
to the suggestion of an eucounter with a
bear. And yet there are people who can-
not comvrehend why poor peopie do not
make greater sacrifices to keep their chil-
dren at school. S

ANOTHER WARNING.

The failure of the Australliag Joint Stock
Bank is reported. Liabilities are estimated
at $60,000,000, of which $£35,000,000 is in the
form of deposits. Aun estimate of the assets,
if there areany, i1snot given. Itis probable
that a good many people stand to lose some
money. Gold being the only money recog-
nized, money goes up and property down.
It deces not seem possible to avoid the re-
sult. The bendholders hava got the whole
world bidding for gold. A debtor that can-
not pay in this metal of risipg value be-
comes insolvent. DBut the bondholders
gather in bis gold all the same. Ancther
London disvateh says that a silver erisis is
locked for in the Upited States, The
threatened crisis in Europe I8 based upon a
searcity of gold; the predicted erisis in silver
is based upon an excess of silver, As the
fact has been established that it is easier
to deal with a surplus than a deposit, the
American crisis promises to be less injurious
than the European one,

Wild weather and & bitter taste of winter
prevailed yesterday in the Northwest and
in the Mississippi Valley. A tornado swept
over Mississippi with frightful consequences
and in Missouri and Minnescta thera has
been a heavy snowstorm. The fall in
the latter Stale is deseribed as two
feet deep. By a terrific tempest on Lake
Michigan the ecrib of the water works used
for the supply of Milwaukee has been de-
stroyed, and what is much worse twenty
workmen who were inside have lost their
lives. Efforts ware made at rescue, but the
force of wind and the huge waves breaking
over the structure rendered all aid unavail-
g, except in the case of one man. A
storm on the great lakes raises a sea almost
as beavy as on the ocean. The waves in
this instance were fifteen feet high and they
rolled over the erib with a fierceness and
power never before witnessed,

Tha cruiser San Francisco, built at the
Union Iron Works, proved the best vessel
in the squadron in the voyage round Capa
Horn. She had coal to spare in her bun-
kers when the others were far gone in con-
sumption. Now ccmes the additional fillip
that the crew is ahead of all others in
regatta contests, It is almost an unpre-
ceuented thing that one vessel should sweep
in all the vrizes in comypetitions open to a
fleet. The men deserve an extra day’s
leave ashore, but they are happy enough at
present without a holiday. Tiere are still
a few days left before the parade for fur-
ther distinetion,

The St. Paul, chartered by the North
American Navigation Company, has re-
turned to port with a full carao from
Panama. The new departure in business
on living principles is thus established.
None of the Central American ports were
called at, either to land or accept freight,
but on the return voyage business will be
donse by the way. There are good assur-
ances that all down the eoast merchants
and producers will gladly avail themselves
of the new line, which is endeavoring to
place transportation on a fair basis,

The Mogul’s Chinese passengers brought
to Tacoma have not all been landed by any
means. Over one hundred are rejected as
disqualified, and will have to return to the
flowery land despondent. The steamshin
company, by a few lessons of this desecrip-
tion, may become chary of accepting any
type of Mengolian as worthy representa-
tives of the laborer class. The profits from
a passenger are sadly reduced by the double
voyage for one fare, but the shipper may
guard himself by obtaining the guarantee
which any genuine laborer who has pre-
viously been in the country ean give.

Again the Robin Hood and Little John of
the San Joaquin have been too wily for the
Sheriff of Tulare County. The bandits
calmly ride into town in the evening, hitch
up their horses, enjoy home hospitality and
then depart for the mouniain fastnesses
without any visible signs of trepidation.
They were saluted on this occasion by a
shower of bullets, but the shooting was of
the usual wild eharacter, and does not seem
to have been considered worthy of a retnrn
compliment. DBut the proverb of the jug
zoing too often to the well may yet be illus-
trated.

A man was fined 850 yesterday for fast
driving across Market street, after baing
told to ease speed. This is a wholesome
With four lines of streetecars and
an immense vehicular traffie, Market street
is becoming a dangerous thoroughfare for
pedestrians, and it is time a policemnan’s
warning finger had some visible power in
arresting reckless rushing. ‘I'he streets are
intended for people on foot as well as for
wagons and buggies.

Trains eastbound are now loaded with
passengers bent upon sesing the fair. The
Pullman cars are crowded and also the or-
dinary cars, and from this time on there
will ba no cessation in the excdus. Should
Pullman accommodation fall short of the
demand the traveling public may make
their arrangements with some of the north-

ern lines, which are not likely to be over-
taxed with busiuness. While residents of
the Pacific Coast will go East during the
summer, a compensating influx of Eastern
people and foreigners is sure to come west-
ward, and it is'quite probable these visitors
will fird more to enjoy in sight-seeing on
the Paeifie Coast than in junketing at
Chieago. If the railroad companies give
special rates West the inducement to travel
should be votent,

Protessor Davidson and Professor Joseph
Le Conte put about as mueh faith in the
scientific soundness of the predictions of
Falb o1 earthquakes as they do in the
hypotiiesis that the moon is made of green
cheese. They attach no value to supposi-
tions that the earth’s interior is molten.
If not molten, the gravitational forece of
the sun and moon can have no effeet in
forming tides in the earth’s interior. Itis
also difficult to comprehend how a thin
crust could remain unaffected by a liquid
center with a temperature far higher than
any that can be formed artificially. Lyell,
in. his *‘Principles of Geology,” gives a
striking illustration of this incuompatibility.
If a cirele with a radius of about an inch
be formed by the pen to represent the
earth, the thin line of the ecircumference
will be equal to 100 miles thick of erust and
all the rest will be molten. Falb conijec-
tures that the crust is only eighteen miles
thick, and therefore the difficulty is Im-
mensely increased. Lora Kelvin holds
that the eartn is about equal to steel in

rigidity. That physicist’s calculations pro-
ceed upon quite another conception of

terrestrial matter in its present condition,

Chicago is to be made happy by the pres-
ent of a very biz toy. Krupp has resolved
to present the clity with the 324-ton gun
which he has sent to the exhibition asthe
largest piece of ordnance in existence. The
weapon wil! be mounted in a five-aers park
overlooking the lake, and any hostile vessel
approaching may take warning, or get left,
for a single ton shot booming over the water
ten miles off would play havoe with a ship’s
symuwetry. For the sake of Chicago, it is
to be hoped no occasion will arise to put the
gun to use.
