PROPULSION OF VESSELS._ '

A Novel Screw Invented by an Asto-
rian Founder.

TheJAstorlan.
A valuable Astoria' invention that will

be exhibited at the World's Fair Is an Im-
proved piopeller for vessels. It is patented,
owned and manufactured by the Scow Bay
Foundry and was designed by J. L.Lovell.one of the firm. The Improvement con-
sists in the manner In which the blades are
attached to the hub and the form of the
blade. The hub is of cast steel, and has
as many sides as there are blades. Each
side is dovetailed Into its corresponding
blade, the fitting of the huh and blades
being tapered so that a washer nnd Bat on
the end of the propeller shaft ''overs all tl.esections, aud on being tightened forces themall solidly to their scats around the hub.
This device does away with all of the bolts
that are usually used to fasten the blade to
the hub, and makes the operation of re-
moving a broken blade and inserting a newone easy and expeditious.

The Inventor claims a great gain in effi-
ciency in his Improved blade, which differs
from others principally In having an open-
ing or slot one quarter of the width of theshank of. the blade, and extending from the
hub through the center of the blade a little
nioro than one-third of its length. Itis
claimed that this allows dead-water around
the hub of the wheel to escape more freely.
Several of these wheels are in use, and
those who have them are emphatic intheir
recommendation. 'J hey declare that asgreat speed Is gained with less consumption
of fuel, and that the wheel does Its work
with less Jar and strain on the vessel.

The Scow liny Foundry has two wheelsthat willbe exhibited at the World's Fair.One Is of bronze 24 Inches In diameter and
the oilier a 38-inch wheel, 7G-incn pitch, ofcastlron. A third wheel 38 inches in
diameter and 67-inch pitch is for a foot
launch which willbe run on the lake during
the World's Fair. This wheel willbe driven
by a trifleexpansion engine with cylinders
of diameter of 454, 7 and 12 inches by
inches stroke, 200 pounds initial pres-
sure. IfIbis wheel dues as well there as
those that are in use here it willattract agreat deal of attention. The two wheelswillbe shipped for Chicago probably by thefirst of next week.

And indeed the latter have no real exist-
ence off the map of the city, which, in this
instance at least, is a little bit too previous.

In truth, itIs a wild sort- of country out
there, with a thousand crumbling tomb-
stones for the foreground and grim Lone
Mountain in the background.

Masonic avenue separates the cemetery
from the brick foundation. Only a patch
t.f weeds and some shrub and many yellow
poppies separates the brick foundation
from the base of Lone Mountain.
It is this uildness of the place that makes

folks wonder so what could ever have in-
duced anybody tothink ol building on the
big tract occupied by the brick foundation.

Rut there is a valid reason for the exist-
ence of that foundation, as any of the old
residents in that neighborhood willtell you.
Tine, there aren't many old residents in
that immediate vicinitynor residents of any
livingkind save the lizards and the blue-
birds, ifthe truth must be told.

Way around on Geary street is a man
with a beard who makes sepulchers and
things used only by the dead. His name is
Philips. When The Call man asked him
why that foundation was built he grew
thoughtful anil tugged at his beard a while.

"Why, that there foundation was built to
put a building on it."

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ho said. "They Intended to establish a
home for old ladies there, but the Arch-bishop didn't approve of the plan, so it fell
through. They had over a million feet of
lumber on the ground ready for building.

"And the lumber laid there and got
mildewed and some of it was spoiled alto-gether. They sold it off In small lots. I
bought some of it. If they'd gone aheadthey'd made a nice place."

Mr.Philips is right. Of course, no one
will be inclined to deny the truth of Ins
first statement. But for the benefit of those
who might not be inclined to accept Mr.
Philips* statement in toto, unless corrobo-
rated in some way, itmay be added that inprevious years the late Archbishop Joseph
Sadoc Aleminy looked with favor upon
the plan of establishing a home for old
ladies on this site.

And were it not for the cemetery oppo-
site a better place could hardly be 'elected
for such a purpose. The air Is puro and
sweet out here, and tho location Is high and
healthy.

But Archbishop Itior.lan, upon the death
of his predecessor and coadjutor, came
to the conclusion that the cemetery was a
fatal obstacle. Some cf the old ladies
themselves very naturally objected to tne
plan, and as the condition was somewhat
Changed, so that itwas no longer necessary
to build there, the project was halted Justwhen the foundation was completed, evenafter the cornerstone had been laid amid
very Impressive ceremonies.
It certainly is not a cheerful location,

and the chances lire that the foundation
willcrumble away before itis utilized fur a
residence purpose.

They might shut out the view of thetombstones and senulchers from the level
of the street by building a high fence aboutthe cemetery; but even then the viewwould be uncanny to weak-minded or
nervous or superstitious persons who should
have their bedrooms on the second-floor
front directly opposite.
