MARKET STREET'S GRADE,
The Spring Valley Company Said to
Favor its Change.

It was reported at iast night’s meeting of
the Market-street Improvement Club, held
at 2380 Market street, that several of the
opponents to the lowering and change of
grade for Market street, west of Valencia,
would withdraw their opposition if they
were given assurance of indemnity. It was
decided to notiiy pronerty-owners along the

line that the law provided for this.

G. H. Gerwin told of an interview with
Howard, president of the
Spring Valley Water Company, which is in
favar of the improvement and will join the

| petition if there should be a majority who

desire the change of grade.

President Howard aiso declared that the
Spring Valley Company would abstain
from putting a new reservoir on the hill
above the Market-street cut if the Super-
visors favor the eutting down of the grade.
The Reservoir Hill property would in that
event also disappear and be leveled to con-
form to the new grade.

The action of the Street Committee in
deciding not to order the change of grade
until a majority of those interested sign a
petition to that effect was discussed at
length., The elub decided to have a new
petition drawn up, and those who desire
the improvement ars to be given an oppor-
tunity to put themselves on record.

The definition of the district habla to be
assessed for any damages which may accrue
also occupied the time of the meeting.

Several taxpayers advecated the fixing of
a large dis!rict, but in this were opposed by
E. S. Hoeber, who warned those present
that Mission wproperiy-owners were dis-
trustful of and had a sufficiency of assess-
ment districts and commissicns. It was de-
cided to heed these remarks, and the oplnion
was then expressed that the diztriet should
not extend on either side of Market streat
over a block and only from Valencia and
Haight streets to Seventeenth.

The Board of Supervisors are to be asked
to define the district as mentioned.

TO A HIGHER COURT

Ex=Cashier
Was Indicted.

Why Flood

The Directors ok the Donohoe Bank
Desired to Take the Case Out
of the Police Court.

The indictment by the Grand Jury of ex-
Cashier Flood of the Donohce-Keliy Bank-
ing Company late on Wednesday afternoon
was the result of a consultation among offi-
was decided to
take the matter out of the Police Court and
transfer it to the Superior Court.

Accordingly, District Attorney Barnes
representing the bank, together with How-
ard Havens, Joseph A. Donohoe Jr. and
Frank R. Chadwick, paying teller of the
bank, tock the jurors before Judgze Murphy
and laid the testimony before him. W. H.
Chapman represented Flood.

Nothing new came out inevidence and the
whole proceedings barely lasted one lLiour,
the result being that the indictment of
Fiood for embezzlement was duly filed,
Judge Murphy thought fit to increase the
bond from $40,000 to $50,000. At this there
was some little demur on the part of Flood’s
attorney, but the Judge was adamant and
the Londsmen were perfectly willing to
accede to the inereased liability,

Yesterday morning Flood’s case was
called in Police Ju Joachimsen’s eourt,
and attorneys Galpin and Cabaniss made the
Judge acquainted with what had trans-
pired. Judge Joachimsen said, *“Well, that
mayv be so: but I have received no official
notice of it.”” Aceordingly he decided not to
dismiss the case against Flood, but to con-
tinue it for one week, by which time he will
have been cfficially informed of the indict-
ment,

¥lood had not yet reaclied the court, but
came in l!ater. On being informea of the
order made
kind. Inf: is whole demeanor is sphinx-
like. Fiood still continues to visit the bank,
and is perfectly willing to assist in every
way but one: he will not reveal the secret
of the lost eoin.

Joseph A. Donohoe, president of the
Donohee-Kelly Banking Company, said last
night: *l think we made a wise move in
indicting Flood before the Grand Jury. We
thought it was hardly a case for the Police
Court. I do wish Flood would help us a
little. We might have some sympathy for
him if he would only consent to put us on
the track of the lost money. We would like
to get some of it back.”

Mr. Donohoe was asked if it were not
possible that Flood was a trustee for some
estates and that being suddenly called upon
to pay out a large sum he—having made
away with the money—was compelled to
draw upon the bank’s funds to meet the
requiroements.

*That 1s quite impossible,” said Mr.
Donohoe. *Flood was, to my knowledge,
trustee for only three estates—the Emeric,
MceShene and Luke E. Donnelly estates,
These have all been satisfactorily settled
long ago and Mr. Flood relieved of his re-
sponsibility. No; the money was taken
out in eash and paid out to some parson or
persons during four or 'five weeks betore the
diseovery of the deficit.””

Wherever the monéy is, one thing Is
pretty eertaipn, viz.: that Flood has not
got it. He said when taxed with the theft:

*“I have taken the money, but I haven’t got
five cents of it, It has all passed out of the
State and you can’t get it.”

If this were not so it would be an easy
matter for Fioed to have forfeited his first
bona of 8£20,000, made the amount good to
his bondsmer and sought fresh fields and
pastures new upon the balance of his mis-
apuropriation.

