FOOTBALL.
Association Game to Be Played at San

Jose To-Day.
The weather on Sunday last was very

propitious for outdoor games, and the asso-
ciation players were out In strong force to
indulge in their favorite pastime.

The game between the Thistles and Gran-
ites at Central Park did not take place, the
latter team failing to materialize.

The Granite team has got so badly demor-
alized by the absence of six of tlie best
players from the city that they may now be
considered out of the race for the trophy
this season.

The game between the Rangers and
Rovers proved a good contest, the boys
with the blue stripes winning handily by
5 goals to 1.

The Rangers are showing considerable
Improvement, and their great desire now
Is to defeat tbe Oaklands, which team they
meet on the 'Mm lust., and in advance of
the contest they are putting in consider-
able practice every night nt Central Park.

The Rovers have been unfortunate dur-
ing the whole season by the constant intro-
duction of new players into their team,
which destroys the effectiveness of their
combination and prevents tbe perfection of
team work, so essential to success in the
association game.

The final tie for the English Association
championship cup was played at the Man-
chester Athletic Club grounds. Tallow-field,
on March 25, the finalists being the Everton
and Wolverhampton Wanderers.

The game excited intense interest in Eng-
land, and fully 43,000 spectators witnessed
the contest, the game ending, after a bitter
struggle, in favor of the Wolverhampton
team by the close score of1goal to nil.

The Fort Mason Association team paid a
visit to Angel Island to contest witli the
football team on the island, and after a
hard contest the Fort Masonites captured
tbe game by 2 goals to 1.

The second Fort Mason team visited tho
Presidio to try conclusions with a picked
eleven of the reservation, and alter a vary
even game a draw resulted.

The various branches of the army here
are taking a keen interest in the association
game, and the Fort Mason team will take a
leading part next season In the Association
League competitions.

The Association League will transfer the
scene of their activity to San Jose to-day, a
holiday having been declared to permit the
various teams to visit San Jose to witness
the game betweeu the Thistles aud Wan-
derers.

Both teams have been training hard for
the event, and a fine exhibition of the asso-
ciation game willresult.

The International Association football
contest between Ireland and Scotland was
decided at Glasgow nn March 25, the game
resulting in a win for the Scotchmen by 6
goals to 1.

ROD AND CREEL.
The Trout Parasite— Fish From the

East.
The trout fishing season lias- been up to

the present poor of results owing to the
high and unsettled state of the water.

Experienced anglers are well aware that
trout fishing is never good until the streams
have taken on their summer's dress, so to
speak, nnd then itis that the disciple of the
"gentle art," who whips a fly,willprofitby
bis experience and knowledge of angling
craft. WSS

There have been large numbers of
"Engerlings" taken by those who use the
worm, and itis safe to say that few fish are
returned to their native element.
Itis a shame that anglers who profess to

be true sportsmen so far forget themselves
as to basket little fishes which are unfit for
even table use.

The Fish Commissioners have been stock-
ing several streams aud itIs hoped that their
labor, will prove profitable. East week
10,000 Eastern trout were placed in the two
Austin creek', streams which empty Into
the Russian River, and an equal number of
New Ilampsbires were put in the Big Sul-
phur Creek, near Cloverdale.

Ten thousand Eastern trout were also
given their liberty in Bowlder Creek, Santa
Cruz County, and the same amount found
their way into the North Fork of the Amer-
ican River, near Blue Canyon. .

Next Tuesday the Commissioners will
send 80,000 young trout to Los Angeles to
stock the rivets and streams of the southern
conntry.

One of the Commissioners' deputies, Mr.
H-ibco-k*, will leave in a few weeks for
Washington for the purpose of returning in
charge of the Uuited States F sh Commis-
sioners' special car, which will convey a
variety ol Eastern fresh-water fishes to this
coast. The varieties will consist of mns-
eallonge. a large species of the pike family.
Loch Laven trout, brown trout, big-mouth
baas, wall-eyed pike, etc.

The museallonge and pike willbe placed
In Lake Merced, which is, unfortunately,
the home of the carp, a fish that is not de-
sired by angler or epicure.

The Deputy Fish Commissioners who
hate been collecting licenses on the Sacra-
mento and San Joaquin rivers state that
the run of salmon this, year is much larger
tban of previous years and that the \u25a0 her-
n-en and canneries are doing a good busi-
ness.

