The Department Must Be
Re=enforced.

MORE HYDRANTS NEEDED.

Ten Steamers and Ten Chemicals
Wanted.

SOME PERTINENT COMPARISONS.

on Wednesday morning ULetween Chief
Sullivan of the Fire Department and the
Fire Committee of the Board of 1nder-
which the well-known iusur-
ance man, Robert Dickson, is chairman.
The conference was the result of an invita-
tion extended by the board to the new
Chief, and its purposa was i{o learn the
proposed recommendations relating to a
greater ¢fficiency of the Fire Department
and enhanced protection to the ouilying
and rapidly developing distriets of the city.
Tue report of the Chief was, to say the
least, alarming and surprising even to the
underwriters themselves, who are supposed
to keep pretty well inforwsed on such sub-
jeeis, and justified the stringent indorse-
ment of the changes and addition which
it was understood to be the intention ol the
Chiel of the Fire Department to urge upon
the Fire Committee cf the Board of Super-
visors for their encouragement and ap-
proval,
CHIEF SULLIVAN TALKS.

Chief Sullivan recommends that an adli-
tional ten steamers be purechased, with five
chemicai engines ard five trucks, and that

| 2000 new hydrants be located and placed in

pew and unprotected distriets, and also
that the namber be largely augmented in
what is known as the “mercantile quarter,”
whieh, according to the opinion of the
Chief, is still without the number of hy-
drants that an assurance of safety demands.

Chief Suilivan was interviewed upon the

subject of adaitional fire protectin and
with characteristic frankness gave his
views. *I have no desire,” lLe said, “‘to

court unnecessary publieity in this matter,
but it is right that the publie should know
the truth of the whole of this important
subject. 1 have no personal ambitions to
serve, neither would I realize the siiglhitest
personal Lenefit from a large inerease of the
department. My only ambition is to serve
the city to the bestof iy ability in the posi-
tion I have the honor to hold, and I feel a
profound responsibility for the safety of the
property in ocur charge and which looks to
us for protection. Butl l am convinced that
the condition of the city in so far as protec-
tion frcm conflagration is concerned is far
from being what it ought to be, even were
San Francisco in less favorable financial
condition than ic is now, and I was giad to
avail myself of the opportunity to meata
commitiee of underwriters and confer with
them upon the urgent necessily which con-
fronts us of a substantial increase in the
means we now have for copiug with a con-
flagration. Now,” said Mr. Sullivan, *‘l¢t
us take a map of the city and look in sue-
cession at those portions which are without
adequate facilities for the extinguishiment
of the fires that may oceur. ‘Take the im-
portant distriet inciuded in North Beaeh,
which is the location of large manufactur-
ing interests and the seat of a great lumber
trade. In that whole district there is one
hydrant sn Bay street, near the wire works,
aud but one more in anywhere near close
rreximity. ‘T'hese hydrants from 700
to 800 feet apart and ne g could saye the
buiidings fire became well started, I
regard North Beach as a wholly unprotected
district.

RICHMOND DISTRICT.

“The Richimond district is another im-
portant portion of the city, which is perhaps
more rapidiy being built up than any
other section. I also regarditas practically
unprotected. There is ove ehemical engine
out there, but the npearest steamer is No. 15
at Octavia and Laguna streets and a long
distance away, Richmond is also without
an adeqOate number of hydrants, though
there is abundance of water to draw from
if hvdrants were provided.

“The case of Ashbury Heights is one that
is liable to be duplicated at any time. Here
18 a section of the city with 500 dwellings,
, most of them, by their owners,
1se, yet before the

at heavy exps
last conflagratious only five hydrants were
available and no apparatus. Now the nums-
ber of bydraots has been doubled and a
chemical engine purchased,” but the nearest

steam engine is now at MeAllister
and Buchanan strects, which with good luck
and without accident could not possibly
teach the scene of a fire under 20 to 25

minures. At the last fire 1 had to make a
lead of 2700 feet of hose with a chain of
engines before 1 could get o stream on.
NOE AND EUREKA VALLEYS.

