It does not matter what the value of gold is
per cunce when delivered at the mints of
the United States. All goid is made 900
fine and the value of this per grain is .03876.
In every tweunty-dollar plece there are 516
rrains of 900 fine gold, so that the intrinsic

value of goid in a double eagle is $20.00016.
In other words a twenty-dollar piece {{om
the mints of the United States contalns,

exclusive of the alloy used to harden the
coin, gold of the value of $20and a fraction,
The copper alloy used for the purposa of
hardening coin is worth 2 cents per ounce,
and the value of such alloy in a twenty-dol-
lar piece is so small that it cannot be stated
in figures that any but a master at figures
would understand.

ExTRACTING ORE.—*Cino,” Fish Rock,
Mendocino County, Cal. The dry process
used for extracting precious metals from
rock is one by which the rock i3 pulverized
and the vreduet blown through sieves in
such a mauner that gold for instance is
foreed against mercury in receptacles. The
mercury catches the metal anud then it is
reccvered by the ordinary methods, In tha
past tan years there have been a number of
improvements in the manner of extracting
gold from ore. Experiments are being made
with electiicity for the purpose of separ-
ating gold from ore, but the several pro-
cesses are still in the experimental stage,

KILTS AND TARTANS.

Developed When Highlanders Wore

Only One Garment.
Up to Date.

Tbe highly picturesque and distinetive
costume of the bold Scottish highlanders is,
if we may believe history, to a large extent
the invention of the tyranniecal ssuthrens.

Io the ¢ld davs the wild highlander went
about wrapped in a long plaid and considered
himself sufficiently clothed. When dressing
he stood up in a state of nature, tonk a thiek
woolen plaid four or five yards long and
about three-quarlers of a yard wide
draped parts of it round his loins
like a kirtle and twisted the ends over
Lis back and shoulders and across his chest,
He was thus warmly dressed in a costume
of one picce. But when the restless Eng-
iish made their into the recky fast-
nesses of the highlanders and began to
make the natives build roads for com-
mercial and strategical purposes the road-
building generals—some say General Clay-
erhouse—found the mountaineer’s costume
somewhat awkward, so a piece of the piaid
was cut off and fashioned into a short skirt,
the kilt, which hung from the waist, and so
left the vpper part of the body free, which
was duly covered with a jucket, the re-
mainder of the plaid being used as a wrap
when work was finished. Sueh, we are told,
is the true origin of that mauly and graceful
nativnal dress,

Many of these tartans are pretty, others
quaint and some alarmingly startling.
Among the last we must mention that of
the Macmillans, wuich is bright yellow,
with a plaid pattern in light red; the Mac-
leods wear a yellow tartan, with black
pattern and thin red line; that of the Bu-
chanans is a very complicated small pattern
with all the colors of the rainbow In it; the
Macdonalds of Slate sport a terrible thing
in red, with bright green patterns; the
Macphersons have a pretty dress plaid in
black and white, with a thin, red stripe,
their ordinary or hunting tartan being gray
and blaeck, with a little biue and a thin, red
stripe.

The Menzies tartan, red and white, isalso
picturesque; so are the Stuarts, of which
there are several. The royal Stuart is
bright red, with a pattern of green, black,
blue and whitestripes; the dress Stuart, gen-
erally made in silk, Las a white ground with
a variegated patlern; the hunting Stuart is
green and black with black and thin stripes
of red and yellow; the old Stuart is green
with a close pavtern in biue, black and red,
The Gordon tartan is green and blue with
black and a thin stripe of yellow. But the
colors alone play a small part in the tartan
it is the wonderfully eomplicated arrange-
ment of checks and stripes which give the
distlinctive peculiarities,
