UOOD AS A UOLD HINE.
Thirty-One Dollars a Head for Coyotes

inMendocino.
Uriah, April 29,—The Biddle brothers,

slieeuherders of the most northern ranges
in Mendocluo, arrived in town to-day. They
reported the record broken within the last
six weeks in the destruction of spring lambs
by coyotes on the ranges west of Hie Round
Valley Iniian Reservation, principally in
the Blue Rocks Road District. There nro
11,000 sheep, and of this season's droppings
coyotes have killed from ,10 to 60 per cent.

But the destruction of coyotes has also
been enormous. The sheep men grew des-
perate and raised their price of SlOascaln
to 52ft, which, "with the comity bounty of S6
and the State bounty of $5. makes coyote
scalps worth 831. This brought into the
field a stranger named Chester Ayers with
a nostrum v!his own compounding that is
nause. in to mortal nostrils from one end of
a ofiOO-acre range to the other. Over the
ranges Ayers buried .steel traps, always
selecting a spot at soul!' isolated bush, stump

cousisls of only a liny tuft of cotton with
several drops of the "perfume." T.~.e dos-
llke coyotes tun to every bush, stone and
stump for investigation and never fail to
scratch for the buried odor, which is so de.-
posited that the scratching paws are always
captured by the sudden closing of the steel
trap's sharp-toothed jaws. Mr. Ayers
demonstrated this fact the past five weeks
by caiHiring 40 coyote-, whose scalps will
DriHjt him upward if$1400.

DOWN WITH A CRASH.

Erastus Wiman Has Failed for
Untold Thousands.

The Stringency of the Money Market
Was Too Ureat With His Many

Investments.

Special to The Mobnixq Call.

New Vohk, April 29.—Erastus Wiman,
tlie noied advocate for commercial recipro-
city with Canada and tho promoter of
numerous pr.j'-cts more or less financially
successful, and a prominent member uf the
Neiv York Chamber of Commerce, Board
of Trade and many other business organ-
tzntions, has joined his wife in making an
assignment for the benefit of creditors.
\V;uKiii'iir.Uilliabilities and assets are un-
known. Itis estimated, however, the lia-
b.litiL'S will reach 81,000,000 at least aud
nny be more.

The only available ns-ot-< are belinved to
Consist of lai.d on Staten Island in liis wife's
name. Wi.nan, aa ;iBritish subject, is un-
able to bold any land in his own name. Bat
for the tiausfer of this land tho fact of the
fai lire might Dot have become generally
known for some time. Inorder to protect
his creditors an assignment iv trust was
made under the COUIIOOD law one month
a^u by Wiman and wife, Mrs. W.nun
transferring her : I land m Staten
1- and for the benefil of rreditors. The as-

int is without preferences.

Trustee David King declines to speak
farther Mian to admit, that lie is a trustee
under assignment. XL- would not give a
list of creditors or .state the amount of
\\ Iman's liabilities. It 19 said nt the time
of Wiman's retirement from tlin commer-
cial agency Of tlie firm of R. G. Dun & Ci>.
lie was indebted to the concern tliree or
four hundred thousand dollars, but lie has
since secured the firm.

The cause of Wiman's troubles Is not
known beyond a statement that on account
of the multitude of his exten-;v-> ventures a
stringency in tue money market cad it dis-
astrous effect.

W. L. Strong, president of the Central
X.itinnal B.ink, says ha thin'.^ Wiman Ins
property worth more tlian his d.-bts, and if
not pushed can pay in full.

Wiman, when luterviewed, denied that
he had made an a.-NJ^nment. He says' that.
beinc a British luoject, he is unable as such
to own land in the State of New York, and
his large real-pstate accumulations nnStaten
Island have hitherto been held in the name
of his wife. Several weeks ago this prop-
erty, w.rth SI.OOO-.000, was all conveyed by
Mrs, Wiman tv a trustee for the benefit of
his creditors, past; present or to come. In
this conveyance llr. AVnnaii Joined. The
result of the creation ol this trust, he sayo.
Is to place within rfa"ljof tbe creditors the
large estate hitherto unavailable to them,
ami is the only foundation for the story
tbat be bad assigned. No li>t ol Whnan's
creditors has been jrivenout yet.

Colonel W. L. Strong of the Central Xa-
tional Bank said that h« had known some
time that Wiman was in ditliculties mid
that such an arrangement was in contem-
pla:ion. He thought that if he was given
time by his creditors, pending an easier
condition of the money market, he mightbe
able to come out all mint.
ItU said that probably Wyman's largest

creditor is the firm of K. G. Dim &Co., but
Dim's partners decline to say anything on
thesubject From other sources comes the
statement that Wiuiau's indebtedness to
tr.e firm will reach between $300,000 and
|4 10,000. Thi3 slateinent. however, is em-
phatically denied by Wiman. Further, Wi-
man says that the property in the trustees'
hands, ifproperly handled, is worth 51,000,-
--000 ur twice wh.it he owes.

