
CIPHER FOR A TYPEWRITER.
A Code .Might Be Easily Devised by

Transposing the Letters.
an Architect.- A curious suggestion in regard to certain

possible uses of the typewriter is made by
M.Erve. Itis well known that a favorite
form of cipher-writing consists in substitut-
ing certain letters for others, each party to
the correspondence having the key by which
he can substitute the letters that are in-
tended to be read. M.Ervo points out that
b secret correspondence of this sort can bo
carried on very readily by means of any
typewriter. All that is necessaiy is to
transpose certain types or. the type bars,
so that, for example, touching the key
marked A willprint C, B will print H and

on. After one. instrument has been so
transposed the other is to be correspond-
ingly rearranged, so that key C willprint
A, Hie key 11 willprint 1! and so on. Then
X. the correspondent at one end of the line,
on receiving a cipiier dispatch from the
other, V, has only to copy it on Ins type-
writer. Ti:e machine retransposing the
letters automatically, will at once siva an
accurate translation, while X's reply, writ-
ten on the same typewriter which trans-
lated V's original dispatch, will form an
unintelligible string of letters, which by
copyine on Y'a typewriter will be in its
turn translated. A cipher correspondence
of this sort has an advantage over the ordi-
nary kind, In that the two patties use
different, although reciprocal ciphers, and
a comparison of dispatches captured from
each willeive littleclew to the meaning of

her. Moreover, it would not be very
difficult with some typewriters which have
two space keys, to mate the space keys
accurate types, so that the documents should
bean uninterrupted string of letters. Such
writinzis yerydiflkultto decipher from the
impossibility of telling where the words
bfcin it end, yet the corresponding instru-
ment by mere copying would translate it
per'« tly.

Another use of the typewriter which M.
Erve suggests is an instrument for short-
hand writing. Moat stenographers, Inad-
dition tn the characters for sound, employ
a large number of abbreviations and signs,
usual!)- of their own devising, which no one
but themselves can understand. Hence ilcomes that stenographers cannot read any
one else's writing but their own, and occa-
sionally fail to read that when their use of
abbreviations has been too liberal. M.
Erve says very truly that characters In-dicating sound with sufficient accuracy can
readily bo found in the typewriter's alpha-
bet, while a code of abbreviations might
easily be agreed upon among stenographers.
With such a phonetic system of using the
characters and a reasonable number of ab-
breviations it would be easy to write 400
words a minute on a typewriter, which
would be fast enough for the most rapid
speaker, while the stenographic writing
would have the great advantage of being
legible to any other stenographer besides
the one who wrote it.

A Really Good Cup of Coffee.
New Vcik Ledger.

An ideal cup of coffee cat', it Is said, be
made only in one way. The coffee must be
of the best quality and must be roasted,
ground immediately and used as quickly as
possible. Connoisseurs in coffee assure us
that it is out of the question to make this
beverage absolutely perfect out of the fac-
tory roasted coffee that has been allowed to
stand in tho open air any number of hours.
The fine aroma of the berry evaporates in avery short time. Given the fr«sti!y roastedand ground coffee, an earthen coffee-pot
heated very hot by being filled with boiling
water, which must be poured out again, anda coffee-bag strainer. Then put in thecoffee, ground very fine—almost to a
powder; pour upon it boiling water— not
merely hot—cover tightly and allow thecoffee to filter through. Have ready the
cup?, heated by pouring boiling water in
them, put in the required quantity of cream
and sugar, then fill up With the distilled
nectar from the coffee-pot, and one has a
beverage that is a revelation. Never ex-
pect good result* from poor coffee or luke-
warm water and hall cold utensils.

Help
the driver, and that me driver liin sympa-
thy withhim, and he settles down lor the
pace that breaks records.
"Ihave a rule on my farm that the train-

made a third or a quarter more valuable isapparent. Ibelieve. in taking bettur car-

It was suggested that the board could
hold tho election with half the number of
election officers employed at the last elec-
tion. It was iilso thought Hint the number
of polling-places could also be greatly re-duced, as the voto at Special elections iial-
ways very light.

The question arose whether the adoption
of such a course would not invalidate the
election and it was agreed tosubmit ihe mat-
ter to the City and County Attorney for set-
tlement.

A motion of Commissioner Fltzbngh w.\s
adopted dirfctins urn R-gUlrai to forniu-
late plans for the holding of the pieclion and
to estirnalH tho probable cost under the re-
duced njaaiure*.

KEEP AN AQUARIUM

ItWillPay You in Various
Dull Hours.

