;AN AMERICAN SOLUTION.

'.' The New York World quotes a Senator
as saying that he was convinced of. Secre-
tary Gresham's firm determination to secure

•an American solution of the Hawaiian prob-
lem. The World then volunteers the asser-
tion that there are no more typical and
.thoroughgoing Americans than Cleveland
and Gresham. This assurance is well in its
way, but the people would like some other
evidence of its truth than the World's
opinion. That journal proceeds to say that

.an American solution lies in* the direction
ifa protectorate. But a protectorate was

-informally established when the American
flag was raised over the Hawaiian Capitol.

. Yet the typical Americans of the World
type ordered the flag to be hauled down.
The M'orldadmits that the lowering of that. by order of Mr. Cleveland's personal agent

"was a shock to American patriotism and a
idisappointment to Hawaiian hopes. The

American solution requires another Aug
-raising. The policy Mr.Cleveland has pur-
sued is not only un-American, but his
methods are also 'un-American. -What right
had Mr. Cleveland to send a personal agent
to the islands to undo what a preceding
administration had done? Ifthe incoming
administration did not approve the policy
of an outgoing one, the American' remedy
would be to change that policy in accord-
ance with the forms of law. If Congress

, when it meets does not approve of the policy
of annexation, to which the Harrison ad-
ministration was committed, It would be
entirely within the province of Congress to
refuse its sanction of that policy. But it
was thoroughly un-American for the Presi-
dent to undo by his own act what his pre-
decessor had done with the assent ofone
brauch of the law-making power, Inother
words. Personal Agent Blount had no
constitutional'- power

'
to undo what

a. United States Minister bad done.
Ifthe President could supersede the Amer-
ican Ministry at Hawaii* with a personal
agent he could at any time render . the
American Embassador at London or Paris
ridiculous. Ifthe President can have his
special agent at every capital to step for-
ward at any stage of a controversy and put
fie accredited Minister to shame the fact
should be known. This would be personal
government in its worst form. It would
invest the President w.th a power no sover-
eign in Europe except the Czar of Russia
would dare to exercise. And It may be
added that the sovereigns who might exer-
cise such power would not so humiliate a
representative unless convinced of intended
treachery. The New York Tribune has a
much more correct coitceptlou of the situa-
tion than itsDemocratic contemporary. The

KEEP TRYING.
An Eastern contemporary argues that if

the Chinese registration act is declared con-
stitutional it willfail to accomplish lis pur-

pose. ](is urged that as Chinese duplicity
has been too much for American lawmakers
in the past so it will be in the future. To
this the answer may be made that the exclu-
sion of Chinese laborers Is an understood
necessity, and that Ifone law partially fails
another, must be devised to meet its defects.
We began with a law In 1882 that was en-
tirely in accord with the treaty. Tte Chi-
nese passed through it as water passes
through a sieve. We amended the act in
1884, but practice still showed defects. Then
came the exclusion act of 1888. That act
denied to Chinese in the country privileges
that the treaty gave them", but Itwas upheld
by the Supreme Court on tbe ground that It
was the latest expression of the willof the
peeple. But was found that Inspite of
an honest 'effort to enforce tbe exclusion
net at the seaports Chinese filtered in by
land.. The registration act is a device to
meet this condition. If the Chinese in the
country are required to procure certificates
of registration those who come in unlaw-
fully may be called upon to explain why
they have no certificate. But if the Su-
preme Court declares the law inaccord with
the constitution the only effect of the lawwillbe deportation. J There is no authority
to register Chinese after the sth of May.
Those not provided with certificates oi
registration willbe subject to arrest and de-
portation. Congress may, when it meets,
give the Chinese another chance toregister',.but in face of the fact that one registration
law has not been enforced the chances are
that the Chinese willpay little attention to
a second law.

THE DUKE OF VERAQUA.
Probably the most conspicuous personage

at the opening of the World's Pair will he
the Duke of Yeragua, who represents the
familyof the discoverer. He is a dignified
and imposing gentleman who bears his hon-
ors becomingly ;the memory of Columbus
willsuffer no detriment while he represents
it. And it is right and proper that lie
should receive respectful attention from all
who believe that the history of the past is
worth recollecting. Some of the papers ,-,r..
publishing his pedigree; their account does
not tally with the record as closely as it
might,

The wife of Columbus was not Philiipa

Monlz. as is stated, but Dona Philippa de
Perestrello. the daughter of anold sea cap-
tain, who had acquired fortune and bad
obtained some office under Government. It
was she who gave birth to Din Diego, who
nursed his father so tenderly during his last
illness, and through the sorrows brought
on him by the cupidity of King Ferdinand
and the intrigues of Archbishop Fonseca.
On the death of the discoverer the King
declared that the privileges which he had
granted to Columbus in consideration of his
discovery had lapsed and that his titles of
viceroy and admiral expired with him. But
while Diego was battling forjils rights he
had the good fortune to win the heart of
Maria de Toledo, who wis a member of one
of the very highest families In Spain. Her
father was commander of Leon, her brother
was the famous Duke of Alva, afterward
infamous as the butcher of the.Low Coun-
tries. Itwas not safe even for the King to
trifle with such personages as these; Don
Diego was permitted to bring suit for resti-
tution of his revenue and his rank, and he
got them both.

