WRECKED THE' BUILDING.
Disastrous Explosion of Gas in a San

Jose Store.
San Jose, May 2.—T morning at 6:15.

a terrific..explosion occurred in the Tiny
building on South First street, caused by a
leaky -is pipe between the ceiling of the
first flour and the flooring of the second
floor, tie gas having been ignited from a
gas jet in the store. Two immense plate
glass windows and the sasheß and glass of
the entrance door and Inside windows were
blown into the street. A section of ceiling
211x90 feet was blown down into the store.
The flooring and ceiling of one room. on the
second floor were torn down and the rear
windows of the store were blown away.
There were several narrow escapes, but no
person - was injured. The building was
damaged to the. extent, of $15,000, and the
slock ol.Roberts & Hart, dry-goods mer-
chants, was jilted to the extent of S3OOO.

Mr. Gladstone's Life Was
Periled.

THE MADNESS OF A FANATIC

He Knew That Only the Personal In-
fluence of the Premier Made

Home Rule Possible.

New roKK, May 1— Edmund T.ue3
cables the Tribune fruni London: The
special train in which the Queen traveled
trnin Florence to Flushing consisted of ten
<ariiages. The two royal saloons, which
are the private property of the Queen, were
placed in the center of the train, and the
Queen and Princess Beatrice occupied them.
In r< nt of these were two large carriages
which were saloons during the day and
wagonettes by night, withcoupes attached.
Four carriages behind the Queen's saloons,
similarly arranged, but not quite so large as
those in front of the train afforded sleeping
accommodation for more than forty per-
sons. The Indian domestics traveled by
tiiein-elves in a separate saloon carriage, in
which all their meals were cooked' and
served.

The German Emperor has commissioned
his brother. Prince Henry of Prussia, to
represent the court of Berlin nt the fetes
which are to take place at the Moscow cele-
brali n of the tenth anniversary of the
Czar's accession to the throne. •

The golden wedding ol the Grand Duke
and Duchess of Mecklenburg-Strelitz Is 10
be celebrated nt Few on ,1 one 28, and not
at Hofstrelitz, as originally arranged. The
Grand Duke Frederick William and Princess
Augusta of Cambridge were married on
June 28, 1813, in Iho private chapel at Buck-
ingham Palace, which was not again used
on such an occasion until the wedding of
the Duke and Duchess of Fife after an in-
terval of more than forty-six years. The
Grand Duke aud Duchess of Meekleiibulg.
Strelitz will this week arrive in town from
Germany for a stay of about ton weeks, and
willspend most of the time at Cambridge
Cottage, Sew, where a ros-dence has been
placed at their disposal by. the Duke of
Cambridge.

Insaying this the Unionist leaders merely
give expression inpublic to what everybody
is saying in private, and to hold them
responsible for incitir g lunatics to remove
him is as base as it is silly. The radical
opposition to tire crimes act put Balfour in
quite as much danger ; but no one suggest-
ed cm that ground that Iho measure should
be allowed to pass unopposed, and when it
did rass the Irish Secretary had to accent
toliie protection lo savo him from tho

vengeance of fanatics whom the speeches
of the opposition had excited to frenzy.

Gladstone was very much annoyed by the
defeat of the L'verrool churches bill on
Friday night, which was brought about by
an alliance between the Irish Roman
Catholics and the Liberation ists. Glad-
stone bud a direct personal interest in the
matter, as he had. recently purchased tho
advowson of one of the Liverpool city-
churches, and it is reported there that ho
paid £10.000 for it. lt was Gladstone who
put up Leveson-Gower to support the bill,
and this was the only speech delivered from
the treasury bench.

There is likely to be an adjournment of
the Parliamentary session at the end of
July for about six weeks. There will thus
be an autumn silting but not an autumn
session in the strict sense of Hie term. That
would involve beginning over again all the
legislation attempted since the commence-
ment of the year, and oven tile everlastingly
youthful Premier is unlikely to be hopeful -
em ugh to attempt such a task as that.

