come so oppressive that a curb must be
found for them. Aside from theireconomie
injuries they are pernicious in weakening
the old-time friendly relations between em-
plovers and employed. Capitalists are now
millions coming and going across a bank
counter, and millions of toilers are mere
numbers, not persons with human interests.

THE NEW YORK PANIC.

New York is always prolific of sensations.
Yesteraav it was the most splendid naval
pageant ever witnessed ; to-day it isa panie,
in wlhich banker, broker, merchant and
speculator go toppling over in a financial
whirlpool. New Yorkers are to the man-
ner born. They go to business in the morn-
ing with sunny faces and a smile on their
lips; a eyclone strikes their portable prop-
erty and wipes it o6ut of sight; when the
bank sends a message to hurry up some
deposits, they are unable to respond; they
announee their insolvency and step cut of
the ranks; next day business goes on just
as if they never lived, and in a month their
nawmes are forgotten, and the sums they ows
are charged off to profit and loss. The wuve
which they caused when they wentdown
has been smoothed out of the surface of the
vaters. Who knows or cares avout the
years of poverty which a panic entails upon
its vietims?

We are tcld that this panic is not as bad
as the panic caused by the Baring collapse,
or the panic in wiich the reaction from the
boom of 188152 culminated. ’Tis not as deep
as a well nor as wide as a church door, but
"twill suffice for those who have been catght.
It will suffice for the Kings who were carry-
ing such a load of stocks that the depression
ot Wednesday impaired the margins which
they held to the tune of $200,000—a sum
obviously too large to be raised by those
who owed it in time to save their brokers.
So they went down, wildly eclutching at
imaginary values in their trunk to save
themselves. “Youngz man,” said an old
dealer in Wall street, *there are two ways
of dealing in stocks: ous is to buy and sell
on your own account, in which case, if you
are smart and lucky you may lasta good
many years, and may even get rich; the
otner is to do a strictly commission business,
in which case you are sure to go uunder in
the second pbanic you encounter, if you have
the chance to survive the first.”

The novelty of this panic is the nature of

the securities which caused it by their
eccentric fluctuations. A few years ago,

when Jim Keene went to the wall, opera-
tors in Wall street dealt inraitroad shaies—
Erie, and Reading, and Rock Island, and Lake
Shore, and New York Centrel, and the like;
now the chiys are National Cordage, Ameri-
can Sugar, cot'ou-seed oil, General Electric,
whisky and lumber. These are shares in
the trusts which have been formed to deal
in these various articles of merchandise.
When the trusts wera formed a fierce vut-
cry arose against them .and it was an-
nounced that they were going to be auni-
hilated by lawsuits, or at least by legis-
lation. With the sweet simplicity of the
acolyte Western legisiators declared trusts
itlegal, having done which they laid their
heads on their pillows and thanked God
that threy had scotched the snakes. Counsel
learned in the law hurled Blackstone and
Coke upon Littleton at the trusts, and as-
sured the public that this was a fizht for a
funeral, and that the trustmakers were be-
ing measured for eoffins. DBut the trusts go
latest dates there wera ninety of
them, all flouristing and paying dividends—
and the fluctuations which happen in their
shares are serious enovugh to cause a panie
in Wall street.

The gambling instinet seems to be in-
eradicable in the heart of man, but the
article which is gambled in changes with
each generation. A little over a lLundred
vears ago all Europe was gambling in
shares of companies which represented
colonial enterprises, many of which were
mere projects. Fortunes were made and lost
In stocks representing interests in towns
which only existed on paper, though one of
them—New Orleans—aectually materialized
in brick and mortar. The Euglish and
Duteh bhad before that gamvled madly in
tulips. Each species was reguiarly quoted
in the market, and operators went home
long of flowering bulbs orshort of tertiary
bulbs, a8 San Francisco brokers go home
lonz of Yellow Jacket or short of Ophir.
The railroad mania furnished speculators
with gambling material for more than a
generation, and those who realized that
well-located roads must become proverty
in time made fortunes it they were able to
hang on. Now the list of doubtful raiiroad
gecurities _is becoming so reduced that
American operators are dealing in the new
trust shares, whose value is so uncertain
that it depends largely on the element of
chance, which commends them to the lovers
of agic. English speculators operate mainly
in the bonds of foreizn countries, especliaily
such countries as Turkey, Sp Argentine,
Brazii and the Central Ameriecan States,
which mayv or may not pay their debts,
Under Napoleon III the eourt provided the
Bourse with gambling material in the shape
of shares in the Credit Foneier and the
Credit Mobilier and other industrial enter-
prises, some of which survive to the present
day. DBut the French gambliers drew such
an Irish dividend in Panama canal that they
are rather subdued just now.

~ ULSTER.

