A SEWER \VEHOUT OUTLET.

Bernal Heights’ Experience With a
Private Contract.

The people residing on California avenue,
between Stoneman street and Coso avenue,
are loudly complaining of the plight in
which they have been placed through the
failure of the sewer built some six months
ago to be given a connection or outlet.

The street, which is on the north side of
Bernal IHeights and winds around the hill,
was sewered and graded under a private
contract. No mention was made of any
outlet being provided for the sewer, and
when Cripe & Schroeder, the contractors,
completed the 600 or more feet of sewer the
money dne was paid without any questions
by the heedless properiy-owners,

At the corner of Coso and California
avenues a bluff of solid roek, seventeen feet
high, has been left, and this must be cut
down anrd also ten feat further below when-
ever a connection is vputin at Coso avenue.

No provisiocus, however, were made for
draining the sewer laid on California
avenue, from Stoneman street to Coso
avenue, and the househnlders are wonder-
ing when the eity auiborities will compel
the holders of the corner frontage at Coso
avenue to grade and sewer the bluff of
seventeen feet and give the necessary relief.

There it remains and until an outlet is
provided the residents of the neighborhood
will be eompelled to endure the stench
which permeates the atmosphere, which
arises from the choked up wmass of sewerage
which has aceumulated.

TAUGHT TO TEACH.

Leading Little Children to
Knowledge.

Graduation Exercises of the Free Nor=
mal Training-School of the Golden
Gate Kindergarten Association.

The graduating exercises of the Free
Normal Training-school of the Golden Gate
Kindergarten Association were held yester-
day afternoon in the large classrooms, at
211-213 Ninth street. The rooms were filled
with friends of the graduates and of the
work.

Diplomas and certificates were awarded
to twenty-seven young ladies. Mrs. Cooper,
the president, presented them at the close
of an adaress of warm congratulation and
fervent appreciation of the work that they
bad accomplished.

In her remarks she stated that the elass
had studied ten months, had assisted in the
kindergartens during all that time, and had
attended tri-weekly class sessions. The
professional tiaining course has embraced
the careful study of Froebel’s “Glifis and
Occupations,” written abstracts of lectures,
the study of pedagogy, psvehology and
Froebel’'s *Mutter and Kose-Leider,”
lectufes by epecial instructors, the execu-
tion of books of work, with original designs
in the Froebel occupations; form, ecolor

and science study. There has been much
practice in the songs and gems of the
kindergarten, ry-telling, clay-modeling
and the giving ieal lessons. A eourse

of lectures on physical education and special
lectures on various subjects bearing on the
training and development of children were
also given during the term.

Prrrs’ TrouBLES.—In 1889 James
Pitts, an Oakland business man, came
to the corclusion that married life was
better than tiving alone in the world, and
lie should have known, certainly, for he
had been married previously, and then, too,
he wanted some one to take care of his two
motherless children while acting the part
of the sharer of Ins jovs and sorrows. He
married a young weman and things went
smoothly for awhile, bat now all scems aif-
ferent, according to the complaint filed by

Mrs. Pitts in her suit for divorce. The
family restde at 135 Hollis street, where
they have & very pretty home. Mr, Pitts

being a man of means the wife wants scme
of the 820,000 he is said to possess.

In her complaint she charges neglect of
her on the part of the husband. She com-
plains because she was compelled to do
drudgery in the shape of washing, cooking,
housework and ecare for the children. She
says be scolded her and refused to help her
with the children when they were sick, and
when she would remeoenstrate he would cease
to be friendly with her and tell lier he knew
nothing abouvt her work. She says in her
complaint that once when he was on the eve
of a journey to the Yosemite he refused to
kiss her good-by. lle kissed the babies,
however, and she was standing near, ready
and anxious for the kiss that never came.
‘I eraved his love so much, and not even a
kiss would he give,”” says Mrs, Pitts. She
charges that he would bring his friends
home evenings to play cards and would fill
the house with tobacco smoke, and expect
her the next day to clear up things and
clean the cuspidors.

A New SEVEN-SToRY HOTEL.—There is
talk of another big hotel for Oakiand. It is
proposed to erect it on the east side of
Broadway, Dbetween Ninth and Tenth
streets, where at present there are a number
of old and unsigihtiy buildings.

The land is part of the Blake & Moflitt
estate and is roughly valued at a quartar of
a million.

