
IN BRIGHT SUNSHINE.

There Was a Blue Sky Bending
Above the White City.

And So the Largest Crowd Since the
Opening Day Flocked to the

World's Fair.

Chicago, May To-day was the first
really clear. day since the opening of the

• World's Fair, and the "White City" at
Jackson Park looked more beautiful than
at any time before. About 40,000 people
were admitted to the grounds during the. day.

The naval officers from foreign nations
who arrived this morning, after being
entertained down town during the fore-
noon. went to the fair this afternoon. They
spent several hours there and will go again
cv inlay. All express amazement at the
magnitude and beauty of the fair.

The special committee will begin
work on Monday morning, and Commis-
stonei I.am. an said that should tbe charges
prove true they willat once call for Thomas'
resignation.

The gates of the fair will be closed to-
morrow. President Higginbotham made
this announcement to day, but when asked
what would be done in the future he would
not say.

VICTORIOUS BRITONS.
A Great Day for Foreign Tars in the

Harbor of New York.
New Youk, May 6.—This was a great

day for the foreign jack tars now in port.
A series of races was rowed between the
different crews, and the weather and water
were propitious, so a glorious day's sport
was had.

The result was a great victory for Great
Britain, her men winning two out of three
races, and coming in a good second in the
third, which was captured by the Russians.
Picked crews from alt the foreign men-of-
war, except the Hollander, Van Spejk, par-
ticipated, the Americans being barred as
their boats were lighter than those ol the
foreigners.

SThe
first race was ten and twelve-oared

cutters, double-banked, three miles straight
away. The crew from the British ship
Australia wonin 25 mm. 50 sec The crew
from the Italian flagship Etna was second,
with the Italian crew from the Bausaa next

The ten-oared cutter of the British ship

SMagicienne, which came in fourth, got third
place by lime allowance. The boats from
tlioTartar, Kaiserin.Augusta, Jean Bart and
Blake were togetber in a lump, while the
others brought up the rear.

Then came the galleys and whaleboats of
the second race. The crew from tbe Rus-
sian ship General Admiral won in 20 min-

utes, 25 seconds. The crews of the Blake
and Australia were almost side and side.

To the third race, which was only two

miles, the three British crews went all the
way with first one or the other of them
ahead, and with the two Italian crews
crowding them closely.

ON STOLEN BASES.

A New Rule That Works
Only One Way. >

KNELL WIGGLED HIS TOES.

Uncle Won Yesterday's Game of
Baseball by a Close Shave and

a Closer Score.

Just before delivering the ball to a batter
in the game at l'iedinont on Friday Mr.
Harper wiggled his toes. Mr. Meegan
promptly declared it a balk. The new rules
governing the pitcher's position are very
strict, and Mr. Meegan is doing his best to
interpret them aright, but sometimes
things willcome up that are hard to decide.

Yesterday the feature of the game was
the base-stealing. On the evening previous
to the game Duke Finn called his cohorts
together. They repaired to a secret place
where a darkened room had been prepared
for them. The walls had been padded and
tightened so no sound could possibly escape.
Then and there one of the most diabolical
plots in the annals of crime was planned.

In substance a scheme was concocted
whereby bases might be stolen all of yes-
terday afternoon. Every detail was per-
fected to a nicety. And not only that but a
scheme was placed on foot to prevent
Uncle Henry's men from stealing a single
base.

That smashed tho combination, the secret
session was all for naught and Uncle's men
willhave to study the new rule some more
and get up a new set of signals.

Now let's see how the Duke's plans came
out.

In the las! half Sharp got a base on balls.He went to second on Levy's single and
stole third. Levy stole second. Carroll hit
a double, bringing in Sharp and Levy, and
then he stole third.

Mr.Fanning, who was pitching, looked at
Captain Sweeney and Captain Sweeney
looked at Mr. panning, The new rule was
getting in Its work with deadly effect, not-
withstanding it was making the game ex-
tremely lively.

Grace of 1910
Vallejo street lost her handsome Yorkshire
terrier '"Sis," which she valued so highly
that a selling price did not figure ou the
catalogue under the terrier's name.

In fact ">:-" was not for sale, ltappears
that "Sis" was taken from her kennel by
some person who was deputized to look
after Hie terrier dogs, and as she had
neither collar nor strap by which she could
be held in place she easily broke away from
her handler and escaped through the crowd
of people that had congregated around the
kennels.

The result of the terrier's quarrel was a
loss to Miss Biemloii of a piece of one of her
ears, which was snapped ntf us clean as a
whistle, and which piece of flesh the owner
willkeep in remembrance of the show.

THE MEXICO,BACK.

Panama Docks Are Full to
Overflowing.

ENCOURAGING COMPETITION.

The Isthmus Railroad Not Able to
Handle All the Freight-Routing

Foreign Goods This Way.

Two steamers arrived from Panama yes-
terday—the Mexico and>Acapulco.

One brought all that . she could possibly
carry, while the other was 700 tons short of
her registered capacity.'

The Mexico of the North American Navi-
gation Company was delayed at Panama on
account of the immense amount of freight
piled on that city's docks, which caused
one of these structures to sink.

The Acapulco. of' the 'Pacific' Mall line
brought two or three hundred tons more
than the San Bias of the same company,
which arrived day before yesterday, and
the two vessels together did not bring as
much as the steamer Mexico, notwithstand-
ing that the Pacific Mail steamers stopped
at way ports and the Mexico did not

-
This is an object-lesson which speaks vol-

umes for the success of the opposition com-
pany.

The coffee season Is at Its height, and
there is no reason why the Mail Com-
pany's boats should not have come ln
loaded to the water-line. But no; the crop
is being saved for the new company to
carry, and it will make immediate prepara-
tions to do so by puttingon some more and
larger steamers.

The Panama Railroad could not carry all
the freight that was offering, consequently
the wharf houses and spare cars of the road
are filled to oveiilowing.

At first itwas intended that the. Mexico
would stop at way ports, but when it was
discovered that so much freight was on
hand at Panama for transportation this
idea had to be abandoned.

The Acapulco sailed four days ahead of
tho Mexico and stopped at all Central
American ports, but in- spite of the fact
that coffee fairly loaded the piers at her
different stopping places she did not get a
full cargo, lor the reason that it was
thought the North American Navigation
Company's steamer was soon to follow in
the Acaoulco's.wake.

The Mexico made the run In13 days and 8hours, and would have accomplished the
tripin less time had she not been delayed
by head winds, which caused her to lay to
for some time off Cape St. Lucas.

At the office of the new steamship line
everythiug is moving along smoothly.

One of the company's employes said a
leading shipper stepped into the office the
other day and remarked, "1am not going
to ask you people for any more rates."

"Why?" questioned the clerk, thinking agood customer had gone back on competi-
tion.

"Because Iam going to ship via your
line without regard to rates made by the
railroad or Pacific Mall," answered the
dealer.

One significant showing is the number of
shipping receipts of the Pacific Mail Com-
pany which have been received nt the ness
line's office with the North American Navi-
gation Company substituted.

The best news which the Mexico brings is
that foreign goods are coining in quantities
viaPanama, which shows that competition
and low rates are giving American vessels
a chance 10 carry what lias heretofore been
transported in ftretgn bottoms.

The Mexico willprobably be substituted
by the Mackinaw.
