WHERE CAN IT BE?

No One Knows the Fate
of Jessup's Money.

KOWALSKY APPEARS ATLAST

Several Attorneys Are Examined by
Judge Slack as to the Later Pro-

ceedings in J.-ssup Case.

The mystery nf the disappearance of the
S2<>,ooo to 830,000 worth of property turned
over to Richard Page Jessup, after all at-
tnrueys' fees and other expenses of litiga-
tion had been paid, seems well nigh inex-
plicable. Judge Slack tried his hand yes-
terday at the now celebrated puzzle and
failed lamentably.

The question as to how far the Superior
Court may be disposed to further investi-
gate Him disappearance of the property and
ho.v far the court has power to so investi-
gate the matter, now that the litigation Is
at an end and the estate has passed out of
the custody of the court, is an exceedingly
difficult cue, to answer.

The result of \u25a0 yesterday's proceedings
may bo luielly expressed as indicating
thnt a large nmount cf property passed
into the hands of the Mahoueys and is now
held in their name.

Kowalsky winked the other eve and
said that while very little may be actually
Inthe possession of the heir nevertheless
lio thinks that young Jessup has at least
525.000 "pretty close to his belt," as
Kowalsky pot it, and this opens up a loin;
vista of probable suits to set aside deeds to
the Maliuueys as made to defraud cred-
itors.

The $5000 note of Mr?. Ilattnn and the
numerous other claims against the unfor-
tunate young man will now no doubt tin
pushed with great vigor, and the litiga-
tion may be endless.

By .judge black's order tire matter of the.
investigation has been referred bacK to
Judge Coffey to take such further action
as he deems proper.

The proceeding held yesterday before
Judge Slack was a hearing upon an order
citing all parties connected with the dis-
tribution of the estate under the decree
of tin) court to appear and show cause why
the said decree should not be set aside
on the ground of misrepresentation in:ule
to the court, a.- a result of which it signed
the decree.

1 he matter was first brought to th« at-
tention of Judge Cuffey by the Bllnc ot a
petition by Altieil Clarke, the attorney, its
which ho asserted tliat he had a claim
ascolnst the estate for money loaned, and
that the petition of the administrator ask-
ing that the estate bp distributed misrep-
resented the condition of the e<tat^. in;i~-

Boucl) as nn reference was made to Clarke's
unpaid claim.

The proceedings in connection with the
signing of the decree having taken place
ii-.i'te Judge Slack, who was temporarily
sittiiiß in Judgn CoilVy's court during the
tatter's vacation. Judge Coffey referred
the petition to Judj;e Slack for investiga-
tion.

After several adjournments, necessitated
latlerlv by the absence in Los Angeles of
1!. I. X «a slcv, the ease was finally called
yesterday mornlQfr at 10 o'clock. K'lwalsky
was not present, but wired that the train
had bum delayed, and that he would be in
court at 10:45. In the meantime Judge
Slack questioned several of the other
parties.

The petitioner, Alfred Clarke, was first
railed to the stand. In answer to a ques-
tion of the court usito the Datura of his
unpaid claim against the estate, he said
that he had loaned money toMorris liaum,
who was formerly employed on the case.
Damn gave him (Clarke) his note or ?50C0,
which he secured by un assignment of his
(Bantu's) interest Inthe Jessup case

"KoWHlsky settled with nip," lie said,
"by tiving me certain papers, the nature
which is ti confidential matter. 1have
never been »ble to realize anything upon
It,however."

"Bui you accepted that paper inpayment
of your claim?"

"3Tes, sir; but Itins never b?en paid."
"Well, your claim is a purely personal

matter, and lias nothing to do with the
estate/ said Ilie court.

In answer to questions of John 11. Dick-
inson, Clarke also admitted ilia! Bautn bad
not been an attorney of record in the case
and con aol claim any iff ifin tl.o es-
tate, i..- assignment of his Interest, there-
fore, couM not have been a lieu upon the
estate, even ifho had not accepted Kowal-
sk\'s paper in payment of the claim.

Judge black was not satisfied with
Clarke's failure to prove his right to have
the decree of distribution set nsido. Lie
bad still another possible cause of actiuD
against the distributors.

Judge Coffcy had informed Judge Slack
Dial when the matter of tie appointment
of a guardian for ronngjeesnp had been
submitted to him for tlio second time he
bad refined, to declare the younc man In-
competent, but had informed the attorneys
that when the estate came to be distrib-
uted he would then appoint a guardian to
protect the property interests of the boy.
and Judge Slack was bent upon ascer-
taining whether the parties bad com« to
liiin in Judge CorTey's absence, simply be-
cause they know him to be In ignorauce of
Judge Coffey's kindly intentions.

