such county. A ‘litlle joker’ in favorof
the rich clubs previded that if a man
had an iunvitation 'n writing’ from some
person owuning or leasing land in another
county it was lawful for him to huat with-
out tak ng out a license. This would have
enubled the aristoeratic shooting clubs to
invite their friends to their preserves
without puttinug these friends to any ex-
panse.

“As there isno game in San Franclsco
County, and sportsinen from that couuty
hunt in five or six different counties dur-
ing the open season, you ean readily see
that this license business would have shut
off most of the huntine,

American sentiment, but the California
clubs proposed to go even further than
Maine and Michigap, and to tax the State’s
own cilizens every time they wentinto a
eouuty to hunt ip which they did not own
or lease land. ‘L'lie leading papers in the
State all opposed tliis measure, aud a vote
of thanks by the Sportsmen’s Protective
Association was passed for this service.”

Dr. Jordan of
the Stanford Jr. University of Palo Allo,
in a paper recently published rn-lnilve to
Pacific Coast fishes, makes the following
statement relative to strelheads, that is,
from a scientific point of view:

“Another California trout is the so-
called steelhead, more usually known in
California as salmon trou’, a fish suffi-
ciently like the salmon trout of Eurove,
but the name steeliiead seems to me pre-
ferable because it is given to no other fish.
Its scientific name is Salmo unndn'-:rv.
named for Dr. Gairdner of Astoria. The
fact that these fish are speut 1u the spring
would indicate a spaweing time later than
that of the =almon, probab'y midwinter,
Comp ring the steelheads with the rain-
bow trout we find no ditferencesother than
that the foriner is of much larger size _a:‘_d
has a larzer mouth, and its eaudal fin is
truncate instead of forked. But the tail
becoimes more truncate and the mouth
larger wiih age in all species of salmon
and trout. It is not at all unlikely that
the steelbead is simply a rainbow trout
which has descended intotheseaand which
has grown largerand coarser and arquired
somewhat different form and habits on
account of its food and surroundings. 1f
this be true the very voungz steelhieads
wou!d not be distinguishable from the
young rainbow trout, and I do not kuow a

aracter of any kiod by
which theetwo may be separated. ln every
other case there is some mark, some differ-
ence in the number of scales or bLones by
which we can teil the species of trout, tle
one from the other; but in the case of the
steelhiead there is absclutely no such dif-
ference. * * * ]n every internal re-
spect, in every bone and every part of its
structure the steeihiead and the rainbow
trout agree, and so it ¥s ove of the un-
settled problems connected wiih the fish-
eries of California whether tire steelheaa
is a distinct kind ef trour, or whether any
rainbow trout, placed in the ocean or the
river mouth, and allowed to feed on the
rich food whieh the salmon gets, would
not, in time, develop into a steelhead
regardless of the form of its parants,

“The evidence, so far as it is in, is con-

flicting. There are some things which go
to show that the two are distinct fishes.

Other evidence would show that they are
simply forms of the same thing, aud a
thorouzh study of the coastwise streams
of this State is necessarv before this point

can be setitled. * * * The remaining
trout of this coast is the species known as
the cutthroat trout, or Salmo mykiss., I'his
is the longest known of the Americar
trou!, having been discovered first by
Steller, who gave it the Russian name
of mykiss, which science has preserved.

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THE SILVERADO MISSION.

Tiere is a low ranze of hills rising
gradually from near the footof Old Gray-
Lack and extending in a circuitous line to
the ccast of San Juan. Whoever has trav-
eled its intricate and devious passages has
entered by way of the Silverado Canyon,
for it is the only accessible way. And
whoever has passed through the Silverado
Canyon has seen there a ruin—a mass of
crumbled and melted adobe walls, littering
up a small, oven platéau, not a great way
from the summit. Tiwe and the rain and
winds have worked upon the ruin until its
outlines are ncarly lost. But if whoever
goes there has been before to either Santa
Barbara or San Juan Capistrano or San
Luis Rey and seen the missions there, the
similarnty wil! be so apparent as to cause
the visitor to wonder at it, and, perhaps,
exc.ain, “Here is the ruin of some old, old
mission.”

The place is a very queer spot to find
even the ruin of a missiun. No one lives
in the canyon now. A dense and never-
ending solitude prevails, and but for this
one evidence of a former life it might be
doubted if the place was ever inhabited.
But the silent ruins suggest, somehow, a
romance—tlicre is mystery ilurking in the
very air of the surroundings.

In the valley below the canvon and close
to the mouth is an old Spanish settlement.
The people there can tella little of the
story of the mission—but only a little—and
his even might be doubied if the ruins
were not there in evidence.

It is a very fragmentary sort of a tale
they tell, but some people believs it, for
they still go there to search for a wonder-
ful lost mine of silver that had something
to dc¢ with the building of the mission,

From the mission at San Diego Father
Sorrano came to found the mission of the
Siiverado. This was long after Capistrano
and the other missions had been built.
He found no difficulty in getting the labor-
ers, for he asked of them no labor of love,
but paid them well with Spanish silver.
