In shorf, John Chinaman is
the most aishouest man in the mercantile
world. Drive him out of it and the poor
American will be able to make a living
for his wife and children. If the pagan
stays he will own everything. He will live
in a hole and have his work done by men
who cost less for their keep than a good
dog.

Police Sergeant Tobin, who was present
with a squad of police, approached O’'Don-
pell and remonstrated with him, pointing
out how illsnitea the spot was for a publie
meeting and indicating the sidewalks on
Third street to show how seriously pedes-
trian trafiic was interfered with.

O'Donnell was not, however, in a mood
to be triflad with by any mere policeman
er squad of police, and he promptly notified
Tobin that to disturb a public meeting was
a misdemeanor and that he (Tobin) was
liable to arrest,

The crowd, which was largely composed
of workingmen, palpably sided with the
perpetual candidate for Mayor, and as
there was no disorder the Sergeant with-
drew. Then O’Doanell mounted the top
of the hack, grasped the pole of a national
banner and expressed his exuitation, He
insisted that the decision of the Supremao
Court should be followsd by instant
action. He urged that the President hasa
glear daty to do “The people lLave
spoken,”” he said, “and will, if necessary,
move shoulder te shoulder, rifle in handg,
to see that it is carried out. More than
23,000 people in San Francisco are out of
work on account of the Chinese. I tell
you one thing,”” conciuded the doctor, *1
pever gotdrunk in my life, but I feel to-
night as if 1 might todo so. I feel like old
Genera! Jackson afier the battle of New
Orleans.”

COLUMBIAN ESSAYS.

Los Angeles School Pupils May Now
Rest and Wait.

The Los Augeles school essay contest is
closed.

Essays of all kinds by pupils attending
all kinds of schools have been steadily
pouring in from ths district of the southern
Orange groves.

The higher temperature of those sunny
latitudes may be responsible for the happy
glow of patrictism which characterizes all
the L.os Angeles essays.

The selection of *Columbus” and his
great “Discovery” has evidently been gen-
erally hailed as ths happlest of thoughts.
1t has fallen, as the orange seeds fall down
there on {ruitfulsoil, prepared and watered
by the judicious culture already bestowed
upon it by careful teachers and lovingz
parents.

Once germinated in such favorable con-
ditions the seed—the triumph of the great
Genoese—grew apace and finally blos-
somed and became fruit in the form of
thoughtful essays, which were forthwith
packed up and sent to Tue CALL for
criticism.

But this criticism is no casual task to be
dispatched off haud.

The essays have all to be numbered, and
all traces of name, address, ete.—anything
that would batray the writer’s personality
—are removed, all such particulars being
recorded on a siip placed in an envelope,
which is then sealed and only distin-
guished by a number corresponding to
that on the essay.

The numbered essays are then delivered
over to the first crities, who have to pass
npon the merits of the compositions from
various points of view. Writing, spelling,
punctuationp, style of treatment and
originality are some of the features con-
sidered in the sifting process. Results are
listed and compared with other verdicts,
disputes being decided by a referee.

‘This process, if elaborate, 8 deemed
necessary to protect the interests of cach
compelitor.

As soon as the final judgment on the
essays is delivered it wlll be published ia
Tue Cavr, and the money prizes will be
shortly afterward forwarded to the win-
ners.

STILL  FIGURING.

No New Developments at
Santa Clara. \

LEONARD HAS NOT FLED.

Sharp Criticism Passed Upon the
Conduct of President Pierce.
The Old Savings Bank.

Special to THE MORNING CALL

SAXN Josg, May 15 —After considerable
trouble vour correspondent was able to
obtain to-day from a reliable and authen-
tic souree the modus operandi of Viee-
President Leonard and Cashier Hayward
in swindling the Bank of Santa Clara.
Their peculations began as far back as
July, 1887. The first account kept was the
account of Leonard and Hayward in deal-
ing with mining stoeks. The private ac-
count of Leonard and BPayward shows
different sums taken from different funds
and then from time to time replaced from
other deposits to balance up, These fig-
ures were kept on private memoranda,
and this mode of operating continued from
that date till the bank closed.

