SHREWISH WOMEN.
Severe Treatment Meted Out to

Scolds in the Days of Long Ago.
When our grandmothers talked too

much our grandfathers, or, more properly
speaking, tl;e grandfathers of our con-
tempories, had a way of dealing with them
which effectually silenced their chatter.
Some one says :

"There is but one scold in the worldand every niaD thinks he has her," anaaage that no doubt originated in the days
of our grandfathers and expressed their
opinion of the feminlue anility to make
life a burden for every benedict who .Jid
not exactly conform in the minutest par-
ticular to what bis wife deemed he should
be.

Nowadays, of course, it is not to be sun-
po-ei! that married Deople quarrel. The
refinement of the age is against it, and
when a man is scolded by his wife there
i- naught for him to do but to grin and
bear it. But in former days it was not so.

Wbec ;i woman, one of our grandmothers
perhaps, became so liberal in the use of
her tongue as to render herself conspicu-
ous in tne neighborhood where she lived,
all her Mu-band, if she bad a husband, or
her afflicted neighbors, ifshe was a widow
or spinster, did was to proceed to the near
eat "magistrate and make charges agaiust
her as v "common scold."

A day was appointed for the trial, evi-
dence was produced and if deemed ex-
clusive the magistrate directed that she
-houla be bridled and escorted through the
town.

The scold's bridle was always kept in
the Town Hall or in tne church, ani was
an instrument well adap.ed to tame ihe
spirit ifeven the must able and successful
shrew.
It consisted of an iron band passing

over tne head from ear to ear. from the
extremities of which another band from
on' 1 to two inches wide passed across the
f»ce between the no-e and chin. \u25a0 \u25a0'-—:

In front a plate, projecting inward from
the face band, entered the mouth and
pressed down the tongue of the sufferer,
thus effectually preventing any outcry.

From the extremities of the faceband
another thin iron semicircle passed around
the bead at the back, secured on oiih side
by a hinze, on the other by a basp'and
staple.

The backhand was thrown open
by means of the binRe, the bridle placed
upon the head of the shrewish unfortu-
nate.; lie hinged section was then closed
and fastened wtilia Dadlock, of which the
magistrate bore the key.

The scold w.is then tied by the wrists to
the tail ot a cart and escorted througn.the
streets, preceded .by a- crier announcing
her name, offense and punishment ami
followed by a mob of \u25a0 idlers such as can
always be collected to witness a scene of
this kiud.

One dose of such medicine, itmieht be
supposed, wouM overcome the temper of
any shrew, but in ease it proved inade-
quate there was another remedy stillmore
severe, which was rarely known to fail.

After the scold's oritlle had proved its
inefliiMency to suppress ihe clamor of the
.scold and she was brought ud again before
a magistrate, recourse was bad, as a last
resort, to the ducklng->tool.

'1 he auckiufc!-siool was a large chair
without legs, which was fastened at tlie
end of a lone pole, balanced on the top ol
a past clo-ie by the waters of a stream oi
pond. The pole was arranged udqu a
pivot so loosely fastened that it permitted
of aconsiderable vertical *s wetl as hori-
zontal motion.

Tlie scold was securely strapped in the
rhnir, n balf-duzen cairs of slrnne hand»,
uenerallv timsfl of the witnesses in the
c ise, seized the other end of the polo nn<l
revolved Hip nnlortnnate scold until she
weni iliiectly over the water, when stie was
soused a -:.tii'M»-!!' number ot times lo kill
the ardor and impetuosity of her tongue.

Generally she was <lucked until she
promise of peniiHtient riturination un<i
made natn upon the Built* or psnlmhook,
broagbt from the nearest church for thai
purpo-e, that she would scold no more.

But instances have been known of in-
veterate shrews refusing to promise any-
thing of the kind, and m one casein ihe
south uf England 102 years a«o
an unlucky woman was ducked tweuly-
>evei tunes before she was sub-
dued, while a yeiir or two before that hii-
otner ltdforinnate was actually drowned,
the determination of those inflicting the
I'unis'iment to subdue her beiiiK equaled
by her resolution nut to yield.

Attention is called to the fact that ap-
ples stored in cellars nr elsewhere are In-
Viirubly covered exteriorly with mold or
mildew—often invisible, bin just as real.
This mold consists mostly of microscopic
plants, including numerous speces of
iniigi, allof which are more or less poison-
ous. Physicians nay they liavn traced cases
(ifdiphtheria in children to the use ol
moldy apples. Mothers «re in the habit of
giving littlechildr- n apples to play with,
and the babies try to eat them. In such
cisea the moldshould be carefully removed
from the app:es.
