AN OLD GAME.

Impostors Endeavor to Fleece Local
Brewery Managers.

Two impostors have been endeavoring

to obtain money from the breweries of
the city under fal^e pretenses.

They visited the Hibernian Brewery
yesterday and presented to the manager a
subscription paper for his signature. They
represented that they were collecting
funds for the purpose of purchasing a
handsome present for John C. Quinn,Col-
lector of Internal revenue.

The subscription paper was headed with
a subscription hy President Stone of the
United States Brewery for $100; also a
like sum from the Enterprise Brewery and
S4O from its employes.

The manager of the Hibernian Brewery
felt very snspipioun of the fallows, because
itis not customary for Government offi-
cials to accept gifts from establishments
with whom they transact official business.
He declined to subscribe at that time, but
invited them to call again. His suspicions
were afterward reporii-d toRevenue Agent
Thomas,

The impostors were well dressed, of
very gentlemanly n| pea ranee and well
calculated to deceive others Those who-e
names appeared on the subscription paper
state that they were called upon, but de-
c inert to contribute. It is nut thought
that the solicitors secured any money, but
a diligent eil'ort is "being made to locate
them.

IT MAY BE ARSON.

A Very Suspicious Fire on
Tenth Street.

Two Ladies Who Were Told by One
of the Occupants Not to flake

Any Noise.

Fire Marshal Towe has the strongest
suspicions that the fire which occurred at

."\u25a04 Tenth street on Monday night at 12
o'clock was the work of incendiaries.
Yesterday ho was engaged all day in try-
ing to secure evidence in the case, but will
make no arrests until he becomes lositive
that arson was committed.

When seen yesterday he stated that the
house where the fire took place consisted
of only four rooms. Itwas a littleshanty
which set back from ihe street. Three of
the ron:ns wore vacant and the fouith »a<
occupied by two young men named Max
Lakersfrey and Jacob Jacobson.

The policies were issued 01 May 17.
Marshal To we said that when he ques-

tioned the men about their goods they
could account for hardly any. 0/ the
various articles they claimed to possess
they could not state where they bSught

them or how they had come into their
possession. Jaeobson claimed to have
brought thirteen pillows from the old
country.

The Fire Marshal said that a boy named
McCann told him that he smarted to turn in
the alarm for the fire when a man wearing
glasses rushed nut of the house and told
him not to ring for the Fire Department.
One of the neighbors informed the Fire
Marshal 'hat two ladies were passing the
house at tho time of the fire and saw the
front door open and fire on the inside. A
man rushed out and said, "S!\ don't make
any noise." Marshal Towe has been look-
ins; for these I dies, but has not succeeded
inlocating them.

The Fire Marshal does not believe that
the little shanty was a proper place tor
two such well-dressed young men as Ja-ob-
son and Bakersfrey to have lived in. Both
men claim .that they were at the theater
and returned very late. They lit a lump
and set itdown in one of the rooms. They
then went in'.o one of the vacant rooms to
play cards. Suddenly they heard a noise
like some object falling, and a littlewhile
later saw the house in flames.

The Fire Marshal will continue his In-
vestigation to-day.

TO SQUELCH THEM.

Mayor Ellert Denounces
the Jawsmiths.

THERE IS WORK FOR ALL.

The Professional Uncmplo3ed Can
Find Work if They Want It.

Laborers Are Needed.

Mayor Ellert is a-schemine and a-plan-
ning these sunshiny days how to squelch
tiie prolesional unemployed agitators who
have tried to scare Eastern people away
from San Francisco by raising the cry of
starvation.

"As a rule, 1don't pay any attention to
these noisy jawsmiths," said the, Mayor to
a Call man yesterday. ''Ordinarily, if
they are let alone they will blow them-
selves out in a short time without hurting
anybody. It's notoriety they want, and
for once they are cetting their fillof it.

