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BURNED TO DEATH.

Startling Developments in
the Rocklin Fire.

INCENDIARY ORIGIN CERTAIN.

A Quarrel Between the Cook and a
Girl Said to Have Led to
the Conflagration.

Special to Tae MorNING CALL,

RocKkLIN, May 25.—At 2:40 this morning
8 fire started in the kitchen of the Davies
Hotel, the origin of which is unknown.

Twenty-five buildings, including two-
.thirds of the business section of the town,
were burned.

The total loss is about $75,000 insurance
about one-third.

Miss Alice Irish of Georgetown, working
at the Davies Hotel, got out once, but went
back for her clothes and was cauzht In the |
flames and burned to death. An herotle at=
tempt was made by William Davies and
Will Landis to save her, but the building
collapsed.

The other occupants of the hotel barely
escaped with their lives.

Thne Coroner is now holding an inquest.

This is the most serious loss the town has
ever suffered.

Mapy will rebaild at once.

Among the buildings burned were Bur- |
chard’s and Davies’ hotels, Levison Bros.’
store, livery stable, two butcher-shops, a
barber-shop, blacksmith-shop, five saloons,
a boarding-house and a number of dwell-
ings.

WHERE WATER IS KING.

Vast Irrigation Scheme on Foot in
the Colorado Desert.

SAN DieGo, May 25.—Maps and plans

of the Colorado irrigation district have
just been received and for the first time
indicate the full scope ¢f the work. Tue
map of the canals and diteches shows that
water will be taken from the Colorado
diver near Yuma and at an elevation of |
200 feet above the sea. The main (-anall
will carry water from Yuma almost di-
rectly west to the foothills near Jacumba,
when the canal, following the western
foothills, turns northward to a point seven
miles northwest ot Indio, where it crosses
the Southern Pacific track and from there
runs eastward aud north of the Scuthern
Pacific to Fiowing Wells, where it again
crosses the track by a southern surn,
which brings it back into the Indians’ re-
serve country. Side canals are also mapped
out. Ouve of eonslderable length reaches |
into Lower California, and another makes
off from the main canal and enters a bay-
like formation of the desert, approaching
San Felipe.

These plans show the flow of water to
be exactly the reverse ofi what was pre-
viously reported. The supposition was
that the canal would lead out on the north
side of the Scuthern Pacifie track and fol-
low the foothills from there to Indio, and
then southward.

Of course, the story that the Salton Sea
is to be used as a reservoir is exploded by
the map. The Salton Sea is 250 feet below
the sea level, and, as water refuses to run
uphill, it would be lost it once imyounded
in that nole.

The figures show that when the canals
are constructed a total of 2,276,200 acres
will be subject to irrization, all now desert.
Of the total area 1,797,120 acres lie in San
Diego County, and 878,080 acres in Lower
Califorpia, but tributary to San Diego.
Such a trensformation froma barren d. sert
to the highest fertility is like the finding
of a new country larger than Rhode Islangd

and Delaware combined.

Daspite a short delay, owing to a hot box,
her special train pulled into Jersey City
on time at 3 ¢’eclock, and the Prinecess
alighted, showing in no wise the effects of
her journey. ;

Awaiting her arrival was a special com-

mittee, consisting of: General Horace
Porter, Howard Carroll, Cornelius N.
Bliss, Whitelaw Reid, Colonel S. V.

Cruger, Comptroller Myers and Joseph J.
O’Donohue. General Porter escorted her
to her carriage, and they were driven to
the whbarf, where the stramboat General
Sloecum was moored. When the Infanta’s
party and the members of the committee
boarded the Slocum the Spanish warship
Infanta Isabel began firing the national
salute of twenty-one guns, at the same
lime manning her yards and parading the
marines on the quarter deck.

During the sail up the river the party
received an ovation, salutes being ex-
changed with hundreds of river craft. As
the Brazillan man-of-war Republicana and
Aquideban were passad the yards of the
two big warships were manned and salutes
were fired. Further up lay the New York
and Philadelphia of the American navy
and both ships manned their yards and
paraded their crews, while each fired
salutes of twenty-oné guns, and as the
Slocum tyrned at Fifty-fifth street the
guns of the Miantonomoh fired a welcome.

BORED HIS SKULL.

Delicate Surgical Operation to Cure
: Epileptic Fits.

SAN BERNARDINO, May 25.—A most
delicate surgical operation was performed
in this eity yesterday afternoon upon the
6-vear-old son of Richard King, who has
been troubled with epileptic fits since his
birth. The operatlon was performed by
Dr. Arndt of San Diego, assisted by Drs.
Hutehiuson, Brown and Sherman of this
vicinity. A diagnosis led to the coneclu-

sion that the fits were induced by pressure
of the skull upon the brain, the skull
being too small, and the soft place char-
acleristic of the skull of infants being
wanting in his case. To relieve the pres-
sure the doctors bored a hole in the child’s
skull three-quarters of an inch in diameter
at the back of the head; then a strip of
bone five-eighths of an inch in width was
cut from this hole to the forehead, when
the scalp was sewed over the wound.

