more perfeetly, The diaphragm, too,
wihich is now made of thin glass, has been
con~iderably perfected.

The company is now in the bands of
Edison again, and he has promised to get
to work upon it when his pres+~nt iron ore
separator invention has been perfected.

Edison is quoted as saying: *‘I’ll make
that phonogiaph talk all over a building.
I’ll make it talk and walk and write; and
do a great many things that peonle ean’t
do, before I get through with it,”

And the average American has such im-
plicit faith in the inexhaustible inventive
resources of the Wizard that he believes it.
