KINNE’S SARCASM.

How Shall Memorial Day
Be Observed?

ARE PICNICS IN ORDER?

Caustic Comments on Both Sides
and the Public Will Do as It
Pleases.

What is Memorial day for?

Isit to beea day for tears ana sadness
about the old seldiers who fell in the war
or a day of glorification of their deeds by
people happy and proud In remembering
what they have done?

Then again, how are the people to show
their sorrow or their joy ?

Those are the questions the people of
the Grand Army of the Republic are being
asked since thea general committee in
charge of Memorial day exercises passed
the sarcastie resolutions offered by Colonel
C. Mason Kinne 1n regard to Dr. John
Gray and the Church of the Advent and
its proposed picnic on that day.

Colonel Kinne said yesterday: *‘There
is no necessity whatever for Memorial day
except to inculcate sentiments of loyalty
in the young. It was declared a holidav
for tirat purpose and not for the purpose
of holding pienics. I am very glad that
the resolutions were published, and hope
they will make the chureh pecple recog-
nize that we stand in relation to Memorial

day just as theyv do toward the Sabbath-—
don’t want it desecrated.” {
Ceolonel Kinne more than any other |
member of the Grand Army cn this coast |
has fought against making any use of
Memorial day by the public except to re- |
vere the memory of the fallen dead as an
object lesson to the young.
Colonel Smedberg said:

“T don’t sup- !
much difference whether |
veople 2o to Sausalito or anywhere else on
that day as long as the principal object
of the outing is to observe the purposes
for which the day was made a holiday.
If I were a minister and thought thatI
could in my own way inculeate ideas of
patrintism in the minds of the children,
I should try to do it in that way. It is
only a question of how we can accomplish
the object for which the day was made a |
holiday. 1 don’t believe in making it
simply a day for having a good time. 1
don’t want the people to go outand shed
tears all day any more than I want people
to wake Sunday a too serious day.”

A prominent minister was asked about |
it and said: “Idon’t see that a Sundav-
school picnie is any desecration of Memec-
rial day. The Grand Army peopls are
overlapping their province in' dictating
just how every one should observe the
day. There is only a smell proportion of
the whole people in the Grand Army of
the Republie, and I don’t think that they
have a monopoly of all the patriotism in
the country nor that they should tell tha
millions grown up since the war who
would zladly shoulder arms in its defenss
if oceasion arose just how they should
celebrate a day that is more in honor of
patriotism impersonally than in honor of
those individuals who fell in defense of
their country.”

The generai committee In charge of the
Memorial day exercises, or at least many
of them, are rather bitter against Dr. |
Gray, and say that the resolutions should
tiave been much stronger, and state that
an invitation for the Boys’ Biigade of the
Cliurct of the Advent to join them in their |
vroeession was sent to the pastor and |
refused.

Hev, John Gray said yesterday -that he
had never received an invitation for the
Bovs’ Brigade to join the Grand Army of
tie Republic in the Memorial day proces-
sion. Hesaild:

**I should have been glad to have ac-
cepted it and the boys could very easily
have gone in the procession and then gone
over to the pienie.”

Oscar 8. Johnson, secretary of the
Memorial day committee, said: *Each
and every post of the Grand Army of the
Republis is bound by law and custom to
oubserve this national holiday.

“*in every city where there is more
than one post it has been deemed proper
for all to uunite in earryving out the exer-
cises of the day; and the posts of San
Francisco have done so up to this vear.
I'or this purpose there have always been
sbbointed delegates from each postto act
in behalf of the samie as a general Memo-
rial day committee,

“All the posts except one willthis year
joiatiy observe the day, and there is not
the slizhtest elash or ill feeling on the part
of either post or any of the comrades on
that account, because any post has a per-
fect right to observe the day by itself.

“*There iz, as far as I know, the utmost
cood feeling existing among both comradaes
and the pcsts, and the only regret is that
ail eannot ba in every nlace at once.

*The only exeentions to this have been
caused by soms few chronic grumblers and |
malcontents, of whieh our organization, in
common with »ll human organizations, has
got its full share.

‘““The only correct correspondence and
differe ce of opinion existing has been set
forth as published under the full names
and official signatures of the comrades,
post or ganeral commitree,

“Five posts will jointly, as usual, ob-
serve Memorial day, Tuesday next, the
30th, by procession, compozed of United

Ntates  troovs, National Guard, Bovs’
Brigade, Mexican Veterans, Krierer

Verein, Grand Army of the Republie,
police escort and invited military and ecivil
guests, forming in Market and New Mont-
gomery streets and reviewed at Van Ness
avenue and E lis streets.

“*Next, exercises at the Grand Army plat
in the Odd Fellows’ Cemetery, among
which exercises there will be the unveiling
ana dedicatiorn of a2 monument to the un-
known dead, prasented by the several
Women’s Relief Corps of this eity.

“Programmes will be distributed at the
cemetery,

“A detail i8 furnished from the five
posts for every other cemetery to deck
with flowers the graves of our dead.”

