New American Yachts
and Their Build.

AN INTERNATIONAL RACE.

The English Are Saying Some :
Very Saucy Things.

BUT WE ARE USED TO THAT.

The New Yacht Navahoe WillMake
It Lively for Our British

Cousins.

Itis now more than half a decade since I
our cousins across the Atlantic have met
us on tne bounding billows for the posses-
sion of the famous international trophy,
the America's cud, that Historical symbol
of prowess on t hf waves. This intermis-
sion tins but whetted the appetite of
American yachtsmen for the fray, says a j
Nhvf fork correspondent. Every sporting <

eye in the land is watching Hie construe- j
tion of the different boats that are in-
tended as defenders nf the America's cud.
To be sure, those eyes have not seen a
great dpal ns yet, for an almost impen?-
trable veil of secrecy envelops tbe move- j
ments of the skilled artisans who turn oat j
snob gracefully curved things of marine ;
beauty from a cumbersome, heavily j
planked, ribbed skeleton of a keel and I
hull. Sure enougli do they make nautical
Joys forever.

But not nlnne does the great interna-
tionalcontest dominate the discussion of

yachting matters. There willbe no dimi-
nution of the interest in the great club run
of the New York Yacht Club fromNew j
London to Newport and return, which ever j
characteyfzes the annual cruise of that
club ia August, with its iinmensn flotillaof
schooners, sloops, cutters and yawls.

waters next'AuguV-. Such interesting con- j

tests as those furnished by the Sewankaha
and Brooklyn yacht clubs, the Eastern
Yacht Club of Massachusetts, the Boston
Yacht Club, the Hull Yacht Club, the
South Boston Yacht Club, are again

scheduled as fixtures for 1893 And they
will all be tributary to '93' 3 success in
yachting.

The trialraces between the American
boats for the selection of the craft to meet
Lord Dunraven's Valkyrie will be fairly
consuming in interest, leading ud to a
fever pitch if excitement for the mighty
strustrle of October, when it will be de- ;
termined wiVther American designers and
American sailors or our English brethren
of the same class are the masters of the
waters.

We shall be very well able to form a
judgment on the abilities of what English-
men are building this year in Che way of
boats from the races for the Royal Vic-
toria Yacht Club's gold cup, as Royal
Phelps Carroll's ne'v boat, the Navahne, a
HerreshofT creation, is entered for that i
contest. These races will be lieid inEns;- j
land in August or September, and, as
there are several regattas on the Clyde
and the oth»r English courses about the
same time, Mr. Carrol! is ex; ec ed to enter
the Navahoe in several of them.
Itwillbe a matter of no littledisappoint-

ment if the Navahce does not make things
rather lively fur. our British cousins in
some of these contests. It surely ought to
lie timing at even that she will return to
America with a few trophies at least.

Lieutenant, William Ilenn, who gave us
such a good race will) the Geuesta and
Galatea, seems to think thai Mr. Carroll's
Zs'avahoe has an all-round good cnanc» of
winning a few trophies in the English
.otitests in which she is to be started.
Lieutenant ilenn is so good an authority
that whatever he says in this respect must
be accepted with a great deal of credence.

Lieuten-
ant Henri 5 iv<: "Ithink the conditions
which govern the matches for the Bienton
H«ej ana Cape May nips are not generally
undent nod by the majority of our yachts-
men, for, if the challenger Humid win
these, cups he cau hi Id them only for
thirty days after the race without liability
to challenge, ami upon expiration of said
period the winner of these cups must ac-
cept any challenge, and be piepared to
Kail a race over the same course, within
ttie space ><f fifteen days next ensuing tin-recent, of sucii challenge, or lorfeit the
cut> to the challenger; out if he succeeds
in holding hese cups in two consecutive
rn2PB he willnot again be liable to chal-lenge until the commencement of th«-
yachting season of tiie next year ensu'ng.
Also, any yacht challenging the holder
must deposit $500 (100 guinea.*) with the
regatta committee, to be forfeited in case
the challenging party is not successful in
winning, otherwise tn be returned to him.
If forfeited, to be invested in a cup to be-
come the property of the challenged party.
The Cape May cup will become the bun*,
fide property of any yacht holding it suc-
cessfully through three conse-utlve con-
tests."

The course for these cups is from theNeedles, I-Ie of Wight, to and around i
stake boat off the harbor of Cherbourg and
return, and willbe sailed according to the
rules of the Sew Y.ilcYacht Club, but
without allowance for time. It,will thus
be seen that, should, the. Navahoe succeed
in winning these :cups, elm can he chal-
lenged after an expiration of thirty day-,
and if she is beaten she can again chal-
lenge.

Now, a word as to the boats that are on
the ways, and which will play an impor-
tant part in the yachting affairs of the cur-
rent year. Altogether there are eight un-
der construction, of which a number of
Americans are building four, while Eng-
land is turning out the remaining four.
These eight yacnts represent all types of
marine architecture, fromthe English cut- |
ter to the radical Yankee fin.

The American owners, the Archibald
>ger« syndicate, the E, D.Morgan syndi-

cate. General C. .J. Paine and the Boston
;syndicate. The Herreshoffs. of which firm

the famous blind-designer, Nat G. Herre-
shoff. is the leading member, are building
the first-named boats; Ilawleyof Boston
the Paine boat, a creation of th« general's
son, John B. Paine, and Pu«ey & Jones of
Wilmington, Del., the Bo ton syndicate
boat, designed by Stewart &Binney.

The British owners are Lord Dnnraven
pf the Valkyrie, the Prince, of \V«le-;, a
Scotch syndicate and A. D. Clarke. G. L.
Watson designed the Valkyrie and Wale's
boats; W. Fife Jr. the Scotch syndicate I
craft, and J. M. Super, Mr. Clarke's boat. I

are being builtentirely of steel. That ex- i

greater than the load water-line in" each
case, the mind's eye will have no great

task in realizing what extreme "over-
hangs" there are in the most modern types
of marine architecture. There Is this much
to be said about the American boats. None
of them has any decided advantage over
the oilierin material and weight, and, for
that, very reason, they will stand upon a
more even footing than ever before. Out-
side of L'rtlDunraven's Valkyrie, the one
bo.it in England which is focusing the
attention of our yachtmen here Is the
Soper ninety-footer. She is the longest
single sticker ever turned out br the
builder. Fay of Southampton, and he has
shoved a veritable fleet of "cracks" into the
waters in his day. She is expected to give
Mr. Carroll's Navahne the hardest kind of
a battle for the royal Victoria gold cup.
H«r overhangs are nearly half of her water
line le eth, and her main boom, nint-tv feei
in length, is the longest slung in a British
boat in years. In fact, Mr. Soper has de-

yourself and, posmblv, more farsceine and
correct. He is brainy, wealthy and popu-
lar, and, although an Irishman and an
Irish landlord at that, he is kind and
generous albert he has frequently stood

;out for justice to landlords as well as to
; tenants. His very liberalism led Duoraven
; to favor the opening of art museums on; Sundays, much to the outspoken chagrin
!of his fellow-members of thn Sunday
j society, of which he was at one timo the
! president. He was appointed in 1885
Under Secretary of the British colonies.

:For years he has been among the fore-
most yachtmen of England, and two years
ago he started to bring over the Valkyrie
(not the present one, however.) to race,
but the hitch in the America's cup pre-
vented. Ho moves In the highest circles
of British aristocracy, but is said to bo
democratic withal. J. A. Fysks.
