THE AGREEMENT BROKEN.

The Government's Gift of the Old
Hospital Was Conditional— What

Investigation Developed.

Secretary Carlisle, through the Depart-
ment of Justice, has instructed local
federal officials to commence sun in the
United States court for the purpose of
recovering from the city of San Francisco
\u25a0he property known as the Sailor.-)' Home,
at present leased, to^the Ladies' Seamen's
Friend Society.

That institution, which has been the
subject of more interminable gossip and
petty bickering than any other public
home, willsoon pass into the protecting
arms of Uncle Sam, unless the expecta-
tions of the 'local representatives of the
Government are not wellfounded.

The reported flagrant abuses, the charges
that a system of extorting blood-money
was in vogue at the home, and that ques-
tionable methods were resortel to in or-
der to secure patronage, which were given
circulation through the press and other-
wise, started Uncle Sam upon an investi-
gation.

About two months ago Joseph F. Evans,
special agent of the United States Treas-
ury Department, and G. E. Charming, a
special inspector of the same department
of the Government, acting under instruc-
tions from the Secretary of the Treasury,
\u25a0entered upon a thorough investigation of
the. workings of the home.

The two officials spent several weeks in
gathering information, and while they
were willing to admit that they had gath-
ered a great mass of cv fence tending to
prove that the Sailors' Home is a fraud
upon the Government they dec-lined to
make public the details of their report.

The fact that upon the receipt of their
report an order as made for recovery pro-
ceedings to be commenced makes itevident
that the investigation resulted in disclos-
ing flagrant violations of the conditions
which govern the city in its possession of
the home.

The cornerstone of the United States
Marine Hospital building on Rioeon Point,
now known as the Sailors' Home, was laid
with appropriate ceremonies on the 7th of
April.1853. On the 10th of December of
the preceding year the Mayor of this city
approved an ordinance, which the Common
Council had passed, by which he was
directed to convey to the Government of
the United States six fifty-vara lots on the
point named. The building, which was
finished on the 32- "fDeeemberfollowing
the laying of ths cornerstone, is of brick,
four stories .{ft height, and was laid out to
accommodate from 500 to 700 patients. It
is 183 feet long l>y 96 feet wide. It was
built irv-.ie United States Government, at
a cojM+i a quarter of a millionof dollars.

"Ioe proposition was when the building
wS wit up that it should be supported by
the United States Government from fee*
pai'-i into the treasury by the sailors of
American vessels entering American
ports. Tfee^uiu of 20 cents was to be de-
ducted from CTTPTt wages and was to be
paid by the master of every vessel to the
Custom-house. In return every sick and
disabled seaman reaching San Francisco
was entitled to a certificate from the Col-
lector of the Port for admission into the
hospital.

Tne building was used as a marine hos-
pital until shortly after the great earth-
quake on October 21, 1868, hen the build-
in.: was condemned as' unsafe for
occupancy. The condemnation of this
structure whs at the time considered by a
great many people as "a very bis job."
Subsequently the build! was rented to
the present occupants for a Sailors' Home,
and from that time to the present it has
never been considered unsafe.

After the condemnation proceedings the
building remained unoccupied for severalyears and at last attracted the attention of
a number of charitably disposed ladies
who organized the Ladies' Seamen's
Friend Society and requested permission
to fit the building up and conduct it as a
home for seamen.

•The ladies were fullof pity for tha sea-
man who came to this port, and announced
their intention of putting a stop to the
many impositions practiced upon them by
designing boarding-house Keepers. They
also promised that poor Jack should have
a home that would be a home in every
sense, where he would find a safe retreat
from the temptations that surround him, in
the u-uai boarding-houses.

The sympathy of Senator Sargent was
arroused by the philanthropic efforts of
the ladies and he consented to aid them in
securing the hospital building. With this
object in view he introduced a bill in
Congress by which the United States con-
veyed to the city and county of Sau Fran-
cisco tne hospital building, to be used as a
sailors' home. The bill passed and re-
ceived the approval of the President on
August 11, 1876.

