THE EVIDENCE IN.

The Ryer Case Submitted
for Argument.

STORIES FROM STOCKTON.

A Letter From the Doctor to His Wife
in Which He Denies the Exist-
ence of Another Son.

After a protracted hearing, both in this
city and in Stockton, all of the evidence in
the contest over the will of Dr. Washing-
ton M. Ryer has been taken, and the case
was finally submitted for argument yester-
day afternoon.

For the past week Judze Levy has held
courtin Stockton bv desire of both parties,
and fresh testimony bas been taken from
oid residents there upon the extent of Dr.
Ryer’s intimacy with Donna Dolores,
Among the important testimony given
was that of the widow of C. M. Webber,
a once well-known resident of Stockton
xith whom Dr. Ryer was in the habit of
frequently taking dinner. Mrs. Webber
testified that Dr. Ryver had often spoken
in her and her husband’s presence of the
Mexican woman, and of the existerce of a
child, whom Dr. Ryer claimed as his own,
and said that on one occasion her busband
excused himse!f to her, as he had an en-
gagement to stand as godfather to Dr.
Rver’s boy, Chris,

Another witness was John Douglass, a
great personal friend of both Dr. Rver
and his brother George. Douglass testified
that one dav when he was sitting with
Dr. Ryer, George Ryer came blurriedly
into the room and said, “The woman’s
gota boy,”” and forthwith proceeded to con-
gratulate Dr. Ryer as the happy father.
The witness further stated that Dr. Ryer
was overcome with ioy and immediately
invited bis friends cut to drink long life
and prosperity to his =on,

This ended the Stockton part of the in-
vestigation and the case was resumed yes-
terday in Judze Levy’s courtroom at the
City Hall. It was only a brief session, as
the time was tuken up by short arguments
by the counsel 1e"rPsvnm'g the hLeirs, on
motion to strike out the Storkton te-m-
mony as being merely hearsay. and there-
fore incompetent. Then the case was
submitted,

On Saturday morning the final arguments
of counsel will b- entered upon. They will
be many and long, and will probably oc-
cupy seven or eight days. Either Attorney
Pillsbury or Attorney Campbell will lead
on Chris Rver’s behaif. and then will
come ex-Judge Snencer of San Jose for the
respondents, then Hayes on the same side,
and by turns every attorney engsged 1n
the case will have something to say.

Amongletters and documents introduced
in evidence is one letter that was the sub-
ject of a epirited dispute ammong the attor-
neys. Judge Levy promised to pass upon
it at an eariy date, but has not yet done
so0. It is aletter irom Dr. Kyer to his wife,
dated Avpril 27, 1882. Dr. Ryer, it appears,
never lived Lappily with his wife, and it
is said that Mrs. Ryer was of a very jeal-
ous disposition.

In responsa to a communication from
his wife respecting the existence of his
alleged son, Dr. ‘.yer wrote flatly contra-
dicting what he characterized as a false
report gnt up by his own personal ene-
mies, Dr. Ryer continued:

“1t is very hard to think that you heliave
what you write concerning me. In No. 6
vou say that a gentlemau said to an ac-
quaintance of yours that ‘Dr. Ryer has a
son in ‘dexlco who gives him a great deal
of trouble.” If such was ever said, as you
state, 1 am the most surprised, for no such
thought has been once in mv miond that I
can recall since the letter you read years
ago. At thattime I put down sueh pre-
tengions so firinly that T have never heard
of the person sinece, and for several yvears
1 have never thought of it. [ have not
heard of anv other person claiming to be
my child. I certainly have given no cause
for any such claims. No man who has
had g0 much visible preperty as 1 have
had for years in California has escaped
with less blackmailing attempts on them
than I bhave, and this style is more fre.
guently attempted but never suceeeds.”

Dr. Ryer eoncluded by assuring his wife
of his unalterable affection for their son,
Fletcher, and said: *In all trouble I have
never changed my will. Beware of
jealousy; it makes the food it feeds on.”

This letter was objected to by the attor-
neys for Chris or the ground that it was a
privileged communication and therefore
not admissible. The attorneys for the
heirs claimm that it does Rot come withip
the rule and that it is good as a declara-
tion in writing, signed by Dr. Rver, ut.
terly refuting the pretensions of the peti-
tioner.

Judge Levy will probably pass unon the
Leuer when the case is resumed on Satur-

ay.

WHERE’S CHARLEY

The Flea=Powder Man Is
Missing.

‘“Have a Good Hot Supper Ready
for Me’ Were His Last
Words to His Wife.

Charley Williamson has disappeared
from his home at 555 Natoma sireet.

