
TO BURN GARBAGE

What Oakland Proposes
to Do With Refuse.

A GUARD AGAINST CHOLERA.

Propositions Now Before the City
Council That Will Result in a

Sanitary Reform.

In keeping with the vigorous and ag-
gressive policy which the present City

Council of Oakland instituted Immediately
upon its induction into office, the impor-
tant problem of discovering some better
disposition of the city's garbage than that
which now obtains is under careful con-
sideration.

The urgent necessity for the municipal

authorities to grapple with this ouestion
has long been apparent to the public-
miuded citizens of Oakland. Repeated
efforts have been made to have previous
Councils take the matter in hand and
evolve some scheme of riddine the city of
the unsightly and foul-sniellirc spots that
effectually impr.ir the comeliness of iis
"frontdoor," and. what is of vastly more
serious moment, breed disease and pesti-
lence tn ravage itslhomes.

Allattempts to have this matter taken
under advisement bay* met with failure.
In spite nf constant protest the question of
the garbage has remained unconsiderrd.
and the swamps and ma she* of the water
front r.nd the dumps of Peralta street have
continued to increase inobnoxiousuess and
their odors to smell tn heaven.

t-everal propositions have been sub-
mitted to the Council relative to the dis-
position of the garbagfi and that would
tend to prevent its accumulation in dan-
gerous proximity to the city.

An Oakland corporation proposed to
tuke the bull by the horns and rid the city

of its refuse by shipping it to the Ha-
waiian Islands to be used as fertilizer.

A Los Angeles agent brought forward a
project of building and operating a crema-
tory sniiiiar to the one now used at Los
Angeles;.

The Varney boat method was also con-
sidered.

But the most feasible, efficient and |
economic Dlan. nnd the one that will in nil|
probability be mloDted by the Bnard of j
Health, wtiiclihas the mutter incharge, is
tliat the city builil its own crematory and
run it a* a rpcular department.

A crematory, which, is now in successful
operation in more than forty cities of the
United states, willbe the one selected. It
is inexpensive in the matter of its con-
struction and is superior to all others in

•

that the garbage pastes through two fires
'

in the same furnace; the gas and smoke j
from the first fir*svhere the original com- |
bustion takes place being subjected to a ;
second fire in which the imperfect com- j
bustion is made complete, and the smoke i
passes out of the smokestack, white, odor-
less and inofffiusive and invisible most of i
the time.

An ordinance willbe passed at the meet- j
mc of the Council to-night appropriating I
£13,000 fnr rhe erection of such a crematory, i
au.i $3000 for the purchase of a site.

Three indispensable requirements are
attained in the construction of the pro-
po'eJ crematory.

First, an auequate heat fnr the Im-
mediate combustion of animal and vege-
table garbage in large masses.

Second, arraugements securing perfect !
destruction by combustion of all gases

'
arid odors within the wall? of the furnace.

Third, a construction sufficiently solid
and fire-proof to stand the enormous heat
required to accomplish the first two ob-
jects.

A primary heat is secured by a powerful <

draught from v chimney or smokestack 75 ,
to 100 feet high, drawing through a for- !
ward and leturn ilue o! 23 to 30 feet in
length each way. or CO feet in all

Tlie forward flue constitutes the cremnt-
ingoveu. Its dimensions are SV» by 5%feet In ero->s section, which is sufficient
to receive twenty cubic yards of garbage
and five barrels (if liquid at one charge.

'
Its bottom is a firebri k grating, separat- i
ing it from the return flue, which is mi- i
mediately beneath it.

The garbage is dumpsd on irou slopes
leading down to the manholes on lop of the
furnaef. There are four of these feeding-
lioles, one bfing lnrge enough to take Ina
carcass of s horse or cow. The covers to
the holes are round slahs of fireclay.

The garbage is sucknd by a rushjng
draueht through the manholes and falls into
the oven flue on grate-bars made of solid
blocks of fireclay. At one time steel rails i
were employed in the construction of the
grating, but they constantly gave away
under tlie intense heat.

