TRIAL OF THOMAS ST. CLAIR.

The Defense Will Be That Mate
Fitzgerald Was Killed by One

Of the Witnesses.

The question as to the guilt of Seaman
Thomas St. Clair, on trial in the United
States Circuit Court for the murder on the
blah seas of Fitzgerald, the second mate
of the bark llesper, willbe submitted to a
jury of his peers this morning.

The United States District Attorney
occupied the entire forenoon yesterday
with his opening argument for the United
States. Mr. Smith, the prisoner's counsel,
offered no evidence, and when the last
witness for the prosecution had given his
testimony Mr. Garter took the floor and
made an eloquent aud exhaustive review
of the evidence upon which he claimed a
conviction. The large courtroom was
crowded with lawyers and seafaring men,
who listened with rapt interest to every
word.

During the morning session Professor
Thomas Price testified that the hatchet,
with which it is supposed the awful crime
was committed, had been stained with
human blood. The club produced in evi-
dence also appeared to have been used in
the commission of the crime.

The cross-examination of Professor Price
by Attorney Smith did not seem to shake
his testimony. The lawyer asked him to
explain the process by which he had deter-
mined the blood was that, of a human•being. The wi'ness doscribed very simply
the microscopic tot.

"What did you do with the slides?" was
asked.
"ICleaned them and put them away."
'You did, did you?" said Mr. Smith.

And you knew all the time that this de-
fendant is on tiialfor his life?"

"]did, sir."
"Well, don't you think we would like to

see whether there is any hair on the club
as well as Professor Price?"

Not a particle dismayed by the satirical
tone of the lawyer's vo^ce Professor Pricebriskly replied: "There is plenty of hair
still on the hatchet and the club, if you
Want to see it."

"Can you show Itto the court?"
The jury was Ihereunoo afforded an op-

portunity to inspect the two ugly weapons.
The microscope was passed round among
the twelve men in the box.

Thomas Green was recalled by the prose-
cution and testified that when he came on
deck St. Clair a cached him with theremark, "H<Xs done for (meaning Fitz-gerald ;his body has gone over the side."

Under cross-examination this witness
admitted that while detained in the Ala-meda Jail he had expressed himself to theeffect that he woulddo ail lvhis power to
hang St. Clair.

This morning Mr. Smith will make hisargument for the prisoner. His line of
defense will be that the testimony is of
such a uature as to show that Fitzgerald
fell overboard and could not have"" been
killed in the manner suggested by imp
prosecution, and that if he was really mur-
dered his slayer was the witness, ThomasGreen.
