RATES GO DOWAN.

Transcontinental Tariff

Cut to Pieces.

The Fight Between the Canadian and
Southern Pacific Lines Demoral-
izes Freight Business.

*“It Las come to this,’”” said a railroad
agent yesterday, *‘that the line not haaod-
ling any freight is
money.”

The Southern Pacific Company admits
that there is more truth than poetry in
this statement. For nowedays the Cana-
dian Pacific makes the tariff but the
Southern Pacific does the ecarrving. It is
a bitter fight the reailroads have plunged
into, and there is yet no intimation that
the cutting knife has been laid down.
Already freight rates are demoralized so
badly that agents and railroad clerks
hardly know when they are making a cor-
rect quotation, and merchants cannot keep
the constantly changing rates in their
heads.

The war was started by the Canadian
Pacific people, who can better afford te
make a low tariff because of subsidies than
other transcontinental lines. Dut it seems
they were quite safe in slashing away at
rates. The Sunset met their rates from
week to week and held the business on
sccount of a quicker service, but this vie-
tory has been purchased at a galling vrice.
When such a tempting reduction as 50 per
cent could not tempt shippers to change
because it was conceded by other com-
panies, the Canadian Pacific people made
another cut. And so the merry war went
on, until the Sunset route—tC. P. Hunting-

ton’s own line—is an elephant on his
hands. d
Siuce April 25 seven tariff schedules

have been published by the Sunset route
fiom the New York office by Assistant
General T'raffic Manager E. Hawley of the
Southern Pacific Company. In addition
to his signature, they are signed Ly H. F.
Lyons, general freipht agent of the Atlan-
tic system, New Orleans; J. G. Schiriever,
traffic manager, New Orleans, and Genera!
Freight Agent €. F. Smurr ana General
Traffic Manager Richard Gray of San
Francisco.

Only a few days ago a green-covered
tariff was freely distributed among the
merchants of this city and other large cities
in California. It was a special west-bound

| California freight rariff from New York |

and the large Eastern eities to this State.
The reduction it made on already con-
siderably reduced rates was 10 per cent.

Another reduction of 10 per cent upon
that tariff went into effect on June 17.

Still another of 10 per cent is to take ef-
fect on June 21.

‘It was necessary to have different eol-
ors tor the eovers of every tariffi-book,”
said a Southern Pacific man. *“The tariff
of June 13, as you see, is a bright green,
and that about complietes all the colors in
the rainbow. Anaq, besides these special
tariffs, there is a large number of amend-
ments, which make freight rates so un-
certain that neither ourselves nor the
shippers kuow positively where we are at
for any length of time. But how rates
have been slanghtered!

“For instance, pianos used to he $4 20
from New York: now they ate $1 82, Dry-
gonds—clothing—was $4 20; it is 81 32
Boots and shoes were $4 20, now they are
down to 81 38 per 100 pounds.”

The specially reduced 1ariff schedule of
June 13 contained the following table of
rates, per 100 pounds, on various classes of
merchandise. In the lower column of
fizares is given the iatest cut for the sake
of comparison,

So to-day the freight rates from New
York to the California distributing points
will be lower than they have been for
vears; in fact, lower than ever before, ex-
cepting possibly a temporary cut.

Below the third class of merchandise all
goods will be on the $1 schedule. The
company had to drop the fourth class into
the general run of lowest grade freight
bezause it could not afford to go lower at
present.

What may come however with the Ca-
nadian Pacific on the North and the North
American Navigation on the south is not
easy to decide 1n the present condition of
the fight,

For canned goods in earloads of 24,000
pounds the rate of 50 cents of June 13 will
be down to 40 cents to-day. Iron will be
down to less than 25 cents, and it is quite
possible some commodities will be taken at
prices that will give no rrofit whatever,

Any other
course would Involve much trouble and expense
for the sake ol a mere sentiment,

KING OF THE CUE.

Schaefer, the Champion
Billiard=Player.

HE- ARRIVES WITH SPINKS.

The Wizard Tells of His Match With
Ives — How He Caught a St.
Louis Sharper.

*“The Wizard,” Jacob Schaefer, the
greatest billiardist America has ever seen,
arrived in this city yesterday morning, and
was missed by all of the evening pavers.

If it was Charley Mitchell, the prince
of sloggers, who had arrived with his usual
flourish of foreign trumpets, a delegation
of hard-fisted men would have met him
‘“‘up the road” and escorted him on his
arrival to some of the leading hotels, where
hand-shaking and congratulations ad libi-
tum would continue until the band would
play the good-by at the door.

Schaefer silently stole into the city and
kept himself alcof as much as possible
from a curious crowd.

When a CALL reporter had the pleasure
of an introduction tothe king of the cue
and ball, the old and popular spcrtsman
Jim Orundorff was listening attentively to
a budget of stories Schaefer was relating
about his experience in Paris.

