At Ithe Holy Cross Cemetery yesterday
the crushed and mangled remains of James j
Kelly, the victim of Dick Ward* fiendish
temper, were laid at rest. Although a
Etranger and far from home, kindand gen- ;

The body was prepared for burial by a !

Mission-street undertaker, and during ihe
day it was viewed by acquaintances of the !
deceased and others attracted there to sat-
isfy their morbid curiosity. Of the latter j
class many were women and yonng girls, i

Aeroup of jockeys ana racetrack em- j
ployes drifted in, and with solemn faces
gazed upon the features of their old asso-
ciate for the last time. It was not the
pleasant, happy countenance that had so
often greeted them in the past, but ji;

ghastly resemblance to a human face and i
unrecognizable.

As the old companion?, withbared heads
and moist eye?, looked upon the wrecc
caused by Ward's murderous passion they ,

were filledwith horror and indignation, {
and in whispers denounced him who had
been so cruel millinhuman.

"Itwas a horrible niuider," said one of
the jockeys In lowtones.

"So it was," said another, "and hanging
is too good for ttie one who committed it."

"[ have known poor lOlly for a long ;
time," continued another, "and he was a
quiet and pleasant fellow. He was not ,
quarrelsome in the least and would rather j
run away and appear cowardly than be- i
come involved in a Ssht. He wouldsome-
times drink, butInever saw him drunk.
He was quiet and inoffensive aud every one
epoko well of him."

From another it was learned that Kelly
never spoke ot his parents or his home,
but it was thought that he came from St. |
Louis. He had traveled allover the West ;
and had been inmany places in this State.
No letters were found among his effects.

Among the habitues of the Bay District |
track a purse amounting to 8130 was ob- I
tamed, with which to give the murdered
boy si Christian burial. After paying the
funeral expenses $40 remained, which will
be expended inpurchasing a marble slab to
mark th(> grave.

An eliort will be made to learn the ad-
dress of Kelly's relative.":, and letters for
that purpose will be forwarded to the
Catholic priests in the leading cities of the
West a:;d to places where the unfortunate j
boy is known to have been.

Tenderly it was carried to the hearse by
the former companions of the dead and

Ward in Court.
Tho case of Dick Ward, the jockey, ac-

cused of the murder of James Kelly, was
again called in Judge Campbell's court j
yesterday morning. Ward's attorney asked !
for a continuance till to-morrow to enable \
him to procure witnesses. The request
was granted. Ward's father was in court.

On the day of his arrest a number of ;
Ward's former associates called at the i
City Prison to see him, but since then .
they have let him severely alone. He was ;

at first very communicative as to his doings |
on the nizht of the murder to show that i
he could not have hud a hand inir,but :
now he refuses to speaK, aud his face has ]
assumed a sullen and dodged expression.

The police yesterday icc«ived a telegram |
from Mary E. Kelly of Elgin, 111., asking 1
ifJohn Kelly, the murdered lad, was ber Ieon. She gave his age as 19, and said he
had red hair. Detective Coffey believes,
after investigation, that she is the mur-
dered boy's mother and sent a reply to
that effect.

Coroner Hughes also received a telegram
from Sarah Kellyof Denver, Colo., asking,
"Is it John Kelly of Denver who was mur- |
dered on the 18th?" The Coroner replied, |
giving a description of the murdered lad.

A CHINATOWN BLAZE.
An Old -Street Rookery De-

stroyed by Fire.
Fire broke out In an old rookery in the

rear of 823 Clay stieet at 12:45 o'clock this i
morning.

The rotten structure, occupied as a tin- j
shop by Chone Yati Lung, was destroyed
before the engines arrived.

The firemen fought the flames with great
difficulty, owing to the fact that they were

strong smell of burning coal oiland itis

LOOKING AHEAD.

The English Language Destined to
Be Universal.

I'btladelpbla Ledger.

The Germans not only look upon their lan-
guage as an Integral and essential patt of (lie

national life,but the more cultivated classes re-
vere Itwith an almost Idolatrous veneration.
Notwithstanding the difficulties presented by
its indistinct and crabbed type, Its Intricate
and ball illegible script, Its arbitrary genders,
its liluhly artificial inflectional system,

and Us Illogical syntax, its study is extolled not
only as a means of mental culture and dis-
cipline, but as an impulse to originality of
thought and expression. These (acts render
all the more noteworthy the leading article In
Aminiiiubei, just issued, of Professor Hans
l>elbiuck'i Preusslche Jarbucher, p-rhas the
most prominent ol Germauy literary reviews.
Itis from me pen of Dr. A.Schroer, professor
of philology at the University of Freibure, and
Its subject Is the Importance of introducing
into tlie schools the study of a universal lan-
guage (Weltsprache).

