In the Berlin Second District to-day the
united strength of three parties was not
sufficient to defeat Herr Fischer, the can-
d.date of the Social Democrats.

In the First Berlin Distriet Dr. Langer-
haus, Riehterist, scored the first success
yet credited to that party or faetion.

Chaneellor von Caprivi, Dr. Mique!, Dr.
Stephan and other pclitical notables voted
for Langerhaus. With this deecisive ex-
ampie before them of the Ministers aciu-
ally supporting an opponent of the bill
rather than allow the Socialists to tri-
umph, the adhesion of the electors to the
Government candidates, where they are
opposed by Socialists, becomes secured.
Herr Riehter will probably be retired from
the leadership of the Freisinnige party,
for the organs demand his resignation,
liolding Lim responsible for the extinction
of the party.

The speech of Emperor William in open-
ing the session of the Reichstag is awaited
with much anxisty, as report has it that
his language will menace a restriction of
the suffrage. In an interview to-day a
prominent Minister said that the Govern-
meunt neither anticipated further dissolu-
tion of the Reiclistag nor any encroacn-
menton the suffrage.

The second bailot in Offenburg, Baden,
resuited in the return of the Centrist can-
didate, Maximilian Reichter. In Hanau,
Hesse-Nassau, it resulted in the defeat of
Editor Hech, the Social Demoecrat, and the
election of Burgomaster Stroh, Conserva-
tive.

WAR ON GLADSTONE.

{ The Parnellites Have Shown
Their Hand at Last.

They Will Take Home Rule Only If
They Can Get It in Their
Own Way.

L.oxDpoXN, June 24.—The leaders of the
Parnellite section of the Irish Parliamen-
tary party have issued an appeal to the
Irish people in America to enlist sympathy
in an endeavor to save from shipwreck the
movement on which the future of their
common country and the hope of her chil-
{dren largely depends. The appeal says:
**The surrender of Parnell in obedience to
{ English dictation was followed by a war-
fare in Ireland against everybody refusing
to participate. In your ranks Euoghish in-
fluence asserted its sway and the Irish-
Americans, who formerly prided them-
selves on their nationality, now deem it
| better to do humble duty as an Irish tail
{ to the English party. They are donating
funds to help the reactionaries ia Ireland
| and endeavoring to do them service by
spreading calumnies regarding us. The
| statement that the American fund is in-
| tended for the use of both sections of the

Irish representatives is untrue, for the
| fands raised by the nationazl federation
| have been employed in foreing us to ex-
pensive contests. Our attitudeon the home-
rule bill, which it was stated we opposed,
bas been one of constant vigilance to
amend its provisions aud extead its scope.
[Our eppunants have been silent while re-
| strietion afser restriction have been grafted
[into the Lill. Now the climax has come.

“The P’rime Minister husannounced that
{ he intends o withhold froin Ireland tor six
vears after the passage of the bill the
power of imposing, controlling or inter-
fering with her own taxes. They are to
be regnlated by imperial authority and
Ireland is to be compelled to contribute
one-third of her whole revenue toward im-
perial charges in addition to a possible
war tax.

“These facts make it clear thatif the
home-rule bill be carried it must be ren-
dered worthy of acceptance by the Irish,
and the fight for pationality both of Ire-
land and her Parliament must be main-
tained with vigor. We comuit to you the
solemn duty of donating your share of the
work in which we are engaged. We appeal
to you in a great crisis that is more dan-
j gerous than any that has heretefore
thireatened the national life of Ireland
within our memory.”

KING OF COLTS.

The American Derby Won
by Boundless.

POPULAR, BUT NO FAVORITE.

He Came Out Fighting for Iis Head
and Won With Plenty of
Run Left.

Special to THE MorNING CALL.

CHICAGO, June 24, —Thetenth American
Derby iz over, and like the majority of
great races this vear it brought woee to the
betting public and jov to the bookmakers.

{ The largest crowd that ever gathered ona
{ racetrack in this country saw Boundless

win in a canter. The race was run for one
of the heaviest purses ever hung up, and
the record of the American Derby was
lowered. "T'he borses were started after
the most outrageous and vexatious delay
at the post ever seen on the running turf.
It was an ideal day and the track was in
perfect condition. ‘I'here was nothing,
therefore, to prevent the race being run
strietly on its merits and the best horse
carried off the prize. Whether Boundless
could win over such a field again when a
prompt start was made is apother matter,
but he won to-day and he won honestly.

