Rev. J. J. Prendergast celebrated the
mass. He delivered a pleasing address to
the young ladies. in which he congratu-
lated them for their work, and he wished
the council would be an epoch in the
history of the Young Ladies' Institute,
that it would frame wise laws and be pro-
ductive of good.

At the communion the ladies attended
the altar in a body, by which they observed
a custom of the society.

During the afternoon delegates were
taken to the park and cliffand other re-
sorts around San Francisco.

This morning the Grand Institute will
open inRemembrance Hall. Odd Fellows'
building. Reports of grand officers will
be read at the morning session, aud the
constitution will be amended in the after-
noon. There will be a reception to dele-
gates at Metropolitan Hall at night.

Tuesday will be devoted to an all-day
session, and the board of presidents,
Young Men's Institute, willreceive the
ladies at Union-square Hall at night.

Wednesday will be scent in electing
grand officers for the ensuing year, and in
the evening Young Ladies' Institute No.
1 will entertain their visiting sisters In
Knights of Red Branch Hall.

The sessions of Thursday willconclude
the council's work tor this year, and on
Friday evening Young Ladies' Institute
No. 2 willhold a reception at Sl. George's
Hulland close the round of festivities.
It willbe shown by reports of grand of-

ficers that the institution is flourishing.
The membership, scattered over the coast,
is IGOO, and the number of branches thirty-
five. The total amount paid in sick bene-
fits last year was 53.893 50; in death bene-
fits, $1650, and the balance on hand is
£8000. From this showing itmay be seen
that the Mutual Benevolent Association,
organized six years ago in this' city by
Catholic young women, is a complete suc-
cess.

DANGER REALIZED

A Large Falling; Off in
Ferry Travel.

The Boats Carried Comfortable Loads
* All Day, but They Werl Not

Crowded as Usual.

There was a large falling off in ferry
travel yesterday.

This was without doubt doe to a reali-
zation by the public of the danger of over-
crowding the bay steamers.

Instead of the thousands who flocked
alone the ferry-slips last Sunday there
were only hundreds visible. There was no
crushing, no clamoring for admission to
the ferry-gate? as on previous Sundays.

The lall.rig off was particularly notice-
able at the Sausalito, San Kafael and Tibu-
ron slips. Sergeant Mahony, who has
been stationed at these slips for years,
stated that the day was a "frost" for the
railroad and ferry companies.' Instead of
being jammed to the water's edge with
human freight there was only a comforta-
ble crowd on board the steamers. The 5
o'clock return boats from Tiburon and
Sausalito were not half as thronged as on
previous Sundays. .

The companies are beginning to see that

unless sufficient accommodations are pro-
vided for Sunday and holiday travel the
public do not intend to risk their lives on
the overcrowded ferries.

On all the ferries yesterday the travel
was estimated at just one-half of what it
was last Sunday; although the day was a
perfect one for an outing.

United States Inspector Berralngham,
who has been personally endeavoring to
prevent overcrowding of the ferries, was
not on hand yesterday. Even lf he were
present, there would have been no occa-
sion for his services.

The opposition ferry-steamer, Frank
Silva, was the only bay steamer tbat
carried crowds all day long.

The steamer Eureka, which arrived yes-
terday, reported that the tug Sea Witch,
with two lighters in tow from San Pedro
to San Francisco, had arrived safely at
Port Harford.

The water-front police were on the look-
out yesterday for Phllline Hendricks, the
coxswain of the Thetis, who is wanted in
Mare Islands to be tried for desertion.

The coast defense steamer Monterey was
expected to leave Mare Island for San
Francisco on Saturday. Her arrival was
looked for yesterday, but she did not put
in an appearance. It was learned at the
Merchants' Exchange that the Monterey
had left Mare Island according to
schedule, but had steamed direct to sea on
her way to Seattle in order to attend the
great celebration which takes place there
on July 4. i_

BIG BILL'S LUCK.

Rich Find of Gold in an
Old Mine.

A Small Specimen of the Ore Is
Valued at Two Hundred

Dollars.

Big BillHiggins is the luckiest sort of a
man.

Ten days ago he did not possess wealth
enough to make him feel certain that he
could eat with any degree ot regularity for
seven consecutive days. To-day be is the
owner of some of the finest specimens of
gold quartz that were ever found cached
on the Nevada City ledge and a mine
which gives promise of proving a most
profitable one.

It was luck pure and simple which gave
Billthese things too.

For years the old Blue Rock mine of
Sierra County has been looked upon as a

mighty poor claim. Men without number
have attempted to work it,and men with-
out number have made failures of their
attempts. There didn't seem to be any-
thing in the mine worth delving after.

So many were the failures made in con-
nection with the place that finally people
began to look upon it as a "hoodoo," andwhen "BigBill"expressed his determina-
tion to try his hand at the concern people
simply believed he was going daft.

He wasn't, however, as later develop-
ments proved.

He hadn't been hammering away in the
old shaft more than a few hours when he
struck something which caused him to
cheer up a bit.
It was dirt of the richest kind and In

which the gold fairly glistened.
"Ob, that doesn't show anything," said

the town wiseacres when Bill exhibited
his first finds. "The other fellows struck
tbe same kind of stuff, but where are they
to-day? All you will get ifyon keep on
digging is water, and a man's a fool who
dies for that."

Higgins kept on digging, however, and
he did not get water. Instead he struck a
pocket, out of which he has taken no small
amount of good gold and whlrh still con-
tinues to yield generously to Its discoverer.

A sample of what is being taken out was
brought to the city yesterday, and attracted
much attention among mining men by its
great wealth.

