
GROWING UNEASY.

The Hawaiian People Not
Satisfied.

A PERPLEXING SITUATION.

Minister Blount Not Popular With
Americans and Advocates of

Annexation.

Special Correspondence of The Morning Gall.

Honolulu, June 19.—While the situa-
tion has not materially changed since last
mail there have been interesting develop-
ments which have more or less direct
bearing upon the annexation issue. The
fact that Minister Blount has subjected
liiins.-lf to severe comment from annexa-
tionists by his conduct and that of his
private secretary is In itself significant.

Minister Blount's trip to the island of
Maui, already reported in The Call, has
been productive of chagrin on his part,
owing to the fact that his presence on the
Spreckelsville plantation was taken ad-
vantage of by the leading royalists of
Maul, for the purpose of making it the
occasion of a political demonstration in
favor of the ex-Queen. Americans are of
the opinion itwas largely Minister Blount's
fr'.ult, as he went there accompanied by
W. H.Corn well. Charles Nordhoff, Glaus
Strreckels' sou and Spreckels' partner, W.
G. Irwin, all lending royalists and tlie
political pride of the ex-Queen's party.
. It was pointed out that up tothe moment
of Minister Blount's trip to Maul he had
positively declined all invitations and
courtesies extended to him since his
arrival by the Americans resident here ;
and the fact [bat lie placed himself will-
ingly in the bands of the royalist leaders
on his Maui trip lias subjected him to
more or le*s uncomfortable criticism from
his country.

(i.r his return to Honolulu he took occa-
sion to express the chagrin he felt at the
indignity which he considered bad been
done him by his friends, the royalists, tak-
ing advantage of - his presence at Spreck-
elsville to have the laborers in the pay of
Messrs. Spreckels and Cornvvell turn his
visit into the nucleus of a political demon-
stration. He said this much to United
States Consul Severance, who apologized,
as best he could, to the Americans in
Honolulu.

Another thing which has brought Min-
ister Blount into disfavor is his refusal
last Saturday to attend a meeting of
American citizens called to arrange for the
usual Fourth of July celebration. Ithas
been the custom for the past fiftyyears
for the American Minister to personally
cull sue': a meeting to order.

tu the present case, after much hesita-
tion, Miici-ter Blount ordered the call
advertised in the local newspapers, and
the American residents assembled at tlie
Arlington House on last Saturday evening
in consequence. After waiting some time
United States Consul Severance called the
meeting to order and in explanation said :
"Last year, as has been the custom, the
American Minister [Stevens] was present;
but Mr. Blount has just sent me word that
he was so pressed by business that lie finds
it impossible to attend and has requested
me to fillhis place."

Tlie announcement was received with
quiet smiles and the Americans, who were
out in force, proceeded to arrange for a
celebration .which will be upon a larger
scare than ever. Minister Blount has
greatly injured himself with Americans
by this open evasion of his duty as Min-
ister and by the reckless manner in which
he lias broken through a local custom
without apparent reason.
Itis learned upon the very best author-

ity that Minister Blount has not sent bis
report, nor any portion thereof, to Wash-
ington as yet. What.be has sent thus far
lias been in the form of briefs and general
outlines of the workdone and to be done
by him while here, ile said to The Call
representative two days ago, "1have not
yet finished my report, and Icould not get
it finished for two iveegs yet if1 had two
more typewriters." He refused to answer
the question as to whether he would delay
his report uutil his return, which he ex-
pects willtake place as soon as the next
mail from Washington arrives here by the
Alameda.

The Provisional Government is acting
very judiciously in carrying out diplomatic
arrangements for the future. In regard to
the proposed new treaty, to be submitted
to the United States, it iias been decided
not to act further until word lias been re-
ceived from the Cleveland administra-
tion through Minister Thurston at Wash-
ington, through whom this Government
has already asked for some definite ex-
pression ofopinion concerning annexation
or a protectorate. In the meantime, the
Government has carried out its intention
to fortify the executive building, which is
now surrounded by riflepits, and is prac-
tically impregnable.

