clerks and officials—treatment he recelved
from them.

work that private citizens are too busy to
do for themselves. He was not at ali
obseqguious, but agreeably polite, He wore
a luminous diamond in his shirt front, but
it did not sparkle nor please as did his
black eyes. I afterward learned that they
call him Gus in the Sheriff’s office, and
that he occupies the position of Chief
Deputy.

Chief Clerk Russell himself asked me
what I wanted when I went to the clerk’s

{ vffice of the Board of Supervisors., I in-
{ quired about some street ordinances that
wera considered by the last board. He
obligingly hunted up all the information
he conld for me and then directed me to
the Street Superintendent’s office in the
basement.

At that department I was treated alto-
gether too eivilly, though I had to wait a

{ leng time on the convenience of a voung
man who was discussing the Senatorial
succession question at the farther end of
the room.

Nearly every office in the new City Hall
I visited, and upon the wiole did not meet
with bad treatment. Most of the clerks
were polite and obliging, all of them in

| truth, except the few instances aiready de-

scribed.

Over in the Hall of Records I found
thinzs about the same. No one wanted to
abuse me there, and a short or crabbed
answer i could not get without treating
theelerksin an cffensive manner. Todoso
would not have been afairtest. And I was
considerably relieved when the city editor
{ thougnht it would make as good a story tn

tell how polite the clerks were as to show

how arrogant and disobliging they were

—if they bad been.

In fact those soldiers of the regiment felt
sad when the time arrived for them to bid
good-by to the place that had been their

As they gathered in the old bunilding and
packed their belongings they seemed full to
{ overflowing with reminiscences and talked
just as people talk who collect at the ferry
1o bid some old friend farewell as he starts
on an eastwaid journey.

Pieasant recollections were associated
with every room, from the little library in
| front whnich Walt Brown made famous
| yearg ago when ke submitted his first an-
{ pual report as librarian to that mysterious
| corner back of the assembly hall where all
| the good things were stored on party

nighis and from where the merry musie
| of clicking poker-chips escaped on other

evenings.

BROTHERS AT WAR.

The Leeks Dispute About the Pos-
session of a Lease.

Two brothers named Leek have been
quarreling over their rights in the Superior
Court.

George W. Leek, a dentist, claims that
he tounded the institution known as the
Leek Dental College. T'heinstitution was
first founded on Market street, but was
subsequently sold out to Dr. Jenkins.
Various premises were advertised for, but
the final selection was made for a building
at 1 Fifth street. There Dr. Leek estab-
lished his brothker, J. J. Leek, as manager,
with a salary of $30 a month and board,
with full eharge of the institution, and the
lease was made out in J. J.”’s name.

In May last a quarrel arose between the
brothers and G. W. Leek attempted to re-
gain possession of his premises. DBut his
brother refused to give way, saying that
the lease was his, that he was in posses-
sion, and that he did not intend to vacate,
So G. W. Leek filed suit in the Superior
Conrt against his brother.

Judge Garber commenced the hearing of
the suit vesterday. It eame ont in evi-
dence that G. W. Leek tad paid $100 in the
first month, taxes on the institution. Mrs.
Jane Fredericks, the landladv, who is also
included ig the defense, testified that she
always supposed that the lease belonged
to G. W. Leek. the plaintiff.

TWO WEEKS MORE

The Supervisors Get an
Extension.

The Local Equalizers Examine a
Number of Applications for Re=
duced Assessments.

Yesterday being the last day in which
the Board of Supsrvisors existed as equal-
izers of the assessment-roll, and further
time being required to complete their ex-
amination, it was found that an applica-
tion could be made to the State Board
Equalizers at Sacramento for an extension
of time.

Denman, James and other members ot
the board directed Clerk Russell to tele-
graph immediately to Sacramento to see
if the extension could not be obtained.
wanted only half an bour to 12 o’clock,
when the board ceased to have any power
to reduce or raise the assessments,

A response was received from the capi-
tal that the State Egualizers were scat-
tered all over the State, one being in Au-
burn, another in Santa Clara, and e
third, Swan, in San Francisco. Secretary

Colgan of the State equalizers telegraphed |

that if the consent of the m=mbers of
board could be obtained he would record
an extension as prayed for. .

Late in the afternoon a dispateh was re-
ceived from Secretary Colgan, in whiceh

he said the Supervisors had been givenatwo |

weeks’ extension as equalizers. When it
came to a question of adjournment, and
before the arrival of the dispatch, Super-
visor Rogers moved that the board ad-
journ sine die as equalizers.

Suvervisor Denman earnestly protested
against any such action, and said the
Board should at least wait to hear from
Sacramento. He said the Supervisors
could not appreciate the importance to
San Francisco of a proper study aund ex-
amination of the rolls, as it might mean
the raising of the city’s assessmeut many
millions,

Supervisor Jumes said he denied the im-

putation of being responsible for the delay |

in the proceedings of the board as equal-
izers. He thoughtit unkind on the part
of Supervisor Denman to say that he (Den-
man) had not been chairman of the Finance
Committee, meaning that otherwise the
present condition of things would not exist,
The members knew he did not shirk his
duty.

It was resolved to adjourn

till 7
o’clock.

