Injured.

Jockey Fatally

CRUSHED BY LATE’'S FALL.

A Sensational Incident at the Bay
District Track Yesterday During
the Running Contests.

Poor James Ristine!

The popular little jockey has ridden his
last race.

e was fatally injured yesterday after-
noon while riding in the seventh day of
the summer meeting at the Bay District
Track. That was the only sensational
feature of the day, but it was terrible
euouyzn io make those who witnessed it
shudder with horrer.

1t all came about in this way: The
second race was in progress, and the
eleven runners were started off well

bunched. Tnree of the five and a half
furlongs in the course had been traversed,
and the racers were headed into the home-
stretchi. Some jostling among the ronners
was noticed as the fleet nnimals swept
round the turn.

Ristine was riding G. Howsen’s gelding
Late, and he kept dangerously close to the
inside fence. Suddenly there was an
exclamation of surprise and then a shout
of terror among the spectators, as Late
was seen to swerve to the left, lunge over
the fence and fall heavily upon his help-
less rider. The gelding continued to roll
over and over until he landed in a hollow
about forty feet below the fence.

Jockev Ristine lay motionless, and em-
ployes of the track ran to his assistance.
They found him unconscious and covered
with blooa ana bruises. Quickly the in-
jured youth was placed in a earriage and
conveyed to the club stand. Several
offi‘ers maraeed to keep the crowd back
while Dr. E. P. Driscoll hastily made an
examination of the jockey’s injuries.

Two more physicians were telephoned
for and they soon arrived. They were
Dr. B. F. Carpenter and Dr. J. H. Barbat.
After another examipnation and the un-
avalling administration of various reme-
dies the wounded jockey was carried to a
private room upstairs. . The pbysicians
then announced that the unfortunate
jockey had received a fracture of the base
of the skullon the leltside, an injury to the
spine and perhaps internal injories. There
was little possibility of the jockey’s recov-
ery, the doctors said, and they believed his
death would be only a question -of a few
hours.

‘I'he jockey died in the clubhouse at 6:40
o’clock last night. His remains were
taken to the Morgue and his parents at
Stenandoah were notified by wire of his
death. The Coroner wiil hold an inquest
over the body this afternoon.

James Ristine was 18 years old ana had
ridden at severa! meetings here. He had
no relatives here, his home and parents
being ip Illinois.

In the racing itself there was nothing
particularly remarkable. The usual crowd
was at the track and the Dbetting was
lively encugh to suit even the bookmakers,

In the first race of five furiengs the colt
Sands Forman got off in the 'ead and held
it to the close, winning easily bv two
lengths in 1:04. Polasky beat Helen
Scratch a neck for the place.

There were eleven starters in the seecond
event, which resulied so disastrously for
Jockey Ristine. During the confusion
following Late’s fall Vaupity forged
slightly ahead and won by a nose. He
covered the five and a half furlongs in
1:0815. Prince ran under the wire second
and Cody B third.

Then came another selling affair of five
and a half furlongs. Morton gained the
lead at the drop of tire flag and maintained
the advantage to the finish,winning handily
in 1:08%5. Joe Hooker Jr. was second and
Broadctiureh third.

In the fourth race, a free for all over a
course of four furlongs, there were eleven
starters, Before the start there was con-
siderable delay, owing to the change of
Inkerman’s mount from Wright to J.
Webber. The odds quickly dropped from
6to1tc3tolon Inkerman, but this made
little difference, as he was not to be the
winoer. Atthe drop of the flag Lottie D
spyrang ahkead and remained there to the
close, winning by a length in :49%., Monte
Carlos was second, Jim R third and the
others were left well bunched in the rear.

Filth and last on the card was a handi-
cap of seven and half turlongs. After
about forty scores the runners were started
off evenly. Sir Reel was the favorite at
2101, and be did not disappoint his back-
ers. Broneo, a horse very suitably named
for his bucking propensities, started in to
lead, but he was soon passed by nearly all
in the string. At the stretch Sir Reel led
and won by a good length in 1:3014. Nellie
G was second and Early third.
