
AN OCEAN TRAMP.

Hull of the Honresfeld
Still Adrift.

An Early A\orning Set-to— Deer for

Golden Gate Park on the
Australia.

Reliable information has at last been re-
ceived concerning the Britishship Iloures-
felJ. which has been drifting around the
South Pacific Ocean ever since last De-
cember, at which time she was abandoned
by her crew and left in a disabled condi- j
tion with her cargo of coal in flames. .
It is reported from Honolulu that the

British bark Sharpshooter sighted the
derelict on June 11 in latitude 6 dee. 30
niin. north and longitude 147 dee. 3G uiin.
west.

There can be no doubt that the wreck
sighted by the Sharpshooter is that of the
llonre«feld, as the letters "esfeld" re-
mained unblemished on the ship's bow.

Allparts of the Hotiresfeld's woodwork
were gono with the exception of her boom
and bowsprit, which are in one piece and
stillremain attached to the hull. The ves-
sel's hull is apparently undamaged and
would be a valuable pick-up for some en-
terprising towboat.

There was trouble on Green-street dock
early yesterday morning between Boat-
swain Brown of the British ship Roderick
Dhu and a seaman named Anderson, an
ex-member of the ship's crew.

Anderson came down to give the boat-
swain a thrashing. A regular four-rounCN,
Bet-to was arranged, with stray longshore-
men and seamen of the Dim for seconds
and witnesses. Boatswain Brown was
victorious, vanquishing his enemy In two
rounds, much to the enjoyment of his ad-
miring audience.

The steamer Australia arrived in th« fore-
noon of yesterday, with 68 cabin and 110
steerage passengers from Honolulu and
Sydney.

Among the shipment* on the Australia
were two young spotted deer from Mon-
okai for Golden Gate Park. The animals
were the pets of the passengers during the
voyage and they will be a valuable addi-
tion to the park collection.

The schooner Kodiak has arrived from
Kodiak, Alaska, with a cargo of skins for
the Alaska Commercial Cemnany. When
the schooner left port th« United States
revenue cutter Rush and H.M. S. Garnet
were anchored there.

The .sealing fleet is reported as doing
well.

Just before the Kodiak leftconsiderable
wreckage drifted ashore. An unknown
schooner hail been anchored under the lee
of the island four days previous and itis
feared that the vessel came to ariaf after
leaving Kndiak. Aijpoddle found among
the wreckage was marked "H."

The barkentine S. G. Wilder arrived at
Honolulu just before the Australia sailed
after a passage of 0 days and 14 hours
fr in this port.1 The barkentino W. 11.
Dimnnd came in the same day, having
consumed 10 days 12 hours on her trip.
This is splendid time for both vessels.
