A FIT MEMORIAL.

The Stone Erected Over the (rave
of a Great Artist.
New York Tribune.

A memorial of singular fitness and
beauty has recently been placed by the
grave of the late William Bradford, in
Riverside Cemeterv, Fairhaven, Mass. It
consists of an irreguiar bowlder, weighing
about four tons, mounted on a granite
block. This bowlder formerly stood on
the shore which skirts the summer homa
of the Bradfords in Fairhaven. Itremains
in its natural state, with sea moss and
barnacles clinging to it, save thiat a portion
of the surface hus been polished and cut
with the following inseription:

WILLIAM HI’ADEURD
1823-1892.
Something it bas, a ﬂuvor of the sea,
Aud the sea’s freeaom—which reminds of thee.
WHITTIER to W, B.

The lines are from the dedication of
“Amy Wentworth,” written in Mr. Brad-
ford’s honor. The bowlder monument on
the artist’s grave was probably suggested
by the one on the glacier of the Aar which
stands in Mount Auburn, over the resting
place of Agassiz. In the rock foundation
beneath the base is a quantity of stones
which Mr. Bradford brought from Green-
land and Labrador on one of his famous
Arctic trips. A much smaller bowlder
forms a headstone, the top of which is
polished and in«cribed with a perfect fac-
simile of Mr. Bradford’s autozraph in the
granite. They are well adapted to adorn
the grave of one whose heart dwelt close
to the shore and the rocks. and whose
life was spent in portraying their wiid
beauties.
