THEY WERE TRIPLETS.

So IMuch Alike That Even Their

Lovers Could Not Tell Them Apart.

Mrs. Henrietta Mitehell, widow of Dan-
iel Mitchell, who for vears Leld the posi-
tion of tipstaff in the Alleghany County
Courthouse, is lving at the point of death
at the homae of relatives at Smith’s Ferry,
Beaver County. The lady is 86 years of
age, and sixty-five years of her life was
spent in Pittsburg. The history eof her
manry days were remarkable as well as
romantie.

Mrs, Mitchell was the daughter of the
Rev. James Geisenheinner,. first pastor of
the old German Evangelical Lutheran
Chureh, which has since his pastorate
besn newly erccted, and is now located at
Sixth avenua and Smithfield street. Her
father was one of the first settlers in Pitis-
burg, and he preached the gospel at times
when there were only three or four listen-
ers. In 1807 he removed to Chester, Pa. 1t
was at this place that the career of Mrs.
Mitchell commenced. She was born the
same year of her father’s removal to Ches-
ter, but not alone, as two sisters blessed
the home of the minister on the same day,
and were named Henrietta, Mary and
Sophnia.

The threa children were always together,
and from infancy to womanhood they were
looked upon by the residents of Chester as
a remarkable trio. In appearance they
were the same, and one could scarcely be
distinguished from theoither. l'heir voices
were alike, and even in height and weight
they were the same. To add to the
similarity of the three sisters they always
dressed alike, and this custom grew on
them so strongly that even in middle life
and eld age they always wore garments of
the same pattern and marerial,

When the Rev. Mr. Geisenheinner re-
moved back to Pittsburg, in 1825, the three
daugnters accompanied him. Their love-
making in early youth was prolific of
much amusement, Whea one had an ob-
jectionable lover she recommended a sister
to him. In this manner one relleved the
other without the young man being any
the wiser, and he ran the gauntlet in this
mi'mner until finally objected to by the
trio.

A regular role of the father upon visit-
ors to his house was to surprise them with
his three treasures. After introducing the
giris he would have them retire from the
room, and later return again. In every
case the visitor would be puzzled, andn
no instance was any guest ever known to
distinguish them apart.

When mistaken on the street the girls
naver disclosed their identity. By force
of habit, caused from sueh frequent oc-
curences, they always conversed with
their sister’s friend without making ex-
vlanation, and in this manner they were
able tokeep posted regarding each other’s
affairs.

Sirange as it may seem, the three sur-
vived to old age, aud their appearance
was always the same., In their old age
their grandchildren delighted in listening
to the tales of their grandmothers’ youth-
ful engagements,
