TOO RESTRICTED.

The Franchise Had Too
Many Provisos.

Agent Ridley Tells the Supervisors
Why His Company Did Not
Offer any Bids.

A. E. Brooke Ridley, the agent for J. D-
Spreckels, ex-Governor G-oree C. Perkins
and others, who recently applied to the
Board of Supervisors for a telephone fran-
chise, was before the Street Committee of
that bodyv yesterday.

“What can we do for you?” asked
Supervisor Day. *“Did we not recently
pass a franchise for you? Yet we have
seen no bids.”

“The reason we have not bid on your
franchise,”” said Mr. Ridley, “is that there
are too many onerous conditions incorpo-
rated in it, which render is utterly impos-
sible for us to compe'e with the present
company. Weare bere naw to ask you to

that we may have a business chance. We
ask that you do not tie us down too much,
Everything in the franchise vou drew up
is perfectly satisfactory to our people, with
two exceptions.

*The first- objectionable feature is the
clause limiting our eharges to &3 a month.
That clause would kill us as a company
and preclnde us from the possibility of
ever taking advantage of imvroved patents.
Patents are costly things, and in the next
filty years we would be barred from using
patents for the use of which we would
have to pay more than $3 rovalty. That
would not be fair. We piedge our honor
not to charge more than 82 for the ordi-
nary service as at present, but we cannot

place hundreds of thousands of dollars in |

an enterprite and be tied down by an iron-
bound charge.

“Agaln, a cast-iron 83 rate to which we
would be limited would 1 revent us from
taking advantage of what is known as the
‘flat’ rate charges. There are lots of peo-
p'le who do not pav for switches at all,
They go to the company and say, ‘We wiil
give you £20 a month for vour telephone to
u<e as much as we please.” I'hat is callea

a flat rate, and is very profitable in busi- |

pness. Under our limited charge in the
franchise we would be debarred from ‘flat’
rate business.

*The second objectionable clause is the
one relating to giving 2 per cent of the
gross receipts to the city. Now, when we
have to pay tor the franchise, perhaps
thousands of dollars, 1 do not believe yon
should exact 2 per cent of the gross re-
ceirts. We could not go into the enter-
prise and free the city from a graspiog
monopoly if we were compelled to pay over
to the city 2 per cent of the gross receipts.
For some time we would have a hard
time to live if we keep our promises in re-
gard to low rates.”

Supervisor James said he thought the
members of the board were politically
pledged to insert in all franchises a 2 per
cent clause in favor of the city.

Mr. Ridley did not believe the pledge
held for a telephone privilege, but thought
it applied more to street, gas and railroad
franchises. He said that with the two
clauses omitted his company would bid for
the franchise.

*“Let us take this subject under advise-
ment,” said Chairman Day, and Mr. Rid-
ley picked up his hat and left the com-
mittee-room.

" SUSANNA MALL’S WILL.

A Charge That She Was Unduly In-
fluenced to Make It.

George, Frederick, Rudolph and Freda
Gerlach, minors, by {Seathelda Schloss-
man, their guardiaiag niel and Andrew
Kraus, Magdalina Hammert, Lenora J.
Nabers, Alice Howard, John C. and Dan-
fel H. Gerlach, present a formidable array
of contestants to the will of Susanpa Mall,
an aged widow, who died June 5, 1892
Her property was valued at $75,000, and
Charles Trautner and James R. Carrick
were appointed- executors under the will.

Outside of several small bequests Mrs,
Mall’s will bequeathed the bulk of her
property to John D. Daly, and the contest-
ants assert that Daly exercised undue in-
fluence over Mrs. Mall to get her to dis-
pose of her propeity to him. As tothe
will itself the contestants urge that it was
never subscribed by either Susanna
Mall or any person in her preserice and by
her direction, that her subseription was
never acknowledged by her, and she never
declared the document to be her last will
and testament.

