The United States steamer Adams re-
turned to port iast Sunday after a ten days’
cruise around the islandg, but no orders
have yet been issued for her to
Sawmoa.

The livel suit of Clans Spreckels vs.
Walter G. Smith, editor of the Star, came
up before the Supreme Court in bank on
Saturday last. 1t will be remembered that
Smith’s counsel, General Hartwell, put in
a demurrer o the complaint, which was
overruled by the lower courtand an appeal
taken. This is the question which was
argued before the Supreme Court and
taken under advisrment. Should thecourt
decide against Smith he will have to stand
trial in the lower court on the merits of
the case, otherwise he will go free.

The Fourth c¢f Juiy celebrazion passed
off very fairiv, all (hiugs considered, butit
was nothing to what was expected. The
backbone of the whole affair was brokeu
when Minister Blount, afier delaying
until nearly the last wiinute, called a mass-
mesting of citizens for the purpose of
arranging a celebration and failed to put
in an appearance at the very wmeeting
he himself had called. From time imme-
morial, to the days of Merrill and Stevens,
it has been customary for the United States
Minister to take the lead in these celebra-
tions, but beyond calling a meeting at
which he was conspicuvus by bis absence
Blount has done nothing. His remissness
80 exasperated a number of Americans
that they positively refused to coutribute
to or have anything to do with this year’s
celcbration, At the last moment he edn-
sented to act as president of the day, but
for all that he said or did in that capa-
city a beer bottle would have answered
equally #8 well. Indeed, the latter would
have vrovoked more enthusiasm. One of
the principal teatures of the celebrations
bere in former years has Leen the after-
noon reception by the United States Min-
ismf. ‘(: which the loca)l papers have al-
ways Gevoted half a column or more,
geperally gwing a list of e prin¢ipal
callers.

Question of an Innkeeper’s
Liability ,

M. Magee Mav Recover the Value
W Properily Destroyed by the
Del Monte Fire. |

An Important question relating to the |
liability of an innkeeper was decided by
the Supreme Court yesterday.
Mrs. Jane W. Magee brought suit in the |

|

ment Company to recover £1463, value of
jewelry and clothing which were lost or |
destroyed by the burning of the Hotel del
Monte on April 2, 1887, Mrs, Magee was
staying at the hotel at the time. The
claim was contegted by the company on
the gtounds, firstly, that Mrs. Magee was
a “boarder” rather than a *“‘guest’” at the
| hotel, and that therefore the comvany’s

liability as an innkeeper did not exist; |
{ and, secondly, that because innkeeplnz;
was not enumerated as one of the objects {
of the company’s incorporation, its acts |
as an innkeeper were ultra vires and |
could not form the basis of any liability |
therefor. |
The judgment of the Superior Court was
in favor of the defendant company, the |
finding of the court upon the first issue

being as follows: *‘That }tlainuff at the
| time of the destruction of said house by
| fire was an inmate of sald house, under
| special arrangement for board and lodging

Mrs. Magee appealed from this decision
| to tne Supreme Court, which decided that
| the finding of the lower court was not sus-

tained in the evidence. 1t was notshown
| that there had been any special contract |
between Mrs. Magee and the management
of the hotel as to the terms upon which |
she was received: that she simply went
into the office, asked for a room, registered
and was assigned to the room; and, instead
of there being any testimony in confliet |
with this statement, it was corroborated |
by testimony given on behalf of the de-|
fendant company by its clerk and man-!
ager.
| As to the Pacific lmprovement Com- |
vany’s acts and liabilities as an innkeeper, |
the Suvreme Court decided that, having
engaged in that occupation and assumed
the liability of an innkeeper toward the
plaintiff as its guest and received from her
the consideration for such liability, the
defendant comvany could not now repudi-
ate 1t8 obligation upon the ground that un-
der its corperate powers it was not author-
ized to engage in such occupation.

On these grounds, thersfore, the Su-
preme Court reversed the decision of the
court below and ordered a new trial.

The City Physician’s Report.

