VEGETARIANISM.
Economy the Chief Factor in

Favor and Almost the Only One.
London Spectator. .

We believe then shout vegetarianism to
be this--ttiat Italmost Invariably Injures those
who adopt liafter being accustomed to a flesh
diet; mat It requires invariablyand absolutely
a consumption of mil; not easy to secure in
Northern Europe, but that, at the cost of some
energy aud much power of resisting disease, the
majority of men can liveon vegetation with- j
out any grave reduction iv their physic .1
strength. They can do most kinds of hard
woik -not all— well as iheir neighbors, andcan do sedentary work piobably a littlebetter,
though we must add that, owing to diminishedenergy, they ate usually not equally Inclined to
doit. They lose a recurrent pleasure of some
value, the satisfaction of being full fed—your
vegetarian feeling hunger frequently" andsharply— but they gain quite remarkably in the
cost ol their food.

The reduction Inexpense Is considerable in
all cases, aud if Europeans could be taught
he full value as food of haricot beans, of
lentils nnd of millet, as containing uoi only
nourishment but mitogen, aim Could contain
milk at reasonable cost, the reduction would
be very great, Indeed probably more than
out -half. Inan exi> iIment we heard of lately,
lv which the haricot beans were much em-ployed, the saving was greater than that,
and indeed the question only needs discussionbecause of toe ice of milk and because of a
ra her exaggerated Idea as to the quantity ofvegetable food which must be piovlded, a
quantity which varies not only with each per-
son, hut wltu ihe kind of rood consumed. Aman may eat garden stuff all day and not get
the sustenance which be will obtain out of a
comparatively small quantity of beans, millet,
or wheat. Economy is the unquestionable
"pull"of vegetarianism, and we should say the
only one, though the practice does uot diminish
strength ID anything like the proportion which
flesh-eaters imagine. They confuse strength
mid eurgv, and forget that the mass of man-
kind never can or will get anything but the
cereals and other vegetables to eat. To aban-
don flesh, diet Is not to advance, but only to go
back to the Involuntary piactice of the majority

TOBACCO AND SIGHT. 7
Effect of the Weed on the Eyes.

Blindness Caused by Smoking.. -Youth's Companion.
The bad effect of tobacco on the eyes was

unknown even by physicians until witblu the
present century.

Sixty years ago Dr. MoKenzle of Glasgow
wrote: "Ibave already b d occasion repeat-
edly tobint my suspicion that tobacco Is a fre-
quent cause of amaurosis"— complete or par-
tial blindness. To one form of mi» disease
Hutchinson gave the name "tobacco amau-
rosis." because he often found It*lv meustrongly addicted to the use of tobacco.
\u25a0Dr. -Williams, the. celebrated oculist of Bos-
ton, says: "lob- of sei vice, treatment in to-
bacco amaurosis .must be begun in the early
-tage.bef ore ibe congestion has beeu succeeded
by anophy." - -...,•-

Dr. Francis Dowllng of Cincinnati within'a
few years tested tbe eyes of 150 employes lv
the principal tobacco factories in that city.
Onlyone woman was found to be suffering from
the disease, and she bad never used tobacco.
Tills showed that merely working iv the factory
bad veiy Utile effect on the sight* though it did
aflect unfavorably the general system.

Of the men examined forty-flve showed more
or less evidence of amaurosis, thluy of thembeing pretty well marked casts. They all mis-
took red for browu.' or black, and green forlightblue or orange, and In all there was al-oa conn ac ion ot: both' pupils. Thirty out of
forty-five complain-d of a gradual failure of
vision. , . -

GREAT SPORT ON THE GULF.
Harpooning 400

Pound Turtles

.Which Sleep With One Eye Open.

