There is a difference in the footings of
Just exactly SHI'S 93 In the settlement of
County Tax Collector Alex Rosborough
with the county.
lt is uot known-just how this discrepancy

occurred, but that it does exist there Is
no question, and itworries Mr.Rosborough
not a little to know just how itis to be sur-
mounted. *

When he took charge of the office of Tax
Collector he accepted, from Mr. Stone, his
predecessor, the accounts, and was
charged with the balance uncollected upon
the several lax accounts. The amount
since collected and the balance uncollected
when he took the office fail to balance the
amount charged.

Now the worry lies here with Mr. Ros-
borough. He accepted the accounts as
turned over to him, uud has no redress
therefore.

Who is responsible? is the question.
There is no question of the honesty of any

of those interested. The books don't bal-
ance, that's all.

When Mr. Rosborough took the office he
asked tho Supervisors to expert the ac-
counts, but that body refused to do this,

not deeming it necessary, aud so he took
Mr.Stone's statement of what was due.

The Auditor holds the Tax Collector
responsible for the amounts charged on
the books, and it may be necessary to in-
stitute a friendly suit to settle the matter.
lt is not definitely known who is to

blame. The Tax Collector states it may
be his fault, it may be his predecessor's,
or the Auditor may be to blame. The
fact remains that those stubborn figures—
$1198 stares them iv the lace and will
not down. BUhA Surprise.

The public had quite a sarprise when
tbe announcement was made that the new
Twelfth-street electric line was giving
transfers to the Telegraph-avenue line, the j
San Pablo cable line and the Twelfth- !
street horsecar line, all known Southern
Pacific properties.

When the Twelfth-street electric line
was being built itwas hinted that its own-
ership vested in the Southern Pacific Rail-
road Company, but people changed their
minds and stated after its completion that
it was under the control of the "Borax
King," F. M. Smith, mainly, itis thought,
because itsecured its power from one of
Mr. Smith's lines.

The new superintendent of the Twelfth-
street line. Lannigan, who smceeded Ru-
therford, when seen in regard to the mat-
,ter, would not say anything more than
that there was an interchange of transfers
inaugurated between the lines mentioned.
lie gave no reasons for the new move.

The wife of Edward O. Webb, the Hay-
wards farmer, who is being sued by her
husband for a divorce on tlie grounds of
adultery, has answered the charge, and
asks therein that her husband be com-
pelled to pay her alimony and counsel
fees.

Was He SerTine Time or Mot?
Anice point was brought to the atten-

tion of Judge Ellsworth yesterday in the
case of the return by the Chief of Police
upon the writof habeas corpus obtained in
behalf of J. D. Heggerty by Attorney
Aram. The application was based upon
the fact that Heggerty, while in the City
Prison under sentence of fifty days, was
taken with typhoid fever, and upon the
recommendation of the City Physician was
removed to the County Hospital, where he
remained a month. The police claimed
that the time Heggerty was in the hospital
did not count upon the time the prisoner
was sentenced to serve.

As at a special committee meeting pre-
vious to that of the Board ofTrustees last
evening the bid of the Oakland Gas and
Light Company for lighting the city,had
been accepted by a majority of the com-
mittee, tbe bid being $9 50 a month per
lamp, itwas supposed the contract would
be accepted by the board itself, but the
board objected to letting the contract on
the ground that itwas not upon specifica-
tions of the Trustees. The matter was
again referred to the committee.

The Sealing Patrol Have Two Cases
Requiring Attention.

A gentleman who arrived here yesterday

from Sitka, having come to Seattle on the
Topeka and thence overland, told a Call
man several interesting bits of news from
the far North.

There is some excitement iv Sitka over
the prospeciive doings of the British steam-
schooner Warlock which has been fitting
out for some weeks for seal-poaching. She
is commanded by Captain Ridderlycke, a
desperate and notorious seal pirate, and is

manned by a crew of like character. She
left Sitka July 24 for a cruise and was fol-
lowed by Captain Hooper in thi? revenue
cutter Rush, who will keep close watch
upon the suspected vessel.

The cases of the seized seallng-schooners
Alexander land S. Paul have bean set
'or hearing in the United States District
Court at Sitka for September 15. The
first-named vessel had twelve Winchester
rifles and nine shotguns and the St. Paul
fourteen rifles and nin« shotguns.

On the 231 ult. the United States mar-
of-war Pinta left Sitka for the westward
to quell a disturbance at some canneries.
The trouble grew out of fi*hing rights
claimed by native Indians ut<on which
white men are alleged to have encroached,
they disputing the Indians' claim to ex-
clusive use of the waters. There was im-
minent danger of bloodshed and the Plnta
left for tbo scene on short notice.
