Aid of the Police Court
Invoked.

FIVE CHINESE ARRESTED.

Complaint Based on the State Act of
1891 -Excitement at First and

Howard Streets.

Denis Kearney is not to be balked in his
efforts tn tiavethe eight Chinese employed
in the shot tower, corner of First and
Howard streets, brought before the courts.
Accompanied by Attorney Fox he ap-
peared, in Police Court lyesterday and•wore out complaints an«l obtained war-
rants for their arrest under an act of the
Legislature approved March 20. 1891.
Itis entitled: "Anact to prohibit the

coming of Chinese persons into the State,
whether subjects of tl.e Chinese empire or
otherwise, and to provide for registration
and certificates of residence and deter-
mine the status of all Chinese persons now
resident of this State and fixing penalties
and punishments for violation of the act.
and providing for deportation of crimi-
nals."

OVER IN OAKLAND

A Colored Woman Falls
to Her Death.

WILD WEST SHOW DISBANDS

A Mysterious Disappearance— J. Vin-
cent Loses His Wife— Dangerous

Bridge— Tubbs' Assessment.

Mrs. Sarah Waldron, a colored woman
living on Second street, near Oak, fell
from an electric car at the corner of
Telegraph avenue and Twenty-fourth
street at 7:30 o'clock yesterday morning
iind..sustained a fracture of the skull, from
which she died three hours latt«r.

Mrs. Waldron was on an outgoing car,
and at Twenty-fourth street signaled the
conductor to stop. As the car was slow-
ing up she arose and stepped quickly off.
The niotorman attempted to stop her, but
was not iv time, and the unfortunate
woman was dashed to the grouud, striking
her head violently.

A number of people rushed to her as-
sistance, but she was unconscious. They
carried her into an adjacent drugstore,
where she remained until a Datrol arrived
aud conveyed her to the Receiving Hos-
pital. Dr. Johnson was in attendance,
and every effort was made to restore her
to consciousness but in vain, lv three
hours the woman was dead.

Her skull was found to have been frac-
tured at the base and concussion of the
brain caused her death. The body was
removed to the Morgue and was identified
shortly after by Mrs. Hartley of 1)16 Sev-
enth street.

Mrs. Waldron was about 45 years ofage and was a widow. She lived at her
little home on Second street with three
children, the eldest of whom is a girlof IS
years.

She was by occupation a cook and came
to Oakland from L«adville, Coio., in March
last. An inquest was held last night anda verdict of death from accident was re-
turned.

There is a mysterious case of a ruined

girl,an irate mother and the sudden dis-
appearance of both that is troubling the
police of this city. According to the story
that has been given out a certain well-
known Oakland man accomplished the
ruin of a eirl of 16 some few weeks ago.

Intelligence of the fact reached the So-
ciety for the Prevention of Cruelty to
Children, and the matter was subjected to
a severe investigation. Then the girlsaid
it »as not the Oakland man who was at
fault, but a promiuent San Francisco phy-
sician.

The girlhas been living with her mother
on Union street, but when parties went to
visit them recently it was found that both
had mysteriously disappeared, aud lett no
trace of their probable destination behind
them. A Mrs. Green lives there, but she
refuses tit talt, and the police are keeping

Idark, go nothing but mystery envelops the
affair. It has been suenested that the
mother and daughter were spirited away
by interested parties who feared disclos-
ures.

A Rickety Bridge.
Street Superintendent Harrison has filed

a communication with the Board of Public
Works notifying it that the Etehth-street
bridge is in a dangerous conditiou and in
need of immediate repair.

Mr. Harrison says that the supports nf
tha bridge appear to be solid, but that the
covering is warped and mlleu away at the
sides, aud is liable to drop at any time.

The center of the bridge
1

is strong, but
the planks which are laid on either side of
the railroad track are not safe, as tho ends
are ready to drop off Irom the stringers.
He :-ays that unless immediate action is
taken the bridge will probably have to be
closed up for public safety.

There is an ordinance pending in the
City Council for an appropriation of $600
for the repair of the bridge, and it was re-
cently decided to postpone the ordinance
until the next tax levy is made.

