
AN EASY MARKET.

City Realty Is Feeling an
Improvement.

NO WANT OF CONFIDENCE.

Agents Report Good Inquiry for
Real Estate, but Say Buyers

and Sellers Don't Agree.

The money market being a trifle easier
r«Mlestat« is beginning to experience an
improvement that makes the situation
quite hopeful. A better feeling exists,
and the demand for city property is un-
usually heavy for this season of the year.
Indeed inquiry among the targe real estate
houses is as good as ever, and there does
not appear to any depression in ban
Francisco realty. Taking into considera-
tion the well-known financial stringency,
which of course has had its effect on the
real estate market, this is a satisfactory
sign, Itdhows for itself that there is no
lack of confidence in town lands as an in-
vestment.

Prices, however, are held up very stiffly.
There is scarcely enough property offered
at prices that are marketable, from which |
the inference is that no degression exists
in realty through its own merits or de-
merits. But on the other hand buyers ex- !
pect to get biirgains even as low as 25 ocr
cent below present values. Some of the
best Mt**Bta declare that nothing like n
condition justilying bargains of this class
is in the almost) lien-.

There is a solution apparent for such a
difficulty as this, arising, no doubt, from a
wrong impression of the situation. In-
tending buyers and sellers should be
guided by the house transacting their
business. Inquiry is so gr>-at now ifpeople
«lii not buy presently at prevailing prices
there will follow an increase in sixty days.
A Urge business could be done ifbuyers
and Milan would only agree on a clear |
view of the situation, and not look lor too
much either way.

Many institutions have gone to the wall
in the past sixty days, while not a single
building and loan association has had to
close liß doors. In fact, history goes to
show that through ail the tight money
markets and panics building and loan
associations have stood. The only failures j
recorded in the country have been the j
direct cause ofdishonesty.

Tnere are in round numbers about 125 !
building and loau associations in this
State, with assets of about 516.000.000,
nearly all of which is leaned in small in-
stallments on first mortgages, and from the
fact that every thirty days each borrower ;
i*obliged to pay a portion of the principal j
as well as the interest on the loan, these
loans become safer each month as the
borrower's liability decreases.

In the building line v good business is
noted, as for instance the total ifcontracts
let from August 1 to 15 is $227,362 for
forty-eiglit contracts. For the same period
last year there were forty-Dine contracts;
value £243,654. With a littlebetter money
market this season would lack nothing iv !
comparison with previous years just j
past. As it i:>, however, many contracts j
are not being hurried, and plans of pro-
posed buildings are waiting fora turn. In j
ir.e tide.
