Southern Pacific
Ends the Fray.

They Take Possession of Trains Qut
of Mojave and Are Bound
for This City.

"he rate war is over,

Yesteraav the Southern Pacific offieials
jent out the ten-days notice required to all
sther lines in which it was stated that on
October 1 the old schedule will be restored.

I'ne Santa Fe officials have as yet taken

no action in the matter, but it is supposed
they wiil to-day fellow the example of the
uthern Pacifie,

This' result was brougnt about by a
telegraphie correspondence between Vice-
President Crocker of the Southern Pacific
and President Rhinehart of the Atlantic
and Pacificc The agreement reached was
that rates should be restored to their old
footing, and that the cause of all the trou-
ble—tha matter of side trips—should be
settled by the twe gentlemen named.

1n reality the cut has not resulted in any
benefit to either of the two roads con-
cerned. The fact of the matter is that the
great bulk of those who expected to go
Eust'to attend the Werld’s Fair have al-
Teady made the trip, and the number
caught by the low rate offered from South-
ern California was small indeed.

The Southern Pacitic Company has a
couple of hundred undesirable passeagers
strung =&long i1ts line between Oaklaud
and Mojave. The first notifieation that
reached the general offices of the road yes-
terday came from the last-mentioned
place. Itstated that a gang of over 200
men had arrived thare from the East over
the Atlantic and Pacificc and tnat the
greater portion of them had started north
on their way to this city.

The next dispatch came from Bakers-
field, and in it the agent stated that the
trainmen were unable to do anvthing with
thie overwhelming number of those in the
crowd, and that the latter had simply
taken possession of the trains. He further
atated that he had appealed to tiie authori-

. ties of the place for assistance, but that
they had refused to comply with his re-

. qQuest,

The agent at Tulare next sent word that
‘a big contingent of the boxear tourists had
alighted at that place in search of food.
The citizens, he said, had supplied them,
" and-the men were leisurely waiting the
advent of another train bound in this di-
rection.

From Mendota came the information
that the men had left the train before its
arrival there, the last gang getting off at
Hanford.

The dispatches all described the fellows
‘ms. tramps, and they stated that 300 or 400
maore of their kind were behind them com-
log oyer the same route they haa followed.
The railrcad officials simply notified their
agentsand treainmen to avoid any trouble
with the travelers if they were unable to
keep them off, and it now looks probable
that in a few days this city will receive an
acguisition that is not at all desirable.

WHAT A BOTHER!

Curious Points Involving
Jurisdiction.

WHO MAY DEPORT CHINESE.

The Cases From New Mexico and a
United States Marshal’s Posi=
tion in Them.

“And your petitioners are informed and
verily brlieve that the detention by the
said John Wise, Collector of the Port, as
aforesaid, is without jurisdiction and void
for the season that the said United States
Marshzl had no jurisdiction to order your
petitiopers deported for having failed to
ecomply with the provisions of section 6 of
the act hereinbefore referred to.”

That is the way the closing paragraph
reads in a petition filed in the United
States Circuit Court yesterday for writs
of habeas corpus in behalf of the'seven
Chinese brought from New Mexico by
Deputy Marshal Moore and turned over to
Collector Wise, and if there are no unin-
tentional blunders in it the Marshal of
New Mexico is placed in a peculiar light.

It is generally understood that the office
of United States Marshal is an executive
not a judicial one, but the document filed
by Attorneys Riordan and Harvey Brown
directly charges Marshal W. J. McKeys
with having examined the Chinese at
Deming, and, as may be seen, indirectly
unccuses him of ordering their deportation.

And the same treaty also declared, says
the petition, **that tne Chinese subjects re-.
siding in the Uunited States shall enjoy the
same privileges, immunities and exemp-
tions, in respect to residence, as may there
be enjoyed by the citizens er subjects of
the most favored nation,”

So far the documant did not differ apart
from the reference to Marshal McKeys
from the appilications for writs made to
United States District Judge Morrow in
the eases of the twenly Los Angeles
Chinese, but the recital of the madus
overandi by whiech the New Mexican
offenders came into the custody of Collee-
tor Wise rajses the whole question of juris-
diction, and it is for that reasoun that
Judge MeKenna will listen to arguments
io the matier.

Tue history of the arrest, examination
and remanding of the Chinese is then
given. They were arrested on August 28
at Lordsburg, N. Mex., under a charge of
being illegally in the enuntry in violation
of the exclusion act of October, 1888. It
was supposed they had been smuggled
over the Mexican border. After their

| arrest they were “‘taken before A. J. Me.

