Santa Barbara Will Have
a Building.

A SALT-WATER AQUARIUM. |

Plans for Landscape Gardening at
the Midwinter Fair Grounds.
The Liberty Bell.

A prominent feature of the Industrial
Fair will be the Santa Barbara exhibit of
sea lions and sea tigers., Mayor E. W,
Gaty arrived from Santa Barbara yester-
day, bringing with him complete plans for
the building and tank. lle conferred with
the executive committee and has parlially |
completed arrangements for the conces- |
sion. The terms have yet to be agreed
upon,

The building will be frame with an ex-
terior finish in imitation of asplar stone |
work and will cost about $12,500. I1ts di-
mensions will be G6x56 feet, with a lobby
and arcade insids. The aquarium will be
1-shaped, 36x14, and will contain 38,000
gallons of salt water, The design of the
building will be very pretty. In front will
be a tower 80 feet high.

The second story will consist principally
of a balcony witha seating eapacity of 200,

They will include the
leopard and tiger seal, not the ordinary
hair variety seen on the Cliff House rocks.

The tiger seal is very rare and has only
once been seen away from the Santa Bar-
bara islands. Even the common fur seals, |
of which there will be a number in the
aquarium, will be a curiosity to most of
the visitors. Mayor Gaty says that the |
leopard and tiger varieties will have to be
caught with a lariat and brought hither in
crates. They are amphibious and can be |
raised like kittens. |

Such was the astonisaing language that |
was heard to come from the usually grave |
lips of Judge Coffey of the Probate Court i
vesterday morning when he filled the oner-
ous duties of auctioneer in dispesing of
some real proverty belonging <o the estate
of Hiram A. Pearsons, deceased.

The occasion was one where the Judge
was called upon to ratify the sales made
by the estate’s execator, Elliot S. Moore.
Tne property sold consisted of a large tract
of land eitnated at the Presidio, besides
some rather valuable pieces of property on
the water front, bounded by Merchant,
Clay, East and Drummn streets.

Judge Coffey’s court was well thronged
with interested parties. In cases like the
present it is the Probate Judge’s privilege
to invite bids for any of the lots sold by
the executor, and, if such bids come with-
ir acertain percentage higher than toe |
price obtained by the executor, the lots |
can be declared npen for sale and knocked |
gnwn there and then to the highest bid- |

er.

Coffev’s sale realized £54,861 66, whereas
the executor’s sale only reached £37,731 66,
a difference of £17,130.

MATHENY’S ALIBL

What Carroll Cook Will
Attempt to Prove.

ON A SPREE AT SAUSALITO.

A Claim That Officer Ell Killed
Cashin — The Story of the
Ride in the Gurney.

Atlast itis known just what defeunse
Carroll Cook intends to make to clear
Louis Matheny of the charge of murder
against him acd securs his release from
the terrible web of circumstances which
has been woven about him by the State’s
atterneys.

Matheny’s attorney will attempt to
prove an altbi, and he has made out a very
plausible theory in his opening statement.

Yesterday morniog when the court
opened there was the usual large crowd
present, and when Mr. Cook arose to
addressthe jury there was not even stand-
ing-room.

Xir. Cook opened by complimenting the
jury as a conscientious and honest body of
men, and one that would listen to both
sides of & case Defore making up their
minds.

Mr. Cook then launched into his state-
ment without further words. He would
admit, be said, that Matheoy and Toubill

were friends and at times associates, but |

Mr. Cook said there was nothing signifi-
cant in that,
times do things of which we do not al-
ways approve. Any ove of you gentlemen

is likely at any time to have a friend do |

something of which you are ashamed.

*Tounill was an expert mechanic and he
had a bhost of friends, and they were
grieved and surpiised when they learned
that Le had been engaged in the Kiod of
work at whiech he met nhis death. He
made dice and spring boxes such as are
used to turn cards in playiog faro and
other devices for gamblers, and in this
work he was ailded by Matheny, who at
that tim e was out of work and anxious to
engage in something that wouid bring him
iD an income.

‘It was this work they were engaged In
when they visited the back room of the
Elysium saloon so ofien.

The :afe sat
just back of the barber-shop, and when
Touhill heard the officers try the door of
the shop he became frightened and ran
first to the back room, where he broke the
window, and seeing that it was not possi-
bie to escape that way he turoed again
toward the front and determined to try the
des; erate chance of ruoning the gauntlet
that way rather than be caught inside.

accident shot down Cashin, 1 say Touhill

alone was in that saloon, or if any one was |

with him, then it could not have been this
deiendant, and I propose to tell you why.

*Touhill was in Oakland on the Friday
before the shooting, and we intend to
prove to you that he was with another
man.

Ile thought of the saloons and
yacht clubs at Sausalito, and thinking he
might get something to do thera as
a barkeeper he went ovor there on Thurs-
day, the day after Touhill left. He was
alone there, and took several drinks. He
staved all pight ata certain hotel there,
which will be shown in time. He drank
considerable that nigint and more the
next day, and then started out for a
walk up the beach. He was pretty
full.. In his walk he saw a boat
which had become loosened in some man-
ner, and he went down near the water to
recover iL.g3He got a pole to reach it and

He then
wandered back to the town dnd it was
growing late. He was wet, lonesome and
disconsolate and out of work. On the
Sausalito whart he met a friend who
recognized him. He saw the conditicn
he was in and tried to prevail on Matheny
to return with him. This the defendant
stubbornly refused to do, and the boat left
without him, the friend biddiog him good-
by as he left him standing on the wharf.
This was the last boat to the eity, and
Matheny returned to a& ealoon and had
more drink, after which he went to bed at
the same place as he had the night before,
in another room.”

Mr. Cook dwelt particularly on this
night, as it was the night of the robbery,
when Matheny was supposed to have been
in Kuhnle’s saloon.

Matheny slept late the next morning and
returned to San Francisco in a saaly drab-
bled condition.
| He drank more, and finally more friends
| got hold ot bim and took him to Coleman’s
| room, where he was found by the police.
’ These friends, or one of them, went to

Matheny’s own room for his clothes, and
; 10 gathering them up picked up alot of
stuff belonging to Touhill, among other
things the old white hat which Mr. Cook
said Touhill was a-countable for, and he
had probably got it at the racetraek at
some time in one of his many visits there.
The hat was dry when found, said Mr.
Cook, else it would not have been marked
as it was by a pencil as Officer Seymour
hed marked it without tbe marking ruo-
ning.
