“Ob, how the wind blows!” sang the
gailors of the schooner Mary and Eita,
which sailed from port yesterday morning
for a trip up the coast. Bu: the wind
didn’t blow nearly so bard off Point Reves
in the moining as it did at 5 o’clock in the

1

. ‘evening, when it reached the astounding
veloeity of eighty miles an hour. Into this
gaie sa led the Mary and Etta, and at 5:15
o’elock she came lumbering in through the
Golden Gate with her main topsail carried
away and her mainsail split.

At 9 o'clock in the morning the wind
marked about forly miles an hour on the
I'vint Reyes weather gauge and steadily
1ncreased in violence till late in the after-
noon, when the eighty-mile noteh was
reached. It was almost a hurricane and
lashed the ocean into a fury, tumbling
heavy seas upon the beach off the point
and compelling sailing ecraft to take
numerous reefs in canvas.

There were not many vessels in or out
bound when the Dbreeze sprang up and
Boreas wasted his energy on an empty sea.
Hud there been, then perhaps scme vesse!s
like the Mary and Etta outside wounld
have had to come back to port for re-
pairs.

A man named Brown was eapsized off
Alcatraz yesterday morning while enjoy-
ing a sail in a Whitehall boat. He was
abreast of the German bark G. N.. Wilcox
al the time and was rescued by a boat
from the Wilcox. Later a Whitehall boat
taking skins from the sealing schooner
Unga to Poweli-street wharf was upset.
Boatmman William Henderson and a seal-
‘hunter were in the boat when it capsized.
Both men were rescued by a passing craft.

An accident occurred on board of the
schooner Excelsior, lying at one of the
southern docks, which ecost William
Kehn, a stevedore, his lifa, ‘I'he man was
struck by a slingload of grain and thrown
d¢own the main hatchway. Ile suffered
internal injuries besides fracturing bis
skull, and died a fewininutes after he fell.