The case has not yet been set for trial,
but it is undersiond that it will be hLeard
before Judge Wallace at as early a date as
possible.

larly the Fire, School and Sireet Deparlments;

Tax Collector’s offices; aud whereas, a reorgani-
zailon of saud ollices and drpartments ean only
be accompiishea by the formation and adeption
of a new charter; and whereas, this Giand Jury,
upon examination, belleve the adoption ot a new
eharier for this ctty wili resull In a more economi-
cal administratlon of the business of the chy,
and consequently moce effielent service at a re-
duced cost to ihe taxpayers; therefore, be It

Hesolved, That this Grand Jury respectfuliy
recommend to the hoenorable Board of Eleetion
Commissioners of the eity and county.of San
Francisco that they c 1l a special election at such
lime as may be deemed expedient aud pioper
during the next enhsuing fiscal year, for the selec-
tion of a Bourd of Freeholders to frame a eharter
for the city of San Franclsco, consistent with and
subject to the cousiitution and laws of this
State. And that said ebarter bs submitted to the
qualified eleciors of the sald clty for ratitication
at the general election to be held in the year
1894.

The Church Francis de Sales to Be
Dedicated—An Early Morning
Wedding—Alameda.

Wno Is THE Doxor?—The new St.

The first donation made by the
lady was £75,000. Subsequently she made
another donation of $25000. The latter
fact had not previously been made known
until told to a CALL reporter by the rector
last night. There has been much explana-
tion in Oakland as to who the donor is. She
is commonly supposed to Le Mrs. Jane
Canning of 961 Sixteenth street, widow of
the iate James Canning and mother-in-law of
Micbael Davitt. Other ladies who have
been mentioned as the donors are the late
Mrs. James G. Fair and Mrs. Leland Stan-
ford. Arvchbishop Riordan, who will make
the announcement, will begin the dedication
services at 10:30 o’clock A. M. A solemn
pontifical hixh mass will be celebrated by
an Eastern!Bishop and the sermon will be
preached by the Archbishop. In the even-
ing there will be solemn vespers and a ser-
mon by Rev. George Montgomery., There
will be adouble guartet and full orchestra
on both ocecasions. Among the other dona-
tions which form a big sum are the follow-
ing: Choreh organ, worth $5000, by Mrs.
J. M. Driscoll of Durant and Webster
streets; staired giass windows, sacristies
and lower windows, worth $800, by ex-
Supervisor J.J. Haanifin; candelabra and
crucifix, worth $550, by Mrs. Paul Lohse;
furniture for saeristy, worth $230, by
Mrs. Jumes Galvin; statuary of the Blessed
Virzin, Mrs. Neil Gallagher; church bell,
B. McFadden ; sanctuary lamp, worth $690,
a friend; *‘stations of the cross” donein
marble, worth $700, by Mrs. W, E. Durgie.
The latter were made in Munich and are
the finest in any chureh in Ameriea, accord-
ing to Fatber McSweeny’s declaraiion last
avening. Other donations willi be announced
later. T'he altarsare now beingconstrucied,
all of fine marble. The stained glass win-
dows are from Munich. The chureh is
among the finest on the Pacific Coast and
the day of dedication will ve a great one in
Catholicism.

DEADHEADS ON LoCAL TrAINS.—In the
Superior Court yesterday there wus raised a
point in which all Oaklanders who ride
back and forth on localtrainsare peculiarly
interested. Oaklanders, as is well known,
ride back and forth on the trains free, that
being provided for in tbhe charter given to
the Southern Pacific Company, and in
alighting from-one of these trains Asa
Hateb, an elderly man, was thrown down
and seriously burt, because he could not get
off before tve train had started. Then he
sued for £50,000, alleging negligence.

T'he railroad atiempt raised the yoint that
as Mr. Hateh was a deadbead he could not
come back on the company for damages.
There was an extended and ratber acri-
monions discussion of the point, a motion
for a nonsuit, but Judze Eilsworth ruled the
matter out of order at tiis time, and so for
the present the matter remains in abey-
ance. However, the point is not settled,
and, as one of the attorneys casually re-
marked, 1t has raised this question of lo-al
traflic in & novel way that may lead to its
settiement, one way or the other. As has
been krown for a long tima it is a question
that Mr. Huotingtos has been seeking to
sclve in various ways, the company being
averse to deadbead travel on the loeal
trains. The point as raised by the attorney
is stated thus: The railroad company in
its franchise is not allowed 1o charge a fare
to the town traveler, and cannot and does
not attempt to coliect one. On the oiher
hand it argued, and in this ease this line ot
argument will perbaps be followed, that
though it charges not, neither is it com-
pelled to earry, and if this 1s the point the
people hereabouts may find that it is the
purpese to put them off the trains, or, at
least, that the Southern Paecific intends to
find out whether it has the power to put
them eff. This of ccurse would solve the
problem atonce,

Ciry PRINTING.—At a meeting of the
City Council iast night & resolution was
adopted transferring the cily printiog
from the Oakland Tribure to the Even-
ing Eoaquirer. Councilman Manuel said
in an explanation that the act would
only be a temporary one, as the Council
would have to readvertise for bids in a few
weeks. Chairman Watkinson of the Print-
Ing  Commitiee disputed the Council’s
richt to make the change, on the
ground that the Board of Public
Works had already awarded the econ-
tract to the Morning Times. This actereates
mwore complications in the cily printing
matter, as the old Counceil gavethe authority
to award printing contracts to the Board of