Eight arrests for illegal fishing were made
this month and seven convictions resulted.
AtCollinsville the deputies took up several
nets that were stretched across tbe river,
one of which measured 2100 feet. Tho
owners of the nets decamped when they
taw the deputies approaching, as they were
aware that net-fishing between sunrise on
Saturday and sunset on Sunday was un-
lawful. Yesterday the Justice of the Peace.
atßenicia telegraphed the Commissioners
that the owner of one of the nets put in an
appearance and paid £150 for the return of
the nets, which was the fine for redemption
Of the property.

A fish merchant who was arrested a few
daya ago for having striped bass Inhis pos-
session, paid a fine nf fit) in the Police
Court last Friday. The law says that any
person having striped bass under three
pounds in Ids possession is guilty of a mis-
demeanor.
?A.few specimens of trout taken from theV)udell luvcr with parasites attached to
their gillsand fins were received by Com-
missioner Murdnck a few days ago.
lihas been known that for two years the

trout In the vVadell and Bowlder creeks of
Santa cruz County have suffered to a great
extent

«
the parasitic growth, which re-sembles flyblows. Professor .Starr Jordan,

the scientist, willlecture on this particular
matter at. meeting of ,he Commissioners,
which willbe held In this city iv the nearfuture.
Itis a well-known fact, however, thatanadromous fish are attacked by parasites
n.alt water. To rid themselves of thistroublesome visitor they must journey tothe rivers. There is also a fresh-waterparasite that attacks fish when they remain

too long inland, so to speak, and nature pro-Tides the fish with an instiuct that tellsthem they must leave for the ocean or elsebecome a prey to the attacks of the sweet-
water invaders. .
Itis probable that the trout or young

steel-heads which the Commissioners havenew buttled up for inspection have been
landlocked and were unable to reach the
•alt water. However, the matter is well
worthy careful study and reseat eh.

Speaking of the bass as being agreat enemy
the trout this is what Judge .**>. H. Green, a

noted angler of Portland, Or., says, fasti be
certainly steaks the truth: "Uowsilly it
sounds to hear some of our old trout fisher-
men talk about the "cannibalistic bass.' The
bass never eats its kind unless soiely
pressed by hunger, and what angler does
not Know that nothing taste, so good to a

trout as a front. Mr. G. M. Steams, an
earnest, practical angler, informs m« that,
he caught a trout at the falls of the Elnkn-
mon last summer that bad four trout, each
about three inches long, in its stomach, and
he was still hungry, for Gus got him by
tickling his bump of alimenttveness. All
observing anglers know that no greater
cannibal lives than a big trout."

The following letter from Mr. F. Coates
ifSanta Cruz to The CALLin reference to
young trout and the importance of prolong-
ing the close season will be found interest-
ing and instructive. He says:

Ialways take a great
deal of Inleiesl in trout fishing and do mv share
every year, not for profit but for pleasure, and
every year the trout is getting like the Irish-
man's potatoes, very small and very few Ina
hill.

We respect the present law In Santa Cruz as
well us any other California town and on the Ist
of Aprilthere is a genet aIslauit ede lot lie trout
streams. My experience ims been, and IHave
noticed the same for years, while cleanlug my
trout after a day** sport In ihe month ol April,
ail female trout are full nl spawn and during
that month they are found up the (mailer
streams, titetr spawning grounds.

mi..iliy.Hie 16 it. 1 was fishing, and In every
Instance the female was lull of veiy near ma-
tured spawn. No wonder out trout stt cams are
gt- ti g lisi.el out. Hut Commissioners- can con-
tinue to stock our streams at our expense every
year, and so long as tire li-li are taken In the
month of Aprilso long willtrout be scarce. We
might as well shoot quail while on their nest of
eggs.

The flist of May should be the opening month
for trout. 1lien they would go back 111 tlie
larger streams and be full of lite anilg.irney ;
now your hook goes to the bottom Willi a worm
and hall the lime you do not know when you
have a stiite. They do not seem lo bave the
life or gaureriesn th t they do later on: llIs about
as much sport as fishing for suckers. If you
would in mt having lite trout season open on
ihe first of May. we cotrld have lt so, there
would soon be a marked difference In our supply
of front, and every Hue spoilsman would agree
wilh me thai has taken any note of trout caught
lv the month of Apt

Some people rliink that our| trout ate only
young salmon, bul this is not so. They nre a
distinct soecies, for 1 have caught lliem not live
Inches lons tilled with spawn. IiIs really too
bad. and no wonder streams are run out auil '.he
good spoil not. what iiused to be, but they win
never be any better until the season opens* witir
the mouth of .May and tire law is respected.