**West of Dolores street, a most important
district, embracing Noe and Eureka valleys,
is ancther portion of the eity without pro-
tect on, There 18 no engine unearer than
No. 13 at Twenty-fifth and Valencia streets,
and the next nearest is No. 18 on Dunecan
street, near “»uciivz. A chemical at Sixth
and Folsom Iso included in the district,
but the character of the locality, which is
the most elevated in the eity, forbids rapid

prozress in case of an emergency. This
district should have an engine of its own

and the number of hydrauts should be
greatly increased. At present there are no
bydrants In Noe Valley and but an occa-
sional one in Eureka Valley,

SUNNYSIDE AND OCEAN VIEW.

At Sunnyside and OUcean View there is
no fire protection whatever, and but very
few hydrants.”

**The extensive and valuable disttict in-
cluded in Scuth San Francisco and the
Potrero has two steamers a long distance
apart, with but few hydrants. t can hardly
be believed that the truck located at Elev-
enth and Market streets is one of the ap
ratus designed to protect South San Fran-
cisco and the Potrero, and that in ecase of
necessity this truck could only get to either
place by a long detour by the way of San
Bruno road.

“The foregoing are some of the districts
that ought ‘to have immediate attention.
There are many others that need it bad
enough, and which we call *partially’ pro-
tected, and if water facilities could be
inereased would be reasonably safe, except in
cases of extraordinary emergen-y; butthere
cannot be said to be a single séction, not
even excluding the mercantile district, that
can be said to be protected as it oughtto be.

MORE NYDRANTS NEEDED.

“I advocate an increase of 2000 hydrants,
as absolutely required. In the business
distriets hydrants should net be over 250
feet apart, and in outside districts not over
400 to 500 feet avart. To get proper work
from any steam fire-engine it ought not to
draw from a greater distance than 200 feet.
On these long G00-feet Market-street blocks
there should be one hydrant in the centers
as well as at the corners, and on all the out-
lying blocks there should be from one to
three, dependent upon the size of the block
and the value ¢f the. property to be pro-
tected, I have carefully estimated the num-
ber of hydrants, and am of the firm belief
that 2000 in addition to the 1900 already in
use should be placed.”

Mr. Sullivan was asked as to the water
supply in case 2000 adaitional hydrants were
added, and replied:

“*No difficulty need be anticipated on
that ground. In case of an emergency the
whole supply of Soring Valley could be ap-
propriated, and there is no settled section
of the city where there is not plenty of water
at an ample pbressure, provided hydrants
were provided.”

INSURANCE VIEWS.

Robert Dickson, chairman of the fire
committec of the Board of Underwriters
and manager ol several important insur-
ance companies, was interviewed on fire
protection and the needs of the eity for ad-
ditional apparatus, and stated that *‘the
committee of the underwriters wers very
happy to meet Chiel Sullivan and atscuss
with bim the plans which, it is understood,
he is to submit to the Board of Supervisors
for the rehabilitation of the department,

Both as a citizen and as an active in-
surance man,” satd Mr. Dickson, *I
am strongiy of the opinion that the

present facilliies for extinguishing econ-
flagrations are inadequate to the actual
needs of the city, I live, for Instanee, at
the corner of Baker and Haight streets, and
I have estimated that in case of fire it would
take the nearest engine from twenty to
twenty-five minutes to reach us. Aud there
are other sections of the city that are even
worse off than mine,

*The growth of the city outside has been
8o gradnal and steady that it can hardly be
realized, and these new locsalities are almost
entirely without fire protection. The pub-
lic do not think, perhaps, of the utter help-
lessness of these new districts against fire,
until some caiamity occurs like thuse lately
at Ashbury and Pacific heights.

*“This city s not regarded among insur-
ance men »s a first-clsss risk. Sacramento
Is better off than we are on accountof the
superior faciiities it possesses for extin-

guishing fires. Our department is a fiue

i one and accomplishes wonders, bnt it is

{ neither large enough nor does it have en-

gines or hydrants as it ought to have,
SULLIVAN'S PROPOSITIONS,

“Chief Sullivan propvoses to recommend
that enginea, trucks and chemicals be added
to the apparatus andthat 200) new hydrants
be placed in addition to the 1900 now in
use, ‘The last recommendation is surely in
order. I do not think there is sufiicient
hydrant supply on any one bloek in the
whole city. The outlying aistricts are ab-
solutely without them, and the risk of a
disastrous conflagration is always thought
of as a dreadful possibility by every insur-
ance man. The recommendations of Chief
Sullivan are entitled to the highest consid-
eration. He is aman of experience and
judgment and couscientions in the dis-
charge of his duties. He knows the absoe
lute need of the e¢ity in his department bet-
ter than any one else. The nuderwriters
have not yet acted upon the Chjet’s report,
and must consider it. We all hope that a
large addition to the fire-fighting force will
be made.”