The cause oi Wlman'a difficulties is not
definitely known beyond a general state-
ment that on the multitude cif his extensive
ventures the stringency of the money mar-
ket has had a disastrous effect.

A reportercalledon Robert Dan Douglass
of the firm of R. G. Dun &Co., at his home
this evening. Douglass said he was unable
to state the exact amount of money Wiman
owed the firm, as that could not be ascer-
tained till they heard from all the branches
of the firm iv the principal cities. lie said
that Wiuian leftthe firm about two months
ago in a somewhat unpleasant manner.
When asked to name what figure would rep-
resent the money due tint firm he said it
would exceed £290,000 and would probably
come, nearer £300,001 Douglass said that
his firm was not going to take any special
steps to protect its interests.

IN THEIR MEMORY.

A Striking Tribute to the
G. A. R. Dead.

THOMAS POST'S MONUMENT.

The Much-Discussed Statue to Be
Unveiled on Decoration Day—Me-

morial Services Next Tuesday.

The monument to be erected by George
11. Thomas Poit, G. A. R., at their lot in tho
I'residio cemetery is exciting considerable
in;erest in Graud Army circles.

Tho monument is not yet in place, al-
though the pedestal has been iv rendiness
and iv its proper location for over a year.

The pedestal is about six feet hiuh, square
in form, and severely plain and solid iv
appearance. Upon the Bide appears tho
dedicatory inscription coiumeniorative of
the soldiers who offered their lives in the war
of the rebellion, over one thousand of whom
are buried in the Presidio cemetery.

The pedestal nil! be surmounted by a
statue, which has just arrived from Harre
Vermont, where it was designed and
executed.

The statue is 5 feet 10 inches Inheight,
and represents a soldier of the Grand Army
standing "at rest." The figure stands erect,
wearing the low cap aud iong military

cloak, the cape being thrown back, showing
the hands clasping a musket, held almost
vertically in the position demanded by the
word of command, "at rest."

In selecting the status the e»nteric sig-
n Gcance of a soldier "at rest" was also
considered peculiarly appropriate*

The material is the best Vermont granite,
and the statue is one solid Piece, without
joints of any kind. It is from IWclay
Brothers A Co. of Barre, Vt., whose I pal
agent is ii. O. Drowe. The work of ths
sculptor is said by connoisseurs to havd
been welldine, and the whole monument,
it is believed, willreflect credit, on the t.iste
of the select', rs. and be Indorsed by fill
Grand Army Dien as substantial and ap-
propriate to its purr

- .
At present the exercises to be performed

nt tlic unveiling qf tho monument on
Decoration day have not been arranged,
hut the committee in charge, headed by
Ma] Woodruff, U. S. A., the chairman,
proposes having an impressive ceremony.

Ideruble doubt exists whether the
ceremonies willbe participated in by the
Grand Army posts as a whole or merely by
the post erecting the monument. Unless
some agreement on this point cm be
reached there willbe two distinct celebra-
tions in this city.

Diooration day exercises have hitherto
been held inOdd Fellows' Cemetery, «nd it
has been customary to distinguish the day
by a march of 11. old soldiers through the
city out to that rendezvous.

This march. Ithas been claimed by many
army men, constitutes a valuable feature
of tho day, affording a striking object lesson
to the young of patriotic veneration toward
those who have died for their country.

But should the Thomas Post succeed in
making the unveiling of its monument the
central feature ol the day the programme
would be changed. The I'ies di» is too far
for many of the veterans to reach on foot
Jin 1 it is proposed that all members of the
Grand Army who pariieipate shall be
transported by car to Central avenue, where
they would form ami march down the hill
to the Presidio. After assisting in the; mi-
veilingexercises they could proceed to the
Odd Fellows' Cemetery und take part In
the ceremonies there.

This programme, however, has been ob-
jected to by many on the ground that it
does away with the street march. Others
favor it as a erac fnlcompliment ami mark
of brotherly sympathy with Tin.ma- Tost.

And so the matter stands. The exercises
of both TiiomiisPost and the other posts on
Decoration day will, according to present
arrangements, be held in the morning, be-
ginning at 10 o'clock. Thomas Post h.<s
comrades buried at Odd Fellows' Cemetery,
and willsend a delegation to trie exercises
there in any event.