AND COST NEXT TO NOTHING.

Fish, With Plenty of Air Space, Will
Live on Less Than a Beggar's

Ransom.

"Keep an squaritm? Why yes, but to
preserve the fish alive, oh my!"

That is tha general opinion of those who
have expended a dollar and a half en a
three-gallon glasa jar; have out any nniount
of eag and bread crumbs into the jar and
wondered why the fish died.

Now the whole secret of Ish-keeping Is
very simple, namely, "don't feed the £sh."

There are only ab iut four or five varieties
of ii-h which will keep in an aquarium
anyhow.

They must be fresh-water fish. In the first
place, for nature makes tides for salt water,
and there are no tides in an aquarium.
Secnndly, there must be no hand-dipping.
Kvery time the hand is placed in an
aquarium a fulldies, one or mure.

No one willraise pets, monkeys, parrots,
dngs, cartarins or fishes, unless as much care
is devoted to them us a business enterprise
would require. That is the cardinal princi-
ple.

The animal and vegetable world are com-
bined in an aquarium. It is a balance of
oxygen, hydrogen and carbon. The balance
right, the fish willlive; the balance against
them, the fish willdie. There is always n
tendency to overcrowd the aquarium.

Overcrowd it and the ttsh willshow whit-
ish, yellow growths about tlio" mouth, un9
nnd gills, eventually destroying the structure.
Precisely the same thing happens In nn
overcrowded school, and it is commonly
called consumption.

Tlie first symptom of this disease which
appears in fishes is a white downy spot on
some part of the body, generally near the
tail. The best thing to do with such a fish
is to destroy it, fur it will never recover
and the malady will affect every fish in the
tank. There is no remedy, no operation
and no cure.

There is always a common-sense hint
larking in humble guise. If full die in an
aquarium not overcrowded something in
the atmosphere of tin: room Is hostile to
human beings. That is to say that if two
fish or four fish find the oxygen supplied

them insufficient it is a good hint to the
people occupying the rooms to gat more air.
Ii is not a bad tiling to notice how con-

tented fiili resemble contented men. Put
two goldfish into a two-sallon aquarium.
Everything is love and pence. Toogold-
thiinot over four inches long can live i"
Jttl* spare. Four callous of water will
support four goldfish; six willsupport six.
Dead ana decayed matter will reduce the
vital sup: !y. Feed crumbs and stale bread,
and overfeed Him fish generally, the result
is mortality. Keep the feeding down below
par and the tisli are hungry and healthy.
No liili can bo kept in an aquarium a'ivo
and healthy which willnot rush to the too
of the water for food. 'Chat is the test. A
fish which rushes to the surface lor fond is
healthy; it itdoes not rush there for food
it is sickly.

By all odds the earn family are the
aquarium fish. Trout .-'On die. Allsalt-
water fish die la aquariums, however care-
fully ke»t, for the reason aforesaid that
there are no purifying tiJe3. The swifter
the waters in which fish naturally live tt-e
swifter their deaths in an aquarium. For
this reason the slow-moving cyprinld.e or
carp family do well.

Goldfish belong to this family and are
slow movers; hence they thrive. Pike and
trout are swift swimmers and swiftly die.
Catfish do well, but the perch family are
speedy victims. Surker3 endure, but the
salmonlds die out. That is the way in this
world. Those whom the coda lovo die
young.

Conferva are a great trouble In aquar-
iums. Tiny are a green growth like moss
Battling on the sides of the jar. If the fish
are 10 live the con fervse must be cleaned out.
While this is being done— it will be
noticed that the civicare always on the
sunny side— fish should be lifted by a
net, never by the bam), and placed in a jar
of fresh water, If the water is too cold
make it warmer, if warm make it colder,
fur nothing kills fish so soon as a rapid
change of temperature.

Pish in an aquarium should never be fed
under any circumstances. Every waste
crumb of bread represents a chance of
disease. Every diseased ti«h should be re-
moved before it dies and tlio water be
changed. Diseased lisli never get better.

19 the secret of a merchant's success in

a just balmier between debtor

and creditor. In an aquarium oxygen is
the creditor, used air, or carbunic acid, is
the debtor. Green weeds are out of place
in an nquarium unless they are naturally
growing in sunlight. If there are more
green weeds than them i3green support
the evil is as greatas If there were no green
stuff at all. The object of the weed is to
separate the oxygen from tiio water by the
aid of sunlight. The fish use this nascent
oxygen and thrive on it. Without tins oxy-
gen the death of the fish is a mere question
of time, but no amount or green weed Will
supply the oxygen without sunlight.