By Maria Don Dieeo left five children, the
eldest of whom. Dun Luis, of whom the
newspaper genealogists do not seem to have
heard, succeeded him and was the first of
the family to assume the title of Duke
of Yeragua. He died young, leaving an
illegitimate son and two legitimate daugh-
ters. .A suit to determine the heir was in-
stituted. Itdragged for many years through
the courts. Atlength itwas decided that
the male line of Columbus was extinct, but
that the titles and revenues, such as they
were, should' go to the posterity of Don
Diego's daughter. Dona Isabella, who had
married Don George of Portugal. Don
George was a member of a junior branch of
the house of Braganza, which reigns in
Portugal to this day. The books ofgeneal-
ogy say that the line of Columbus, involv-
ing the title of the Duke of Veragna;' was
thenceforth merged into the lino of Bra-
ganzi, but.the ancestors .of the present Duke
in the eighteenth and nineteenth centuries
appear to have preserved a separate lineage
of their own, so that the title has never
been extinguished, nor has the male line
disappeared.

The present Duke, however, cannot be
classed with grandees of Spain like the
l)ukAs of Medina Sidonia. who were more
powerful in the great days of Spain than
reigning princes. lie rather belongs to.the
minor nobility, which furnishes officers to
the Spanish army and clerks to the depart-
ments of the Government at Madrid. If
he is an able man, as be is reported to be,
the less he says ab ut his ancestors, except
Columbus, the better. The founders of
many of the families were valiant ". and
most punctilious onquestions ofhonor; their
children have not done so much' to entitle
them to the respect of mankind. InFrance
and England the nobility has always man-
aged to produce two or three .bright men
in eacli generation who left: their stamp on
the age in which they _r lived. s But In Ger-
many and Spain the chief survice which the
aristocracy has rendered in the past two
"centuries has been to furnish an argument
against '• hereditary privilege. .*Owing \u25a0 to
various causes Spanish noblemen hay*!

been unable to.cultivate their estates and
have .grown _ miserably •poor. During the
-summer- they -lead the. life of peasants in
their country places; in winter they occupy
meanly .furnished houses in Madrid 'and
Spend their time in playing cards for two-
penny stakes, .'smoking cigar's and gossiping
ever the small-beer politics, of the capital.

SILVER BULLION NOTES.
An Eastern contemporary asks if silver

miners wilt'be willingto sell silver bullion
worth (1000 in gold, taking in payment
therefor treasury notes calling for $040 and
then exchange these notes for 640 silver
dollars. This question does not accurately
state the case. Treasury notes are issued to
the full amount of the gold value of the
silver bullion Sold. In place of $040 in
treasury notes forsilver bullion worth $1000
in gold, notes would be issued to the
amount of $1000. Secretary Carlisle was
reported as in favor of paying these 81000
worth ot treasury notes with silver, the
commercial value of which would be but
about $640. Miners would onlybe willing
to exchange the treasury notes for an equal
amount in silver dollars on the understand-
ing that the silver dollars should be main-
tained at par with gold dollars. That tho
administration intends to maintain the
parity of the two kinds of money is unques-
tioned, but its ability to do so is quite
another thing. Neither Mr. Cleveland nor
Mr.Carlisle has as yet suggested a policy
which can possibly supply the treasury with
the gold it willneed to continue gold pay-
ments. Whit scheme they may have In
reserve is unknown out of Cabinet circles.

SUGAR, COFFEE AND TEA.
'These are three articles' upon which a
revenue tariff requires duties to be levied.
If the sole object' of a tariff Is to procure
revenue, duties should be levied on articles
that we must Import. A thoroughly Dem-
ocratic, tariff*reformer has intimated that
the tariff bill to be presented to Congress in
September willaim to raise from $70,000,000
to _ ',000,000 from these three staples. The
amount named is fat within the reasonable
limit. Sixty millions might be collected
from sugar alone. Heavy duties would not
be required to get 540,000,000 from either
tea or coffee. Still them is good reason to
doubt if the administration willattempt to
tax tea or coffee. A tax of a cent a Duni-
on. sugar would be submitted to without
protest, as it would combine the purposes
of both revenue and protection. But we
doubt if there are ten Congressmen who
would have the courage to tax tea ar coffee
in time of peace.

The would-be slayer of Gladstone has
been pronounced unhinged In the mind and
willbe sent to an asylum. Not content
With this discovery the police are nosing
out the bad people who are pre-
sumed to be capable: 'of working npon
bis bloodthirsty feelings. A division
of the blame between incendiary ha-
rangues and fierce . newspaper articles
may perhaps account for the mental per-
turbation, but to apply the whip of punish-
ment is smother matter. * The police had
much better keep a lookout for gome oilier
stalker after mischief whose cerebral convo-
lutions are simmering from overwrought
political excitement.