BEARS ON HOME RULE.
The State Debt of Virginia to Play a

Part.
Richmond, Va., May 2 -The Virginia

debt Question is to play nn interesting part
in the struggle now going on in England
over Gladstone's home-rule -bill. English
conservatives of high position have applied
to W. L.Royall for a history of the contest
In the courts between the State of Virginia
and her creditors as an object-lesson to
show what may take place in Ireland under
home rule. They think it will prove that
the nominal control over Irish affairs which
the bill reserves to England willbe utterly
nugatory in view of the wayVirginiapassed
new nets to nullify the effect of decisions of
the Supreme Court of tho United

'

States
through evasions and devices, which acts
were put in force and execution pending
the intervals for getting new decisions from
the Supreme Court. This document is
intended for the guidance of leaders In
Parliament who nro opposing Gladstone's
policy. Royall prepared such a history
about two yeais ago. In which he recited all
the details of the contest He has sent his
manuscript to the conservatives, and it is
to be presented to Parliament at once.
Royall was, until the settlement of the
debt, resident counsel here of British hold-
ers of Virginia bonds.

A SLAVE MARKET.
Pitiful Scene at the Slave Sale on the

Zambesi. > <
Journal ties Missions Kvanffelique_i of Paris.

On the Upper Ziiubesi Liver lives tha
powerful King Lewanika, the head of the
great Baroti-e tribe which Livingstone was
the first to describe. Mr. Coiliard, a French
Protestant missionary, who has long lived
at Lealuyi. the chief town of the Kir has
written a description of a recent slave sale
which is interesting, because the Arab slave-
de.ilers have never lenetrated there, and the
incident illustrates the fact that without
the Initiativeof tbe Arabs the natives them-
selves often inflict the most poignantsutTer-
Ing upon the victims pf their slave raids.
Mr. Coiliard writes to the Journal:

"InAprillust Lewanlka sent an army of
.'NX*)men to punish the Buliihule tribe.whose
Incessant attacks upon their neighbors
compromised the- public security. Iwit-
nessed the return of this victorious army to
Lealuvl. The prisoners of war, all Balu-
bale women nnd children, were put into
camp near my house. They bad probably
never seen a white man.

"For four days LewanIks was busy from
moraine to night distributing the booty, lt
was impossible to look upon the spectacle,
unmoved. 1 had never nefore witnessed
the scenes in a slave market. Picture to
yourself thousands of the Barotse soated in
a great circle around the King and his
chiefs. In i.lie center were huddled about
a hundred of the unfortunate prisoners at a
tin*'. Not a man was among them. Not a
man had been taken prisoner, hut all who
fell into tie hands of the victors had been
killed. Neither were there any old women
litthe groups of prisoners. Allwore young
women in great numbers and a multitude of
Children of bulli sexes, from 1 to12 years of
age. Many of the women carried their
Infants.

"In groups of six or seven they were
taken from the crowd and made to advance
to the King and I,is chiefs, who subjected
them to minute inspection, while thousands
of eyes were riveted upon them In shame-
less cupidity. The women, greatly ema-ciated, lor they had very small food sup-
plies for weeks, were greatly frightened,
and stood trembling, with bowed heads.
The Barotso wear considerable clothing,
but these women were nuked, and the fuel
provoked obscene remarks and the laughter
of the multitude. Then there was a con-
sultation under the royal pavilion and one
of tho chiefs advanced to carry out the
pleasure of the King.

'Nil!sing children were so fortunate as to
be left, fur a time at least, at the breasts of
their mothers. All the children, however,
who could walk wero distributed right and
left, like so many animals. They were
no more to have father or mother in this
world1

"Achild of three years was withdifficulty
torn from the arms of its young mother. It
cried and struggled, and finally, squirming
out of the hands of the man who held it,
ran back into the crowd, crying for its
mother, who had been already led away.