In the discussion of a purely ecoucmical
matter as to whether miners shou!d have a
legal working day of eight hours Mr. Glad-
stone deciared against including Durham
and Northumberland in a general bill, as
the workmen of these counties are opposed
to a himit. When asked directly on the
point he said he should bave no objection
to entertain a proposition to give Uister a
local option of the game kiud on the gues-
tion of autonomous government for Ireland,
The Government has not sought to embody
this principle in the perding bill, but it has
bad it under consideration and is bound to
consider any such plan when it is formu-
lated. This admission may give a new turn
to the diccussion of home rule in cominit-
cee. The prineiple has been admitted by
the House of Commons, but the detalis re-
main for adjustment and ameadment on
any footing not inconsistent with the prin-
ciple. Local autonomy for Ulster on some
footing agreeable to itself may therefore be
proposed, leaving Munster, Leinster and
Connaught under separate government.
There are, however, practical difficulties in
the way of this being accepted as an uncou-
tested solution.

Ulster is far from being united in opposi-
tion to the Gladstonian measure as it
stands. Territoriaily, about haif of Ulster
is for home rule; the other hailf is unionist.
But it is a mistake to assume that 1n any
town or district of Ulster, not excepting
Beifast, there is not a very large minority
who favor self-administration of affairs,
and among these is a considerable sprink-
ling of Protestants. A united Ulster does
not exist, save in the imagination of those
who defy facts. Tue willingness to con-
sider the epecial claims of Ulster 18 a con-
cession which throws the responsibility for
constructive legislation on the opponents of
the Government measure, and it wiil be in-
teresting to see what will come of the
option practically, Irish Nationalists have
repeatedly declared against a division of
Ireland. They_hold that the country is
small enough as it is, and that there is room
for the best blood and the finest fiber of
brain in one Parliament at Dublin. They
will still take this view. It does not follow
that the Government would accept any pro-
posal drawn up on the subject, but Ulster
has the opportunity to explain what 1t does
want now that the principle of autonomous
governnient has been affirmed by Parlia-
ment. Devolution of administration is in
the air about all affairs British.

THE LABOR QUESTION AT THE
ISLANDS.

A good many people have taken it for
granted that contract labor is essential to
the cultivation of sugar in (he Hawalian
Islands. But when the labor question is
looked square in the face it becomes less
formidable. The proposition may be laid
down that money will tempt labor under
any conditions which ecan be met by forced
labor. There was no lack of labor at the
Panama Isthmus when there were about as
many laborers in the hospital as at the
works. Money attracted laborers in the
face of an even chance that they would
never return to their homes. At the Islands
the conditions are much more favorable.
Work in the sun is doubtless disagreeable,
but there are no reports of excessive sick-
ness or high death rates among laborers,
Iu faet, it bas been asserted that the Chinese
and Japanese laborers were so well con-
tented wiih their lot that many of them

conlinue after contracts have expired.
There is no reason why the island sugar-
planters shonld not pay fairly good wages.
If the islands are annexed sugar will be
prodeced at the Tslands under the same
conditions as in other parts of the United
States. If the bLounty is continued the
island planters will have the beuefit of it,
and if native sugar is protected by duties on
the foreign product island sugar will be
classed as pative. 'Tha islands are produe-
tive. Sugar can be raised-there cheaper
than in Louisiana or in the beet-sugar dis-
triets of Cahfornia, both of whieh fields are
cultivated by free labor. When the islands
are a part of the United States the labor
question will solve itself.

A PERTINENT QUESTION.

- The Visalia 3lorning Delta has taken to
asking questions. It wants to know why
the Southern Pacific Company charges $21
a ton for earrying freight between San
Francisco apd Visalia, a distance of 250
miles, while 1t carries freight across the
continent, 3000 miles, for 820 per ton. The
question seemns to us a fair one, but we ven-
ture to say that none of Mr. Huntington’s
organs will apswer it. Rather than have
our Visalia friend go unanswered Tne CALL
will suggest that the Southern Pacific car-
ries freight across the continent for §20 a
ton because it cannot get more. It charges
$21 a ton between San Frarcisco and Vi-
salin beeause there i3 no other line by
whieh freight muay be shipped at lower
cost, It is true that the high charge for
freight between San Francisco and Visalia
and other interior clties has pretty nearly
killed business, but what does the South-
ern Pacific care ? The grand purpose of
the officers of that system of roads is to get
enough money out of tne publie to pay in-
terest on bonds issued in excess of the cost
of their roads.

GOOD FGR THE SCHGOLS.

Within the last filty years the attendance
of schools of all kinds has inereased from
about one-eighth of the entire population
to about one-fourtt. The population in-
creased from 17,069,453 in 1840 to 62,622,250
in 1800. What is even more satisfactory is
the fact that the publie schools got more
than a fair share of this inciease. The last
ceusus showed that there were 12,705,386
children in our public schools and but
1,667,284 in private and parochial schools.
This increase In the attendance upon our
public schools indicates that objections that
have been urged against them have less
force than formerly. With the increase of
wealth among the people it would not be
surprising if.the preportional attendance
upon the public schools had decreased.
The proportion of Americans who would
marry their daughters to a foreign noble-
man is large, and there is a still larger y ro-
poertion who would send their children to a
private school for the social distinetion it
would give them. But the heads of a ma-
jority of the public are still level,

CLEAR CASE OF YANKEE GREED.