A Boy PorsoNep.—Coroner Evers was
called to Alameda yesterday afternoon to
hold an inquest on the body of a boy named,
Willie Westerdahl, 9 years of age, who died
In the morning at 7 o’clock quite suddenly
Hie parents reside at 1345 Broadway in that
city. The child had gone to school the day
before as usual, and made no complaint on
coming home in the evening. He went to
bed at the usual time, and at 11 o’clock,
when his father looked into his room, he
appeared all right, At 2 A. M. Thursday
he was taken violently fll, aud a physician,
Dr. Lubbock, was called in, but the boy
died at 8 o’clock with evidence of poisoning,
An autopsy was held, and resulted in find-
ing positive evidence of arsenic or strych-
nine. I'he contents of tne stomach was
analyzed, Nothing definite Is known as to
bow he got hold of the poison, but it is sup-
posed that he had eatsn some poisoned car-

rots from n stable where the vegatables had
teen used to feed cows. Other children
had also eaten of these carrots, hut none of
theothers were taken sick: This is the only
theory that seems plausible to his folks.
The boy was taken sick so suddenly that he
could not answer any questious.

For Tone PLAINTIFF.—The suit of Mrs.
Suennon against Louis Fassking, which has
been pending for a number of years, was
tried in the Superior Court yesterday and
resulted in a verdict in favor of the plain-
tiff.  When Fassking was constable of
Alameda Township he levied an execution
upon ‘some real estate owned by Mrs. Suen-
non. It was proved that Fassking had no
right to levy the execution, which after-
ward becawe a sort of a lien upen the prop-
erty. Mris. Suennon brought suit against
the ex-constable to recover $125 damages
for damage to her property and a verdict
for the full amount was given in her favor.

SEND THEM HOME.

What It Is Proposed to Do
With the Lepers.

A Scheme Which May Result in Do-
ing Away With an Objection=
able Pesthouse.

The Pesthouse guestion assumed a new
phase yesterday.

An attempt will be made to rid the city
of the twelve lepers now living at the Twen-
ty-sixth street hospital. Two plans have
been considered—one to have the Chinese
lepers removed to Chinz and the other is to
send the otber lepers to the Hawailan
Islands.

Mayor Ellert yesterday held a consulta-
tion in bis office with the Chinese Vice-
Consul, King Owyang, on the subject of
transporting the Chinese lepers to China.

The Mayor presented the case stroogly to
the Vice-Consul, telling him that it was no
more than right that China should take
care of her own lepers and not leave them
as a burden on this city.

‘I'he Vice-Consul appeared to regard the
Mayor’s proposition very favorably and
said he wouid give the matter his earnest
consideration.

About twelve years ago a number of Chi-
nese lepers were shipped to China, but
there was some difficulty in the matter of
their landing.

Several days ago Mayor Ellert wrote to
the Hawaiian Consul-General at this port,
F. S. Pratt, and informed him of the desire
of this city to send its lepers to the leper
colony in the Hawaiian Islands. Consul
Pratt transmitted the letter to his Govern-
ment,

Yesterday the Mayor indited and senta
letter, of which the following is a eopy:

Claus Spreckels Fsq., Honolulu, H. I.—DEAR
Sm: A few days sluce I addressed a communi-
cation to F. 8. Pratr, Hawallan Consul-General
at this port, in relation to the lepers we have
confined at our Pestbhonse in this city. Its pur-
port was that we have liere about tweive of these
unfortunate creatures, and the facilities are In-
adequate to thelr vroper care. I understand
that there is In the Hawailan Islands a colony
of some hundreds of lepers, where special atten-
tion is given thein, such atiention as varl d ex-
perience with this pecuilar di-ease suggests
as the most practical for ile treatment aud the
comfort of the aftlietcd, >

In view of this fact I suggested to Mr.I’ra't
that the cily and county of Sau Franeisco would
like to airange with the Hawalian Government
to take chiarge of the lepers at present here. A
reasonable compensation wonld be allowed during
their stay 1o the colony, aud we could readily
arrange for their transportation. Mr. Pratt was
to forwaird the commuunication to his Goveru-
ment for“ts consideration.

My object in writing is to Interest you in the
matter and to ask yvou, as an old resident of this
city and one of lis promluent citizens, to use
what influence you can toward a completion of
this arrangement. You know the difiiculties we
labor under In this matter, aud I am sure you
cal fully appreciate the advantages of an ar-
rangement of this kind to all pariies coneerned.

"WANTED, A PATROL

Shipping Protectors Noton
Duty.

NEWS OF THE WATER FRONT.

Collapse of the Ship-Owners’ Patrol.
The Monterey Coming—Why the
Whaler Jane Gray Don’t Sail.