So J. H. Dickinson, attorney for the
proponents of the will of the father of
young Jessup, was called to the stand and
interrogated by the court. Mr.Dickinson
denied ever having beard JiuJl'c Cofft-y
make any such statement in reference to
the appointment of a guardian in the dis-
tribution.

lie briefly reviewed the several pro-
ceedings which had from time to lime
bi-i n instituted for the appointment of n
guardian, the first being in March. 1887,
Iliaapplication being denied and ill con-
test of the will immediately commenced.
The hoy was of age as early as in Febru-
ary, 1887.* Being interrogated concerning the
agreement of compromise between the
heir ami bis clients, he .stated that tho
settlement was consummated in his own
office and that youna Jessup was repre-
sented by J. N. E. Wilson and J. 11. Ma-
honey. The hitter, young Jessup had told
the witness, was looking after his Inter-
ests, and he said he trusted him implicitly.

As to the appointment of Senator
Byrne*. Attorney Dickinson said th.it the
Senator had lie-en given complete charge
of the distribution, so as to simplify the
matter. With the consent of all parties
Byrnes had been glvon the entire property,
which he then sold and distributed th« pro-
ceed* in conformity with tliu terms of the
settlement.

Tne property of the estate was found to
!)e wi>rth between 8138,000 and $140,000,
ontnf which Dickinson's clients received
$50,000, the remainder going to ll.e heir,

:t to his 40-per-ceut agreement with
Kowalsky.

As in Jessup's private arrangement}
with the attorneys oc other parlies as
creditors the witness knew nothing.

(olonel Kowftlsky turned up a few min-
utes ]>a*t 11 o'clock. He made his apolo-
gies to tne court, who accepted them with
the cheerful comment that the court and
counsel had been vexatlously delayed and
Inconvenienced by tne wait. Kowalsky
then took the stand aud was examined by
Juilge Slack.

Mr.Knwakky said:
"Judge Coffey never told me he intended

to appoint a guardian to look after the
boy's Interests pending the distribution";
nor did he ever hear of Ins having said so
to any one else.

"Why was the decree presented to me
in the absence of Judge Coffey?" asked
Judge Slack.

"Because Mr. Jarboe, who was examin-
ing the title to the property, required it.
It was In connection with the sale of the
ThirJ-street property to WilliamT. Cole-
mnn. Jarboe said that unli<-s lii« decree
of final distribution was made ho would
not pass the title. . There had been much
clHhv alrfl-idv and wn desired to push the
matter. Itwas accorditfgly determined to
have the decree signed. Idid not advise
itmyself.

"1 believe Mr. Dickinson and myself
wan tod to put the decree in escrow, but
Mr. Jarbos Insisted that it should be
signed at that time."

ALL THEORIES UNAVAILING.

Tbe letters and Iapers found on the
body possess no value for an Investigation
with the exception of a letter addressed to
the wile of the dead man, and this was
not in his handwriting.

lliroiiKlithe mails, but w.is unopened, and
a nice letial point exists whether even tho
Coroner baa a right to open it.

WilliamI.Morgan whs bum InSt. L vis.
Mo., abiHit thirty-seven years a^.i, aud
eauie to this city in lh.-4. He engaged in
the renl-estato business and soon acquired
a reputation as a clear-Sigbled business
iimn. Abtnit a yenr a£<> he purchased of
CiH(iri;e l'.:ircate, Ihe then president of the
Belvedere Land Company, Inncontrolling
interest in that onlerpuse, which was con-
ducted at tbe offices of Tevla & Fisher.
Morgan removed tbe oilices to his own
quarters, at 512 California btrert. lie also
purchased Bargate's house at Belvedere
and iesidi'd th>'re.

Itis a peculiarly complicating feature of
Morgan's suicide that, while all accounts
represent him as having been in the best
of spirits np to a brief hnitr before his
death, there was fmiud on him a new pis-
til, a bnx ut cartridge 1", of which only oue
biid been u-eo, aud a package of
strrchuine coutainine enough to kill v
di'7."n people. Moreover, the most contra-
dictory reports prevail as to his financial
standing at tiie time, and, lastly, while one
account represents his domestic relations
as exceptional Iy happy, other vague siorics
are lold o' recent trouble.

Secretary VVe.itnn prumiitlyhad !he doors
of the office closed as soon as tbe body had
been removed. 11« was unable to say
moie than t\u25a0 j;tt it was (inly a few 'ninnies
tirlnre the tragedy that Morgan left tho
room, apparently bright and •\u25a0heerlul aud
1 ke :\ man who .'lilyexpected to be out a
few minutes.

Edgar M. Wilson, treasurer of the Belve-
dere Laud Company, made the following
statement: "1 attach no value to there-
ports that Murgan was in finand al
strait. 1h < annual meeting only took
place yesterday. Tno repurts for the yenr
were presented and showed the company
to he in the most satisfactory condition;
better tlinu ever before. lam the trf i--
nrer and tlie funds are subject to myebeck,
so mat it is impossible tor any business i:i
connection with tho Belvedere Land Ioui-
pany to occur without my knowledge.