At first their operations were on a small
seale and carefully concealed, but as they
progressed they became bolder. Prior to
the time the bank commissioner was to
appear each vear and examine into the
condition of the bank, the notes given by
Leonard and Hayward were withdrawn
and forged notes substituted for the exact
amount, dividing np among some fictitious
and some real parlies the amount of their
peculations,

These notes are all entered, or at least
the majority of them, on the notebook,
and when the alleged makers are invited
to yray then it will be discovered that they
are all forgeries. The bank does not even
Enow that now, but it is a factail the same
that the names of mapy prominent citi-
zens in the county have been put on notes
for sums ranging from &1200 to $8000.
Among them are Judge Weller of Mil-
pitas, a well-known farmer; W. R. Mec-
Cubbin; Taft and Hagerman, fruitmen;
Mr. Bock, fruitgrower; Henry Iullen,
brother-in-law of Sheriff Bollinger, and
others of egqual prominenca.

When the Bank Commissioner had got
through with his yearly examination these
forged notes were retired only to bob up
serenely when he appeared again the fol-
lowing year.

No pretense of keeping a regular deposit
book was made for the past five years.
The only entries existing in the present
book consist of a date, the name of the de-
positor and the amount. When a certifi-
cate was eancelled a red line was drawn
through the name, but no date of cancelia-
tion wasjever entered,so that it is impessible
to trace when the certificates were can-
celled from the book. No entry has been
made in the book since last December.

Noune of the directors ever examined the
bocks of the bank and Leonard himself
Is kuown to have declared that he had
evervthing his own way.

Leonard’s specnlations in stock com-
menced vrior to 1886, That year he made
£34,000 in one deal, which amount he put
in a bank in San Francisco, declaring that
it was pinmoney. ‘This pln money 8oon
flew and went ahead to meet the departing
funds at the Santa Clara bank. It was
then that he began speculating with the
bank’s funds to reconp himself, and for
awhile Leonard and Hayward kept a pri-
vate set of books, showing their respective
proportions of their stealing, balanced in
neat shape, and also showing very closely
with whose money the various stocks were
purchased. A

The amount of certificatesin the register
shows that the bank did a very thriving
business in eancelations. Three-fourths of
the total certificates issued for the pasttwo
vears havs been marked canceled.

Leonard knew for some months that the
bank was toitering. 'T'he fact that Presi-
dent Plerce drew so largely out of the
bank afew davs before the doors were
closed, and the fact that at nsarly every
annual meeting ILeonard’s salary was in-
creased on the motion of the president, to-
gether with the fact of Pierce’s connection
with the old savings bank In this cily
which failed and was wound up by Leonard
as receiver, ought to have put the directors
on their guard.

An amusing story is told of that last-
named bank failure. It seems that this
bank was managed by dJ. H. Moore and
became loaded down with real estate which
at that time was in a depressed condition,
but which withiin a year or two turned out
to be very valuable and would have
brought the bank out nicely had proper
management obtained.

Suit was brought by the shareholders
through Judge Moultrie to compel the di-
rectors to pay the amount of losses. An
opinion was filed by Judge Spencer, who
tried the case, awarding the plaintiff,
Mouitrie, judzment for himself and other
stockholders to the extent of several hun-
dred thousand dollars,

Pierce, before the matter zame into
court, it is said, loaded himseif down with
stock bought from the scared stockhold-
ers, expecting, apparently, to avail him-
self of the Moulirie decision. It was
found, however, that before judgment was
rendered Moultirie had been paid in full
for his stock, amounting to $10,000, and ac-
cordingly the Moultrie suit was dismissed,
leaving Pierce with a lot of stock on
hand, barred by the statute of limitations
as against the directors. His only alter-
native left was to order Leonard to fore-
close mortgages on valuable tracts of land
that are to-day worth from $300 to $1000
per acre.

As already stated these facts have been
obtained from an unquestioned source and
will be as startling to the directors and
shareholders of the defunct Santa Clara
Bank as to the publie In general,

Everything was quiet around the bank
to-dayv. Bank Commissioner Knight re-
sumed his investigation this morning, He
was not accompanied, as was expected, by
his brother commissioners. F. E. Hay-
ward, brother of the dead cashier, was in
the bank all day and took an active inter-
est in the proceediugs. 7The attention of
the Commissioner was altogether taken up
in segregating and arrauging the certifi-
cates of deposit so as to get them in pre-
sentable order.