"These fellows have fint to be sup-
pressed. They are doing the city an injury
and 1moan to see the thing stopped if
there's a law in the laud that will reach
them.-
"Ithink The Call is doing a praise-

worthy thing in' Inking the matter up and
snowing. the public what a lot of frauds
the^e people me.'

"Talk of thousands but of employment I
Why, it's ridiculous. There Isn't a charit-
able organization in the city but what will
.tell you that the number of .deserving
needy people at present is but nominal.
Inevery city, at all times, there are a few
men out of employment for a short time.
Iam willing to concede that then- may be
a few of these in the city at present, but as
lor there being anything like widespread
hunger and poverty such as is described in
the begging circulars sent out by this man
\Villeyand his crowd that is allbosh.

"Thecirculars are grossly exaggerated
and entirely false in a great niiuy particu-
lars. lam willing to do all Inmy power
to help the deserving poor better them-
-elves and am in favor of any means which
will tend to that end.

"But these men don't want employment.
When Wiiley was up here the other after-
noonItold him where he and his friends
could go for work. He complained that
the wages were too small, and said the
men would rather stay idle thau work for
sucii small remuneration.

"Such men ought to be kicked out of a
community composed of hard-working
citizens. Why, sir, 1 have worked
lor small wages, smaller even than those
offered to these men. Most every man not
born with it silver spoon In his mouth has
done the same.

"1told Willey that small wages was bet-
ter than no wages, and that he ouuht to be
ashamed ol himself to represent a body of
men who wore unemployed ouly because
they refused to go t work.

"The eusiom hns been to pat these pro-
fessional agitati-rs on the back, hut that is
going to be stopped right here. Tnese
men urn a detriment to the community and
to the men they pretend to help, and the
most effective way for the press and the
public officers to deal with them is to show
infillup to the public as frauus and mal-
contents and bummers.

"For a number of years now this class of
men !.as done the city a great injury by
spreading abroad reports that tend to keen,
\u25a0.•apitnl and Immigration away from us.. 1
for one propose to assume mv shard of the
task of getting rid of these men.

"This i.flieHis a lair barometer as to the
destitution in this city. When the.-to peo-
ple get really hard up the first thing they
do Is to visit the. .Mayor's office. We help
them whenever we can, and at least refer
them to some charitable organization,
wlierß iheir cases are investigated and re-
lieved ifdeserving. The bills are seat in
to us and we pay them.

"Now, a reference to the records of the
number of applications for help received
here In the past month will show that
things are very much better than they
were in the winfer, and they are getting;
better every day. At pre'ent the number
of applicants is very small.

"1 don't believe there is a City.in the
United States of its size that contains so
tew unemployed men to-day as San Fran-
cisco does. There is plenty of work nun-
out in the country, and these men know it.
They don't want it. They would rather
loaf about the cities and work their j;i\vs
for a livii

"That fellow AVilley told me they had
sent out about 3000 of those begging circu-
lars and he ask- d me not to send the money
back if any came to this office in response
ii> them.

"1assured him that there was not a train
service or telegraph system in the land
that could send the money back fast enough
if any came. Won't 1send it back.though o
Just try me."

Supervisor Jame?, who is largely inter-
ested in land down In Preand County, says
there is lots of work to be done there and
that laborers are very scarce.

-There is land there suffering for labor
and. capital lyingIdle waiting f,.r labor. I
don't mean to say this is true to any great
extent." said the Supervisor, "but itis true
in several instances that Iknow of, and
that itis true at all shows how groundless
the inonthmga of these agitators are."Hero is a pointer for some of those unem-
ployed:

George W. Elder, the stone-quarry con-
tractor, wants twenty good,-, able-bodiedlaborers, and Is willingto iay the market
rate of wages lor them. He has wanted
them for several days, and rinds that work
is so brisk vow that good men are hard
to get.

Contractor Belcher, who is laying tho
pipes for bringing the salt water to the
Olympic Club, wants competent laborer?,
and lias wanted them for several days.
And tie-has ad vert for them in vain.
lie scouts the idea of.there not being sufli-
.ient employment for all men willingtowork.