The skull was found thicker than that
of an ordinary grown person. The little
fellow rested easily last night and was pro-
gressing well this morning with every
prospect of full recovery. The operation
is one that has been attempted b}\t a few
times with varying success, and 1s never
resorted to except in extreme cases.

PARris, May 25.—Sir Charles Russell
continued his arganment in bebalf of the
British case to-day before the Bering Sea
tribunal of arbitration. He argued azainst
the United States forbidding foreigners to
catch seals outside of territorial waters,
and put emphasis on the statement that
American law even to-day does not make
sealing inside of Bering Sea illegal. The
United States regarded pelagic sealing as
wrong outside of Bering Sea alone.

Victoria, B. C., May 25.—Viectorians
have for several days past been looking
for some official information econfirming or
contradicting the announcement that
Bering Sea would this year be declared
open to the sealing fleat. The expected
intimation came to-day, and it is quite
sufficient to confirm the guess hazarded by
sealing men when the San Francisco tele-
gram was received announcing the termi-
nation of the modus vivendi, that it was a
fake.

The mnotification states
that the continuation of the modus is sub-
ject to orders in council which may sab-
sequently be issued by the Imperial Cabi-
net,

IN AND ABOUT TOWN.

LeE’S TriAn Setr.—District Attorney
Barnes yesterday seived on License Col-
lector Lee a formal notice of the accusa-
tion of extortion made against him by the
Grand Jury. The date of Lee’s trial was
set for June 6, after which time he has ten
days in which to answer. The action of
the Grand Jury has killed Lee politically
and rnined what chance he may have had
to remain in office in case of a deadlock
between the Board of License appoint-
ment—consisting of Mayor Ellert, Audi-
tor Broderick and Treasurer Widber—and
the Board ot Supervisors, which confirms
the appointment. There were no dis-
charges noted in Lee’s office vesterday.
He was around in the morning, but did
not seem desirous of talking about the ac-
cusation against him.

THEIR NAME DISGRACED.—A curious
petition was filed in the Superior Court
vesterday, when Mrs. Elizabeth Boward

Grayson prayed to have her name changed |

to Elizabeth Howard Turner. Mrs. Grav-
son was the wife of a well-known mining
man of this city, but obtained a divorce
from him in February last, on the ground
of desertion. In her petlition she set forth
that her former husbaud, John T. Gray-
son, had brought such disgrace on the
family by reason c¢f his immorality and
general bad conduet that she desired no
longer to bear that name. Another peti-
tion was tiled on behaif of Mrs. Grayson's
son, John Temple Grayson, w have his
name changed to Lloyd Anderson Turner,
for the same reasons as given by his mother.

A House AND ITs SupPPorTS.—The
Supreme Court ihas affirmed the judgment
of the Superior Court in the ecase of
Francis J. Sullivan, executor of Johin Sul-
livan, deceased, vs, Wendelin Z-«iner,
Plaintiff and defendant owned adjacent
lots, and -the combplaint alleged that by
deep excavations in his lot below the
foundation of plamtiff’s building plain-
tiff’s house had been left without proper
support. Sullivan therefore sued for dam-
ages and an injunction. Zeiner demurred
to the complaint, and his demurrer was
sustained, with judgment against the
plaintiff. The judgment is allowed to
stand.

She was
picked up in an unconscious condition and
carried into the house, when two physicians
and a priest were sent for. It was found
that she had struck he head on the ground,
causing a slight fracture of the skull.

— Charles Henry
Lewis has sued the Union Central Life
Insurance Company tor $3000, due on a
life policy taken out by complainani’s
wife, Mrs. Isabella Lewis, who died in
Lima, Peru, in the early part of last year.
The complaint states that all the pre-
miums on the policy were duly paid from
time to time, but although the company
has received due notice of the death it has
disclaimed all Jiability.

The Late Charles D. Gibbes.

Charles Drayton Gibbes, formerly Cura-
tor of Mineralogy in the California
Academy of Sciences, and a civil engineer
and survevor by profession, died last
Thursday at his room, Ne. 30, in Court
block, on Clay street, between Mont-
gomery and Kearny. Mr. Gibbes was 80
years of age, and had been more than
forly vears in this State. During the last
ten years his health has been very feeble
and he was unable to pursue his profes-
sion. A few years sioce, through tie in-
tercession of Protessor Davidson, Colonel
Fred Crocker, president of the board of
trustees of the California Academy of
Sciences, had a monthly sum paid to Mr.
Gibbes from the mugificent donation
which the late Charles Crocker had as-
signed for the benefit of men who had
given the best of thelr lives to scientific in-
vestigation. This, with occasional awi
and advice from bis friends, made the lat-

ter years of Mr. Gibbes’ life comfortable.

He was born at Charleston, S, C., and was

a cousin of the late Mrs. John Jacob Astor.

We know
nothing whatever ot bis arrest. Wethought
he was a man of honor and integrity, but
he has turned out to be a swindler. That
is all there is in the story.”