Laxity of an Attorney.

Judge Murphy yesterday sharply ad-
monished attorneys to show a little less
Jaxity in filing their papers with the
County Clerk.

The case of Janes vs. Bullard, wkich
was argued yesterday, was said by the
Judge to be the third of the kind that had
come to his notice. It was a notice to set
nside a judgment by default against the
deferdaunton the ground that the complaint
bad been answered in time,

The defendant’s attorney had nbtained
an order from another Judge granting him
one day more time to answer, but had
omitted to file the order until after the
judgment by default bad been regis ered,
A deal of trouble and expense had been
incurred in savertising and Sherifl’s fees,
and it was not untll yesterday, two months
alter the judgment had been recorded, and
ona day before the Sheriff’s sale was ad-
vertised to take piace, that the defendar’s
aitorney presented his notiee to set aside
the judgment.

The matter was taken under advisement.

Spreckels Bros. Sued for Salvage.

J. D. Spreckels & Bros., who have
been awarded thousands of dollars as
saivage for saving vessels in distress, have
been called upon to paya claim for the
same kind of service, In the United
States District Court the owners of the
steam fishing vessel U. S. Grant have com-
menced a libel sult against the brig John
D. Spreckels and the cargo, valued at $13,-
000, for salvage.

The claimants allege that on May 21
they saved the brig from geing to pieces
on the reef near Point Diablo and towed

her to a place of safety. The bark gave
signals of distress and the aid of the U. S.

Grant was_given by the request of the

master of the hrig. They presented a bill
of £6000 for the serviees rendered, which
Spreckels & Dros. refused to pay, henee
this suit for the court to award the ameunt
to which they are entitled.

NED PECKHAM DEAD.

The Ex-President of the Stock Ex-
change Is No More.

E. P. Peckhnm, for nearly twenty years
a member of the San Franeiceo Stock Ex-
change, died at his residence in Alameda
vesteraay in his seventy-fourth year, after

I an tllness of many months.

Mr. Peckham was elected to the San
Francisco Stock Exchange April 11, 1863,
and for six different terims served as its
president. During the bonanza times he
was the chiel Lroker for Flood, O’Brien &
Fair, aud was during all those .exciting
tinies intrustea with the major portion of
their extensive business,

June 8, 1892, he disposed of his seat, on
account of ill heaith, to William F. White
and retired to Alameda, where he has since
remained.

Few men have the qualifications pos-
sessed Ly Ned Peckham, as he was gen-
erally called, and his death was sipcerely
felt by his old assoclates in and around the
Xxchange yesterday, where he was well
knowa and esteemed by a largs circle of
friends.

Deceased was born in Rhode [sland.
He came ont here in 1850 aund engzaged in
the ship chandlery business with K. 1.,
Davis. Later on he wert into the real
estate business and then becamse 3 nolary
publie.

Mr. Peckbam leaves a daughter, Mrs.
Constance Gardiner, with whom he re-
sided in Alameda, as his sole heir. His
wife and sons have been dead for several
years.

He served a term as Trustee of Alameda
city and was afterward a Justice of the
Peace there.

AGAIN THE BARON.

Von Menge's Wife Is

Eorsaken.

She Stiil Believes in His Title and
Fortune, Though He Has Leit
Her to Starve.

The poor eld deluded wife of the|
| “Baron” von Menge has got herseif in the

pewspapers again.

Of course the faultisn’t hers entirely, but
the notoriety she canno! escape, and prob-
ably would not if she could.

Evervone remembers the eccentric police-
man who had a title and a fortune always
waiting for him in Germany.
Commizsioners discharged him for hang-
ing around saloons nn his beat.

Well, it’s his wife who has turned up
in Chicagn deserted and pearly starved.

She had gone on to the World’s Fair city |

to meet her husband. ‘T'he police found
her half dead in the Chicago and North-
western depot, and took her to the station-
Bouse.

Two weeks ago she was in this city. She
went to police headquarters the day before
she started East, and asked Chief Clerk

| Hall’s advice about finding her husband.

A year or so before this she had given

him the last cent she counld raise—about |

$500--to enable Lim to go to Germany to
get his fortune and title. He would send
for her as soon as he got there, he prom-
ised, and it is possible that he would have
kept his word, but be never got there.
What is more he never will get there, and
this is not the first time he robbed his
poor old wife—she is old enough to be his
mother—on the same pratense.

Mr. Hall advised her to go after her hus-
band by all means, and as she left the office
lr;he sf\id: “I’'m going op there to die with

im.’

But the chances are that Von Menge got
wind of her intentions and shook the dust
of Chicago from his feet in a hurry. She
had no more money to give himn, therefore
Von Menge’s love for her was dead.

He married her a few years agoin San
Francicco for the sake of the
$3000 she was worth,
it all, then he deserted her.

|
In May of 1878 Von Menge went on the

force here. Five years later, in March,
he was dishonorably dischatged. Sinze
then he has been a voiiceman in nearly
every large city in the Unian.