The Congressional act does not convey
an absolute gift, but it is conditional.
There is a proviso in it under the terms of
which the property reverts to the United
States at any lime when it is used for any
purpose other than Unit for which it is
given.
Itseems quite plain that the members of

Congress desired to give, the seamen some-
thing that they could not obtain without
aid from the Government— a home where
in time of distress or sickness they would
receive succor. They were aware that the
deep-sea sailors are as simple as children
when on shore and fall victims to all the
snares placed to catch them. Bat they
wanted to be sure that the large property
they were giving away should be used for
the purpose contemplate)!, and so they In-
serted a proviso upon which the proposed
proceedings willbe based. The act reads
as follows:

The act says that the property must be

used "solely for the purposes of a sailors'
home." If;the present managers' of the
Sailors' Home can prove to the satisfaction
of the court . that ,the property is being
used as a home, and not as a sailors' board-
ing-house, then they willbe able to retain
possession of the property. -" ,

On the other hand the Government will
undertake to prove that the conditions of
the gift have been violated, that the tn-
mates of th« home have been subjected to
the same abuse and trlc.lcery that they re-

ceive in the sailors' boarding-houses.and in-
stead of the property being used as a borneit has been nothing more thau a boarding-
house on a laree scale.Ihe lot of a deet-water sailor is not the
Happiest one in the world, and it is hardly
worth living if he is often in the clutchesor a landlord who also transacts a shippingbusiness. The gift of the hospital build-
leg was to afford such seamen relief. They
were to have a place of refuge in case of
sickness ; they were to be given good food
at cost and the comforts of home; they
were to have more freedom and not be
subjected to the payment of blood-money.
Itwas to be known as a charitable insti-

tution, but seamen weie expected to pay
lost prices for all they received. In addi-
tion the protecting care of the home was
to be thrown about the men while on
shore.

•s !'e ial Agents Evans and Channine
were no doubt assisted to some extent in
their investigation by Rev. James Camp-
bell, who upon his retirement as chaplain
of the home appeared before a committee
of the Board of Supervisors and protested
against the Ladies' Seaman's Friend So-
ciety being permitted to longer conduct
the management of the home.

Ha slated that the stories printed in the
press about the payment of blood-money,
overcharges and •mismanagement did not
tell all the facts that could be stated to the
detriment of the managers.

Soon after Key. Mr. Campbell's retire-
ment me of his statements reflecting
upon the management of the home pro-
voked the ire of Mrs. Sykt-s, president of
the managers, and she brought suit against
him for slander, asking for damages inthe
sum of SSOOO.

The trial brought out considerable testi-
mony that the Government may desire to
use, and yesterday Inspector (.'banning
was engaged in preparing a review of it
for the use of United States District At-
torney Garter. It is understood that as
soon as all the facts are in proper shape
Mr. Garter willcommence action.

"InLiverpool the Sailors' Home is under
the control of the Board of Trade, and you
never hear of seamen paying blood money
and being subjected to the imposition^
practiced here. When we have a home lor
seamen conducted on humanitarian prin-
ciples and not for money-Uiaking then we
willhave a place that willbe a blessing to
them."

Secretary Furuseth of the Seamen's
Union said; "While the Seamen's Home
is not being conducted properly it has
helped the seamen in one way at least.
Ithas been a littlechecK on other board-
ing-house keepers who have a shipping
attachment to their houses.

"The home attracts a large number of
men, and being able :to furnish them to
skippers they can command a share of the
business and forc^ other -shippers to
divide the business. The home is not con-
ducted very much like a> home and Ido
not believe it willever reacD the position
promised by Its project.

"But few if any improvements have
been made to the building or grounds since
it was presented to the city by the United
State-, and itdoes not preseut a handsome
appearance. .Neither is itcomfortable to
live in.

"If itreverts to the Government It will
not injure tne sailors to any great extent.
The relief they are wanting cannot come
from the home, but from the enforcement
of the laws governing the employment of
seamen."

Just what use the Government will
mike of the property in the event that the
court shall declare it relinquished by the
city is not known. Those connected with
Marine Hospital department desire itsold
ami that the proceeds so to their fund*.
Itis estimated tn he worth ful y $100,000.
Some of the iffieials are of the opinion
that it could be used by the Government in
providing quarter for some of the depart-
ments now crowded into the Appraisers'
building. '___

SEEKING A GRAVE.

No Resting= Place for W.
A. Howard's Body. .

Poison Was Found in His Stomach
and Coroner rlughes WillNot

Inter the Remains.

Dr. K<-eney of the Board of Health is-
sued a permit late yesterday afternoon for
the burial of William A. Howard, aged
43, a native of Philadelphia, employed as
second engineer of the steamer Alcazar,
who died while the vessel was making it*
last voyage from Mendocino to this city.

And thereby bangs a tale.
When the steamer started on its south-

ward voyage Howard complained of illness
and as found a few hours later in a closet
dying.