Every frequenter of baseball games knew
by sight Charley, the peanut and candy
vender, whose melodious voice for the last
two or three years has sung of the excel-
lence of his wares at the Haight-street
baseball grounds. But Charley only sold
the toothsome stuff on the Sabbath. He had
an "office’ at 535 California street, where
he manufactured a moth preparation and
flea powder, for which he claimed almost
miraculous powers, in fact he would
calmly assure you that not only would his
powder be fatal to the evasive flea, but
would prove so irresigtible that any flea in
its vicinity would joyously hop to its death,

About two weeks ago, on a Monday
morning, Charley Wilhamson kissed his
young wife and five babies good-by just as
affectionately as usual and eheertully said:
I will be home early to-night, little
woman. Have a good, hot supper ready
for me.”

And the little woman still waits,

*Idream of bim at nights,”” she said
yvesterday, *“and aiways that some terrible
thing vas happened to him. And during
the day I think and think and wonder
and wonder till wy bead hurts so it seems
that I cannot think and wonder any
more, llm children fret and ery for food,
and often I have none to give them. My
baby is8 3 months old, ana my oldest
child 1s only 8. 1 have asked the neigh-
bors for work, but they are noor and can-
not give me much., They have given mo a
littie washing and food for myself and
the ehildren.

“I have no friends in San Franecisco. We
came liere from Philadelphia about three
years ago, and 1 have become acquainted
with no one. My husband and family were
all I wanted.

“The landlady has been very kind to
me and has cut my rept from $4 a month
to $2, but G .d only knows how I will man-
age to get that much. My husband was
good to me, just as good as a man could
be, and he seemed to love me and was
very fond of the children.”

While shie talked she held the peavish
baby to her breast and rocked back and
forth. Three golden-haired, bine-syed
Jittle ones stood beside her looking iuto
her sad face with wistful, wondering eyes.

" One of them, such a tiny morsel of hu-

manity not vet 2 vears old, sesmed to un-

derstand better than the others that the
mother needed symiufthy, for she tiptoed
to reach her nm« fat, dimvled baby hand
to the woman’s face and lisped:

“Mammis! Mammie!”

The Williamsons live in the basement,
or part of the basement, of a rickety old
heuse. They oceupy threa small, dark,
uncarpeted rooms. Mrs. wnlnmsoa says
=he would be glad to get washing to do.

HE WANTS REVENGE.

An Insolvent Baker Goes for the
Men Whe Ruined Him.

Charles W. Baker yesterday presented
his petition in insolvency, and at the same
time commenced an action for heavy dam-
ages.

Baker was a restanrant-keeper at 1332
Market street, and does not appear to
have embarked in business on very ex-
tensive capital, In fact, when James and
Wiiliam Shrader had got him in their
books for 8300, value of meat suppliea for
his restaurant, Baker was unable to pay.
Then, he says, the Snraders, knowing
him to be a timid man, induced him to
give them a bill of sale on the fixtures of
his restaurant, intimating to himn that this
was to stand merely as security for bis in-
debtedness to them.

Then, he claims, on Mav 15 the Shraders
entered into foreible possession of his
business ana carried away all his effects—
stoves, knives, forks, dishes, everything
they could lay their hands on. So he had
to fail. His liabilities amount to 81636 50
aund he valued his premises at $3000, so he
is apparently still solvent.

But Baker is not content with failing.
He has been wronged, he says, and he
wants his reve: ge. FHe maintains that
his business was a profitable one until the
Schraders came along and spoilt it, and he
va ues the injury he has received in con-
sequence at $10,000, to recover which sum
he has filed suit in the Superior Court.

B. R. TAYLOR DYING.

A Prominent Land Operator Danger-
ously Iii.

B. R. Tayvlor, vice-president and general
manager of the Palermo Land and Water
Company, is reportea dying at the Occi-
dental Hotel. Mr. Tayler was taken il
two weeks ago with a slight attack of
malaria fever. He came to.the eity for
his health, accompanied by his wife, and
took apartments at the Cccidental, where
he makes his home while in the city. On
Saturday last Mr. Taylor’s condition be-
came sericus, and for the past forty-eight
hours he has been at death’s door. Yes-
terday the attending bphysician, Dr. Par-
sons, called in Dr. Mc¢Nutt and others for
consulmnnn. At a late hour last night
the sick man’s condition was critical.

Mr. Taylor is the manager of that por-
tion of the Hearst estate located in Butte
County, and isone of the most prominent
land operators in Northern California. He
isa native of Virginia and came to the
Pacific Coast about ten years ago as a civil
engineer. About two vears since he mar-
ried a daughter of Judge J. D. Thornton
of this eity.

William Block has had a petition in in-
solvencey filed against him by his ereditors,
to whom iie owes 84816. Among the peti-
tioners are Hiockley, Spier & Co., the
Kennedy & Shaw Lumber Company, the
Joshua Hendy Machine Works and the A,
T, Holimes Lime Company.

It is elaimed that Block suffered a judg-
ment by default on May 31 in a suit
brought against him by the Vermont Mar-
bie Company for the purpose of defraud-
ing the petitioners by zlvlug preference to
the marble company’s eclaim. It is de-
manded that the writ of attachment issuea
in that case be set asiade and Block’s prop-
erty remain unsold antil all claims against
his estate have been ad]ubted