The starting-fire i« at the chimney end. I
and first passe" through and over the mass
of garbaee to the other extremity, where
\u25a0 M-cnnd fire, at the mouth of the return i
flue, strikes me current of thick gases and
the force of both draughts \% united. Injets
of air at proper intervals increase the in-
tensity ot combustion, which is thus made
perfect, and all carbon nnd cdors of
the burning rufuse are destroyed. Mois-
ture only tends to intensify the violent
combustion. Every gaseous particle is ]
tiiu« consumed and the heat is conducted
back toward the chimney underneath trio I
grates, intensely heating the garbage on j
its under side.

The temperature of the two combustion I
chambers can be reculated to any required
dt'Hreo of heat. The inside walls and roof
are large fireclay blocks, weighing sixty
sounds each, the outside walls being hard
rev brick, with henvy buckstays, angle
irons and trust bars, all strongly bound
and braced together.

There is provided an upper ranee of
door;:, through which the mass of garbage
is distributed over the grates and stirreit
DP, to allow the fire to rencli each particle.
Through a lower series of doors the ashes
ar<" withdrawn from time to time.

Tlie action Is continuous, and when re-
quired maybe carried on withoutcessa-
t. v for months together.

When once tins device is in smooth
running order Oakland will be provided
with one of thft most complete inventions
lor the disposition of garuage known to
scientific sanitation. Its operation will
be attended with but a nominal expense.
The liqird and solid organic matter de-
stroyed furnishes the greater part of the
licit and reduces the outlay for fuel ma-
terially.

The phosphoric acid nnd potash in the
ashes render them of considerable com-
mercial value as fertilizers, and $25 per
ton can be realized from their sal<\ ItIs
estimated that 5 per cont of the garbage is
thus negotiable in the shape oi ashes.

A saving from scavenger bin will be
realized by each family in tbe city, fur it

is proposed to levy a small tax for the sup-
port of regularly equipped garbage-
waeons, which will gather up the refu>e
and convey it to the crematory at. much
less expense than the army of gatherers
now do.

Garbage, refuse, night-soil, infected arti-
cies, dead animals, ashes

—
anything and

everything known to a city's waste— will
be carefully collected nnd Inoffensively
destroyed. Twenty thousand pounds of
malodorous, germ-breeltug refuse matter
can be consumed dally.

From a sanitary standpoint this reform
is of great benefit. Oakland will soon
have added cleanliness and godliness in
i:s r:>re for superior attractiveness among
the cities of California.

The Proposed Crematory.

ESTATES IN PROBATE.
Joseph P. Hale and Samuel L?.ch-

man Show Larjje Figures.
The inventory and appraiaoment of the

esiate of Joseph I.Hale, deceased, was
tiled yesterday by the appraisers, irank
Brooke, Michael Meagher and T.I.Jlior-
dan.

The estate consists mainly of valuable
real property in the city. One lot on Mar-
ket street, near Fifth, is vaiued at 8357,600,
and Supreme Court building on Lurkhi
nnd McAllister Is put down at $3
The whole estate is appraised at $840,369.

Judge Coffey yesterday made »n order
allowing Mrs. Joan G. N. Hunter, widow
of the late David Hunter, an income of
S<>oo per month pending the settlement of
tbf estate.

Letters of administration nave been ap-
plied for in the estate of Edward X. Mur-
phy, iieepased. He leaves property valued
at 828,635.

Henrietta Lachman, as executrix, and
Henry Lachman as executor, of the will(.f
Samuel Lachman, deceased, nave appiied
for permission to distribute the estate.
The whole value of the property is not
fully ascertained, but it is very large.

KOWALSKY WINS.

He Is Exonerated by the
Supreme Court.

Two Other Decisions of the Hijrh

Tribunal— One Determines the
City's Rights.

Commissioner Searls handed in a report
toIhe Supreme Cnurt yesterday on the testi-
mony inthe proceedings to disbar Attorney
Eowalsky. The ca^e was one of the side
issues of the HacDonald estate. The re-
port completely exonerated Eowalsky.