“Yes, I have had a great time in Paris,”
said Schuefer, *since [ last appeared in
Frisco. It is a great city, and the game
of billiards s the popular indoor pastime.
You may think it strange perhaps, but I

can assure you that books are made on
billiard matches in Paris on the same
principle as they are made here on horse-
racing.

“*At Vignaux’s stylish acrdemy, over
the Nouveau Cirque, American and Epg-
lish patrons of billiards congregate daily,
and the games played there are worth
seeing, for the most expert billiardists
patronize that place.”

Speakinz of 1ves, who i3 now in England
plaving Eoglish billiards against Roverts,
Scnaefer said that of 2l men Ives was the
one he would 1ather meet, because he had
defeated him once for the alleged cham-
piopship of Ameriea.

“Since he defeated me,” said Schaefer,
“I have repeatedly challenged him to a re-
turn match, but he has always avoided
meeting me by saying some flimsy excuse.
To prove to you that I am desirous of tak-
ing some conceit out of Ives I will deposit
$500 with your paper as a guarantee that
1 will play Ives a series of games at 14-inch
balkline, lasting three nights, 800 points up
each night, for any amount of money wi'k-
in reason, the winuer to take all receipts
and pay all expenses. Or 1 wiil play him
balkline,cushion earroms, champion’s game
or straight rail, a series of three games,
The contest can take place, so faras I am
concerned, in any of the well-known
billiard halls of this country, England or
Paris, Now, then, what more can [ say
so far as a second meeting with my rival
is concerned. If Mr. Ives does not accept
this czhallenge it is open to auny other
billiara-vlayer in the worid.”

Ever since 1ves defeated Schaefer, he has
traveled on the reputation of being the
champion billiardist of the world, and
avoided a meeting with the Wizard at all
times,

Now this is what Schaeler says about
that matter:

“The o!d emblem of the balkline eham-
pionship of the world 1 had held fora
number of years, until it had finally be-
come my personal properly. A leading
billiard company, with a view of stimu-
lating interest 1n the game, offered a new
embiem for Slosson and myself to contest

tor, which I won. Tre conditions were
that the holder of the emblem was
to defend it against all comers, and

should be forced to- play if challenged
every sixty days at least or forfeit the lau-
rels, the trophy to become the permanent
vroperty of the player who should success-
fully defend it for two years, lves chal-
lenged and defeated me in Chicago. Slos-
son then challenged Ives and was also de-
featea. In themeantime 1 had challenged
the winner of the Ives-Slosson game.
Ives being the winner and the holder of
the emblem had the right of naming the
city where the mateh should take place.
He nawed Paris, greatly to the surprise of
everybody, but I agreed to go to Paris to
play. He then eclaimed the right of not
only maming the city, but the hall in
which the game shou!d be played, and
designated as his choice theFolies Bergeres,

a small academy wlhere he was en-
gaged daily to give exhibitions. I ob-
jected to this on the grounds: first,

that the place was npot suited for tue
mateh, and secondly, because another
academy, the Nuvenu Cirque, had offered
a guarantee of $£2000 gate money if the
mateh conld be played there. Ives re-
fused this and flatly stated that he woula
not play anywhere but at his own place.

“Wien the owner of the emblem, Mr.
Bensinger, saw that Ives would not con-
sent to play on any neutral ground, he
accordingly declared the emblewm forfeited,
but to avoid further unpleasantness re-
turned to each piaver his stake money and
retained the emblem. I afterward re-
turned to America, where I tried to induce
Ives to consent to a meeting, but it was
no use, he had had enough. The aceident
to my wrist, which, vou see, I still keep
bandaged, occurred in Chicago about thiree
months ago, and prevenied a mateh be-
tween Slossonand myself. Slosson hassince
announced his retirement from billlards.
My wrist is in good shape now and am
willing, as I always have been, to play
any man in the world at any style of bil-
liards, at any place and for any reasonable
amount of money.,”

Accompanying the phenomenal billiard-
player i¢ a young man named Spinks, who
15 well known to California billiaraists,
having gained his first knowledge of the
art in this city., Spinks has learved from
Schaefer all the tricks of the trade, so to
speak, and the “Wizard” took him along
as traveling mate wlen he left Chicago for
a tour through the country. Spinks is
ready to play any man in American oute
side of Schaefer, lves and Slosson. His
backer is Maurice Daly of New York,

Just as Shuefer was about to iuform his
Learers of some of his experiences with
the great French player, Maurice Vignaux,
big Jim Orndorff interposed, and tapping
the Wizard en the shou!der said, “Jake,
let that Freneh matter rest for a while,
and tell the gentlemen your experience
with the champion billiard-sharp of St.