The writer begins by condemning all at-
tempts, however scientific, to construct an arti-
ficial language, like Volapuk. No language
which possesses neither literatuie, historical
development, nor linguistic relations can ever
serve as a medium of general communication,
for tl'.o reason that no one will take (he Trouble
to acqulie it, merely as a "tool of trade," until
It becomes universal; therefoie it never can
become universal.

Such attempts, however, are not onlyIdle and
aimless, because they can never obtain me con-
sent of mankind, but they are useless, for, fays
Professor Schroer, there exist* already a uni-
versal language, i.c.. a language which, by its
spread over the whole earth and by the ease
with which it may be learned, has already
gained such a lone step in advance that neither
natural nor artificial means can deprive Itof Its
assured position as the future medium of inter-
national Intercourse. Aud this language Iitoe
English.
Itis Interesting to flDd this fact acknowl-

edged and promulgated by one of tlielor«mo«t
of German periodicals. During the present
crnuiry the English-speaking copulation of the
world has increased live-fold—from possibly
"5.000,000 at its commencement to at lease
125,000,000 at Its close. Mo other language
li:is ever been so rapidly developed; no fact lv
civil hlblory Is more significant than
this. In ail quarters of Ilie world the
English language Is the conquering tongue;
the wide spread of the English colonial sys-
tem, the marvelous growth of the United
States, and the facility with which it absorbs
every foreign element, bear witness to this
great fact. Therefore, Professor Sliroer advo-
cate!) making the study of the English obli-
gatory, not necessarily to the exclusion ofLatin
aud Greek, but at lea»t In conjunction with
them. "This," says he,. "Is not a questiou of
taste or of rivalry between the 'moderns' and
the 'ancients'; it is simply a historical neces-
sity."

Professor Schrocr is careful to warn his
readers not to net their aim too high, for to

j It-am to speak and v. 11to fluently and correctly
Ia language which holds so higtia place in the
!scale of culture and refinement as the English
iIs "monstrously difficult," but for the average

\u25a0 man this Is not necessary, for even the average
!Englishman has but a limited command of his
mother tongue, and the dally intercourse of

jliferequires but a small and easily acquired
vocabulary. This is true of every language,
but; the absi-nce of puzzling genders and Inflec-
tions and syntactical forms renders the English
easy in comparison with others. "The Eng-
lish." concludes Professor Scuroer, "Is the
world speech, aud will, to all appearances, be.

AN ENTERING WEDQE.

Beginning of a Very Important
Water Litigation.

Sax Ben-xakdixo, Juno 21.

Oraneo
County Constable Smythe has beeu In the
city several days serving noiieos in an im-
portant suit brought in the Superior
Court of Orange County by the Anaheim
Union Water Company and Santa Ana Val-
ley Irrigation Company against the Jurupa
Land and Water Company. The action,
according to the terms of the not:ce, is to
quiet title of plaintiffs, and the stock-
holders to their right to have the waters
cf Santa Ana River and the whole thereof
flnw in their natural courses down to "Bed-
rock" crossing in the county of Orange,
State of California, which "Bedrock" Is
north Gl dfp., east G chains from the sec-
ond station (if tho boundary of Rancho San
Jonquin, iv that county, and right of said
plaintiffs and their stockholders to divert
said waters from6aid stream to tho extent
of 12,000 inches, and that the claims
of the defendants to the waters of
said Santa Ana River, to divert
and use the same or any portion thereof
are without richt. and that the defendants
need each of them to be prohibited and
perpetually restrained from using the
waters of the Santa Ana R; ver or auy por-
tion thereof for any purpose.
ItIs understood that the claim of the

plaintiffs is based on riparian rights, and
ifsuccessful against the defendants they

willproceed with other suits against large
users of water who divert streams from
the Santa Ana River at points along the
river above the head of plaintiff's canal.

The Santa Ana .River runs dry from a
point about three miles above Cotton,
where it rises again. At Colton, River-
side canals take out all the water of the
river, aud in a dry season the river runs
dry for several miles, find at ltincon rises
again, furnishing a lar^o supply of water
to plaintiffs.