The grand stand, betting-ring, club-
house and lawns swarmed with 75,000 peo-
ple. Carriages, four-in-hands and qther
conveyances by hundreds were packed in-
side the track, but before the race started
several thousand left the grouuds tired of
waiting. The worst of it was there wasno
excuse for delay at the post. At 4:20 the
horses broke to a beautiful start, but they
were called back and kept at the post
seveniy minutes, till some of them were
in no condition to do as well as they might
otherwise have done. Boundless, though
not a favorite, was with his stable com-
panion, Lookout, well backed, and the
victory was by no means unpopular.
Don Alonzo, who carried a mint of money,
was never in the race at any stage.

The amount of money that changed
hands at the track upon the race was fully
800,000, for it was the heaviest betting
day that Chicago has ever known—and the
bookmakers kept most of the wagers.

But little interest centered in the races
preceding. Some of the candidates for the
great event went past the stand at the close
of the secona race, but attracted little at-
tention, as they were not generally recog-
nized. A short time before the Derby was
to start, *Monk” Overton was arrested at
the instance of Ed Corrigan, who claimed
that tbe colored boy was under contract to
ride for him in the race. The arrestcreated
considerable comment, and another jockey
was secured for Ramapo,

The paddock bell rang at 4:05 and a few
minutes later the bugle called the horses
out for dress parade. Ingomar anppeared
firet  and “recéived a joyous welcome.
Chorister and St. Leonard followed, and
then came Clifford, Don Alonzo, Bound-
less, fighting for his bead, and Lookont.
All were cheered uproariously and the
others, followingin rapid suceession, shared
in the applause. DBy 4:20 the field was at
the post and a succession of false starts
were made, At last it was nearly 6
o’cloek when the flag dropped and even
then the start was not a good one. St,
Croix and Chorister had a slight advan-
tage, but Don Alonzo’s nose was near by,
and Ingomar was at Lis girth. A length
away and half a length apart came Plutus,
Aldebaran, Clifford, Lookout and G. W.
Johnsoun, while the rear was fetched up by
Ramapo, Boundlese, St Leonard, Oporto,
Tyro and Strathrose, the Enczlish horse,
At least ten lengths separated the leader
from the last horse, but the crowda was
well pleased and young Ray on Plutus and
Miller on Aldebaran drew their whips at
once and sent their mounts to the front.

in the meantime the backers of Don
Alonzo was horritied to see him disappear-
ing in the rear, aithough Lamley was
plainly bard at work to keep him up. At
the three-quarter pole Plutus had his head
in front, with Aldebaran moving easiiy by
his side. These were followed a length
away by St. Croix and Ingomar, and then
came Johnson, Lookout and Clifford, and
the others followed as before. As the
horses rushed down toward the stand
Lookout moved out of the bunch and took
first place, with Aldebaran second, =
length and a half ahead of Plutus, bshind
whom came St. Croix, Johnson, Clifford,
Ingowar and Boundless.

1o the run from the grand stand to the
quarter pole, St. Leonard pulled up to
third place, three-quarters of a length
from Lookout and Aldebaran, amid frantic
cheers from the backers of Taral’s moun!,
but tha crowd failed to notice that Bound-
less followed St. Leonard in his advance
at two lengths distance. Only Ingomar,
Chorister and Jochnson separated Bound-
less from Sit. Leonard. Going along to
half, Boundless was hindered consider-
ably, and Garrison kept his mount back te
avoid being pocketed.

In the meantime Lookout dropped out,
and Aldebaran was leading at the end of
the first mile, St. Leonard was at the
leader’s girth, with ingomar a length
away and Chorister and Clifford next, but
suddenly Garrison saw an opening and
shot Boundless forward.