The rock is about four Inches long, andof an equal height and contains over S2OO
worth of gold.

The metal runs through it In thick lay-
ers, and shines forth so brightly that it
appears as though Ithad been attached to
the quartz by artificialmeans.

In formation it resembles somewhat an
elephant's head, and is thought so great
a curio that the Mining Bureau is making
strenuous efforts to obtain iland forward
it to Chicago.

The gentleman who brought it to the
city, while prizing It highly, does not ap-
pear able to discover anything extraor-
dinary about it,and says it is simply, a
specimen of what "Big Bill"is daily tak-
ing out of the hoodoo mine. Hence the
large William individual's claim on good
luck.

CUTTING THEM OFF.
Changing the Employes of the Elec-

tric Road.
The employes of trie San Francisco and

San Mateo Electric road are ina state of
uncertainty and uneasiness about the way
in which the officials of the company are
wielding the ax during the past fortnight.
Very few of the old conductors or motor-
men are now to be seen on tho road, and
more dismissals are expected on the first of
the month. Ten more victims, it is said,
willbe sacrificed at the end of the present
week.'

The reason given for the wholesale dis-
missals is that a number of conductors'
returns to the office did not agree with
those of spotters recently employed to
keep count of the number of passengers.

The mototmen are also blamed for acci-
dents which have occurred lately, and
there is no telling when the changes will
Stop. j . >

The officers of the company claim that
careless employes have not observed the
rules In the matter of giving and exchang-
ing transfers, and tnat many patrons of
the road have received transfers from for-
eign lines and aealn received their trans-
fer to foreign roads.

In this manner the 2% cents the electric
road should secure as its share has been
entirely lost and passengers carried foi
nothing on tbe San Mateo line.

The Final Rite in Trinity
Was Baptism.

"ARISE LET US GO HENCE."

Bishop Wingfield's Eloquent Words
at the Closing of Trinity Church.

Parishioners Say Farewell.

***-»«, Church. "Let us
gather up our religious memories and take
them to our new home."
Itwas the last sermon that willever be

preached in the oldchurch building at the
corner of Powell and Post streets and a
densely crowded congregation had as-
sembled to say farewell to their church.
Trinity congregation is noted for being
peculiarly united and devoted. There was
something almost pathetic In the tender-
ness and affection with which the parish-
ioners said a mute farewell to their
familiar house of worship.

The services consisted of matins and the
eurcharist. There were present Right
Rev. William Ford Nichols D.D., Right
Rev. Y. H. D. Wingfield D.D., Bishop of
Northern California; Bishop Leonard of
Nevada and Utah ;Rev. George Edward
Walk, rector; Dr. George H. Yenks; Rev.
Randolph of Alameda.
"I have considered the years of old and

the days which are past," was the text of
Bishop Wingfield's sermon, which touched
briefly upon the history of Trinity Church
from Its foundation to the present day.'
"The story of the lifeof a parish is but a
fragment of human history." said the
preacher, "and the story of the parish in
whose history we note a mile-stone to-day
is less than half a century old. Yet it is
coeval with the subjugation of a wilder-
ness and the foundation of an empire."

The bishop went on to mention what
be called "The oft-repeated story of Ameri-
can civilization, vice in the vanguard, fol-
lowed by virtue—the saloon followed by
the church. In each-little pioneer hamlet
some earnest men and women assembled
for prayer. Those who met in San Fran-
cisco on Sunday, July 8, 1549. in a cr.eer-
less room, did not realize that they were
making history by laying the foundation
of the Protestant Episcopal Church on
this coast. Alluding affectionately to his
own short pastorate of Trinity parish,
Bishop Wingfield said: "No one could
have greater cause to love and appreciate
yourchurch than your preacher upon this
day."

After continuing the history of tbe pres-
ent year the bishop referred to the labor,
fatigue and anxiety which the present
rector. Rev. George Edward Walk, has un-
dergone in connection with the new build-
ing since he shouldered the responsibility
of the mother church of this diocese. He
added, however, that most of the difficulties
are now overcome and. that everything is
progressing toward a favorable completion
of the new structure at Bush and Gough
streets.

The preacher concluded by touching
upon the relations between the church and
the people. "To many present to-day," he
said, "this church has been their only
religious home. Here they were baptized
and married, and here they have sorrowed
for their dettd. Surely a place hallowed
by so many sacred memories must be truly
dear. Let us gather up our religious memo-
ries and take them to our new bouse, that
our church may continue to be. as in so
many past years, a center of charity and
religion. Arise! Let us go hence."

As he concluded there were many moist
eyes among the congregation, and people
left their places more slowly and linger-
ingly than usual. They seemed loath to
pass out of the church for the last time. A
very largo number remained for commu-nion, at which Bishop Nichols was the
celebrant.

The chorus was sung by the choir of
Trinity Church.

A number of ladies stayed after church
to receive some of the altar flowers as
souvenirs. As they were waiting near the
font they discovered that the last service
actually to be performed in Trinity
Church was a baptism. An immense
amount of attention and admiration was
showered upon the infant who was the
hero of the hour.

The rector. Rev. George Edward Walk,
performed the rite, the child receiving the
name of Robert.

Notices were distributed In the pews
yesterday stating that on the first Sunday
In July, and regularly on Sundays there-
after until further notice, services willbe
held at the usual hours in Golden Gate
hall, Sutter street, between Mason and
Taylor. The sittings in the hall willbe
allotted as nearly as possible in conformity
with those now held by pewholdera in the
present church.