Tins afternoon, at the regular meeting
of the executive and advisory councils.
Minister Damon's report showed that
since the Provisional Government took
charge of affairs, Ihe public debt had been
reduced by four bundled thousand dollars,
by payments to depositors in the Postal
Savings Bank.

He also submitted a statement, showing
that in case of annexation to the United
States this country would incur no liabili-
ties ol the national debt of Hawaii, as an
estimate made on the past five years' re-
ceipts at the Custom-house, on imports
exclusively of American goods, cave an
average of $320,900 a year. The debt is to
run twenty years in Hawaiian bonds,
which in that time would yield a revenue
of 86,419,200. This proved the duties on
foreign goods, exclusive of all Ameri-
can goods, would pay the interest and
principal of the Hawaiian national debt In
the twenty years nnd leave a balance in
the treasury of 5731.700, without touching
other sources of revenue.

CONSUL WILDER.

lie Says the Hawaiian Government
Can Take Care of Itself.

IThere is a full-fledged representative of
the Hawaiian Provisional Government
now In this city.

He came up on the China yesterday and
is to represent the island as Consul at this
port.

Charles T. Wilder is his name, and
although scarcely CO years of age, be lias
for some time been one of Honolulu's
leading merchants.

Mr. Wilder is most positive in the belief
that the country which he represents is
now on the road which leads toprosperity,
and talks quite enthusiastically of its
future.

"Willour present Government live?" lie
replied in answer, to a query. "Why, of
course it will, and trrow stronger and
greater every day. Kings and Queens
have had their day on the islands. The
people are now going to do the ruling.

"1tell you it would do your heart good
to see the way in which affairs are now
being conducted und the satisfaction that
is being given every one. Even the natives
begin to realize that the dethroning of the
Queen is bound to work them a benefit and
are coming out strong in our behalf.

"Do you know Ihonestly believe that if
the Queen's friends endeavored to bring
aboat an uprising of the natives they could
not get 20 per cent of them to followtheir
lead.

"Then we are not expecting any 'rouble,
however, although we are thoroughly pre-
pared for anything that may come. We
have a finely equipped National Guard of
four companies, which is capable of doing
yeoman's service should the ; necessity
arise.

"(cinoerninc annexation, well Ihardly
know what to say. Of course wo are al.

heartily in favor of it, but then we are
not begging to be taken in. The islands
can welltake care of themselves if neces-
sary. BPtVHnni

"The action of the present administra-
tion has proved quite puzzling aud some-
what discouraging. We hardly know
what President Cleveland intends doing,
and in consequence do not know hew to
act. At one moment it seems as if annex-
ation was only a matter of a few days, and
then something will be done which will
thoroughly dishearten us.

"Blount has proved too much for us.
We cannot make him out, and whether he
be friendly to us or to the -Queen is more
than any man can say. Allthat is known
is that he is thoroughly disgusted with
Honolulu, and wants to get nomo as soon
as possible. He expected to get away on
the steamer upnn which 1 came, and
seemed very much chagrined because he
couldn't come.

"Before leaving home Ireceived a
lengthy letter from Thurston, who is at
present in Washington. Itwas filled with
more encouraging news than 1 anticipated
receiving, and leads me to believe that
tilings do not look as nlue for us as many
would have itappear.

"Thurston assured me that he knew
positively that Blount's report to the
President contained no recommendation
of any sort, but was simply a plain state-
ment of the condition of affairs in the
Islands.

"He also said that he felt quite certain
that nothing would be done until after
Congress convened, and that it was the
intention of tbe President to be governed
by the national Legislature.

"Ifthis be true it is glorious news for
us, as itis wellknown that a majority of
Senators aud Congressmen favor annexa-
tion.