During the meeting, and while an answer |

was being waited for from Sacramento, an
opinion
Attorney in regard to the Iobart estate,
Acting on his advice, the board decided to
cancel an assessment of £180,000 on certain
stock which was out of the State.

The City and County Attorney also in-
formed the board that the vessels of the

Pacific Mail Steamship Company were only |

assessable in New York.

Supervisor Denman said he did not see |
why the Assessor assessed thess steamers, |

except to *‘stuff’” the roll, as it was well
known they were only assessable in New
York.

The assessment, amounting to 81,000,000,
was canceled,

Charles D. Wheat of the South San
Francisco Stock Company applied to have
an assessment of $5000 on the company’s
franchise canceled. The assessment was
reduced to 8600, as it was found that the
company had no stock, no improvements
and no income,

Colonel W. C. Little, represanting
Adolph Sutro, asked that the £30,000 as-
sessment on the library of his priucipal be
reduced to a nominal amount. He stated
that Mr. Sutro had dedicated the library
to public use, and was just about to erect
a building on the south side of the park
for the library. ‘I'he books wero all
stored, and were not being used. for sale
or private speculation. The library would
be a magnificent reference library.

On motion of Supervisor Denman the
assessment was reduced to $5000.

R. V. Dey cn behalf of the Fair estate
asked that an assessment of $1,912,000 on
account of bonds of the West Shore Rail-
road be canceled. He claimed that the
gruperly was assessable only in New

ork.

THE LEVY A LAW.

The Supervisors Fix It at
$1.03.

COMMITTEES RECONSTRUCTED

School Director Decker Speaks
Against Giving the Board of Edu-
cation a Building Permit.

The Board of Supervisors resolved last
nizht not to break its party pledges and to
stand by the dollar limit. A resolution
was uuanimousiy adopted fixing the levy
for the fiscal year 1893-94 at $1 03 on the
€100 valuation.

When the resolution was called up Su-
{ pervisor I®is stated that he had always
been in favor of a special levy for the
city’s indebtedness, but, as it was impossi-
ble for the members of the board to come
10 a unit on the subject, in the interest of
harmony and not wishinz to jeopardize
the levy, he would witndraw {from his
pn:ili(lb.

Supervisor Kennedy followed in a simi-
lar strain. He held that if the Supervis-
ors had a right to appropriate $74,000 for
outstanding debts, they also had the right
to make a special levy for the whole
$300,000 indebtedn ess.

I'he board then upnanimously agreed to
the $1 03 levy.

Mayor Ellert immedtately affixed his
signature to the document and the levy be-
came a law,

When Supervisor Goodwin’s resolution,
relating to the recounstruction of the stand-
ing committees of the board came up, the
fizht of the evening occurred.

Supervisor Stanton said he desired to ask
if any member of the Fire Department
had approached the originator of the list
against his (Stauton’s) appointment on the
fire committee. He said that he had heard
that outsice ivflueuce had been brought to
bear.

Supervisor Goodwin replied that he was
the originator of the changes of commit-
tees, but he had been aporoached by no
member of the ¥Fire Department on the
subject. 5

Supervisor Denman wanted the subject
postponed to a caucus of the board.

Supervisor Forman objected to any
{ delay. *‘Thisobjection is due to a dis-
gruntled minority,” hesaid.

| _Doctors Regensburger and JLong of the
Board ot Health appeared and asked that
the Supervisors should reconsider the pro-
posal to appropriate the £10,000 originally
| designed for a furnace for the purpose
of an official map of the city. Doth speak-
ers urged the necessity of the furnace
for the burning of garsage, ane asked that
some provision should be made for it.

The board decided to take 810,000 for
the furnace out of the Street Dupart-
ment fund from that subdivision appro-
priating $£50,000 for the construction of
{ sewers under the Sewerage Commission.
| The board refused to make any pro-
{ vision for a milk inspector for the Board
| of Health on account of the heavy indebt-
| edness of the city.

Supervisor Stanton objected to the reso-
{ lution providing that no employe or ap-

pointee of the municipal zovernment should
be allowed to take part in any political
convention, or be a member of any politi-
cal committee. He said he was an ap-
pointes of the Mavor and might come under
the resolution. He did not think 1t fair for
the board to dictate to subordinate mem-
bers of the ecity government what they
should or should not do in polities.

Supervisors Rogers and Denman advo-
cated the resolution, saying it was ap-
proved by the leading lights of the Demo-
cratic party. Stanton’s vote was the only
one recorded against it.

The amendment to the dead-animal ordi-
nance, introduced by Supervisor James,
providing that owners of cattle shipped to
this city which died in transit be allowed
two hours in which to remove the car-
casses was finally passed.

A resolution was passed to print direct-
ing the clerk to publish a notice requiring
all persons having elaims against the eity
and county, whether for supplies or mer-
chandise furnishea, or for labor, or ser-
vices performed during the fiseal year end-
ing June 30, 1893, which require to be
passed upon by the Board of Supervisors,
to present the same properly veritied, on
or before July 15, 1893, that the same may
be examined and approved if found cor-
rect,

“3. It wonld wpecessitate the employ-
ment of several extra teachers in this de-
partment, aud thus incerease the monthly
pav-roll of the school from $1860 to at least
$2500.”