On these grounds, therefore, the contest-
ants pray that probate of the will be re-
voked and that John and Daniel Gerlach
be appointed administrators of the estate.

E. B. Pond’s Answer.

Ex-Mayor Edward B. Pond, adminis-
trator of the estate of Henry Martin, de-
ceased, has filed an answer in the Superior
Court to the petition of Mrs. Isabella J.
Martin asking for a revocation of the pro-
bate of the will on behalf of her infant
son, Joinn B. Martin.,

The answer is very short, and simply
contains a general denial of all the allega-
tions made in Mrs. Martin’s clalm. He
denies that the first will is a forgery, says
that no second will is in existence, and
that in any case Mrs. Martin’s infant son
bas no claim on the estate.

MEYER’S THE MAN.

A Dentist Who Would Pay
for a License.

FAILED IN THE EXAMINATION

His Handwriting Shows That He
Penned the Offer of Money
to Dr. Tibbets.

Carroll Cook succeeded in spiking the
complaint against his client, Albert
Meyer, who is charged with attempting to
bribe a State official, when the case was
called in Police Judge Campbell’s court
yesterday, but it was a hollow victory, as
the prosecution was permitted to file a
new complaint to conform with legal
verbiage, and a contiuuance until next
Tuesday was granted.

The letter which the defendant is ac-
cused of sending to Dr. I'ibbets of Sacra-
mento, a member of the State Board of
Dental Examiners, offering to pay him *“a
reasonable sum” for a license was printed
in THE CALL yesterday. The letter pur-
ported to come from Dr. William Water-
ford, who gave Lis address as the San
Franeisco Postoffice.

When this epistle, dated June 22, was
received by Dr. Tibbets he sent it to Dr.
Asay of San Jose, president of the board,
aad the latter transmitted it to thesecre-
tary, Dr. Hodgen of this city, with in-
siructions to intorm the police and have
the writer arrested. Dr. Hodgen spoke to
Chief Crowley, and it was arranged that
Dr. Tibbets stould write to the address
given by Watertord. When Waterford
called at the Postoffice for the letter from
Saicramemo he was i0o be taken intocus-
tody.

In the meantime a note, of which the
following is a copy, was sent by the man
who was willing to purehase a license:

SAN FrRANCISCO, July 1, 1893,

Dr. Tibbets—DEAR SIR: I wriote a leiter to
you about a week ago, but have received no an-
swer as yet, thetefore I drop this note 1o you.
I tak+~ the supposition that you received the
letter and of course if you are not in favor of
the proposition which 1 propose I hope it will
be conftidential.

But should you feel disposed to look favor-
able upon sald agreement with me I'll pledge
my houor to you to keep said business secrer,
for I am more anxious thau you are to Keep
such business quiet. 1 propose to do the
square and just thing by you whether we come
to an agreement or not.  Please answer as soon
as possible. Respectfully,

Dr. WM. WATERFORD,
San Frauelsco (Cal.) Postoffice.

On last Saturday a letter to Waterford
was mailed by Dr. Tibbets, and he tele-
graphed that fact to Dr. flodgen, who at
once informed the Chief of Police. Detec-
tive Anthony was sent to the Postoftice to
wa'eh for the unlicensed dentis. On
‘I'bursday the man arrested got the letter
at the bux window. Anthony waited un-
til he opened and read it and then made
the arrest.

The vrisoner was Mever, who has been
practicing as a dentist for several years at
227 Sixth street. He said that he had not
written the offer to Dr. Tibbets. Water-
ford bad been in his employ, he explained,
and had authorized him to receive his let-
ters and o:en them. He could not tell
where Waterford is at present.

‘T'he proof against Meyer is sufficient,
however. He has been operating withnﬁlt

[}
tried to pass tlie examination for a certifi-
cate, last year, and failed. The secretary
of the board preserved the examination
papers, and Meyer’s handwriting on them
is identical with Waterford’s.