The City Physician has filed his snnual
report for the year ended June 30 with
the Bard of Health. He recommends the
removal of the Twenty-sixth Street oHos-
pital to some suitable vlace near the citv,
where a system of barracks could be built
to accommodate smallpox cases in an ap-
vroved sanitary manoer. Dr. Brown urges
that the leper patients be provided with
separate  buildings and grounds. He
points out that as leper cases are added
from time to time an increase of room is
demanded. He -ays that at present the
accommodations for these cases are limited
becanse of the removal of a large part of
the old buildings.

The City Physician again ealls attention
to the necessity for an entire new system
of plumbing in the Countv Jail, and
ascribes much of the recent illness of in-
mates to the imperfect drainage.

Bankrupt—The Trouble About
Its Affairs.

ttery 18 the oldestin the State
snd was {ormerly known as the First Cali-
lorpia Guard. It occupies the armory on
Pacific street, between Polk and Van Ness,
and this military home is the cause of much
of the present trouble. It is rented for
$250 a montb, but the battery is very much
in arrears to its landlord. The agents of
the building say that $4250 is due ou the
rent account; in other words, that the bat-
tery is seventeen months belind.

The building was erected for the express
accommodation of the batery.
year ago the military tenants concluded
that they could reduce their own rent by
subletiing the building. Thev requested
the owner to make certain alterations to
cost about 8500. The agents stale that the
changes entailed an expenditure of about
§1700, and that this sum has gone to swell
tie am unt of the unpaid rent.

The ouly explanation given by the bat-
tery for not paying its bills is that its cur-
rent exvenses exceed its income. The
State pays it a raonghly allowance of $200.
A company of thia paval batealion payae S50
amoun h for suhi‘e:: ng, and occasionally
ihe hall is rented for entertainments, be-
sides having as tecants one or two tennis
clubs, There are nominally 51 members
in the battery, each of whom pays monthly
anes of $1.

The receipts, as given by various mem-
should awmount to
€375, and the exvenses, inciuding
ga-, water and janilor’s service, about
$325, This woeuld be encugh to pay the
rent and other expenses and leave a small
balance. But it is said that many members
of the battery are “‘deadlieads” and do.no
active work, while others are many months
in arrears with their dues. The financial
affairs of the battery are managed by
Captain-John A. Koster, and upon learn-
ing fgom the agents of the building tne
amount of the arrears, the soldier-civilians
began to inquire how their captain had
disbursed the iunds.

Cap ain Koster’s friends, of whom Gen-
eral Dickinson is one, say that the money
was all legitimately spent in the battery
in varions ways. Eachtime thata mounted
arill was beld it involved the expenditure
of from $100 to $150 for horses. Then the
battery, being attached to the Second
Regiment, paid for a time 1ts share of the
rent of the regimental armory on Page
and Gough streets in addition to its own
armory, the First Califormia Guard being
anxious to preserve its identlty,

Besides, at Santa Cruz last year the
battery entertained somewhat lavishly,
and this ailed in depleting the funds. The
landlord wa« apparently the last creditor
to be satisfied. Althougzh there were oc-
casio al pavments on the rent account, the
battery was always hopelessly in arrears.
Captain Koster’s friends say bv way of
excuse tha' he inherited a part of the debt,
from which the battery has never been
able to ree itself.

Koster succeeded Captain H. T. Syme
about two years ago. At that time there
was also a change in the other commis-
stoned ofticers, the present officers being
L eutenants J. II. Mangels, Dr. O. F. West-
phal and Robert P, Wieland. Some of the
privates say that these officers were eleced
upon the understanding tha', being well-
to-do yourg men, they should personally
pav the existing debt of the battery. Ap-
parently the officers viewed the matter in
a different light, for the debt still lives,

When Captain Syme retired a number
of men in the battery followed his ex-
ample. Some of those who remained are
anxious for their old commander’s return,
and this has led to muzn unpleasantness.
It 1s freely admitted that at the mounted
drills <eldom more than thirty men report
for duty, and that the personnei of tie
battery is not up to its former standard.

There does not seem much likelihood
that ihe owner of the armory will receive
the amount of his elaim.

General Dickinson says that the mem-
bers of the battery are not individually
liable for the debt. When told the
amount of the arrears the brigade com-
mander said that he was glad of it. The
owner had always asked too much for the
buiiding and he thought it served him
right. ‘I'he general says, however, that
the battery must be reorganized or there
will be trouble all around.