The turtle is Justly considered feast for the
gods. Uie way people f usually capture the
prize Is to wait for Turtle when she comes
ashore to lay her eggs on the sand beach and
turn her on her back with a handspike, but
there Is much more fun with much better
sport in catching turtles by harpooning,
a method followed among the keys and coral
banks which fringe me coast of the Gulf of
-Mexico. The harpoon, consists of a shot 1
shaft made of iron, which ritsToosely lino a
wooden pole about Bin. feet lone. Around
the shaft a line is fastened wnich
should be strong and about sixty
fathoms long. The barb of the harpoon is
about an inch long, having two notches. If
longer than this it is liable to pierce deeper
than the shell and perhaps killthe turtle. The
best sort of a boat to use Is a foui teen-foot
skiff, with simply a "lug sail," which can b-
dropped iva hurry. A crew of two is ueces-
saiy,one to look after the sails and he handy
with 1 pair of oars, while the other attends to
the tiller. Itis of no use to co after turtles In
a calm. They sleep In the shallow water
which fringes Hie keys and always sleep with
one eye 01 en, so that using the oars sends the
animals off like a sneak of light Ion*: before
one is within sinking distance. Itis when the
miiface of 'the water is rippled by the breeze
that one has a chance of making a catch, so
that the fishing has generally to take place in
the afternoon.

Th • harpooner stands In the bow with the
line carefullycoiled between his et. He has
to keep a sharp lookout, and as soon as heespies a turtle resting on the white sandy bot-
tom, surrounded with sponges, he directs the
helmsman by liana. .As lit: gets above the
cieatine down goes the harpoon, the'strtker
holding fast to the handle, for the water is sel-
dom more than Aye feet deep. Ifthe strike is
a successful one Hie pole comes away from the
liaipoou aud is thrown Into the boat. The sail
must be lowered instantly, the oars taken out
ana the boat headed in the direction the turtle
has taken. As soon as this Is done a strain is
generally, nut on the line and the turtle Is soon
towing the boat. This quickly puts the animal
out of breath aud he lias to come to the surface
for air.
Inabout ball an hour, as a rule, he Is along-

side the boat considerably exhausted. He is
not. however, in the boat yet. and it is now th**
duty of Hie man who lias chaige of the tiller
to jumpoverboard and turn the turtle ovr on
Its back. This is no easy task, and the man
generally lias two or three good duckings before
lie is successful. Not Infrequently the animal
mases a final dash for freedom, and the boat
has to head foi the new direction taken, and the
steersman is left inHie water. Even when the
turtle Is turned it is not easy to haul a 400-
--pound animal into the boat, which usually is
half full of water before the captive is vainly
flapping fins at the bottom of the boat. Some-
times the turtles head for the deep water, and if
so 11 generally takes from iwo to three hours to
land them, as ihey willsink 10 the bottom and
sulk there, comiug up for breath only at long
Intervals. \u25a0• .

TWELVE YEARS.
A Postal Card Which Reached Its

Destination After a Long Delay."

A postal card which bus been to Europe and
come back has just been turned lvat the Post-
office Department tv Washington, to give the
officials there a chauce of di*coverlng who Is
responsible for. lis long delay lvtransmission.
It was mailed in Washington late in December,
1881, addressed to a bookseller In London.
directing him to send to the writer a large num.
bet of books which were even ilieu sufficiently
rare do' to be readily accessible in this coun-
ttv. The card icetied its dcs inaliou late id
May, 1802.

The bookseller, apparently without noticing
the disparity between the date written on the
card and the dale of receipt, filled the order,
after taking timo to bunt up the books, which,
Inthe course of ten years' interval, had grown
still rarer. The sinprise of the author of the
card may be Imagined when, so. long alter hav-
ing concluded that the dealer could not fillhis
order, he suddenly had this large supply of
literature dumped upon him from the postoffice.

When be charged the thaler wjth neglect the
date on the card appears' to have been ex-
amined for the first lime. But It w s pleaded
that a dealer would be ijustified in fillingsuch
an order in spite of the antiquityor the written
date, because be would have a right to assume
that his customer had himself been careless
about dating tlte card, a slip of the pen making
1891 read 1881. ; , •

The cam must have got into the old postoffice
InWashing' on. been postmarked and then lost,
slipping possibly into oue of the many cracks
and crannies of that oftice. When the office
was moved from Us old and shabby quarters
Intothe building it now occupies some one
doubtless came across the card, and. not notic-
ing Its date, dropp d it into a mailbHg bound
for London. The responsibility for the acci-
dent is obviously nasi fixing,and the book-
seller inLondon and his customer in America
will have to settle their dispute without the
assistance of the Postoffice Department.