Th« man who has charge of the big draw

at the Webster-street bridge is to bn in-vestigated. Itis charged that he kept the
schooner Prospectus in the narrow space
between the Alice and Webster street
bridges for such a long time that she was
compelled to make five tacks, on one ol
which she smashed her bowsprit against
the bridge. The tender kept the bridge
closed to give the Southern Pacific narrow
gauge the preference.
Itis said that this is not the first time

this has occurred, and the bridge-tender
at this point is remembered with venom
by a large number nf men who go down to
the sea in ships. They all stand ready to
make complaint that the commerce of the
estuary is very much hampered by this
autocrat of the bridge.

SEALING AND LAW

That Back Rent for the
Pribyloff Isles.

No Official Demand Received by the
North American Yet—The

Bering Sea.

The announcement in the telegraphic
dispatches of The Call yesterday that
the United states Uoverment bad made a
demand upon the North American Com-
mercial Company of this city for back
rental and bonus of the Pribyloff Islands
created quite a sensation insealing circles.

The determination of Secretary Carlisle
to make this demand is believed in some
way to be a sequel of the Bering Sea con-
troversy just concluded. Itis thought that
the settlement of the greater question has
Deer, the cause of a geaeral overhauling
Ofearlier contracts, with the result that it
was discovered that a contract entered
into by this company had rot been carried
out inits original terms.

The orleioal Healing contract, according
to the parties thereto, allowed th« North
American Company to take 100.000 seals a
year. For this the sealers agreed to pay
$65.C00 rental for the islands, a bonus of
57 62% en each seal and a Government tax

,of 92 en each skin. Later the number of

seals which the conarany was allowed to
killwas reduced to 21,500 and 7500 iv suc-
enssive years respectively, and on con-
sideration or this reduction the original
rental of $55,000 was proportionately re-
duced.

Attorney-Gflnnral Miller approvedl the
reduction in 1890, but now Attorney-Gen-
eral Olney has decided that it was made
without authority ot law. The question,
therefore, appears to lie between the two
coustructions of law aad equity by the
two legal luminaries.
IfOlney's opinion holds the amount dueby the Niirth American Company by years

i"» stated rs follows: 1890 547.402, 18918138,628, 1892 $108,386, or nearly 8300.000.
Lloyd Tevis, president of the North

American Commercial Company, said yes-
terday that he had received 'no official
notification of the demand and until he
did could not discuss the subject. Hiscompany had rented Pribyloff Islands since
1889 and had paid rent as required by theGovernment. In faci every requirement
of the law had been complied with and
this news of a demaud for back rentalcame as a surprise.

From others counected with the com-
pany it was gathered that auy claim such
as was indicated would be stubbornly con-
tested. On the representation of the Gov-
ernment only a proportion of the orieinal
amount of tseals alloweu had been taken
and it was claimed that since the com-
pany had acted in good faith the Govern-
ment should do likewise. Ifa precedent
were made of reversing the oftinialdeeds of
preceding administrations the Government
would find it very difficult to enter into
contracts, which at best were largely based
on mutual confidence and good faith.

On the other hand some of the competing
companies of the Korih American Com-
mercial Company laughed heartily over the
turn things had taken.

"Pretty tough lor the North American
perhaps," said a prominent sealer, "but a
contract's a contract and must be lived up
to.

"Ifthe !North American made a contract.

and then found it had made a good thing
of it, do you suppose it would want to
squeeze out of it? Not a bit of it. Well,
this tune it finds itself caught in the door
and thought it lint managed to get out
through the kind offices of Attorney-Gen-
eral Miller, in my opinion Miller had no
right to allow the company to evade the
terms of its contract, and I"should hardly
have thought that Secretary Carlisle would
have needed Attorney-General Olney's
opinion on such a simple proposition. 1
know Ihave to live'up to my contracts,
whether they come out well or ill."

Incidentally considerable sentiment w»b
elicited regarding the larger question of
tne Bering Sea controversy. The decision
of the court of arbitration was generally
looked upon with suspicion. It was
thought that an attempt had been made to
satisfy every one with the result that the
United States might prove to have what
the merchant called the "short end of
the bargain." The main American logs
was thought to be the recommendation
that Americans should not be allowed
control of seals except in their own terri-
torial waters. How the United States
was to patrol waters and protect property
belonging to others was a problem, and
the right appeared to have been thrown
out as a sop without value to nationalvanity.

"The main point, however." said one
gentleman, "will be the damages whichare recommended to be exacted. They
may possibly upset the decision of this
court of arbitration nven yet, or rather
prevent its confirmation by Congress."