Keys, United States Marshal at Deming,
N. Mex., aud were examined on said
charge,” aceording ‘to the verbiaze of the

| paper; and the curiouns allegation follows:

**That upon the hearing and examin-
at'on of said charge, the United States
Government not on'y failed to establish

| the charges made, but admitted that the

testimony absolutely failed to show that
the pelitioners had unlawfully entered the
United States, and thereupon the United
States District Attorney * * * ggked
the United States Commissioner to order
the petitioners deported hecause they had
failed to register as required by section 6
of the Geary act.”

Tne commissioner made the order upon
this last ground—that they Ltad failed to
register—and the Chinese wera brought to
this city and turved over to Collactor Wise.

Apropos of the gquestion of jurisdietion,
section 12 of the exclusion act of 1888
allows a commissioner to make an order
of deportation, but under section 6 of the
Geary act only a United States Judge can
make such an order. In noecase, of course,
can a marshal act as a judicial officer. .

If it can be established that the Marshal
made the order the Chinese will soon be
free mep—until, at leas’, other proceed-
ings might be commenced against them.
1f, however, the reference to the Marshal
as an examining and commitiing officer
proves to be a clerical or even intentional
error the habeas corpus proceedings may
fall flat until the blunder be corrected.
Then the sole question to be determined
will be as to the coinu issioner’s authority.

Collector Wise has been instructed by
Seeretary Carlisle to return the Chinese to
the custody of Marshal McKeys, and it
may turn out that quite a bill of exvense
will be taxed against the Marshal.
Whether that officer eould be made de-
fendant in seveu suits for damages for
unlawful arrest, imprisonment and trans-
poriation may yet have to be deiermined.
Whatever steps the attorneys will take to-
day are enigmatical. Thev charge that
Collector Wi-e unlawfully holds the Chi-
nese, and he must admit that they are not
properlv in his custody, so their releass
seets assured already.

A dispateh was also received by Col-
lector Wise from Seeretary Carlisle yes-
teraay respecting the Afong family.
Having been advised by the Hawaiian
Minister that the Afongs a;e Hawaiians,
the Secretary instructs Mr. Wise to allow
them to land.

NOT YET DECIDED.

No Date for the Charter
Election.

Changes That Were Made in the Per-
sonnel of the Registrar’s Office
in the Last Few Days.

There was another fruitiess meeting of
the Election Commissioners yesterday
afternoon in their endeavor to arrange a
date on which to hold the election of free-
holders for the framing of the city charter.

Mayor Ellert presided and the same ar-
guments as used theday before were again
gone over for almost an hour,

Mayor Ellert opposed the holding of an
election in December for the reason that
the payment of the bills would create a
deficiency. There was the publication of
the charter anad the payment of the ex-
penses of the freeholders, for bothof whieh
no appropriation Lad been made. The
holding of an election early in the spring
would give the public ample time in which
to study the charter. In this way an ap-
propriation could pe made in next year’s
‘evy for the expenses not provided for and
all deficiencles avoided.

Auditor Broderick seconded the [Mayor
in his opposition te the programme of an
early election. He said he spoke from ex-
perience, having been connected with two
previous caarter elections in an official
capacity, Tie Auditorspoke very caroestly
on the proposition and was listened to
with attention,

City and County Attorney Creswaell,
Tax Collector Block aud Survevor Filz-
hogh were in favor of an early election in
December,

Auditor Broderick finally movea that the
election for freeholders be held on the first
Monday in April, but the motion was not
put, as the Commissioners agreed to devote
another meeting to tha question. The
meeting will be held to-day.

During the last few days several impor-
tant changes, said to have been brought
about by political reasons, have taken
place in the Registrar’s office. In the first
place the messenger was discharged and
an old friend of Harbor Commissioner
Bassett was put 1o nis place. Chief Dep-
uty Al Lewis, who was Dan Burns’ ap-
pointee, was let out, and a man named
Marshall put in his place. Marshall was
placed in ihe oftice by Irwin C. Stump,
Lewis was not let out for any other reason
than politics. He had to give way to make
room for somebody else,

The question then arose, “What shall
we do with Lewis?” A place must be
provided for him.

Sothe Registrar put on his thinking-eap
and devised the scheme of am early De-
cember election. As soon as the date was
set he would mrove for an extra deputy to
perform preliminary work, and Al Lewis
was to get the place. How the matter
will come out will be known at the meet-
ing to-day.

So quiet were the changes in the Regis-
trar's office kept that the Election Cow-
n:issioners themselves wera ignorant of

| them, and when they met were not “*on”’

at all.

BACK FROM CHINA.

Arrival of the Sloop-of=
War Alert.

It Is Claimed That She Is No Longer
Fit for Active Service—A
Stormy Trip.

The United States steam sloop-of-war
Alert has returned after an absence of
many days. Buffeted by typhoons in the
Eastern seas and attacked by the virulent
press of the Orient the Alert has arrived
somewhat the worsa for her experience,
but still flaunting an honorabie record.