The Turf, F.eld and Farm says: J. H.
Bauiiigardner began an action some time
ago and cot judgment against the Toledo
Electric Street Railway Company for the
killingof an English setter. The railroad
company entered a demurrer, alleging that
dogs were not properly, which was argued
and was not sustained, consequently the
judgment for $200 willprobably be paid.

The quality and condition of St Bernards
that have been entered for the exhibition
this year will be much superior to anything
heretofore seen in tliiscity. In reference
to this noble breed of dogs a correspondent
of an Eastern journal gives the followi g
views on the late system of breeding for
weight and size:

"Certainly it seems an impossibility for
the present heavy, cumbersome type of at.
Bernard tn walk a mile. As an old breeder,
Ioften ask where we are going to slop.
Memory recalls the once world-renowned
Thor, a dog standing 33 inches, nnd weigh-
ing at his best but 150 pounds. Iliad once
a son of this dog named Tell, as straight as
an arrow, as graceful as a (awn, and as
agile as the wildest collie, lie was a well-
known prize dog at the time, and nearly as
large as his sire. He traveled on an average
thirty miles every d«v of his doggy life.
One day he accompanied us in a walking
tour over the wildest and most rugged
ground of the Pennine range. Tnat day we
had ourselves walked over thirty miles. I
should nut like to say how many more Tell
had covered, dipping inself iv every
reservoir that gleamed on Ins sight in the
moorland hollows. As we were Hearing
the end of our journey he caught sight of a
hare. With the eagerness of the keenest
barrier he gave chase. The pace would
have delighted an old hunter. Over heath
and black peat, in ami out among beetling
crags, and down rugged gorg-s the pair ran,
until at last Tell caught pussy and brought
her to my feet. Early next morning he
was just as alert and fresh as usual.
"Ihad also a dog at Manchester show last

week that got 11 C. He only stands 84
Inches high, and weighs 100 pounds,- but I
would match him withany terrier or spaniel
for activity, quickness of motion and active
limbs. He can take the water like a duck,
or jump, leap and run like a greyhound.
1 was astonished that be got H C, for
beauty, soundness of limb, and gracefulness
have to give place ta head properties. I
am not writing this in the "sour-grapes"
spirit, but 1certainly think that we have
sacrificed character, healthy and doggy
compauionship to breed animals that are a
burden to themselves. It Is a joke to think
of their original use, for many have the
greatest difficulty to use tlieir ugly diseased
limbs. 1 think that 33 inches is a suffi-
ciently high standard, combined with grace-
fulness of carriage nml compactness of head,
body and limbs. Ibelieve lam right when
Isay that Miss Hale's Jura was but 28
inches high, though Imay be wrong, and
ItIs nearly twenty years ago this smooth-
coat was on the bench. Certainly the creed
has improved since those days, for ifmy
dog Tell wis al.ve Icould only look upon
him as a mere cur in comparison to some
of the well-bred specimens of to-day. Still,
in our rage for bulldog heads, we are losing
the benign expression of the true St Ber-
nard: and where are we going to stop in
size?"

THE GUN.
Bagging Curlews Along the Bay

Shores.
Although the season for the shooting of

small game has been under lock and key, so
to speak, for some Urn', yet there are a
number of hunters who, for some weeks
past, have been enjoying good sport shoot-
ing curlews along the shores of the bay.

On the Alameda marshes the crack of the
breech-loader Is heard quite frequently, and
particularly on Suudays, when a small army
of gunners line along the beach watching
an opportunity to blaze away at the long-
billed foreigners as they fly overhead.

The Sausallto shore is also a favorite
place for some hunters who ensconce them-
selves behind heaps of drift wood within
close range of the mud flats, where the birds
feed at low tide.