Referring to the effect of additional hy-
drants and an increase in fire apparatus
upon insurance rates Mr. Dickson said
“that if the Fire Department was increased
according to the hopes of Chief Sullivan
there would be an immediate reduction of
rates. Of course it is impossible to say to
what extent, but I guarantee the citizens of
San Francisco would save enough money
every year oun premiums to pay not only
interest on the £390,000 required, but leave
enough left for a good sized sinking fund in
addition.”

WATER SUPPLY SUFFICIENT

Regarding the sufliciency of the water
supply Mr. Dickson remarkea: *So
far as the availab e amount of water is eon-
cerncd and i's general distdbution no city
in the country 1< si‘un‘ed any more advan-
tageously than is San Francisco. That ques-
tien kas been eliminated from the calcula-
tions of tire insurers beyvond a doubt. There
is an abundanpce of watereverywhere. What
is nmeeded is more hydrants and wmore en-
gines.”

Such is the judgment of men who per-
fectly understand the unenviable position
in which this city is placed regarding pro-
tection from conflazration, and it believed
that the larzer number of owaners of real
estate and insurance men fully agree with
their conelusions. But no sooner 18 a propo-
sition made to iacrease the pumber of hy-
drants for instance than the old ery that
such an inerease would expand the income
of the Spring Valley Water Works is raised,
just as thouzh sueh a question ean justly be
considered when the safety of the city is
imperiied. ‘That company certainly de-
serves some enconragement for the stu-
pendous efforts it has made to overcome
natural obstacles and supply San Franeisco
with a supply of water bothexhaustiess and
pure.

RENTS NOT EXORBITANT.

The rent of a hvdrant of $3) par year is
claimed to be exorbitant and oppressive,
but this cannot be regarded as such when
comvparisons are made with ether cities of
the country, and which are given below. It
is a fact that the \Water Committee of tho
Board of Supervisors in neither of the
schedules of rates presented for adoption
deemed the 839-rate too high when they
considered the service. DPlacing a hydrant
in any new section adds to ths securily of
those who live near, besides the valuable
assistance the flow gives in enhanci: g the
health of the locality in flushing sewers and
in banishing germs of disease. But the
charge of exorbitant and excessive rates
canunot be sustained in the light of the rents
paid by representative cities throughout the
country whieh are situated as this city iIs
and dependent upon a private corporatiocn
for the water supply.

EXCESSIVE FREIGHTS.

The excessive cost of coal and freights
ought to be also considered betore arriving
at a conelusion in the matter., New York,
Ph:ladelphis, Brookivn, Chicago, Boston,
Cincinnati, St. Louis and Detroit, with
many ol the other laiger cities, own their
own works, and consequently no compari-
son 1S possibie, T'he-e cities have no sepa-
rate water accounts for the corporation.

Biltimore pavs $30,000 to the water fund
for tire protection though owning its own
WOrks.

Buffalo, N. Y., owns its own water works,
but tixes itself £100,000 for fire protection.

Kansas City, with 1416 kydrants, pays
$§75,960 for the same purpose,

St. Paul, with 1968 hydrants, pays a rent
el £300 per wile on the city mains.

Pitt~burg, with 1850 hydrants, pays & rent
of 8§50 per annunr on each; Seattle, $60;
Tacoman, £69; Toveka, $50; Savanuah, Ga.,

$50; Peoria, 1il., $41 60; Davenwort, Towa,
€40; Counetl Biuffs, $100 and 8§75; Atchi-
son, Kans.,, $50 and §60; Auburn, N. Y.,
&5 At lis, Md., $75; Akron, Ohio,
$40 and Duluth, -£69, $80 and $100;
lndianavolis,-§50: Leaveuworth, 875: Mem-
phis, €50 to §50; New Orleans, $60; Oswe-
go, N. Y., §50.

Toronto, Canada, pays £54,160 for fire pro-
tection, awl Denver, Colo,, with 1560 hy-
drants, $£75,000 per annum. Des Moines,

Iowa, pays a rent of $635 per mile of pre,
and thus througzh a long list of minor ecities
the rate in no instance is a3 low as in this
city.