An argument employed by the Grand
Army men who object to centralizing their
celebration of th« occasion at the Presidio
is that the public should be taken into con.
nidi-ration. They say that people willnaturally go toO.ld Fellow*' Cemetery first,
and that after the exercises there the
soldiers and civilians might go on to the
Presidio for the unveiling. But members
of Thomx Post claim that neither the pub-
licn'T soldiers would be inclined to go from
the Odd Fellows' Cemetery all the way to
the reservation, and that by proper an-
nouncement through the press it coulii
easily be understood by all (turtles that the
first rendezvous would be the Presidio cem-
etery, whither all could be conveyed by the
car*.

Pesthouse.

South San Francisco Residents Con-
demn the Supervisors for Select-

ing the Site They Did.

South San Francisco property-owners to
the number of 200 attended a mass-meeting
last night at Masonic Hall to give vent to

\u25a0 their indignation at the recent action of the
Uonrd of Supervisors in recommending the
purchase of a block in their neighborhood
for a I'eslhouse site.

WilliamJ. B. Warner wa> chosen to pre-
side and P. F. K. Steiner was secretary.

Ex-Supervisor John Shirley spoUe upon
the subject-matter as follows:
"Ihave never been more astonished in

my life than 1have been at the recent action
of the Board of Supervisors in calling a
sudden and unexpected special meeting to
take a snap judgment upon the property-
nwnen of the southern portion of the city.
The Pestbousu Is even more of a nuisance
man a slaughter-house. Icalled upon
Mayor Ellert yesterday and asked him to
veto the resolution if presented to him. Mr.Ellert, however. informed me that lie was
tired of the I'estiiousn mutter and would
alga the resolution. Ialso called on Super-
visor Rogers, who was somewhat taken
aback and acknowledged bin-self imposed
upon, as he believed that block 491 was far
from any civilization. 1 informed him,
however, that it was otherwise, and that
the South San i-'i:uci-co and hay View
districts were owned a- homesteads by small
owners. Iam surprised that the Super-
v ion allowed themselves to be dictated to
and led about by AdolDh Sutro, who is en-
deavoring to keep the. Pesthouse away from
his acres and dump it among the owners of
small homesteads in the Eleventh. Ward.

"1 am surprised at Supervisor James'course inadvocating the purchase of r. site
in his ward, and 1believe that he will, with
the other members of the board, become
ashamed of their hasty action.

"They have no right to buy a piece of
land in a section which the citizens have
for the past twenty-five years built up by
their industry. Property-owners should be
encouraged Insettling up the outlying dis-
tricts, and a nuisance ought not 10 be
placed as a menace to the health ot the
neighborhood."

N. Winants advocated the appointment of
a committee to visit the Mayor to-morrow
morning to protest against the impending
danger.

Dr. M. McLaughliu said the location of
the PesMiuuse in South San Francisco is
one of the most important problems which
has ever confronted the welfare nt thn
inhabitants of South San Francisco, "if
the Supervisors carry out their recent
recommendation to buy block 491, Iadvise
the South San Francisco residents to take
Supervisor James' advice, given a week ago
to the Potrero-avenue people, and blow up
the Pesthouse wherever it should be builtin
South San Francisco."

C. M. Manuel", W. J. Warner and others
spoke ni Mr. Sutro's endeavor to dump the
Pesthouse in a thickly setlled community
so that his arrcs might not be affected else-
where. 11. W. Gantnerdid not wonder that
Supervisor James did not accept the invita-
tion extended to tw present at the meeting.
"It was different with the present City
Father before his election. You willall re-
member," declared Mr. Gintner, "(hen Mr.
James visited us and asked for our votes.
.No wonder he does not now come and sea
us and explain his strange action."

Walts' Work of Investigation] Still
Going On. .

Labor Commissioner Walts, at the re-
quest of the Bakers' Union, has been
visiting the places where bread is made in
this city, nnd has made some discoveries
that show that some of the bakeries are not
In this sanitary condition they should be.

One week ago the Commissioner's deputy,
who had been informed that bread was
being made in cellars in which the bakers
were compelled to sleep, went forth to
verify or disprove the statements that had
been made to him.

lie visited several bakeries on Market
and Kearny streets, and found nothing to
complain of. They were clean uud well
ventilated and the employes had no griev-
ances.

"Go to every bakery in the city and learn
how bread is betnj made in them and how
the workmen fare," said the CunimUsioner,
nnd his deputy went.

Down on Fourth street he found abakerv
witha ceiling six feet above the floor, not
over clean and poorly ventilated.

The men slept in un adjoining room and
told the deputy that they were obliaad to
work thirtee. hours a day seven days in
the week.

The deputy found many bakeries like the
Fourth-street shop, where men were com-
pelled to work in hot, uuvcntilated rooms
every day in tho week.

Tim .Labor Commissioner will finish his
labois in tee bakeries this week, and
will call upon the proprietor ot every
shop in which sanitary rules are
ignored to mend the error of bis
ways, and if his warning is
not regarded he willappeal to the courts to
protect the workmen and the people.