As for fish, as for humanity, any temper-
ature above 68 degrees Fahr. is too high,
any below •}."> degrees is ton low.

The proper thing for the hot nm of an
aquarium is two inches of sand with n lop
layer of pebbles, in which to Insert the
plants for growth.
It is always to be remembered that in a

well-ventilate Iroom, where the carbon and
oxygen are wellbalance*!, men, women and
children will thrive and li«h willlive, lleiico
itfollows that in apartments where people
grow consumptive fish willdie, and Unit in
rooms where fish remain quietly and con-
tentedly at the bottom of the jar human
beings are doing well.

German carp and catfish do well in aquar-
iums. The three-tailed Japanese goldfish
willalso do well, but the other river fishes
am best left alone.

Fish which are devourers of their kind,
however long-lived In a state of liberty, die
swiftly in the aquarium. Tho perch, bass
and pike are examples. The greater tho
amount of original liberty the more rapid
the growth of the saproleguia fernx, which
is the bano of aquariums. P. C. D.

BORING IN THE SEA.
American Drillers at Work in the

Japan Sea for the Mikado.
rittsiiurgDispatch.

The Japan Government has had In Its
employ lor over a year past two expert oil-
drillers from the Pennsylvania oil region,
who are superintending boring for oil in
the waters of the Japan Sja, ISO yards from
shore, just outside Idzinozaki. a city of
about 13,000 population on the northwestern
coast of Japan and about fifty-five tulle*
southwest of Niisata. They havo met with
success. This venture is regarded as prom-
ising some important development?, es-
pecially as, Instead of that government
Importing the refined oil from this
country in the quantity they have been
doing, they have now erected lour or
five refineries. With these they are refin-
ing their own oil, the producing of which is
yet largely inadequate to their demand, and
also beginning to refine th« crude which
they import from the United States and
Russia, The most of the refined oil which
they import from this country comes from
Philadelphia. Their native oil Is similar to
the Pennsylvania oil, but a little darker
and of -4.1 gravity. The present price of oil
there is from S3 25 to S3 29 a barrel, or in
their native currency from 4 yan and 90
sen to 5 van. A yan varies wiln. the piin
ofcold, but tiio-e drillers said itwas worth
60% cents in gold when they left. The men
who have the development of this oil terri-
tory in charge for the Japanese Government
are W. A. Dibble 61 Keimersbur*. Clarion
County, Pa., and T. J. Stewart, of Vo
Dangn, Crawford County.

Atldzuiazftki, whic'i is noted a3 a fntiini
town, the available shore line is very nar-
row, Itbeing occupied by the city, immedi-
ately back of which the "mountains," about
230 feet high, rise. The wells are crowding
out into toe waters of the sea, much as they
have, been doing at St. Mary's reservoir, in
the northwestern part of Onlo. About 4.10
feet out the water Is on'.y some three ant
a half feet deep. They usually put down
cribbing of logs or timber, which they n't
withearth and .tint' obtain the necessary
thonsh somewhat limited space upon whlcii
they can proceed with their operations anil
boring. They run out to the derrick from
shore, a narrow walk upon which the natives
carry to land on their backs the oil, a few
gallons at a time. Labor is very cheau
there, and natives work for 7 yan a month
and "Bad" or board themselves, a y»n be-
in;.-, as before stated, about 60 cants. They
are not orgai)iz d, have no such things as
labor unions and strikes are unknown.
They have no set time*for a d iv's work,
which is practically during daylight, fre-
ouently beginning work at the wells at 4
o'clock in the morning.

The, Massachusetts Emergency and Hy-
gienic Association has just prepared a clns*
of young women for a new occupation, that
of trained attendants for convalescent!",
chronic invalids, elderly persons and littlit
children.

unable through business engagements t<icare for their own sick or feeble. Tim
trained nurse is too expensive « luxury to
be kept through week--, perhaps months,
of weary convalescence, and tho patieu',
who perhaps was doing «ell at her depart-ure, begins to suffer for proper care. Tin
trained attendant, who has been instructed
by competent trained nurses, is then pre-
pared to take her place. Sha has bon
tauKQt how to vontilate the rooms, mafcobeds, bathe the patient, serra and prepare
attractive food, and do tho many other
things necessary to make lift)as DleasaDt as
possible fur the sick. The young women
admitted to the Boston classes must b« at
least 20 years of ago and possessed of goixt
antecedents. The course of thirty lesson- 1,
for which S3 are paid, is followed by mi
examination, which, if creditably passed,
entitles the pupil to a diploma.