Quite a stoppage is threatened of the pro-
ceedings in the Baring. Sea arbitration.
L.rd Ilannen, one of the British members
or the tribunal, is evidently seriously ill.
He has long been in ailing health. His
condition gave occasion for alarm during
the sittings of the Parnell Commission.
Promotion to the House of Lords was no
doubt intended to give him rest as well ashonor, and probably his duties as arbitrator
were undertaken with misgiving. His
lordship has been a JmUe since 18*18, and is
aged 71 years. Any hitch in the proceed-
ings of the commission would be awkward.

Probably thlscentury willnot fa-'e out be-
fore ocean postage for two cents per letter of
half an ounce is Inaugurated. The countries
of Europe and the United States could at
least afford to make the change, which would
have its reward in an expansion of Inter-
course and a development of trade. A de-
bate has just been concluded in the English
House of Commons on a resolution to Intro-
duce ocean penny postaee for the British
empire. The Premier, Chancellor of the
Exchequer and Postmaster-General all favor
this change to a minimum uniformity, but
plead that the financial difficulties of the
moment stand in the way. England has no
elasticity of revenue this year and no sur-
plus to dispose of. Fresh taxation has be-
come necessary. Some of the colonies also,
especially those of Australia, are in no c»n-
nition to endure loss of increase or to make
temporary sacrifices for permanent gain.
Any colony that wishes to lead, however,
can do so at its own expense. Canada sends
letters to the United States at the same
rates as those for internal postage. It
could do the same with letters to England,
irrespective of the Postal Union.

Atlantic towns and then the ooium is re-
shipped to Ptiget Sound' for distribution,
i'here are other methods of supplying this
vicious article of contraband to its enslavedconsumers. As long as a high duty exists

one if those commodities of which itis de-
sirable to prevent the abuse, either by pro-

The divine economy
of the universe is one."

STYLE FOR OUR SOLDIERS
The Boys Figuring on New and Start,

ling Full-Dress Uniforms. \
The question of adopting a full-dress uni-

form Is being agitated in several National
Guard organizations. Under the recent
amendments to the code no more public
money can be expended for full-dress uni-
forms. The State appropriations are to be
applied tut the purchase of service uniforms
only.

*
Itis very well understood, however, that

the regiment that may entertain any hope of
being able to draw tbe largest number of
rpcruits hereafter will have to offer some
attraction in the way of a nobby uniform.
Military organizations line to make v strik-ingappearance when assembled lor public
parades, and a handsome uniform is neces-
sary to create the desired effect. The
service uniform is for workingpurposes and
not fur ornament. The military sidrit is
largely kept alive in times of peace by pride
of dress of pomp of tinsel. The love of
finery cannot be extinguished in soldiers
any more than itcan be in women. There-
fore the full-dress uniform Is not yet going
to be relegated to the limbo of obsolete
things.

The First Infantry is likely to take the
lead in the matter of adopting a full-dress
uniform which will be distinctive inchar-
acter. Already there has been ah informalconference among those interested. Several
suggestions have been made, but nothing
definite has yet taken shape. The idea Is
to utilize the present full-dress uniform by
making certain alterations in the cut of the
coats. The proposition is to turn back theskirts In continental dress fashion and trim
the skirts with white cloth, the breasts to
be also of white. This would certainly look
very smart, especially In a column ot troops.
The oulv objection Is the extra care and
work in keeping such a uniform spotless.

Building a Great Bridge.
St. Louis (-.lobe-Democrat.

An interesting method of erecting abridge
in India has been described by the engineer
In charge, George Anderson. Itwas neces-sary to carry the Madras Railway over theIrittyBiver, a stream which bad the un-
pleasant habit or rising twenty to twenty-
five feet In a single night during the mon-soon season. The water at the site of the
bridge was anywhere from ten to fiftyfeet
deep, depending on the season, so It wasnecessary to work in a very lively fashion
while the weather permitted. The piers for
tho bridge were put into position without
much trouble and built up to a height con-
siderable above high-water level. When they
were completed it was necessary to put
the \u25a0 iron. spans In position as quick-
ly as the indolence of untrained native
labor would permit. Ascaffold was builton
the top of each pier which projected over
the masonry on both the upstream and
downstream faces and these scaffolds

'
were

used as a sort of crane, by which the trusses
of a span could be lifted from the river iuto
place, the weight of the upstream trusscounterbalancing that of the downstream
one. The scaffolds were held steady by light
guy ropes. As soon as the trusses had been
raised to the proper level they were drawntogether by an arrangement of screws, and
dropped into their permanent position, whenthe transverse bracing was easily added. Itwas found that this method of erection was
not only cheaper than that of the falsework, <

but the cost was (also only about two-filths
as much, an unexpected advantage.

Herring are now running thick in Dela-•ware Day and its tributaries. They fre-
quently pass from Delaware to Chesapeake
Bay, by way of the Delaware and Chesa-
peake Canal, ami one of tho great hauls in
the canal locks at. Delaware City this spring
numbered 20.000 herring. As the fish fetch