SICK HEADACHES.
Some Suggestions for Their Treat-

ment nt Home.
There are varieties of headaches pro-

duced by various causes, as overstudy or
exhaustion; or by a peculiar state of the
system, as the throbbing pain In the head
which precedes apoplexy, but these should
be prescribed- for by a physician, writes
Elizabeth Robinson Scovil in tho May
Ladies' Heme Journal. Iv many cases the
cause of the headache is deep-seaten and
must be removed before permanent relief
can be hoped for. Neuralgia in any part
of the body Implies that the nerves are
starved and are crying out for food. This
must be supplied before the pain willcease.
There are, however, measures which can be
tried to give temporary relief, and no one
who has not suffered from Ihe headache of
neuralgia knows what this means to the
victim. Camphor and chloral, rubbed to-
gether until they form a liquid, may be
painted over the spot, or a menthol pencil
used in the same manner. 1Itthese cannot
be obtained, the face should be bathed invery hot water, and a mustard paste ap-
plied, taking care not to leave iton long
enough to blister. A flannel wet with
chloroform liniment may be tried, and a
hot-water bag willsometimes ease the pain.
A cup of hot lea followed by a teaspoon-
ful of v.ilcrinate of ammonia may do good.
A person subject to this form of headache
should eat plenty of nourishing food, as
fresh meat, all the cereals, vegetables, par-
ticularly beans and celery, and drink milk,
hot or cold, and cocoa in preference to tea
and coffee. These may be used as a stim-
ulant Id necessity, but not as a regular bev-
erage. .Friction of the whole body by rub-
bing is valuable and itshould be kept warm
incold weather by suitable thing, with
flannel next the skin, especially at night.

The teeth should be examined by a dentist
aud properly attended to. If these meas-
ures fail a nerve tonic is necessary.

Ex-President Harrison Is
to Do It.

His Lectures Here to Be Printed and
Sent Abroad— New Buildings

at Palo Alto.

Senator Stanford, who has just returned
from the East, was seen at Palo Alto yes-
terday afternoon by a Call reporter.

The Senator is feeble in body and said
that be had coin's to the conclusion that tho
rest and gentle recreation he was most In
need of could be best secured right there at
home where he is now.

He said that as a business man be knew
that there must be some head to an institu-
tion, and that head must be given authority
over his subordinates, else one could not
hold him responsible. Professor Jordan
had been placed in such a position in the
Leland Stanford Jr. University, and the
Senator expressed himself as well satisfied
with the way things are running under this

ill)p.

The Senator hoped that his life might
be spared seven or eight years lousier, so
that he could realize some of his expecta-
tions with regard to the educational insti-
tution whichhe had founded.

As to extension inHit- matter olbuildings,
he said be. would have a conference with
President Jordan in a few days and deter-
mine just what was wanted first. The
outer quadrangle, which will comprise the
Library and Museum of Natural History,
would not be completed this season, Mr.
Stanford said, hut a new quadrangle at tlio
west or north end for additional recitation
and lecture room facilities would be started
in the near future, as that would provide
ler the immediate and most pressing wants.

The Senator expects ex-President Har-
rison to deliver his course of ten or more
lectures on international law in the early
part of the next college term. The last
lecture nf the course will be an expression
of Mr.Harrison's views as to the best plan
of compiling an international code of law to
govern all the prominent nations of the
world. Senatoi Stanford willhnve this essay
printed, and send it to Great Britain,
France. Germany, Austria, Russia and
-Italy. Itis in accordance with a belief that
all war can bo obviated if these great coun-
tries concur In the adoption of an interna-
tional code such as Mr. Harrison willsug-
gest.

"Mr.Harrison Is capable." said Senator
Stanford, "for during Mr. Blame's llluess
he had special opportunities for observation
while ho virtually conducted the State De-
partment."

DECEIT AMONG ANIMALS.
Monkeys Simulate Sickness in Order

to Secure Dainties.
Current Literature.