News from the Hawaiian Islands is to the
effect that Mr. Cieghorno, who has the honor
to be the father of the young lady of that
name, whoe likes to sign hier Christian name
with the prefix of Princess, has bean re-
lieved from the duties of the office
lector of Customs., Mr. J. B. Castle has
been appointed in Mr. Cleghorn’s place.
There is now a better chance than ever to
whoop up Yankee greed and sugar. When
that stirring battle ery was svggested some
weeks ago, Mr. Cleghorn was enjoying the
emoiuments of oflfice. Now he has a per-
sonal grievance against the press of Yankee
greed of which he then comglainad, He
may also plead that the father of the yvoung
iady who may some day be Queen. should
be treated with greater consideration. Bat
the Provisional Government seems to be
condueting affairs without much considera-
tion either of Paramount Anthony Blount
or other of Mr. Cleveland’s favorites.

IS 1T =500 LATE?

A Cliecago dis) atch says that on the 4th
of May only aboul 3000 people entered the
grounds in the forencon. 1tis not surpris-
ing, therefore, that we find some of the fair
officials quite angiy at the prices charged
for meals and ineidentals. This growl from
the mapagement will go for what it is
worth. During weeks preceding the open-
ing the traps were being set for gudgeons
and no one warsed them. Totels were
leased at rates which would require a
rental from rooms approximating to $100
per month., This was all right as long as
the World’s Fair managers saw a prospect
of these hotels being filled at sueh rates.
But now when the rooms are empty and
the speculators are in the dumps, the fair
managers Decome virtuously indignant,
They set their faces against extortion. The
terrible apprebension has deawned upon
them that they have charged more than the
traffic wi | bear.

New York is aghast at the revolutionary
oceurrence of a citizen, not bereft of his
senses, coming voluntarily torward and pay-
ing five times more in taxes than he was re-
guired wo do. He thought he was doing too
Iittie for the eommunity and bis conscience
pricked him to pay squarely the full taxa-
tion charge on his property. This is un-
heard-of chivairy and incorruptible patriot-
ism in recognition of the benefits of Tam-
many government, There are doubtless
thousauds of other citizans whe ought to
pay upon a higher investment did econ-
science and the Assessor nudge them on the
eibow, but probably they think that to do
so voluntarily wounld only encourage spend-
thrift administration.

Speech will gat round the earth some day.
This must be exvected from the project of
the Automatic Telepnone and Eleetric Com-
pany of Canada, which intends o lay a line
of copper wires on the metallic eircuit plan
from Halitax, Nova Scotia, to Vancouver.
This is a distance of 3300 miles. Copper is
by far the best conductor, and electricians
have so far advanced their methods that
they can calculate to a nicely what is re-
quired. The circuit will be, of course, in
sections, and be available for communica-
tion at manpy iotermediate points. It is a
great and wonderful experiment, which the
scientific world will wateh with intepse in-
terest. Sucecess may result in the telephone
system being used across the widest oceans,
It is already in use across narrow seas and
over great land distances, as between New
York and Chieago, but a line across a whole
continent is an astounding vault of the pos-
sible. What next?

In order to promote peace and his own
good fortune at home, the President of
Brazil is said to favor war with the Urn-
guayans.

STATE INVESTMENT COMPANY.

Securities Tumble, but Officers Say
They Can Weather the Gale.

The serious drop in the valuation on
rchange of the securities of the S'ate Ine
vestment gand Insurance Company, which
has been taking place steadily during the
last two days, is spoken of by business men
as Indicating that the rumors are true con-
cerning the financial unsoundness of the
eompany. The shares have fallen from £70
to £20, and the officers of the concern are
besieged daily by anxious poliey-holders.
Many of the stockholders have become ner-
vous also at the thought thatif the com-
pany is foreed into insolvency perhaps they
may be held responsible for lcsses.

The sudden apparent collapse of the com-
pany has been a surprise notwitlistanaing
the fact that unpleasant rume rs bave been
noised about for some time. Ever sinee it
has been known that the company has been
writing Eastern business on a commission
basis, a practice that has been abandoned
by nearly ail California insurance com-
panies, it has been viewed with mistrust,

President George L. Drander says that
the company will weather the storm if it is
allowed to go on, but to force it into insol-
vency now wounld mean the loss of lots of
premiums that can be collected if the bausi-
ness is continued as usual.

His statement is as follows: “The com-
pany in 1891 made a mistake in paying out

£36,716 in dividends, which it eould ill afford
to do, and again last year it very foolishly

pald dividends of $24.507 out of evidently
an imaginary net surplus.

“I have just figurea out that outstandling
oliectible preminms in the East foot up
216,775, while premiums due here aggregate
8£35,000. Agents’ commissions dedueted
hufn these collectible premiums would leave
$176,243.

“Then we have $115000 in outstanding
mortgazes, building, etc., all entirely out-
side of the valuation of the stock. Against
this we have about £04,000 of losses, payable
in from six!y to ninety davs, leaving a bal-
ance of assets over liabilities of $167,000.”

A NEW MEDICAL SOCIETY.