Everything is topsyturvy in shipping
circles. The beoarding-masters are com-
plaining, the sailors are warring, and, on
top of all this, the Ship-owners’ and Mer-
chants’ patroi has to all appearances col-
lapsed.

Last night the patrol office on East
street, near Howard, was closed tighter
thap a clam, and not a patrolman could be
found.

The festive union sailors, in a gale of gles
over ihis sudden turn of affairs, adjourned
to the water-front saloons and blew the
canvas off tall schooners which
their direction without number.

Captain Munroe of the nor-union ship-
ping office was non-communicative on the
subject of the reported trouble in the patrol,
and Mr. Halloek, who was in charge of the
patrol office on Spear street, stated that
Chief Roe would return on Monday, and
all would be well. Roe has overstayed his
time at San Pedro about one week, and
Assistant Chief Jackson is not to be found.

The funds of the concern are in Roe’s
hands in tie amount of $1300, most of
which is for deposits on unitorms and
badges for the men. Some of the men who
went down with Roe to San Pedro returned
yesterday with harassing tales of woe and
a goodly supply of pawn tickets for
watches, pistols, ete., which they were ob-
lised to hypothecate to get back to San
Francisco.

Messrs, Roe and Jackson may probably
resume business and their friends hope that
they will pull throuzh all right, but as no
men are oo duty and ne mouey is here to
pay Lthem the supposition is that the AMer-
chants” Patrol is a thing of the past. It
was organized about seven weeks ago with
a view to protecting vessels in the harbor
in the interests of the Ship-owners’ Asso-
ciation,

The coast defense vessel Mconterey has
returned to Mare Island to cool off. The
Monterey mace a run down the straits day
before yesterday. It is believed that the
Monterey will leave Mare Island to-day at
5 o'clock and come to this city, possibly to
the Union Iron Works.

People of the latter concern refuse posi-
tively to talk on the subject of the big war-
ship, but say that the stories concerning her
are all idle conjecture. Nevertheless ten
men under a boss mechanic are, or have
been at work on her boilers and working
gear. If the vessel comes down to-day she
will zot arrive till dark.

One by une the whaling fleet has departed
for the north, but the schooner Jane Gray
still remains.

She was loaded three or four weeks ago,
and during all this time has been Iying idle
at Main-street wharf all beeause her cap-
tain cannot get a crew of the same nation-
ality as himself,

The skipper 1s ason of balmy Italy and
believes that the countrymen of Christopher
Columbus are the only beings that ean suc-
cessfully cope with a fish, be it a sardine or
a whale. The Jane Gray could be manped
by a crew of ten, but her erratic sailing
master, it is understood, wants to chase the
evasive leviathan with a less number of
hunters. The chances are that the Gray
will not be one of the whaling fleet this
year.

A stevedore named Patrick Geary was
severely injured at the Oakland mole ves-
terday morning by having the timbers sup-
porting a coal-heap fall upon him. His
thigh was fractured and his head badly cat.
He was brought to this ¢city and removed Lo
the Receiving Hospital.

A dispatch from New York states that the
American ships Florence, Captain Duncan,
and Baring Brothers, Captain Murphy,
started veslerday on a race for San Fran-
cisco. The Florence belcngs to Suotton &
Besbe’s and the Baring Brothers to Grace
& Co.’s line.

RED FOX BARNES.

A Noted Tennessee Moonshiner Tells
of His Educated Mule.

Chattanocoga Times,

Deputy United States Marshal George
Barnes arrested and brought te Chattanooga
a few days ago James Barnes, the most
notorious moonshiner in all this section.
The prisoner is small, of slender build and
about 50 years of age. His face 18 covered
with & light beard, neatly trimmed. His
halr is long and leoks as though it had not
been acquainted with a comb in yeais.
When the deputy marshat led Barnes into
the commlssioner’s office he was smiling
and joking and continued in that humor
until he was taken to jail. Barnes mads
no mystery of being an 1llicit distiller and
mu(;nshiue whisky seller and to a reporter
said:

*“Yes, I am old Barnes, better known as
‘Red Fox’ or *0Old Coon.” Thisis only the
twenty-first time I have been arrested, ana,
to tell you the plain honest truth, I ain's
guilty this time, but [ am golug to plead
gullty. Yousee, Lam in this fix. [’ve got
a mule named Pete. Well, I put two gal-
lons of liquor on him and he goes grazing
down about the mires, Somebody takes
the liquor from him and puts the
change in the saddlebags that held the
botties, and Pete comes back home. That’s
all I had to do with it. Ounly when he
comes home I give him a dram, and he
likes it, you bet. I tell you that mule is a
smart one, If, when going down the moun-
tain, he sees anything suspicious he will go
into tte brush and lie down until it passes.
That mule—"