"1 have ju-t left Mr. Walkei Powell,
pres dent of the Bunk of BritishColumbia,
which L'ce:'« our account, and bet told me
th.it the nffalrsol the company with the
bank were (). K.

"As la Mr.Moreen's suicide itis a perfect
mystery to me. There is no woman iv the
case. The only theory 1can advance is
that he was seized with a fit of temporary
insanity. lie was not subject to any men-
tal disease, but there were limes when he
seemed a little rallied for a irrmnent, but
not more so than any of us might be. My
own acquaintance with him has been
simply in connection with the business of
the company and ins death at this time is
a perfect surprise tjus. .

"'Our annual meeting yesterday after-
noon was harmonious in even respect.
Morgan as re-elected president. lie was
a splendid business man, attending to all
derails with the greatest care.

"As to the report that a number of
proxies were found in .Mr. Uoncan'i pos-
session there is nothing surprising iv that
at the time of an election.
"I happen to know also that Charles

VYhoeler entertained Mr.Mdrgau and his
wife at Belredbre last night and that they
had a very pleasant sociable lidme lie
was at lunch to-day in the ltodle restau-
rant in the best of spirits.

"There is only one other idea that occurs
to me 'ii thinking of the suicide. Morgan
bad Buffered !>e*erely from pains in the
limb', tie result of rheumatic fever; and,
in fact, he has always been an invalid
daring the six or eight months Ihnvn
known him. Itwas because of illhealth
that he went to live at Belvedere, and I
understand that while there ills health
somewhat Improved.

"As for the affairs of the Belvedere Land
Company, ail 1 can say is that since the
company started, in IStM, it has been very
bo cegilul. -The capital stock is $5,000,000,
and about $1,250,000 worth of laud has
been sold.
"Iconsider Mr. Morgan to have been a

man of meant. Certainly he must have
been worth mure than £100,000, for only a
week or two "go he qualified on a bond
before Judge Atiijeiotti,in Marin County,
anil testified that he was worth 8110,000,
c .sir .if indebtedness.

"Morgan was a business-like, temperate
man. 1have, always understood that he
was happy in his homo life, and not in any
way tangled up with other women."

William K. Fisher, of the firm of Tevis
&Fisher, whs entirely unable, to account
for Morgan* suicide on any hypothesis
connected with financial trouble.
£3**lfeel perfect confidence," said he, "in
the credit of the Belvedere I.and Company.
Itis solvent and Morgan was not the cus-
todian of its funds.

"Naturally, of course, the Belvedere
Laud Company required a great deal of
time mid attention from Morgan, and pro-
duced more or less worry, but my impres-
sion Is that he committed suicide under
temporary mental derangement.
"1 was well acquainted with Morgan.

Wo used to have the agency of the com-
pany. anil were, in fact, the originators of
it. When Mr. Birgnte sold out his inter-
est an offer was made to us, but we de-
clined on a general question of values.

"1 don't think there wus anything finan-
cially wrong with Morgan. lie was a very
reticent man, and Ills best friends knew
vi1ivlittle about him."

Every real estate man consulted seemed
to think that the cause of Morgan's sui-
cide must be sought fur outside of any
trouble wlth'the company or insecurity of
the letter's financial standing. "All real
estate is dull now," was the general ver-
dict; but there is nothing against Belve-
dere.

The only exception was a gentleman In
the real estate business, who Bald lie had
no more than a theory to advance, but it
might bo worth something. It was this:
I'elvcdere, or Kershaw's Island, is united
tip the mainland by a little striuof land
which is said to be artificially constructed.
The titles on the lielvedere estate are
based on a Mexican grant; but Mexican
grants -do not cover islands. "It |is
jnst possible," said the fcentleman, "that
Morgan, who hud put everything ho had
in'.o the hind, may have heard that the
United States Government Intended to
bring suit to recover the island, on the
ground that the connection with the
mainland had been made with fraudulent
Intent. This, of course, would hive af-
fecled Morgan very seriously, and may
have preyed on his mind. 1give tills only
as an Idea, not as a fact, but Iconsider It
significant that Morgan had had an inter-
view with the California Title Company
before lie. committed suicide."
Itis pretty freely reported that Morgan

had been solicited for payment of several
small sums during thr lnnrnlnu, one
amount of about $100 being demanded only\u25a0

bait an hour baton he took his own life.
The appearance of Moreno's face as he

lav at the Moreno showed clearly that the
man had been considerably worn, either
by mental anxiety or physical pain.

Dr. O'Hrien decided last night that nn
lutopsy was unnecessary. anil the body
was removed to an undertaking parlor,
subject to the orders of the Coroner.

Morgan married a granddaughter of
Mllo Hondley, and leaves besides tils
widow a daughter 4 years old.