After the day’s labors were over the
Commissioner said there had been no new
developments to-day. He is only concern-
ing himsell with the present and has not
yet gone backward to ascertain when the
crookedness commenced and to what ex-
tent it has been carried on.

“You will see therefore,” he said, “that
I am unable to give you any further in-
formation than was given on Saturday.
Things are practically as they were then,
only tha certificates are row almost all
arranged in order. A fewtrifling amounts
were received to-day, but I expect they
are about all in.

“I have no doubt the devositors will be
paid in full out of the bank’s assets, un-
less sometbing unforeseen turns up. Bnt
at any rate the depositors must ba paid, as
the shareholders are responsible, There
is no use in going over the same ground as
I went over Saturday, for, as I tell you
again, there have been no new develop-
ments to-day. Iexjectto finish my labors
in two days, and then will be able to re-
port the position of the bank”’s affairs, I
went to see  Vice-President Leonard this
afternoon, and he appears to me to be a
very sick man, so miuch so that I deemed
it humane not to ask any questions. 1 was
not there more than two minutes. Whether
1 will go back to see him again er not I am
unable to say.”

“Do you think it is true that Leonard
took $18,000 from the bank last Tuesday ?"”
was asked,

“No, I do not think it possible,”” said
Mr. Knight, **as I cannot see how such an
amount could have beeu in the bank.”

An Incident that has caused considerable
cynieal talk occurred to-day. Leonard’s
daughter walked into the bank and
handed a small package containing $3 to
Frank J. Brandon, the expert accountant,
She explained that it came in ler father’s
mail this morning from Oregon, and her
fatlier at once sent her with it as it be-

longed to the bank, being a payment of
interest on a note,

Most of the directors were out and in
the bank during th:e day, and affairs were
gencerally discussed, but no regular meet-
ing was held.

An interes‘ed spectator, who is watching
on behalf of his fellow depositors for
something to turn up, was Justice of the
Peace Ilarrington. He does not believe
in the passive condition of the direetors of
the bank, and thinks that a muneh more
azgressive peliey in regard to those re-
syonsible for the bank’s rotten condition
would be in Detter taste and more business-
like.

It is utterly impossible to say yet, and
Mr. Kuight is the authority for the state-
ment, what the loss will amouunt to.
Things are in such atangled shapeyet that
no one can give anything but a mere guess,
which might be very wide of the mark.
How is it possible when it will not be
known for some time yet how many of the
notes held by the bank are forged and how
many are genuine? As one of the direc-
tors said to-day, there has bwen far too
much theorizing in fizures, with nothing
tangible to work upon.

Director J. H. Dibble told your eorre-
spondent to-daythata banker from Tueson,
Arizona, was prepared to step in and con-
tinue the bank’s business, taking over all
the unquestionably good securities, the
balance to be met by the shareholaers,
providing there was not enough to pay off
the depositors in full. His idea is to get
some of the old directors to join him if pos-
sible, 30 as to bring in local influence and
confidence. He is said to Ye worth from
§200,000 to §300,000.

Popular opinion aprears to be deciaedly
veering round against President Pierce,
and it is openly asserted that he kunows
far more about Leonard’s transactions
witn the bank’s funds than he cares to ad-
mit. His action, also, in granting away
within the past year, after he had formed
the James P. Pierce Company, all his
shares, except the five now standing in his
name, is severely criticised. It is being
diseussed pretty generallv as to whether
such an appointment, considering all the
circumstances in conuection with the

ank, could not be declarediliezal. Mr.
Pierce was seen by your correspondent to-
dav and said:

“It was only last Tuesday morning that
I first heard of the bank’s condition, and I
had no susplcion prior to that time that
anything was wrong. I was in San Jose
that day on bnsiness and had no particular
reason for visiting Santa Clara. Director
Franck knew about it first. I object most
emphatically to the newspapers referring
to my private affairs. Itis none of their
business. 1 will say this, however, that
about a year ago 1 formed the James DP.
Pierce Company. At
the shares I held in the band.