There are other contractnrs and employ-
ers in the same condition. At the veryworst, employment at living wages is to be
obtained by ail who want it.

RUNAWAY EVIDENCE.
The Supreme Court Decides on Its

Admissibility.
The decision of the Supreme Court in the

case of George W. Towle vs. the Pacific
Improvement Company was filed yester-
day.

On October 5, 1888, as Mrs. Lydia E.
Towle.wife of G. W, Towle, the plaintiff,
who is a

;
well-known loal attorney, was

ridlne from
-
Monterey to the Hotel del

.Monte a runaway team belonging to the
Pacific Improvement Company and in
chnrco of one of the company's servants
ran into Mrs. Towle's carriage and upset
it. Mrs. T"wle was killed.

The widower Immediately brought suit
against the company to recover 5100.512 50
damages.

The ease was not tried untilFebruary,
1880, when it was heard .at Salinas and
judgment entered for the defendant: com-
pany.

Mr.Towle appealed from this decision
on the {.'round that the court hud per-
milted the defendant, to introduce evidence
to show that the driver of the runaway
team had never been guilty of any mis-
manirffement or carelessness In- the
handling of this team or any other, and
was' in all respects an efficient servant. :
In the decision rendered yesterday the

Supreme Court held that the evidence
alluded to was inadmissible, and, there-
fore, the judgment of the Superior Court
would be reversed and the cause remanded
for a new trial.'

ITMUDDLES THEM.

The Bail Law Does Not
Work Smoothly.

Tribulations of the Auditor and Police
Court Clerks in Carrying it

Into Operation.

On Monday last Auditor Broderick set
into operation the law passed by the last
Legislature requiring Police Court clerks
to i;ive receiots for all hail moneys and
fines collected and make a daily report of
the same to the County Treasurer and
And tor.

The Auditor caused to be printed the
necessary books of various kiuds of re-
ceipts and had them given to the various
Polxe Court, clerks. It was the Auditor's
intention to put the new law into operation

•it the beginning of the next fiscal year,
but tlie ii aid of Supcrvisjis recently
passed a resolution requesting him to hiive
the necessary receipt-books printed im-
mediately, which he did.

The law lias only been in operation two
days and the indications are that Ihe
wheel* have struck several snngs.

Clerk Stevens reported to the Auditor
yesterday that he bad offered receipts to
Pronerty Clerk Cnllen and the la'.ter had
refused t" receive them.

Under the lawno one but a Police Court
clerk can give an officialreceipt forbail
money. Consequently when a man is ar-
rested at njyhtat the Seventeenth-street
station anil wants to cet out on ball lie
must give the bail money to the sergeant
in charge. Tlie sergeant having no power
to "give a legal recelDt takes the money and
turns itover to tins property clerk in the
morning.

This money the property clerk in turn
turns over to the clerk of the court. Clerk
Stevens offered Cullen receipts fur the bail
money tie turned over yesterday, but Cul-
len refused to take the receipts, saying he
wouldnot bo responsible for their delivery
to the proper parties who had given bail.

Stevens asked the Auditor what he
should ilo with the money, and the Aud-
itor advised him to turn itover into the
treasury and hold the receipts until they
could bo delivered to the proper parties.

Again on Monday Judgo Campbell had
occasion to seutenci n little boy who had
been guilty of a minor offense. The boy
had put irSo ball. Instead of letting the
buy off. -Ju ice Campbell fined him the
sum of $2. ' Now the question arose, how
could the cleik eivea receipt for $2 when
such a sum was Dot in the classified re-
ceipt-books, the lowest being for &5. In
the boy's case it was necessary to go to
'.he Auditor and set a special receipt for
the S2.

The I'olice Court clerks have started in
to put tiie law Into operation in the best
manner they know liow.bntlt imposes
cur\3i<lernlilf"more work on thi-rn, .such a-
making daily trips to the pew City Hall
with line and bail money and c>inpiiine
weekly reports for the Auditor and
Treasurer.