It 1s known by the police officlals hers
that Von Menge wes on the Omaha force,
carried a star and baton in St. Touis,
in Chieago,Washington and a host of other
places, Wherever he went he always tald
people about the title and the fortune that
was waiting for him in Hanover, Germany.
But nobody ever took anv stock in his say-
ings, that is, nobody except this poor,
lonely old woman, who is now his wife,

She had children by a former husband
end the latter are now living here. She is
not entirely compos mentis, they say, and
she still belicves her husband is a real live
baron.

Those who knew Von Menge bazt here
credited him with being more fool than
rascal, but there was a self-aggrandizing
method in his madness, and

weak woman who married him.

FAST-DRIVING LIMITS.

The Supervisors Extend the Bounda-
ries North and West.

At a meeting of the Health and Police
Committee of the DBoara of Supervisors
vesterday it was resoived to agree to the
request of Chiafl of Polica Crowliey that
the limits in which fast driving is prohib-
ited be extended,

A motion of Supervisor Dundon was
adopted extending the fast-driving limits
as follows: The prohibited district to be
bounded by the west line of Van Ness
avenue, to Pacific street, to water front,
to Market street, to Twellth, to Harrison,
to Eighth, to Brannan, to Sixth, to Berry,
to Third, to Bryant, to First, to Spear, to
Market, to point of cominencement.

The committee resumed its investigation
into the charges of Bernal Heights resi-
dents that cows were illegally impounded.
Very little new testimony was developed
from that furnished last week. Super-
visor Dundon sald he was strongly im-
pressed with the fact that the Pound-
keeper’s deputies were a little too zealous
in impounding cows near the limits, and
he believed that they should act with more
discretion and judgment. Nevertheless,
the committee decided that there was no
evidence suffieient to sustain the charges
of the Barnal Heights residents.

The committes decided to have the tol-
lowing tolephones paia tor bv the ci'y
removed: Connty Clerk’s office; A. B,
Mazuire’s residence, charged to Sheriff’s
office; Sheriff J. J. MeDade’s residence;

CITY GAS RATES.

|

Power of the Supervisors
to Fix Them.

THE BCARD DENIED CONTROL

Attorney Bishop and J. B. Crockett
of the Gas Company Speak
Against Reduction.

The Board of Supervisors met in com-
mitiee of the whole yesterday afternnon
to consider the guestion of gas and eleciric
light rates.

Some time ago the board adopted a reso-
lutlon calling upon the gas and electric
light companies to compile and file with
the clerk of the board all pessibla data re-
garding the receipts and expenditures of
the ditferent companies, The object of
the resclution was to get as much infor-
matian as possible, in order to have tome
basis for a rezulation of rates.

The board first met in executive session,
and for over an hour listened to Attorney
Mitehell and discussed the entire situation.
Later the board went into cpen session,
whan Thomas B. Bishop, the attorney,
and J. B. Crockett, representing the San
Francisco Gaslight Company, appeared.

Attorney Bizhop first addressed the com-
l mittee, and stated that he did not wish to
oceu:y much time, as there wers only two
propositions which he would discuss. The
first was that the board had no power to
regulate gas rates, and the second was
that the company was not in a position to
stand any reduction of rates at present.

He said that the gas company does not
wish to be placed in the position of being
subject to a regulatien that should not
exist and had no foundation in law. Witn
the water question the board had jurisdic-
tion, as such was expressly conferred by
the State counstitution. The constitution
names the board as the tribunal whieh is
to fix the rates annually, and prescribes |
the method of regulation, Butin the case |
of gas it is different. No such jurisdiction
is given, and the constitution Is silent on |
the subject. There is no preseribinz of the
method of regulation and no fixing of a
tribunal.

In eonclusion Attorney Bishep claimed |
that the present rates were fair and just, |
but said that J. B. Crockett could speak |
better on this peint for the board’s en-
lightenment,

Mr. Crockett followed with a long ad-|
dress, in whieh he said that his company
had $8,000,000 invested in gas property and
| emninved 625 men, whose wa=es amounted
to £500,000 a year. Some of these men had
been employed for thirty years and got the
same wages as when gas was $7 50 a
thonsand feet.

The speaker next stated that coal was
very high here, and oniy English or Aus-
| tralian coal could be used on account of the
great amount of carbon required. The
freight on coal from the KEast was too
| great. He claimed that his company paid

from 30 to 3315 per cent mnore for wages
than Eastern companies. Then there was
| the freight on pipe and gasfitiings, all of
which had to be brought from the East.

The gas company’s representative next
compared the prices of gas in other cities
with San Franecisco and made theclaim that '

i

| considering higher wagers, dearer coaland
heavy freight for material the gas in San
Francisco at 82 a thonsand was cheaper |
than any other place in the United States.
It was his firm opinion than any redue- t
tion of the present rate would greatiy in- !
jure the company. f
The board took the quest'on under ad-
visement at the conclusion of Mr. Crokett’s
address. If it insists that 1t has jurisdie-
tion to regulate gas rates thecompany will |
carry the matter to the Supreme Court,