He was dead when the Alcazar docked
at Hoekport, a port in Mendocino County,
and as the captain had some reason to be-
lieve that' tie deceased had committed
suicide he called for the Coroner, but no
Coroner could be found. So the captain

proceeded on his voyage, bearing the
corpse to this city.

When the vessel landed word was sent
to the Morgue that a dead body was on
board; but when Coroner Hughes heard
that the man had died when off a Mendo-
einn port, which was subsequently
touched, he declined to have anything to
do with it. But the captain of the Al-
cazar begged him to take charge of the re-
mains, saying that he would take them
back to Mendociuo when he returned.

The Coroner consented and the body
was taken to the Morgue in an express
wagon, and there itremained until yester-
day morning.

On Saturday Coroner Hughes notified
the .Coroner of Mendocino that the head
of the corpse was black and that the body
was rapidly decomposing.

"Bury it, then," was the laconic reply.
Cannier Hughes then made an autopsy

of the body, but could find nothing that
pointed to a probable canse of death.;

He sent the stomach to Chemist Barring-
ton for analysis, and was informed by the
chemist that itcontained a sufficient quan-
tity of morphine to cause death.

What to do with the body the Coroner
does not know. An inquest must be held,
hut it should be held in Meudocino County
where the death occurred.

The captain of the Alcazar was re-
minded of his promise that be would take
the body back to Mendocino. but he
laughed at the Coroner, and sailed away,
saying that he had nothing to do with the
matter. The Marine Engineers' Associa-tion, of which deceased was a member,
have taken charge of the remains, which
are now in an undertaker's parlor on
Geary street.

Although the Board of Health has is-
sued a burial permit, the Coroner will not
release the body until he has heard fromMendociuo, and baa heard from his law-
yer whether he or the Coroner of Mendo-
cino must hold an inquest over the decay-
ing corpse.

BENNETT WANTS ANAPOLOGY

Important Land Decision— The Whit-
ney Ferry-Boat Is Ready— A

Loop at the Hole.

Beaten by the Supervisors— Mr.
Schwartz and his crowd of /cohorts may
now fold their tents, tear down the big
blackboards, remove the wickerwork from
the peepholes where the nimble bullion
was passed in never to come back, -load
desks, chairs, etc., on an express-wagon
and tap the big gong that started the snort
and set the excited crowds ou the anxious
seat and move off.

Supervisor \u25a0 Plunkett did not yet feel en-
tirely satisfied and offered an ordinance of
his own entirely prohibiting pool-selling,
and moved its adoption, .

The Martin ordinance prohibits pool-
selling on Eastern events, only allowing
pools to be sold on races taking place on
the track where such pools are sold, under
the following conditions:

Eveiy person who may engage In tne busi-
ness of making book* or selling pools sliaU lust
obtalu the permission of a majority of the
Board of Supervisor!) at a regular meeting of
Hie boaid, winch permission n<av at any time
be withdrawn without notice ana the license atonce revoked and canceled for any reason that
to the Supervisors may seem sufficient, andpay a license of SIOO a inoulli or pan of a
month for each stall orauctlou-rooui or concern
so eugaued.

Chief Cbowuey ox Bexxett.— C. 11.Bennett, who figured so prominently iv
the case iv which O. A. Shaw was re-
ceutly acquitted of a charge of selling ob-
\u25a0;ceue literature, and in which case Ben-
uett had to pay a £20 fine for contempt in
calling a witness a liar, is again trying to
get into the courts.

Bennett :-ays that there was perjury
committed in that case and accuses Bailiff
Mitchell with having sworn falsely when
he swore that Chief Crowley of San Fran-
cisco had said iv his hearing "Bennett is a
sneak and no good."

Bennett stated he had demanded an
apology from Mitchell, which was refused,
aud then he swore out a warrantfor Mitch-
ell's arre>t.

IT'S GETTING HOT.

Royce to Go Before the
Grand Jury.

BEER AND LITERATURE.

The Canteen Yielded Large Profits,
but the Directors Didn't Get

a Sight of them.

Itis now certain that tl:a Grand Jury
will be asked to investigate the affairs of
t!.e YountvilleVeterans' Home in connec-
tion wish ihe defalcations of Trea>urer
C. E. K.Koyco ol the institution.

The committee appointed- by the '\u25a0Vet-
erans' 1. Association to. investigate the
affairs has employed an expert in the per-
son of Solon Pattee to examine the bonks
of the treasurer, and this work is now
finished.