The attorney was accused of taking cer-
tain money as a fee in his position of at-
torney for -Henry MaeDonald, which it
was claimed lie was not entitled to. The
report says t.'iat Kowalsky had uo inten-
tion to defraud young MacDonald. The
value of the services rendered by Attor-
neys Sullivan and Kowalsky in the .Mac-
Donald case were worth S4OCO at leas', i.nd
probably more. Kowalsky did not dis-
obey any proper judicial order.

Trie report will be accepted by the Su-
preme Court.

In the case of Painter et al. vs. Painter i
et nl., the Supreme Court has crantnd a;
writ staying proceedir;;;-< in tl;e court be-!
low upon a judgment and daring the pend-
ency of an appeal therrfrom. Tub suit was j
one to determine copartnership profits, snJ i
the lower court decided that Theodore J. :

cisco has been deniea.

It was an action to condemn crtain
pieces oi land in order to widen Mission
street. The city won tiie action and six oftbe nine defendants appealed from the
decision and from an order denying n
motion for a new trial. The Supreme Conn !

held that in actions to condemn land for j
public uss no damage canbealiowrd for!injuries to business caused merely by tlie
improvement, and not by tho takiug, of j
property.

The appeals cf Gustave Barshall, JohnF. English. A. Delbanco. A. T. Gs^en, D. |
W. Tleljen and Louis Speigei in the estate I
of Hiram A. Pearson*, deceased, are dis- I
missed. This was a case in which the ex- I
editor of the estate sold certain land a: i
public auction without any order of sale
from tho Superior Cnurt. Tho appellants
objected, but the Superior Court overruled
the objection on the ground that the ex-
ecutor had due authority uuder the will to
act as he dirt. Elliott J. .Moore was the
executor. This was the view taken by
the Supreme Court.

IN AND ABOUT TOWN.
Tiie Stocktox-Street School.— The

Fire Department Committee of the Board
of Supervisors yesterday recoinmeuded
that the Board of Education be' given per-
mission to erect a frame addition to the
school building on the southeast corner of
Stockton and Bush streets. Chief Sulli-
van interposed a strong objection anl said
he was opposed to tall w<oden school
buildings, as they wrro most rtnnserous.
He stated that if the school building onPage street at tlie recent fire had caught
tire he would have lost control of the
flames and a great portion of the city
would have been swept.

Thrcw.n- Out of a Theater.— John
P. Running has filed suit against Walter
Morosco, proprietor of Morocco's Theater,
to recover $10,050 for an assault made
MDon him by a special poiiceman named
George Delmar, who Is in the employ of
Mnrosco. Th<icomplaint alleges that not
only was plaintiff violently assaulted by
Delmar and ejected from the theater, bu".
he was also arrested and made to appear
the next morning before Police Judge
Joachimsen, who dismissed the case.

Stabbed ix tiif. Side.— Edward Mc-Thun, a boy residing al 132i;Sanchez
street, was stabbed in thn right siuo yp>-
terday afternoon by another boy. The
two quarreled on Montgomery street, near
Sacramento, when the latter rtrrw a pen-
knife and struck at McTl.un. At tlm Re-
ceiving Hospital AicThun's wound was
found to he only a slight incision. The
police are looking for tne boy's assailant.

RISKS ON WATER.

Overcrowding of Boats to
Be Stopped.

ORDERS FROM WASHINGTON.

The Difficulty of Counting Passen-
gers—No Limit as to Their

Number Prescr.bed.

The Government of the United States is
anxious that the law prohibiting the tak-
ing en board o! any steamer of .i greater

number of passengers than is stated iv the
certificate of inspection shall not be vio-
lated.

The anxiety on this point is keener than
that prompted by ilm demand that the
G-ary Chinese registration act shall b«
enforced.

Captain John Bermingham, the Super-
vising Inspector of Steam Vessels, re-
ceived a politely worded letter from his
superiors in Washington yesterday calling
his attention to a complaint from this jcity

that San Francisco ferry-boats were being
overcrowded, and directing him to investi-
gate the allegations.