This case involves questions of law and
rights bearing on the ownership of water
not heretofore t°sted in this part of tlie
State, riparian rights, and the right to
follow water in the channel of a river after
it sinks under the durfuee. This suit is
the opening wedge that may lead to an
endless amount of litigatiou.

AFTER FIVE YEARS.
A Pistol Wound Brings Death to a

Young Man.
SEATTLE, June 21.— Frank A. Conant

died at his home in tnis city to-night from
the effects ot a bullet wound received in
his throat from the pistol of a highway-
man inCincinnati five years ago. Conant
was at that time livine at Avondale. a
si'.hurb of Cincinnati. One evening while
driving home with his father's team from
the city a masked robber commanded him
to hold up his hands, and wheu he failed
to obey he shot him, the bullet entering
young Conant's throat.

Tlie elder Conant was at that time con-
nected with the Big Four Kailroad, and
usually carried big sums of money, so
robbery was doubtless the motive. The
highwayman was never found. When
Conaat recovered he came to this city.
To-night the old wound broke and be died
suddenly.

WILL RAISE THE RENT.

Wants More Money From the Gov-
ernment.

San* Jose, June 21.—The Postoffiee
Department is in a dilemma as regards
affairs here. Tie new building now in
course of construction will not bo ready
for occupation tillnext January, and the
lease of the present quartersexpires on the
14th of next month. It is understood that
the owner of t lie building will then de-
mand an increar.o in the rent from 8100 to
SoOO per month. Government inspectors
have recently beon In this city looking up
the matter. The department will prob-
ably have to stand the raise or secure tem-
porary <iu«irter3 at considerable expense

and trouble, so that two moves of the
office in this city may be mado in the next
six months.

FOR HER LIFE.
The Trial of Mrs. Boyd for Her Hus-

band's Murder.
Seattle, Juise 21.— The third day of

the Boyd murder trial ended with wit-
nesses of tho defense on the stand, the
prosecution bavins rested Its case early
in the afternoon. So far tho case has but
few startling developments beyond the
testimony of Policeman Hogle to-day, to
the effect that the defendant told him she
had mnrdered her lover willfully. Indica-
tions are that on to-morrow the sensational
letters which passed between Boyd and
the woman in which many men of promi-
nence are named willbe introduced.

DEATH ON MICE AND SNAKES
How Armadillos and Iguanas Secure

and Destroy Their Prey.
£dinburf?h Review.

The armadillo, us eccentric Inills habits as In
his appearance, does the duty of the domestic

jc.v among the field mice, wliieu are terribly
Idestructive. Voracious in his appetite, lie is
isedentary by inclination; but he can llnd bla
!(tame with very little trouble. Mice are always

moie or less abuudani, though periodically and
almost punctually their numbers decline, but

j In certain yeaiß they positively swarm. Then
I the dog* subsist on them; they faiten ihe poul-
! try, and gnat flights of lowl of the air are per-

petually on [lie liover over their bleeding
! giounds. As for the armadillo, liegoes lo work

methodically, quartering the plain UKe a well-
bred beaule and Miiniugthe eartli with pretei-
natural acuieoess.

When his none informs him that a mouse
Is near he creeps up stealthily towaid the m>'>',
then slowly drawing himself up and making
Ins spiliiu he traps Hie niotiie or a whole
familyof mice beneath his body. But he do-s
not confine liimselt lo a mouse and Inject diet.
In.iltacKiug a snake he uses his Impenetrable
body aimor as a weapon of onVnse. A friend
of Mr. Hudson witnessed one of these encount-

| ers. The armadillo rushed upon a snaUc.which
i vainly soogilt toescape, ;md rocked himself to
! and fro on the body until the snake was cut up
i Into seciiuus under the sharp edces of the arma-

dillo's bony covering. Should animal food fail: him the armadillo f;ills back upon vegetables,
! !«o that he need never take more than indis-

pensable exercise, and can always keep himself
incomfortable condition.

Another inveterate enemy of the snakes is
their eogener, t!ie iguma. or (treat lizard, of
which Mr.Hudson tells a comical story, related
to him by a Guacuo friend, who was ridiiu'
caielessly along letting one end cf his lasso
tiail behind: "He noticed a large leuana Iving
apparently asleep in the sun, and though lie
rode by it veiy closely It did not s'lr. but no
sooner Uad he passed it, than it raised its head

alter the iope and dealt It a succession of vio-
lent blows wiih Its tall.