Martin drew his whip and sent Clifford
after him and the great struggie was on in
earrest. ‘Taral saw them coming and
drew ahead of Aldebaran, and the order
as they swung into the stretch was: St.
Leonard, Clifiord, Aldebaran, Boundless,
Ingomar, Chorister and St. Croix. Down
the course they came amid mad cries from
the grand stand, and a sixteenth from
home Boundless passed St. Leonard and
Clifford as though they were standing
still. The crowd was breatnless with sur-
prise for a brief moment and then cheers
for Boundless oroke into pandemonium.

Boundless went under the wire at least
six lengths ahead, with pleuty of run left,
in 2:36, while St. Leonard beat Clifford
three lengths for the place. Aldebaran
was fourth four lengths away, Chorisier
fitth, Jobnson sixth, Ingomar seventh,
Tyro eighth, St. Croix ninth, Plutus tenth,
Ramapo eleventh, Don Alonzo twelfth,
Lookout thirteenth, Oporto fourteentn
and Strathrose last.

There wasnothing stingy in the applause
which greeted Bouudless. The vast con-
course stood up and shouted for five min-
utes and even the Washington Park offi-
cials smiled almost audibly at the realiza-
tion that the rich prize was to stay in the
West. Jim Cushing, the owner of Bound-
less, rushed up and threw his arms about
the animal’s neck. He was invited into

the judges’ stand and given a $50,000 check,
and be waved the paper to the crowd, his
face being a picture of uncontrollable joy,
and the crowd cheered back as though it
had an interest at stake. 1t is understood
that Garrison got 85000 fer the winning
mount. He was picked up on the shoulders
of spectators and borne to his dressing-
room,

The vietery of Boundless established the
fact that Morello is the king of the three-
yvear-olds, inasmuch as be beat Boundless
at even weights in the Hawthorne Derby.

Office.

WEEPING AND REJOICING.

And Still No Man Knows Just How
the Camperdown Sunk the
Victoria.

Special to THE MoORNING CALL

Loxpox, June 24.—The disastar to the
battle-ship Victoria has erowded out every
other subject and completely monopolized
the thoughts of the people, and much
speculation is indulged in as to the prob-
able cause of the collision.

In the absence of any official explana-
tion, Admiral Philip Colomb, one of the
best known naval authorities, has, in an
interview, given a most plausible theory.
His belief is that the fleset was perform-
ing a2 manouver knowr as ‘‘chauging
columns.” The fleet would be divided
into two parallel columns, led by Admiral
Tyron and Admiral Markham re-
spectively. The vessels would be one-
tenth of a mile apart, and the ships
of one column would change places with
the correspondinz ships of the other
column. The ships whila passing each
other would be nearer together than dur-
ing any other mansuver. He says the fact
that the Camperdown struck the Victoria’s
starboard turret fully bears out this
theory, for a collision would be inevitable
if, when the vessels were steaming at a
tangent to each other, the machinery of
either should collapse and the vessel
swerve. In such case the Camperdown
woula bave been driven slantwise against
the Victoria, whose side has been fairly
ripped open. Two admirals, both expertis,
and a post captain, who discussed the
matter fuily, finally concluded that Ad-
miral Colomb’s view is correct and that
the machinery of one of the vessels must
have collapsed.

Crowds of people remained all night be-
fore the Admiralty Office in hopes of get-
ting definite information in regard to the
fate of relatives oun board the ill-fated
battle-ship Victoria. At 6 o°clock this
niorning the list of those saved was re-
ceived, and later it was posted on the bul-
letin-board in front of the office. When
the list was read to the crowd many touch-
ing scenes resulted. Some, overwrought
by the strain of anxiety, fainted with joy
when the name of the loved one was men-
tioned among the saved; others, overcome
with grief when the list was completed
and the missing one’s name was not men-
tioned, swooned and fell to the ground.
Hundreds came in from the provinces to

ASTRONOMER SCHAEBERLE.

He Arrives at New York With News
of the Eclipse.

NEW YoREk, June 24.—Professor J. M.
Schaeberle of the Lick OCbservatory ar-
rived here to-day on the Pacific Mail
steamer City of Para. He has just re-
turned from a trip taken for the sake of
proving a theory which he had about the
cause of the corona of the sun, as it ap-
pears during a total eclipse, and he had
the satisfaction of substantiating his
former beliefs. Furthier than this, he has
taken the largest photographs which have
ever been taken of an eclipse of the sun,
and bas secured details of the formation
of the corona which are more full than
any which bave hitherto been secured.