"Our annexation clubs, which number
about 10,000 members, have been dointrsome missionary work among United
States legislators. Every man on the
island who could in any way reach a Con-
gressman wrote to him, fully explaiuiDc
our wants and soliciting his support, l
tell you some of the replies which wore-
ceived made us feel mighty good, and these
came from the fir.-: men in the land, too."

The new Consul is the second son of ,V.
C. Wilder, who was one of the Hawaiian
Annexation Commissioners. The father
of XV. C. Wilder was Samuel G. Wilder,
the steamship man, who was an early
settler at the islands. Consul Wilder was
horn in Chicago in 1863. He went wilh
his parents to Honolulu early. When
about 15 he was sent East to school anil
college. He was graduated at Miami Uni-
versity, at Oxford, Ohm, and then took a
course at the Northwestern University,
Evnnston, 111. For several years past he
has been assisting his lather in business.
He expects to relieve Consul Pratt onJulyl.

CHINESE ACTORS.

Thirty=Two for Chicago
on the China.

Inspector Monnyhan's Narrow Es-
cape—The Archie and Fontie Has

More Bad Luck.

Avoyage via the inland sea to Araoy
delayed the steamship China, which ar-
rived here yesterday morning, twenty-
four hours behind time, and lor this rea-
son she did cot arrive on Sunday as was
expected.

The first person of distinction noticeable
on the China's deck when she docked was
the Irrepressible Chan Ball, and stored
away in the steamer's forecastle were
thirty-two Chinese "actors." who come to
join the villagers at Chicago.

Chan Ball says that these actors are
the last of the World's Fair crowd, and
henceforth the local Custom-house author-
ities can rest assured that no more Chinese
willtake advantage of the exposition act
to enter the United States via San Fran-
cisco.

Collector Wise will probably not agree
with Chan Bill on the question of the
identity of the thirty-two actors, for some
of the profession look a littletoo much
likelaborers to deceive the eyes of the law.

Among tire passengers on the China was
J. Phillip Smith cd Santa Cruz. Mr. Smith
purchased in Japan a collection of cypress
and orchids for his elegaut country seat in
the town named.

Inspector Monnyhan of the custom ser-
vice met with an accident which nearly
caused him iris life while the China was
docking. Monnyhan was in the Custom-
house boat just abreast of the wharf when
the big sts-amer was making a landing.
Without any warning the China com-
menced to back and before Monnyhan
could row nut of the way his boat was
caught in the suction caused by the churn-
ing of the ».earner's screw and drawn
under. The inspector was nearly struck
by the blade of the big propeller as he
struggled in tho water. Luckily the signal
was given to stop her and the China's
machinery came to a standstill.

Willing hands on the wharf threw
planks and rones to Monnyhan and he
was rescued. His boat was righted by the
Mail Company's steam launch.

Misfortunes never come singly and Cap-
tain Hansen of the schooner Archie and
Fontie is fully convinced of the truth of
this maxim.

The Archie and Fontie Is the schooner
that the Fort Point gunners succeeded in
hitting with a 12-inch shell several days
ago. She was on her wav to sea on her
regular trip to Eureka at the time, and had
to return for repairs.

Sunday afternoon Captain Hansen
thought he would try to make his destina-
tion again. He passed the heads safely,
although he imagined he saw all the guns
inFort Point trained on him. and arrived
safely off Stewarts Point. Here he was
struck by a squall that carried his main,
foresail and flying jib away and nearly
threw his vessel on its beam ends.

With the assistance of a towboat, the
Archie ami Fontie came back to port to
obtain another supply of canvas.

The opposition ferry people say that
yesterday was the heaviest Monday for
passenger traffic the line has experienced
since it was established.

The steamer Willamette Valley of the
Oregon Pacific line arrived yesterday
morning with an immense cargo from
Southern Oregon. General Agent Vaughn
states that business is picking up wonder-
fully,and that not only north but south-
bound cargoes are nearly 25 per cent
greater than they were three mouths ago.