Meyer will probably be prosecuted for
practicing without a license. Several ar-
rests for this offense against the [pw hags
been made in this State, but only one ¢on-
viction has followed. That was in Los
Angeles last March, when the party ac-
cused was punished by the imposition of
the lowest penalty, a fine of §50. An ar-
rest had previousiy been made at Madera
and another at Halfmoon Bay, but sympa-
thetic jurors prevented a convictien. The
Madera practitioner kad been a woodchop-
per and a blacksmith, but thinking more
money was to be made pulling teeth, he
put out a dentist’s sign. He pleaded that
he was too poor to pay for a license, and
the jury disagreed.

Dr. Hodgen said vesterday that thereare
about 600 registered dentists in the State
and about 300 who are practicing without
licenses. The reason that the latter are
not proceeded against is that the board
has no funds. It does not receive any ap-
propriation from the State, and the re-
ceipts for issuing certificates and register-
ing diplomas are hardly wore than enough
to pay for stationery. The last Legis-
Jature amended the law so as to provide
that half the fine shall go to the informers,
and this inducement is the principal one
the board has to secure proof against
illegal practitioners.

The branches in which applicants for

licenses are examined are anatomy, physi=-
ology, pathology, histolegy, hygiene, ma-
teria medica, therapeutics, chem!stry,
metallurgy, operative dentistry, dental
jurisprudence and prosthetic dentistry.
Seventy-five per cent is required in the
written examination, and in addition sat-
isfactory clinical work is required.
@8 The list of stndies looks quite large,””
said Dr. Hodgen, “but the examination is
comparatively easy. In colleges of stand-
inga term of at least three yearsis re-
quired for a diploma. The examination
by the board couid be successfully passed
by a junmior in a college—that is, a man
who has been studying two years. No
person who canvot pass the board’s ex-
amination is fit to be 2 dentist.”

““What harm can an unlicensed dentist
do?’’ was asked.

“Every dentist should be familiar with
the effects of anesthetics and know how
to use them,” replied Dr. Hodgen. “The
charlatan is likely to do serious injury to a
patient with nitrous oxide or laughing gas
and cocaine.

*‘Cocaine is more dangerous than chloro-
form. If a person has not sufficient skill
and knowledge to obtain a license he
should not be allowed to operate, because
be may damage a patient’s teeth instead of
making them better and may use anes-
thetics with fatal results. ‘T'he educated
dentists want the profession licensed, be-
cause its standing is lowered when every
fellow is allowed to practice it regardless
of his training and fitness. The diplomas
issued by recognized colleges are indorsed
by the board without further examination.”

1t would do Meyer no gond to secure a
license in the name of Waterforé. If Dr.
Tibbets responded favorably to the cffer
Meyer would then doubtless give him his
trne name and have it put in the license,
This is the first case of the kind since the
board was established. ]

Wire vs. Fire.

The Pacific Telephone and Telegraph
Company has filed suit against Maurice
Schmitr, A. J. Martin, F. G. Edwards,
Fisher Ames aod Samuel H. Brown, mem-
bers of the Board of Fire Commissioners
of the city and county of San Francisco,
for an injunction to restrain them and
their servants from interfering with their
lines and cables. !

The complaint states that the Super-
visurs, in March last, passed an ordinance
granting to plaintiff the right to construet
conduits and wire within certain ilimits,
and that the Fire Commissioners now
threaten to destroy these wires.

Architect Chadwick’s Troubles.

Three additional charges of forgery were
recorded on the City Prison register ,yes-
terday against J. P. Chadwick, the archi-
tect who was arrested Thursday night on
complaint of his partnes, E. Saunders.
The latter says that he and Chadwick were
in the business of erecting houses on spec-
ulation. A few days ago, he avers, Chad-
wick took $1000 to pay help but pocketed
the money and turned in forged receipts.
Chadwick denlies the charge of forgery and
says the whole trouble is merely a busipess
dispute. :