Every now aud then niio would be heard
laughing gleefully. a»<l Mrs. Loan finally
walked out to *re what was amusiug the child
so much. Wbei thr iittle girl saw her mother
coMihig she called out to her:

"Come, mamma, ana see the live carpet-
rags!"

At the same time site held up to her mother a
snake, which she grasp«-d Id the middle u( the
body. ;u:U winch twisifil •',,isqultnied In the
air. Mrs. Loan saw at «!»ce that itwas a cop-
perhead. Altlion she v,> almost swooning
with terror the child's mother acted with rare
presence of mind. It occurred t<> her that if
she ? howed tier alarm by cry logout to tne child
the latter would undoubtedly become fright-
ened, and the change (hat would naturally fol-
low m her handling or Midden dropping of the
suake might anger the copperhead and cause It
to bite.

The copper
spot on the (op of their head* be nan to deepen
In color, as itdoes when this »n.ike lienraged,
and they both made toward the child's mother
showing great rave. Tue little tcirl.clapped
her hands and started to catch Uio snakes
aRaID. Her mother rn«hed out of lie pain aud
around the snakes, and snatching the child up
In her aiiiM flew to the house and Into it,
closed the done behind her and (ell to the
floor Ina dead faint. The other child, a boy 8
years old, was In another room making a kite.
He neard the noise ot hi* Diotner's fall and his
little sister crying, and ran into the room. His
father whs at work near tin* house, and the

FOUND AT LAST.

Old Trinity's Records Are
Discovered.

IN A BLOCK OF GRANITE.

One of the Last Acts in the Destruc-
tionof a House of Prayer That

Was Famous.

On the afternoon of Friday, November 9.
1866, Bishop Kipstruck the cornerstone of
old Trinity three times with his silver
trowel, and the stone withits box of pre-
cious records and relics was lowered to its
place in the wall, where foralmost twenty-
seven years ithad laid undisturbed, until
the pick of a workman buried itself in a
corner of the box just after noon yester-
day.

Thn treasure had been found, for though
not intrinsically valuable, the contents
were highly-prized, for they could not be
replaced, and ifthey had not been found a
link of Trinity parish's history would have
been lost.

No small amount of interest has been
felt in the box during the past few weeks,
owing partly to the fact that, although
there are several persons who were present
at the ceremonies wnen the cornerstone
was laid, they did not agree as to the pre-
cise spot where it had been deposited, and
it had been located in all parts of the

foundation wall. But, as the sequel
shows, C. V. ss. Gibbs had not forgotten,
and it was found very near tba spot he bad
designated.

One of the workmen was busily engaged
in tearing out Ihe brick foundation wall on
ihe east side ot the building yesterday, and
just «t the northeast corner of the build-
ing, almost directly under the pulpit of
the old church, he removed the block of
granite containing the copper box. The
workman's pick struck under the corner
of the Ud, and he pried it up before he
Kuew what he had iound, and through the
uperture thus made some o( the papers in
the box could be seen, and they looked as
fresh and new as if they had been de-
posited there but a day before. None that
could be seen showed any signs of age,
nor were they discolored iv any way.

The following articles were placed in
the box at the time the stone was laid,
and which wil! no doubt be found when
the box is opened: Holy bible and
prayer-book, church almanac for 1866,
journal of the general convention and of
the diocesan convention, an abstract of
the history of Trinity parish from the
commencement to dale, daily, secular and
church papers of current dme, and coins
of the United Statps issued In1806, and
bearing trie motto, "In<God VV« Trust."

The box is of copper, about § by 16
inches, and 5 inches deep. The inside of
the box Is bright and new. and shows no
effects, thouzh twenty-seven ypars have
parsed since it)a<tsaw the light of day.

Toe members of the parish are delighted
at the discovery, particularly those who
were dresent when the box was put away,
and especially since the box had not been
found for so long that Itwas f-ared that it;
had been stolen.

Mo*t of the walls are gone, and the >

stone wan found within three feet of the
bottom o( the foundation.

"Of course, Iam glad that it is foun i."
said C. V. b. Gibbs, one of the few people !
who saw the box when itwas new. "We
respect anything that is old, you knww, I
but we can unly revere a thing which is so
intimately connected with the church tiiat ;
we love. Here are records which have
been kept from the very beginning, and

'
they willbe treasured in the new church,
because they «M the connecting links
whicn bind us It old Trinity an i to the :
two churches which preceded.

"Ithought Icould not be mistaken as to
the spot. Iremember that day too well,