But the Alert is condemned. This ver-
dict has not yet been arrived at officially,
but nevertheless she is wholly unsound
and urfit for further service, according to
the statements of her crew.

It may be of interest to the Navy De-
partment to know that the venerable
cruiser ade the remarkable record
of seven knots with a favorable breeze
whiie en route to this pert frem
Yokohama, and that her machinery,
which is ealeulated to drive her at the rate
of seven knots vnder favorable circum-
stances, isnow thought to have degener-
ated to such an extent that a five-knot pace
would be in keeping with itsability to
force the vessel ahead. Officers of the
Alert report that the vessel behaved ad-
mirably during the typhoon of August 16,
but members of her crew say differently.

“It was only an ordinary gale that struck
us,” said one of them, “*but the sea washed
all over us fore and aft, carrving away one
of our boats, and upon one occasion nearly
threw us on our beam ends. The vessel is
neither a good sea craft nor of any use as
a erutser.”

Whatever mav be the truth of this sea-
mnan’s sayings the Government, it is said,
will put the Alert out of commission on
the 9th of next month.

The vessel plainly shows the effects of
her long stay in the Eastern seas, and has
a decidedly patched up apoearance,

Commander George M. Book stated that
during the severe gale of Augus' 16 part of
the vessel’s cargo had to be jstrisoned,
thus forcing the vessel to make part of the
voyage here upder sail.

'{horo is no concealing the fact that the
vessel is not fit for duty in foreign waters,
E-luz slow and not altogether seaworthy.

The members contecd that the lessee of
lanés has a lawful right to protect his
property, and that trespassing is an of-
fense which is punishable by fine and im-
prisonment.

Since the 1st inst. several hunters under
invitation of the head steward of the Teal
Club have entered the lands leased by the
Cordelia Club and amused themselves
shooting at birds that were kept well out
of range of their guns by a small army of
men who have been emtiloyed for that
purpose by the haughty Cordelias.

The poachers, as they are called by the
gentlemen of tha elub upon whose grounds
they trespass, say that they can turn the
tables on the Cordelia sportsmen by shoot-
ing and driving off the birds that head for
the ponds when the city sportsmen are
stationed out for a bag. i

The poachers appear decidedly inde-
pendent in the matter, as the law, they
say, is on their side and the people of the
county are with them to a man. “A
poacher,” who is a resident of Suisun, re-
lated to a reporter an experience he had a
few days ago with the keepers of the club.
“When 1 entered the marshthat is claimed
as a shooting demesne by fifteen members
of the four hundred two vicious-looking
fellows, armed to the teeth, stepped up
and ordered me off the grounds. 1 smiled
and politely informed them that I wanted
a few birds for supper, after which I would
leave.

**“You can’t shoot at a feather here,” said
the larger man of the two, ‘and the sooner
you get yer boots off this place the better
it wiil be for you, because—"

*“Well, I made up my mind to have some
fun with the bad men from Frisco, and
instead of leaving the marsh instanter I
tramped over the mire until Iarrived ata
favorite pond, where Lknew from years ol
experience that ducks were always to be
found. had scarcely got within filty
yards of the pond when the keepers com-
menced to discharge their guns at the sun.
The noise startled a few mallard ducks
that were feeding in the tule near by, and
I fortunately drovped a brace. Well, it
would have amused you to see the paid
gunners’ attempt to head me off for posses-
sion of tke ducks.

“I got there first, however, and in a
jiffy I had the gr snheads stowed away in
my hunting ecoat. They demanded them
of course, but when 1 informed them that
possession was nine points in law and that
I bad a first-elass shooting gun they paused
to think. I tefi satisfied with the bag 1
had secured and ir a very short time, and
as a parting salute I gave the keepers to
understand that just as soon as the shoot-
ing was good a deputation of hunters from
Suisun would avail themseives of theop-
portunity of making things pleasant for
the Cordelias during the hunting season.”

The Teal Club is still on broken terms
with their neighbors, the Cordelias, and
according to some of the prominent mem-
bers they will not give way an inch until
the Cordelias apologize for the trick they
played on them by leasing their shooting
preserve for the season at an increase in
the rental figures.

The war between the two prominent
sporting clubs is evidently a long ways
from settlement. The Cordelias would do
anything rather than apologize to the
Tealers, nnd as & means of keeping in-
truders off the grass the Cordelias propose
to hire pugilists at €2 a day and beard to
punch poachers who shall refuse to leave
their preserve when ordered off.

The Cordelias say that the fine for bat-
tery i* nominal and that they will will-
ingly pay the amount imposed for the
pieasure of knowing that some of the most
venturesomse of the poachers received a good
fist lashing.

Evidently there will be a variety of
pastime on the Svisun marshes this sea-
son. ‘The indieations point to a very suc-
cessfui vear’s sport. The judge of Suisun
is chuekliug over the prospects for a good
winter’s bag.