Inanswer to several queries sportsmen
of forgetful minds should stick the follow-
ing, concerning the game law. In their hats
for future reference:

Section (3*26 of the came law reads that
every person who.In the state of Califor-
nia, shall, within the two years next, ex-
cept from September 1 to October 15 in each
year, hunt, pursue, lake, killor destroy any
male deer, elk, antelope, mountain sheep or
buck shall be guilty of a m'sdemeauer.
Female deer are protected at all months of
the year, as are also spotted fawns.. 11. I). AlcGuire, the newly appointed State
fish and game warden of Oregon, has
already started in to mate things interest-
ing In the way of leaching some people that
the game laws must be observed." lie has
brought suit against a Portland cold-storage
establishment for possession of frozen
salmon in the close season, during winch
period the law prohibits having in posses-
sion. here Is no ambiguity in the temisof
the staiuto. hut the cold-storage people, who
received the fish in open season and were
simply holding It in cold storage for itsowners, contend that the prohibition wasnever Intended to apply to lawfully caught
salmon reserved by freezing anymore than
to fi-hpreserved by canning or smoking.
!1tils contention has been made by dealers
In game and fish many times :before, but it
has been overthrown In court. The Phelps-Kacey case inNew York Slate is a familiar
precedent. In this case a dealer of that city
was prosecuted for having quail In posses-
sion in the close season, li0 set up for hisdefense that the birds had Teen killed law-

fully,and were preserved by cold storage.
The defense would not hold; and he paid
his fine.'

Prohibition of the sale of game and fish
In close season is recognized by all practical
and experienced individuals aud societies
engaged in game protection as an absolute
essential. Without /hinting down the
market sale of game and fish in close sea-
son the laws would be Inlarge measure far-
cical. • * •

A STRIKE BY A TARPON.
Fishing That Is a Supreme Test of

the Angler's Art.

Ido not know any subject that as much
information can be gathered upon in the
tarpon country as tarpon-fishing, ami I
learned enough of the business theoretically
while steaming up the Caloosahaicbee
River to give some idea of it. Itmust be
understood at the start that the tarpon to
be caught may weigh from 100 to 200
pounds, perhaps even 215 pouuds, and that
he will fight as lung as there is any breath
left iv bis body. With half a chance such a
fish will readily snap any available line,
and the fisherman's business is to manipu-
late the line in such a way -that the fish
cannot exert bis strength upon it. The line
is a very small one for such wcrk, no
larger than buys use for taking catfish, and
may readily be broken by a man with a
sudden jerk. The hook is about three
inches long, wired to a swivel, so that no
matter how often the fish revolves he can-
not twist the line. Immediately above the
swivel Is a section ofline about two feet long'
made of such soft cotton stuff that the tar-pon cannot bite through it. He would bite
the line short off, or would even bite wire,
but he cannot cut the soft cotton stuff
Any ordinary rod with a good reel will
answer, and several hundred yards nf line
must be wound upon the el. The bait Is
the half of a mullet securely wired to the
hook in such a way that the hook is entirely
concealed. The tarpon does not nibble,
but takes the whole thing at a gulp if he
takes it at all.

With this (.utfltand a bottle of snake-
bite antidote in lite Inciter Iho tarpon-fisher
Is ready for work. Itis well for him to be-
gin on Monday morning, to have the Whole
week before him. On Monday he hardly
more ihan gets his hand in. Ifby Tuesday
night he has had a strike his fellow fisher-
men in the hotel treat him with great re-

cc*. There is no such thing as a bite in
tarpon-fishing— ltis always a "strike." By
WcUi.esday he is sufficiently tanned to havea professional look. If lie is an extremely-
lucky man. and works hard, not less than
tan hours a day, lie may take a tarpon ou
Thursday. There is nothing tedious about
this—so they say; all is glorious expect-
ancy. Just what happens at the start no
fisheriuau c.iii talL Ten minutes after the
pole has nearly been Jerked from his hand,
and the skin of two or three of his fingers
cut through by line and reel, ha begins to
realize that he has hooked a tarpon and I!at
his line is running out like mud. The pride
of a new President taking the oath of office
is nothing to the feelings of the supreme
moment; iho interest of lint whole world is
centered In that line and reel.