A change In sentiment regarding Spring
Vallev’s rates will surely result from a fair
consideration of those mentioned above.
Even the most prejudiced must admit that
it is rossibie to obscure its real position by
persistent misrepresentationg

AT THE CINNABAR SHAFT.

The State TIlineralogist Visits the
Mine.

The vewly appointed State Mineralogist,
J. J. Crawford, visited the new MceCarthy
quicksilver ledge yesterday,in company with
De. W. D. Johnston, chemist of the State
Mining Bureau.

They were much interestad in the pro-
ceedings and examined thae ledge, which
shows no indication of petering out at
present.

The trend of the ledga has hitherto been
suprosed to be northeasterly and south-
westerly, but a discovery made by the min-
ing officials yesterday may alter this under-
standing.

In their cursory examination of the sure
rounding ground, whichi has recently been
plowed, they found cinpabar outeroppings
of « decided character toward the nortl.
west corner of the lot and indications that
it extends in a northwesterly and south-
easterly direction; that is, runs diagzonally
across Devisadero street o McAllister,

The State Mineralogist received some
good specimens of the ore, one of which was
placed in the permanent mining exhibit in
tke Pioneer building on Fourth street.

The other, weighing fifteen pounds, was
dispatehed yesterday to the World’s Fair at
Chicago.

In conversation with MeCarthy it was evi-
dent ihat the annoyauce of people asking
for specimens is wearing on his mind, Al-
though a good-natured man he protests
against the necessity of his furnishing every
ons In the ¢ity and county with a specitnen
of ore. In sheer seif-protection he has been
agvised to eharge a nominal price for the
coveted bitsof ore and has almost made up
his mina to follow the advice., The prices
would be two and four “bits’” for different
sized specimens.

Speaking of McCarthy’s alleged intention
to put vp reduction works near his mine,
Cuarator Durden of the State Mining Bureau
declared the idea not feasibla,

“Cinnabar,” said he, “is composed of
salphur and mercury, and in its reduetion
sulphurous acid gas is generated, the fumes
of which would be voted a nuisance in any

neighborhood. They destroy vegetation
and impair paint and other decorative
work, besides being very disagreeable to

breathing animals, A certain volume of
these fumes can be seen issuing from the
chimneys of the Mint oceasionally; they
arise from the process of dissolving silver
bars In sulphurie acid, and if inhaled will
leave a very unpleasant sensation in the
ches«t and throat,

*“This would buintensified in theletnnabar
reduction s hould mercurial fumes be given
off to any extent, for those are, of course,
dangerous.”

McCarthy, if this view prevails, will have
to find another place for his reduction
works than in a populated district. He
may possibly join forces with the Supervi-
sors and together they may unite on a site
which would accommodate a pesthouse and
reduction works as well.

Anyway he seems undecided as yet what
to do with his ore,

A Mozey-Saving Device.
HowT, . .n New Yors Recorder.

Lewlis Leland, manager of the new Ren-
fost Hotel, Chicago, hias invented a money-
saving device which hutel and restaurant
men, butchers, dairymen, creamers and
others intérested in cild storage throughout
the country should know about., His expe-
rience with big bills for many years as a
hotel man led to the discovery that if the
iceboxes and coid storage-rooms in hotel,
ete., were constructed near an outer wall,
instead of in the ceunter of the buillding, and
a bole or window made therein allowing the
admittance of cold air from the outside,
meats, butter, milk and cream therein could
be preserved perfectly and kept fresh and
cool, making the vse of ice almost wholly
unnecessary during winter. Hotel men and
others pay enormous bLills for ice. Mr.
Leland is adopting this plan in his new
hotel, and says It has been used in all the
Leland lhouses with success, reduclng the
cost of ice to a mere pittance in coid
weather, IHe has no patent on the scheme,
but gives it to the world as a prineiple that
bas been tested with satisfactory results,

THE DIVE EVIL.

Both Sides Argue Before
the Supervisors,

ALL ARE OF ONE OPINION.

Attorney Bahrs Says the Underground
Hatcheries Are a Stain on Re-
spectable Liquor Men,

The Health and Police Committee of the
Board of Supervisors was compelled to
meet in the chambers of the board yesterday
morning,- the committee-ronws being en-
tirely too small to accommodate the large
crowd in atteudance.