Swindling and deceit aie known among
animals, In military stables horses ate
known to have pretended to be lame in
order to avoid going to military exercises.
A chimpanzeo had been fed on cake when
sick; alter his recovery he often feigned
coughing inorder to procure dainties. The
cuckoo sometimes lays its eggs in the spar-
row's nesi, and to make the deception surer
it lakes away one of the sparrow's eggs.
Animals are conscious of their deceit. This
Is shown by the fact that they try to operate
secretly ami noiselessly ;they show a sense
of guiltifdetected ;they take precautions In
advance to avoid discovery ; in some cases
they manifest regret and repentance. Thus,
bees which steal hesitate often before and
after their exploits, as if they feared punish-
ment. One describes how his monkey com-
mitted theft. While lie pretended to sleep
the animal regarded him with hesitation,
and stopped every time his master moved or
seemed on the point of awakening. Such
and many more well-known fuels may be
due, perhaps, to fear of punishment, which
naturally follows a misdeed, just as is ob-
served among habitual thieves. Cases of
meanness are not. so numerous among the
animals. A surprising one is the innocent
dove, which sometimes hides under her
wiugs fond for which she lias no need, sim-
ply to deprive her companions. The sense
of property is manifested in the competi-
tion fur prize-, as in the struggle for the
female or for food, rank, territory or nests.
The dog distinguishes the property of his
muster, and even discriminates between ob-
jects belonging to different members of the
same family..
Itis well known that, by a wise employ-

ment of punishment, animals can be trained
and improved. There are, however, in-
stincts that it seems impossible to change.
The cat, inspite of a long domesticity and
repeated punishments, never loses lis habit
of stealing, and a curious coincidence is
that, among criminals, a thief Is iho most
difficult to reform, and is generally Incor-
rigible. Severity may help feeble animals
sometimes, but Itrenders the more vigorous
vindictive. Ivthe casa of criminal man the
same Idea is true. Meteoric conditions
have their influence. Thus animals of thesame species, or tela ted ones, are fiercer iv
the torrid zone than in the less warm re-
gions ot America (Pousse); | the lions in the
Atlas mountains are much less formidable
than those in tiie desert, Cattle have been
known during the warm season, and espe-
cially at the approach of a storm, to be
taken with an attack of fury, and rush
against persons and trees' until tho storm
bursts and the rain calms them.

Theft is a common vice among animals.
Instealing to satisfy hunger the passion Is
generally irresistible. There is a selection
of suitable objects. The dogs orcats confine
themselves to food. There is, as a rule, no
hoarding or biding, but the food is used at
once. But in the stealing of useless arti-
cles practiced by magpies, rats and mon-
keys, the method Is often systematic, or at
long-intervals, hoarding or hiding being the
rule; this Is a sort of kleptomania, perni-
ciousness, or a love of stealing for its own
sake. As a magpie is notorious for stealing
glittering objects, so we find the parallel
among savages, who have been known to
help themselves on shipboard to all the
movables, being fascinated by mirrors, cut-
lery and jewelry. Sometimes bees, in order
to save trouble, attack In crowds well fur-
nished hives and curry oH the provisions;
they gradually acquire a taste for this, aim .
form Companies and colonies of brigands.
If bees are given a mixture of honey and
brandy they can acquire a taste for it,and
become Irritable under its influence, drink
and cease to work, and, like men, fall fromone vice to another. -.--\u25a0_

Illuminated Typewriting in London.
Loudon Times.

A device for producing illuminated type-
writingby one and the same machine has
been invented by Mr. Lea. Itconsists in
having two inking tapes, which nre placed
side by side parallel with each oilier and so
mounted ina movable frame that by press-
ing a small lever above the keyboard either
of them can be brought Into use Assuming
black to be the dominant color and red to
be used for capital letters, then one inking
tape would be black and the other red.
When a capital letter, a numerator a prom-
inent character occurred, by shiftingthe lever
the red tape would be brought over the
types io place of the black one, which
would be simultaneously retired beyond the
reach of

-
the 'types. Supposing several

colors to lie required for producing varied
Illuminated effects, then the two tapes
would carry these colors between them, a
given length of each tape being charged
wilh Inkof a different color. To bring the
required color over the types the tapes are
shifted laterally— that is, they are wound
from right to left or from left to right as
may bo necessary, until the proper color
comes into position. The invention is use-
ful where multicolor typewriting is re-
quired, and many attractive effects can be
produced. Itis stated that the device can
be applied to all the leading typewriting
machines.