Byt at this point he was led away by the
officer. Barnes is the countryman who sue-
cessfully conducted a *“‘tiger” in this city.
He had four foxes inacage in a covered
wagon. You paid 10 cents to see the foxes
and got adrink on the outside. He did a
rushing business until caught up with by
the revenue officers. Barnes is also the
moonshiner who, while in prison serving
out a sentence for violating the revenue
iaws, had the audacity to sell moonshine
whisky inside of the prison walls. Hels
not regarded as a dangerous man, but one
of the slickest in the business, His home is
in the mountaing, near Tracy City. He has
been under indictment for some time, but
has managed to evade arrest until now.

A NEW LIQUOR LAW.

Governor Tillman Tells What It Is and

What Is Expected From It.
Richmond Dispateh.

Governor Tillman was asked to give his
views about the recent liquor law passed by
the South Carolina Legislature, which has
80 revolutionized the liguor traffic in the Pal-
metto State.

“*At this time,” said the Governor, *whisky
is sold in the State under the license sys-
tem only in incorporated towns. 7The pro-
bibition element in South Carolina has, with
varying results,made several fights in the mu-
nicipal corporations by means of what are
called ‘wet’ and ‘dry’ tickets, but ttiere have
from time to time been strenuous efforts
made to passa prohibition law for the whole
State, and prohibition actually exists in six
counties. In other words, no saloons are
licensed, but whisky Is brought to these
counties by express companies and rail-
roads, while druggists are allowed to sell 1t
upon certificates from physicians, asis the
case in the other sg-called proliibition com-
munities,

“Year before last the House of Repre-
sentatives passed a striet prohibition Dbill,
which was killed by the Senate, and the
agitation resulting therefrom caused the
question of ‘prohibition’ or *no prohibition’
to be submitted at the Democratic primary
last August. Prohibition prevailea by
10,000 majority, but it did not obtain a ma-
jority of the votes cast, a great many not
having voted in that box or on the question
at all. When the Legislature met jast De-
cember, however, the House again passed a
strict prohibition bill. This was amended
in the Senate by striking out the prohibi-
tory features and leaving the machinery
which had been provided to enforce pro-
hibition as a means of dispensing liquors.
This machinery is very complex and strin-
gent. DProvisions were incorporated in the
bill looking somewhat to a monopoly by the
State Government of the whisky traffic in
tbe purpose of policing it.

“Under the new law,” continued Gover-
por Tillman, “which goes into effect July
15, there will be no barrooms in the State.
Whisky will be dispensed or sold to eon-
snmers only by bonded officers in the differ-
ent counties in sealed packages ranging
from half a pint to four gallons. No pack-
age will be permitted to be opened on the
premises. The only requirement for any
citizen to obtain whisky or other stimu-
lants is that he shall sign an order or re-
quest stating the amount or kind wanted,
Laquor is not to be sold to minors or habit-
ual Grunkards. DBeer and wine are also
included under the provisions of the law.
The loeal officers obtain their liguors from
a State Commissioner, who purchases all
the liquors sold in the State and puts them
into sealed packages for distribution. All
of the goods purchased must be analyzed
by the State Chemist, and their purity guar-
anteed before sale.

“The maximum profit allowed under the
law is 50 per cent to the State and 50 per
cent at the local dispensary, one-half of
which goes into the county treasury and the
other into the treasury of the municipality.
The local option remains, as it requires a
majority of the freehold votes to sign a
petition before a local dispenser ean be ap-
pointed.”

Governor Tillman saia that the liguor-
dealers were, of course, opposed to the law,
as were also the more rabid Probibitionists,
but, notwithstanding this, the measure will
be a source of great revenue to the State.
In a few years it will reduce taxaiion just
ope-half and will go far toward paying the
expenses of the entire government of Svuth
Carclina,

In ‘Petermann’s Mittheilungen” Dr
Wichmann gives a notice of the scientifie
results of the Emin Pasha expedition of
18%0-91,as communicated by Dr. Stohimann,
The colossal volume of these results is un-
exampled in the bistory of exploration. The
map material consists of 146 closely filled
octavo pages, with the routes from Kafuro
to Southern Momfu; thres maps, contain-
ing thirty-three pieces of mountain pro-
files; forty views taken in the distriet be-
tween the Albert Edward and the Albert
lakes; a diary of geodetic measurements;