*“I'he James P. Pierce Company and my
girls hold nearly 1000 shares, 700 of that
number being in the name of James Ralph
of the Bank of California, San Franeisco,
as trustee of James P. Pierce. I retained
five shares to qualify as director, and five
each were put in the name of iny two sons
to enable them also to qualify as di-
rectors.”

“*Had you any intention of erawling out
of your Ilability by apportioning those
shares, as has been charged?” was asked.

“I had not. Mr. Franck, to whom that
expression is atiributed, denies that he
made use of it. The shares are still in the
family.”

p  “What about the 840,000 forged note ?”
“I never heard of it till Mr. Knight told
me of it aday or two azo. It was used to
cover up deficits, but I never knew of it,
Why, I wasa’t in Santa Clara from Sep-
tember till Mareh, being sick at home.”

*““How are things looking at the bank?”

*““They are very much tangled up and
nothing definite is known yet. The prin-
cipal defaleations are in interest-bearing
cartificates, which will amount to between
$60,000 and $70,000. We will have to go
back for years to find out” their full ex
tent.”

As surmised, the rumor that Leonard
had fled had no foundation, as shuwn by
Mr. Knight’s statement. Your corre-
spondent called at Leonard’s house this
morning, but perinission to see him was
gently yet firmly refused by Miss Leonard.
She said that her father was somewhat
better to-day, but Dr. Pierce had given
strict arders tnat he must not be spoken to
nor agitated. Hayward’'s brother also en-
deavored to see him, but with no Dbetter
success.

A meeting of Leonard’s creditors was
held this morning, but it was secret.
It was well attended. After an informal
discussion of the situation it was decided,
on the suggestion of Attorney D. W.
Burchard of Spencer & Burchard, attor-
neys for Sheriff Belinger, receiver of the
estate, to file a petition for an order of sale
of the personal properiy of the lusolvent,
which consists chiefiy of mining stocks
and a half interest in 100 tons of
hay. There is some contention regarding
the ownership of the mining stocks, Leon-
ard’s creditors claiming them, Hayward’s
heirs also claiming them, and the bank
laying claim to a portion of them.

WON BY A FOUL.

Diablo Captured the
Brooklyn Handicap.

HOW SIMS RODE THE RACE.

Had He Handled His Mount Properly
Nothing Could Have Touched the
Great Lamplighter.

Epecial to THE MoRNING CALL.

NEw Yorg, May 15.—Tuarfmen gener-
ally have been expecting that this wounld
be the most dazzling and lucrative season
in the history of racing in America. They
were fortified in their anticipations by the
impressive opening of the Brooklyn
Jockey Cinb.

Few racing organizations in this coun-
try have had a day to compare with this,
when June sat smiling in the lap of May.
Now aund then a light eloud scurried across
the sky, but the air was gracious and be-
nigan .

No excessive heat and no untimely chill
disturbed the peace of mind of the great
host of 30,000 spectators of the Brooklyn
handicap.

Every seat in all the buildings of the
club was taken. The roof was hidden by
a thick array of gazers set upon lofty
perches. Every part of the grand stand,
balconies and the clubhouse was be-
sieged and altacked with the ut-
most eagerness of assault, and ha
tower and all the area from which the
racing could be seen were besat by people,
and so also was the inner fields,

Few larger assemblages have ever been
drawn together in America to note the
agility in horseflesh.

How the anxious ones did swarm from
points of the compass to Gravesend.
Have you ever seen a net ful! of menhaden
pulled in? There are myriads of fishers
in the haul and they are crammed to-
gether so closely in the net thal they ap-
pear to be aimost agzlutinated,

50 was it of the wuliitudes at Gravesend
track. Ilydraulic pressure could bardly
bave crushed them more closely together,
and the belting ring seethed and boiled
like a place of torment.

There are 108 bookmuker’s stands within
the infernai circle, each staud paving $100
to the club for the day. So from the
betting ring alone the club drew $10,000
for a single day.

Gate receipts could hardly have fallen
below $20,000, and the profits from priv-
ileges, bars and eating tables and from
programimes muost have been very large.