John Washington, clerk of Police Court
2, refused to accept tho Auditor's reeeip:-
bnoks. a* he expects at any minute to be
supplanted by James Mahoney, who was
recently removed withoulcause. ;

The question, therefore,
should be restated thus: is not ihn pros-
pect of ridding San Francisco of the hun-
dreds of cancerous little siots which have
diseased her so long too good tv be true?
Will the ordinance affecting that end be
declared lawfuland -ir.cti.v enforced?

bo far as us enioreement is concerned,
littledoubt need hi entertained in regard

to the will and ability of the Police l)e-

--iiurtiiient to curry out the maudate of the
Supervisors.

Said Chief Crowley yesterday afternoon :
"The ordinance is already in the hands of
the captains. . Strictly speaking, 1 jiuve
done this in advance of receiving official
notification of Hie passage the ordinance.
\"tioyo;i see the Police 'Department in-

tend to act up to the limitof their power
ivexecuting ;hi- new law.

"The first thins (lone will'be to get a list
of all dives, saloons and other resorts
coming withinthe purview «if the ordinance,
with a description of each place, its em-
ployes, etc.; and also the tune when the
last three mouths' license was issued to it.

"Until the Judges have decided upon
the legality of the ordinance, however, we
cannot cause the arrest of any person
without a warrant. If we did so we
would get the department and city into a
heap ul trouble.
"inregard to the constitutionality of the

ordinance, of course Ihave my opinion,
but it would be unbecoming in an • llk-er

hose duty itis tv execute the law to ex-
press himself as believing nr disbelieving
in the validity of any oidiuauces.

"What 1am here to say, however, is that
in my opinion this ordinance, or a similar
one, should long tigo have been passed,
ana Inave always been right in withTHE
Call on the proposition of closing the
dives by some menus or other."

City and County Attorney Creswell has
not yet received officialnotification of the
passage ol the ordinance, and was not pre-
pared to stale bid views on the question of
its constitutionality.-

--"In ease of suit, against the city on the
part of ousted divekeepers Ishall no
doubt be called upon to handle the cases
on behalf of the city, and will be then
obliged to examine carelully into tUo
matter."

Police Commissioner Clerk McKenna
stated that he had l>een expectii.a to re-
ceive a certified copy of the ordinance, but
it had not yet come to the Chief's hands.
Unexpected to receive it to-day.

''1 had a talk this morning withRobert
J. Tobin, president of the Board ol Po-
ire Cotnruiosbners." continued Clerk Mc-

Kenna, "but of course no deliuite course
has been decided unon as yet.

"Commissioner Tobin will meet Chief
Crowlay to-morrow and have an informal
talk with him in regard to what immedi-
ate steps should be taken by the. force.
"Ihave been in this position about a

quarter of a century,

and welldoIremem-
her the old ordinance— section 32 of order
No. 1587— t0 be. precise, under which it
was so easy to keep the dives closed.

"The section recite.i that between 6
p. m. and (ia jr. no women should be em-
ployed in any capacity in saloons or other
places wherein liquors are sold. Ailwe
had to do was to raid such places and we
very soon stopped the business

"The law was in force for many years.
Suddenly api-eared, however, the new
constitution, which enlarged the privileges
of women. Some one raised the question
of the legality of the ordinance under the
new constitution, and in the M.try Ma-
t;uire case, which was made a test case,
the Supreme Court declared in fuver of
the dive penple.

"So it remains to be seen whether the
present ordinance will be construed a3
likewise in conflict with the State consti-
tution.

"Itwonld seem on its face to be a kind
of "s x ieeislatlon,' bui some phases ol
tiie ordi' ance may save it. Icertainly
hope bo."

All the prominent lawyer* were of
opinion that the constitutionality t>f the
ordinance ranld not be fora moment ques-
tioned. It had been carefully framed by
some of the best legal talent la the Stutp,
and they thoucht that an adverse ruliniiIn the Supreme Court would be a direct
slur not only upon he decnt element but
on the legal p:ofession in California.