Last night the committee met in the office
..f W.H. L. Barnes and neard the expert's
report. The committed consisted of y. Z.
Loop chairman, Macness Tait, C. A. Ful-
ler, Jerome Densy and E. C. Thatcher.

The report of Expert Pattee showed,
in all, forty-five instances of shortages.
The figures given to show the defalcation
of Treasurer Itoyce showed that dining

bis term he reeeivpd £110,121 40, and ac-
eounteil for $89,014 19 of that amount,

proving that a shortage of about 520,107 21
exists.

General Barnes, counsel for the commit-
tee, is authority for the statement that
the Grand Jury willbe asked to investi-
gate the niatier on Wednesday.

The expert's report will be used in evi-
dence, and the directors of the home
will also be brought before the Grand
Jury and asked to explain some tilings
that at the present time look somewhat
iia zy.

For instance, it was brought out at the
meeting of the committee last night that
the treasurer's books had never oeen ex-
amined or even seen by the directors of
the home since he has held the ofti'/e.

Royce was never even asked by the
directors to show up hi-, books. He pre-
sented statements of his accounts from
packet memoranda, and they always
balanced to a cent.

The expert found the books in a terribly
jiimbled-up condition and there were mai v
instances wheie do account* of moneys re-
ceived were kept at nil.

Marcus D.Hyde, one of the directors of
the home, was called before the committee
last night and nave some testimony that
threw a little light on the way aff.iirs at
the home have been conducted in tiie past.

Mr. Hyde is a member of the supply
committee. He was questioned closely by
General Barnes i-i regard to the contraefs
that were made bj the supply comiu:tsee
with the firms that furnish supplies to the
house.

One of the most important points brought
out by his testimony was that, as a matter
of fact, uo signed contract exUted between
any firmand the directors. The different
(inns simply submitted written bills and
the supply committee accepted or rejected
bids and did not require a signed agree-
ments from the firms. Id other words the
firms were not legally bound to fulfillthe
contracts. •

Another point broucht out was that in-
dividual members of the su:>plv committee
were in the habit>of making these verbal
contracts with different linns, and on sev-
eral occasions supplies were ordered by
the members Individually where no con-
tracts whatever existed.
itwas also brought out thut no samples

of goods were sent fur the inspection of
the directors, but that the goods were sent
to the home and used and never examined
by the directors or members of the supply
committee.

The supply committee had no regular
meetings, no records were kept of ;heir
transactions, and very seldom were re-
ports made to the directors. In.fHCt the
members of the purch;\:-in2 committee
tooK things in their own hands and ran
thing* to suit themselves. ;

For several months previous to the dis-
covery of the deficiency in Royce's ac-
counts the minutes of the meetings of the
board had not been written up even.
Itwas shown by the expert's reports

that on May 24. I<>'.ij, Kovce secured $8836
fromthe United States Government and
deposited in the bank £fSO. The board
had no knowledge of (bis discrepancy
whatevei. The pocket.- memorandum
shown by Rnyco gave the amount depos-
ited as 58856, the amount secured.

An amusing phase of the testimony
brought out was in regard to the account!
of tun canteen, the saloon maintained at
the home.

The memorandum as displayed to the di-
rectors by Koyre showed that the profits
Irom the Cauteen were about 100 per cent
per month. .

The kind-hearted directors decided at
one meeting that the home should not
make a large profit like that from the jags
of their fellow-comrade.", and so it was
voted to keep » better quality of whisky
and cicars, and increase the size of the
beer schooners, and the directors patted
themselves on the back for their noble,
generosity.

Bat that didn't help the matter much.
The profits kept increasing instead of go-
ingdown.

Then the directors got together once
in re, and gravely decided that the profits
of the jagolet factory should be devoted to
purchasing a library, ho that the comrades
might store their minds withuseful knowl-
edge between drinks.

Afterward they discovered that the
profits were profitable only to Eoyce and
existed solely in his imagination ami inhis
memorandum slips. 'The actual cash
profits never materialized, and neither did
the) library.

Not a singlet dollar of "The Canteen"
fund ever found its way into the hands of
the directors.

Director G. H. Storms, chairman of the
supply committee, and \u25a0*Director 11. T.
Il'ibbflrt were interrogated' on several
points bearing on the receiving of presents
by the director* anil "members of the sup-
ply committee: from the firms that . fur-
ni.siied supplies.: .' , i \u25a0\u25a0::