Annexed to the letter was a full-tone
picture of the ferry-boat Bay Cily with a
pitch to the starboard, on which Hank, of
the deck two-thirds of the picnic tourists
had Hocked to see an eighuoarcd barge
whose crow, stripped to the hips, were dis-
playing their .superb muscle us they made
their lapstresK craft shoot out from the El
Cam no shore.

Tim two-thirds of the inquisitive passen-
gers, as they crowded to the side command-
ing a view of the barge, gave the steamer
iilutch which, in the picture transmitted
by lie Government at Washington, looked
as Utough tin* Bay City were, about to
dump lior deckloitd of living freight into
the bay.

Captain Bermingliam was requested to
report if the terry-bunt* in the Harbor of
hmi Francisco were being overloaded in
the manner depicted and hence contrary to
law.

The supervising inspector pushed the
picture and letters of inquiry toward a
Call reporter and remarked:

"Y<;iicould put three limes trie number
of passengers ou that ferry-boat that are
shown in thai picture and you euult! uot
tip her iver."

"Is there any law," asked thn visitor.
"limiting the number of passengers which
a ferry-boat is allowed to carry?"

Captain Bermingham relerred the re-
porter to his clerk, who keeps charge of
ihe ceriilicM't!*of steamboat inspectors.

That official drugged from n corner a
can vns- backed volume and invited iho re-
porter tn scan for himself. The book con-
tained the certificates of tiie iu.-pectors
of ferry-boats plying inPacificCoast waters.

There were a great many iten.s in each
certificate, but no word conveying any in-
formation as to the number of passengers
pei milted to be earned.

The clerk was asked tha reason for the
omission.

"There is no limit," be replied, "to the
number of passengers which a ferry-boat
may carry."

"flow's that?"
"Alt that we demand Is that the boat

shall be provided with one life preserver
for every passenger it carries."

A note was made of the number of life
preservers carried by each ferry-boat as
set down in its certificate with the follow-
ing result: Encinal 1004, Tamalpais 600,
Oakland 1217. Newark 220ft Tiuuroii 754,
."sail Rifael bQQ, James M. Donahue 850,
Garden City 610. Bay City 1000. El Capltan
1000, Piedmont 1200. UkUh 7."0, Transit 25,
bolauo 500, Alauitnla 600. Ellen 300.

Being asked upon what d t:i the in-
spector decided how many life-preservers
a fi-rry-boat should carry, the inspector
replied:

"We take the average number of
passengers carried daily by a passenger
steamer. The number of life-preservers
\u25a0narked in the certificates represent the
average number of passenger* she will
carry every day."

Captain Bermingham, notwithstanding
the vexatious difficulty which confrouts
him of keeping tally on the number of
passengers seeking transportation at any
given time, said that lie had made up his
mind to stop the .overcrowding of ferry-
boats in San Francisco harbor. Last Sun-
day he had made a trip to San Rafael with
the special purpose of ascertaining whether
"the public was being protected In this re-
gard. Recently, he said, a number of safe-
guards had been introduced, especially
against fires.

One of the latest improvements in opera-
tion was tho order to keep the water-
pumps at allhours in action. '1he nuzzles
were kept attached to the hose, so that no
time would be lost in making connections.
Allthat was necessary to be done la case
of a fire alarm was to take down the hose
and turn the little faucet attached to the
nozzle. The pumps were in constant mo-
tion, their regular stream being used to
flush the water-closets on board.

Captain BerininehainSexhibited a recent
order from the office of James A. Dumont,
the Supervising lnspector-Generai of the
Steamboat Inspection Service, in relation
to the overcrowding of passenger steamer*.
The order directed that the local inspectors
should detail one-half their force upon
each alternate Jiunday for duty in the vi-
cinity of their home ports to ascertain by
actual count of passengers whether tln<
law is complied with, and upon the Fourth
of July to employ the whole force upon
this duty.