Professor Schaeberle’s theory, which he
went to South America to. prove by the
eclipse of the sun of April 16, was that the
beautiful coroma which aprears every
time there is a total eclipse of the sun is
caused by the fact that the sun is covered
with immense voleances, whieh continu-
aily beleh forth great masses of molten
material which the sun drew back to it
with a speed which cguld notv be realized.
He believes it to be a settled question, and
if so he has done a good deal for science.
This is the firsc time accurate or satisfac-
tory information has been printed about
what Professor Schaeberle really accom-
plished.

SIMONDS DID NOT PAY,

Though He Took Copies of Every-
thing the Government Did.

The Fight to Break the Telephone
Monopofy Has Now Been
Fairly Begun.

WASHINGTON, June 24.—A feature of
the Patent Office aisbarment proceedings
to-day was the the testimony of Mr.
Simonds. He said that two months afrer
he became Commissioner of Patents there
came before him the question as to
whether the application of Daniel Drow-
bough for improvements in the telephone,

led on Aypri! 3, 1884, was barred by the
public use and sale of the Edisen micro-
phone two years prior to the filing of the
application. He decided that a statutory
bar existed and the decision was published
in the Gazette on November 2, 1891, the
day after the rendering of the decision.

The examiner in charge of the electrical
division reported to him upon the status
of Emii Berliner’s application for a patent
on a telephone, which had been pending
sinece 1878. It appeared that the Berliner
application was then ready for 1ssue and
had been ready for some years except for
the persible interferenes with Drawbangh,
but, as the Drawbaugh auwplication had
been killed, he had ordered the Berliner
application fissued, which was done on
November 17, 1891. About a year iater
Attorney-General Miller called upon him
and said that he was considering the
bringinz of a suit in the name of the Gov-

ernment to repeal the Berliner patent, and |

requasted Simonds’ opinion. Simonds had
several interviews with Secretary Noble
on the subject, and took strong ground
against the advisability of bringing the
snir. About this time the Government
began ordering copies of the Berliner and
Bell papers, and, as the suit was an attack
npon his (Simonds) action in issuing the
Berliner patent, he determined to have
copies of everything the Govercment had,
and after gaining the consent of Secretary
Noble e gave orders to that effect. He
never paid for these copies and never in-
tended to. Arguments in the case will
begin on July 6.

THE WORST IS OVER NOW,

Money for San Francisco That it
Is Not Probable Wiil
Be Needed.

Epecial to THE MORNING CALL

NEw YoRrK, June 2¢.—The sitanation in
banking circies to-day is less apprehensive
than has been felt in some time. Without
concealing their anxiety as to the possible
strain of the next two weeks, bank officials
congratulated one another that there had
been a subsidence of the acute distress
which has been manifested at different
cities for so longz, and there was gratifica-
tion at the apparent reiurn to a more
reasonable feeling in the community where
a currency panic was threatened.

The failure of the Cataract Bank at
Niacara TFalls was a reminder that the
existing distrust was not moving in one
direction, like the cholera epidemic, but
still prevailed in different parts of the
country, and was likely to break out again
in loealities where excitement had pre-
viously risen higher and then subsided,
But the tone of the country as a whola
and the better conditions at the West were
reflected in a continuance of the repay-
ment of loans made in the recent severe
erisis,

No further alarming developmenis were
reported from San Francisco and there is
a growing belief that the worst of the
trouble in California is over. The im-
provement in that State, however, has not
been su flicient to step entirely the calls on
New York for funds. At the sub-treas-
ury to-day $340,000 in gold certificates was
turned in to secure telegraphie transfers
at San Francisco and one bank shipped
§300,000 direct. The total outflow of cur-
rency to California for the day may have
reached $700,000 and shipments to other
interior poinis were nominal.,

The sub-treasury paid out-$134.612 for
Government interest due on July 1, mak-
ing a total of $196,567, including payments
made on Friday.

The weekly bank statement is as fol-
lows: Reserve, decrease, $3,295,000; loans,
decrease, $4,714,000; deposits, decrease,
$8,472,000. The banks now hold $5,482,000
in excess of the requirements.