Tint tarpon has swallowed the bait entire
and his first movement imbeds the book in
his throat, where Itis firmlyfixed. There is
littledanger of the hook tearing out whenonce well planted— the danger is that the
line willbreak. Give the tarpon one sec-
ond of a line too slack or too taut and he
willsnap it like a pipestem. Here is tho
chance for skillful work -and none but the
most skillful angling will take a tarpon.
The secret is to keep the line gently tight;no matter what course the fish takes the
line must be kept just so. The tarpon leapssome feet Into the air and he must have
line. He strike! the water again and runs
and the line must run freely with him. He
turns toward the boat, and tho lino must he
reeled up as fast as he slacks it. Give him a
chance to make a kink in the line and you
lose your tarpon. When be turns suddenly
and makes off again the spring of the pole
gives the line tcino help, but the reel must
be free. He jumps and tears and jerks amitwists for hours. A hundred times the lino
is out almost to the last yard; a hundredtimes it is reeled up again. Fifty limes the
n-.li throws himself from the water, andfifty times ho strikes it again Willia thud.He is as fullof lightas a mad bull; nothing
but utter exhaustion will conquer him.
\ery gradually his resistance becomesfeebler; very gradually the line is reeled up,bringing tbe fish each time a littlenearer to
the boat. When ho is brought within reach
there is no doubt of the result, for that
cannot be done until he is utterly tired out.When he reaches the side of the boat ho is
practically a dead fish-killed, not by thehook, but by hi, own desperate exertions.>aw slrlko4he gaffs into him and haul him
onboard. Let thu bands pay. Six baskets
of wive on ice, landlord! Two hundredand ten pounds, fisherman's weight! Bring
arnica and myrrh and precious ointments toheal the wounded fingers.

SMART ARABS.
A Traveler Tells of Some of the

Swimming Tricks They Play.

"The most expert swimmers Iever saw in
my life are the Arabians who dwell on the
seacoasl," said W. G. Motley at the Grace
Hotel.

"When there are ships lyingat anchor off
the coast the natives swim about the ships
for hours With scarcely a moment's rest.
They are as much at home in the water as
we are on tho laud, and they have the agil-
ity of a fish. The passengers often amuse
themselves by throwing copper or silver
coins into tho water for the swimmers to
dive after, and their skill In capturing the
money is simply marvelous.

"You may hurl the coin with all your
strength as far from the ship as possible,
but the Arab is after Itlike a flash. Darting
through the water like an arrow, he has the
money before it has sunk many feet •into
the water. He Invariably gets the money,
never missing a single attempt.

"Often the swimmers clamber on board
Iho boat and endeavor to turn an honest
penny by entertaining the passengers in one
way or another. Some of them are pres-
tidigitators of no mean ability, and often
tUclr sleight-of-hand performances are ex-,
ceedingly clever. Iremember one instance
in particular in which an Arabian magician
got the belterof a young English passenger.

A Substitute for Emery.
Carborundum, the material which it Is

proposed to substitute for emery for many
purposes, is formed by passing an electric
current through a. mixture of c.ike nut
silica with n littlecommon salt as a flux-.
The mass thus made is broken into small
pieces, washed, dried ami sorted, The
material was first produced as n tub.Ultute
for diamond dust in diumond-ciittiuif, but
111 extreme hardness has led lo many other

applications, -such as grinding brass and
iron, and especially cutting snd polishing
glass and porcelain, for which it appears
peculiarly adapted. While carborundum is
thus very important commercially, it is
also of Interest from a scientific point of
view,as the hardness is equal to that of the
diamond, and in olher qualities itclosely
resembles that precious stone.

the Beverage.

A few faddists have it that
vatiila used as m flavoring is intoxicating,
but those are only the people whom a piece
of underdone sfeak makes tipsy and to
whom green vegetables gives all kinds of

On sumo parts of the European Continent
a small piece of vanilla is put into ilia tea-
pot, together witlitne ten, The flavors are
said to blend wel', just as in Russia you
take your tumbler of tea witha slice of
lemon, instead of milk, and as in France
and Germany you add a teaspoontul of ar-
rack or rum in your thimbleful of after-
dinner coffee. .

But tbere is yet a daintier way of taking
your vanilla flavor with your tea. And this
rufline manner is British and not Continen-
tal. When the tea or coffee service Is being
made, vanilla flavor is added to the china
when it is in tho potter's hands, and thus
Itis baked into every article of the set.

Whenever afterward the tea things get hot
as they are being used, they exhale a faint
aroma of vanilla, which, to the fastidious,
may bo irelerable to the actual infusion
into beverages of the piece of square stein
or the vanilla aromatica.