The occasion of the gathering was the
consideration of the amendments vroposed
by the Citzens’ League to the dive ordi-
nance. There were not only grocervimen
and saloon-keepers present, but sanawiched
in the crowd were many repiesentatives
from the siums and lowest dives in the city.

Chairman Ke:nedy cpened the meeting
by asking if the proposed conference had
been held letween the members of the
Grocers’ Union and the officers of the Citi-
| zens’ Leacue.

Michael Flood, president of the Citizens’
Lengue, stated that at the request of the

srocers’ Union consideration of the measure
had been postponed, in order that a confer-
ence could be had regarding the dive oidi-
nanee. He had waited during the week to
hear from some of them, and as they had
not cal'ed he presuwed that they had come
to the conclusion that the amendiments as
presected by the Citizens’ League were
entirely satisfactory.

Atiorney Gear, also representing the Cit-
izens’ League, said if any objections were
raised regarding the legality or constitu-
tiopality of the proposed amendments he
was ready to argue them.

George Il Babirs arose and said he repre-
sented the Brewers’ Protective Association,
the Grocers’” Union, the German Salcon-
keepers” Association and the California
Liguor-deslers’ Protective Association,
whieh included the wholesale dealers, and
desired to protest against the prpposcd
amendments.

Chairman Kvnnedy—How is it that the
liquor men did not Lold the proposed con-
ference?

““Because we did not receive notice of it,”
repiled Attornev Bahrs. **Now, I have
arguments to adyance why you should not
adopt these amendments,””

Cuairman Kennedy—Confine yourself to
showing how the closing of the dives will
affect the respectable liguor element,

*The closing of the dives will not affect
tne respectable liquor element,” said the
speaker. **We have no sympathy or kindred
with them. No greater boon could happen
to us than to have the dives closed. They
are the stain upon the eity, and their influ-
ence reaches out and casts a brand upon the
respectable liguor men.

“But these ammendments are so broad and
comprehensive that they seriously aflect
the interests of the respectable liquor men.’”

Tlue speaker quoted from the platform of
the Demoeratic party and remrinded the
_board that they had pledged themselves not
to pass any laws which would injure those
interests. He held that under the amend-
ments no geocer's wife could help hiw io
his store without coming within the provis-
ons of the law. He also argued tuatthe
amendaments lodged too much power in the
hands of the Police Commissioners, which,
he claimed, was un-American and unjust,
He said the new law would make a little
aulocrat out of every policeman o the city.
He said it was wrong for such power to be
in the hands of three Commissioners. 1t
wou'!d inaugurate a tribunal for the dispen-
sation of special vrivileges apd virtually
amount to a confiseation of private prop-
erty.

Speaking of the efforts of the Citizens’
League to close the dives, he suid the re-
spectable liguor men were with them on
tnat proposition, and it called upon would
assist the league with money and with
counusel.

1n couclusion he said that the Citizens’
League could find enough laws on the
sfatute-books, wiiieh, il properly enforced
by the police and the courts, wou!d eradi-
cale thie evils complained of and remove a
stain from our fair city,

Attorney Gear replied, stiting that he was
glaa that the respectable liquor-dealers
were with the Citizens’ Leacue on the
proposition to close up the dives. Hé said
that Attorney Balrs misunderstood the
amendments, and that they did not at all
concentrate more power in the ’.lice Com-
mission. Theeffectof thenew ordinance was
to take away power from the Commission-
ers, becauss it declared that they should
have no voice in the matter of dives at all.

Under the proposed ordinance the re-
spectable hiquor-dealer has nothing to fear
at all, and it would nol preventa grocer’s
wife or daughter from waiting on custom-
ers, for the reason that it only applied to
case? where theatrical representations were
heid.

Attorney Bahrs stiil insisted that the
ordinauce would close such places as the
Tivoll, the People’s Palace and the Temple.

Joseph G. Eastland said he was tired of
hearing the liquor-dealers prate of what
assistance they would give to close up the
dives, He would like to see more tangible
signs of their good-will, and had always
noticed that when any step was taken in
the right direction they always came before
the board and threw obstacles in the wav,

Billy White, n variety actor, also elaimed

the ear of the board and began s
speech with the following senterca, * Yes

gentlemen, this 1s the most proudest go-
ment of wy life.”

White told a rather bard story, hut he was
received with frost, ana wouud up by
quoting a piece of poetry, the motto of the
Eiks, about burving one’s faults in sand
and imprinting their virtues on the tablets
of love and memory.