James R. Keene was at the track and
William K. Vanderbilt was also a looker
on. Unfortunately Pierre Loriilard’s
weakened hiealth did not let him visit the
racecourse to-day, and he did not see the
woelul riding cf his jockey Sims on Lamp-
lighter,

The result of the Brooklyn handicap
was bitter as Hunyadi Janos or the Waters
of Marah to the legions wio looked on.

| Pierre Lorlllard’s colt Lamplighter had
| won so

many meworable triumphs
last year, had been a hero and a
champion of so many savagely-fought bat-
ties, that no other horse in the race had
one-tenth as many followers and admirers.

On class, on quality, on appearance, on
achievement, he deserved to bold the first
place In the good will of turfmen in all
parts of the country. Lorillard paid
£30,000 for him at Monmouth Park last
summer, and he is well worth $50,000 to-
day.

Lamplighter had been trained with
great care for the $25,000 Brooklyn handi-
cag by John Huggins, a trainer of long
standing and of uncommon skill. The
owner and trainer had done their part.
The jeckey did not do his,

Every turfman of intelligence who saw
the race declared after it had been run
that Lamplighter was by far the best ani-
mal in it even at the weights, and that if
Lie had been proper!y ridden he must have
captured the first great prize of the year. \

Among the thirteen jockeys who had
mounts in the Brooklyn handicap were
some rascals who always try to interfere
with and defeat the favorite in the great
race il horses whiczh they ride themselves
have not speed enough to get first place

Lamplighter was backed all over ¢ e
country to win this race for many weeks
before the contest took place. It had been
known for a long time that the eolt was
certain to be a strong favorite in the bet-
ting if he went to the post.

Hundreds of thousands of dollar were
bet on him in the ring. 1t was for the in-
terest of every bookmaker that Lamp-
lighter should be defeated, no matter
what other horse should be vieterious.

What could be simpler and easier than
for a bookmaker to send an emissary to
the jockey with a pramise that the jockey
should have $100 i{ he would do all- he
could to interfere with Lamplighter and
prevent his winning?

SeveralJockeys rode as If each had re-
ceived promises of $100 apiece from a
score of bookmakers. Some jockeys might
reject with scorn a shameful brive of this
sort, but every jockey In the race
knew that Lamplighter was a horse of
higher class than any other in the handi-
cap and if Lamplighter could be van-
quished by any trickery, any crossing,
any fouling, the chances of the rival
jockey’s mount get a part of the money
would be improved. Sims has sense
enough to know all this. It was then
plainly his duty to nandie his colt in the
race to steer clear of pockets, fouls and
erosses. Lamplighter showed form last
year and again yesterday so far superior to
that of anv other horse which ran in the
Brooklyn handieap that Sims could not
have lost the race if be had kept the colt
on the outside the whoie way. Buthe ran
Lamplighter into a pocket over and over
again and near the head of the home-
streteh he allowed the colt to be so badly
jostled, erowded and crossed that he was
compelled to pull him up.

Starier Rowe was at the head of the
homestretsh when the horses passed. He
says that Lamplighter was then so far be-
hind the leaders that he thought Loril-
lard’s colt had no chance even for
place, but when Sims got the superb crea-
ture at full speed in the stretch, Lamp-

lighter flashed by the other horses
as the Campauia, with all
steam on might thunder past a

fleet of Brennaun’s dump scows outside
Sandy Hook. This was magnificent, but
it was too late and the seliing plater,
Diablo, won the race.

Thousands upen thousands of long-
faced supporters of Lamplighter had no
heart to look upon any more racing after
the defeat of the colt that they so loyally
admired, and they dragged their grief-
stricken feet to the homeward trains.

It was a notable blow to their fond-
est hoves. Diablo had very few followers.
A. F. Waleo!r, senior member of the firm
of Waleott & Campbdell and President of
the Monmouth I’ark Racing Association,
backed his horse for some hundreds of
dollars and got long odds that his win-
nings wera rumored at from $12,000 to
§41,000.

It was whispered about that he won
§5000 on one bet frora L. O. Appleby, the
latter laying £5000 to $100. But rumor
rarely tells the truth.

John Campbell, junior member of the

“firm which owns Diablo, has given up

Letting, largely on account of previous
losses on Diablo, and did not have a dollar
on the horse,

The race was unsatisfactory because it
was so full of crowding, jostling and
fouling and because the best horse did
not win.

There was littie applause when Diablo
crossed the line. The spectators were
stunned. Lamplighter was second and
Leonawell third.
