particularly in the coal trade, upon which
has followedgeneral paralysis of business.
Tiiiu-gs are- so stagnant that labortis who
toil bard in tbe fields are having their piti-

ful wages, reduced oy a. fifth. The lot of
the agricultural hind has never been cheer-
ful in remuneration, but what hope is there
lor able-bodied men who have to conic
down from S2 75 or $3 per week to S2 25?
In Wiltshire this wage is common. The
average -i-s nnt higher than S2 50. But men
whe have this income ar« at least in em-
ployment. Many thousands of operatives

have iint even this pittance, and are beg-
:ging for *onp and bread on alternate days,

the fare being too luxurious for every day.

::• counitries of Europe.

ship. Itia easy to deplore these economic
haidshtps, but not easy to change them for
the better. Tha fare is poor, but there are
many millions of human beings In still
worse plight. The Hindoo and the Mon-
golian exist on a few cents a day. What a
world itis!

HOW CALIFORNIA WINE SUFFERS.

Some prospect is now held out that Cali-
fornia wines at Chicago will be passed in
judgment by competent experts instead of
being dealt with in almost haphazard
fashion under Air. Boyd Thatcher's plan.
Mr. Oldham, the gentleman referred to In
the dispatches, is a wine merchant in Lon-
don of great experience in handling all
kinds of wines), and he has Intimate ac-
quaintance with the best qualities of Cali-
fornia vintages, which he has, in no small
degree, been instrumental in introducing to
the English trade. Itwould be very satis-
factory if with Mr. Oldham there were as-
sociated three or four other European con-
noisseurs, who not only can tell a wine in
its existing condition, but form an opin-
ionof its prospects for improvement some*
years afterward. A verdict so obtained
would not be official, yet itought to carry-

mure weight than the plan officially
adopted.

Viniculture suffers from a siecies ol fraud
peculiarly crafty, and itis not too much to
say that as long as it persists the best
wives we make are liable to be sold, nut as
the product ol this State, but of European
countries. The modus operand! was de-

scribed plainly in a recent article iv The
Call. Ours is not in the general sense v
wine-driuking country, aad consumers
have the notion that foreign vintages are
the best. Some undoubtedly cannot be
surpassed. Genuine Johannisburg, Tokay,
Rudesbeimer or very high-class claret and
B urgundy cannot be excelled, try as we
may, but then there are ten times the quan-
tities of the so-styled unest wines sold that
are produced and the consumer simplypay3
for his whistle and is Imposed upon. But
in the case of California it is not a mere
matter of adulteration or misrepresenta-
tion. Itis nn application of the scriptural
piaciice against which warning is given ol
putting new wine into old bottles—Califor-
nia wioe into European bottles.

Ifbottled wines of hign quality were im-
ported the dealer coul'i not escape pay-

meat of the corresponding tariff duty,and
iie would only have his average proht per-
centage. The trick is to procure foreign
bottles, foreien corks, foreign cases, and
foreign labels, and then find the wine lor
the bottles In California. This avoids any

customs' impost, and the wine, to s»y the
lea-t. is not bad—irobnbly very much

better than most of the imported brands,

unless they are nndubitabiy high class,
which Js far from being guaranteed. This
is pandering to the taste lor foreign «vines
with a veneeance. The trade is regularly
supplied almost with shiploads of empty
cases and bottles which are only too truly

fabricated in Germany and France, and
when filled with coed wine from this Mate—

mature and wbolesume and not likely to
excite suspicion, but rather to provoke
boasting that no such qualities cxn 1>
produced in America— it is an easy matter
10 persuade a buyer that as the bottles,
labels and corks are undeniably of foreign
origin, so must the contents come from the
wineclad slopes of the Rhiue, the Moselle
or the Garonne.

Clearly this is all wrong and execrable.
Itshould be punishable thus to impose on
the American people, but without Iresh
legislation the evil cannot be checked.
Anybody may import empty Dottles and
cases ttamped as of foreign origin. Itis
the use to which the importations are put
which constitutes the fraud. Any bad
wive is called Californian ;any good Cali-
furuian is liable to be palmed off as for-
eign. The reputation the State gets there-
fore is very mixed. Dealer? understand
these tricks perfectly well; it is the uublic
who do not, and unscrupulous men do not
want them to know too much, borne of
our vineyard proprietors have fouud a
good market for choice wines, but they are
handicapped by the imposition of the
blending gentry, who profess to dabble
in the wines of all countries and nre
adepts in the conjurer's trick of pouring
out many liquids from one source, it is
time this detestable trafficshould be ended,

and our delegation in Congress should see
to it. Why not prohibit altogether these
importations of empty cases, bottles, la-
bels and corks? Tbere can be no honest
purpose in the trade.

STILL FENCING IN OAKLAND.

What may be the intention of the
Southern Pacific with regard to the large
slice of tie eastern side of to bay which
it is in these calm days industriously piling
in has not yet been divulged, but if the
company is not interfered with it may
easily "make a kirk or a mill" of these
valuable submerged lands between the
ferry mole and the north wall of the Oak-
land Creek. A line of piles has been
driven right across from the north to the
south, and the rectangular spacn thus in-
closed is perhaps not less than a mile
square. Aian ordinary state of the tids
it is a portion of the bay quite navigable,
tut near the shore it is bare at low tide.
There were two large schooners yesterday
at anchor well within the line of piling,
and a whole fleet mightnod anchorage
just as easily. A breakwater is quite feas-
ible nf construction between the mole and
the north harbor-wall, and then the whole
area could be drained, filled in and made
the foundation for a city or for vast fac-
tory establishments. The effect of such a
change on tne rest of the bay would be
understood in time.

SIXTY PER CENT IN GOLD.

Tbe sensational nature of the charge by
President Cleveland that the purchase of
silver is tbe cause of the industrial depres-
sion is shown in the fact that 60 per cent
of the customs are now paid in gold. As
all customs dues are payable in silver the
money of that metal would naturally be
used if there were any considerable dis-
trust of its money value. But little facts
of this kind do not make any impression
upon the Cleveland cast of mind. T> c
horse has been declared nine feet high and
nine feet high lie must be. Jf it were pos-
sible for Congress to outline its action ou
the tariffbilland fix the date when what-
ever changes itmay make sh«ll take effect
the business situation would improve as
far as itcan under a tariff for reveuue.

SOMETHING IN THE MEN.

Several of our Eastern contemporaries
disparage the work of Senaiors from the
i.ew States on the ground that they repre-
sent a comparatively small constituency.

Senators Jodps and Stewart of Nevada
are reproached with the fact that the
population of their State is less than
50.000. Teller and Wolcott. from Colo-
rado, have but little better backing.

And there are two (Senators tfrom Idaho

and two from Oregon who hare gained
prominence rather from personal effort
than from tlie number of their con-
stituents. It may be admitted that in
respect to the Senators from some of the
big States tnese conditions are reversed.
Probably not one half the fairly well
informed people in the country at large
know the names of the junior Senators
from New York or Pennsylvania. They
have heard of Senator Hill and Senator
Cameron, but neither owes the degree of
notoriety he possesses to his career in the
Senate. The Senators from Nevada and
Colorado have made themselves promi-

nent by their work. They owe little to
their State but the fact of election.
When Senator Hill makes a speech the
Senate sees six million people behind him.
Cameron hardly ever speaks, but when be
does the great State of Pennsylvania is
being heard. But Nevada and Colorado
have between them fewer electoral votes
thau the simile city of New York. May
we not fairlyconclude that there is some-
thing in the men who can make natioual
reputations with so little aid from the
States they immediately represent?

SOMEWHAT SENSATIONAL.

The Rev. Dr. Hemphill made a special

address to young women Sunday night in
which he manifested some characteristics
of the temperament which be ascribed to
women. "Extremes were in woman-
hood," he said. "Nearest to angelhood
when good, and nearest to devilhood when
bud, is woman." Then he turned his at-
tention to the eocinty girl, otherwise the
younger members of the Four Hundred,

lit* thought three years would do the aver-
age society girlup. In that period of time
she would be taught all the small vices
consistent with respectability, and while
still young in years would be old in feel-
ing, disillusioned with tho world, faded,
jaded, and in general terms a wreck.

Mr. Heiuphill seems to have gone to the
extreme in depicting the consequences of
a dip into the social swim. Mo-t of us
know young women who have tak'ui this
dip and come out without harm. After a
short period they get tired of excess.
There have even been cases of graduates
who have returned to simple pleasures

witha zest. They find more things of in-
terest out ot the "swim" than in It. It
should also be credi'ed to society that it is
t.'ie source of more charities than the
hard workers find time or means for.
How many of our matrons who have had
twenty years or more of this lile which
is represented as consuming its votaries iv
three years are the directing spirits of
homes for the friendless, kindergarteu
schools and kindred institutions ?

THE PER CAPITA TAX.

The Dominion Government has passed
an order in council which indicates that a
per caDita tax is as much of a discrimina-
tion against Chine«e as treaty rights will
permit. The true weaning of this order is
that China will not protest against a per
capita tax on its people, but will make
auy further discrimination against them a
mailer of controversy. The Chinese are
a philosophical nation. They do not re.«eut
an insult which does not prevent them
from getting where they want to go. Their
treaty with Great Britain places them on
a level with other natioii!<, but they waive
the spirit of the treaty so that the letter of
the law does not rule them out of British
territory. The thrifty Canadians put the
per capita tax in their treaty and land
thrir Chinese *here they can be most
easily run luto the United States. There
is one point of consideration from which
the immigration of Chinese into Canada
to remain there is a matter of much intsr-
est to the American people. There are
great influences at work to procure free
trade between Canada and the United
States. A number of EO-callel American
journals favor the proposition. It ib in
line with what is known of President
Cleveland's free-trade principles. Now if
free trade between Canada and the
United States should be established, the
Chinese coolie would be as well off in Can-
ada as in the United States. lie could
live in the country which only charges
him a small admission fee and send the
products of tils labor to the country which
won't have him ;>t any price.

The wonderful runs ot salmon in Alaska
described by the surveying party just re-
turned are no doubt familiar to those who
are in the cauning business. A generation
ago the bie fish in shoals were quite as
numerous on the upper water* of the
Columbia and its tributaries, and would be
as numerous still but for too sedulous can-
ning. Business men have pushed this
enterprise fast with a view to supply tin*
markets of tbe world, and the catch lias
been indiscriminate and exterminative.
Alaska willin time falloff in the produc-
tiveness of her fisheries, but at present the
*eas and rivers teem withmagnificent fond
fishes, and the capitalist thinks less about
supplies than prices. On the Siberian and
Japanese side of the Pacific the salmon is
ni?o abundant to an astounding extent. A
net cast across some of the rivers lauds
several hundreds of grand fi>h at a haul.
Europe was perhaps equally well supplied
in far-off times.

The plumbing of the new City Hall,
with the exception of tbe wing-, is in a
chaotic condition, according to Architect
Shea.

Its measurement at that
distance between the eve and moon is
about a quarter of an inch ;yst itlooks as
hig as a safety bicycle wheel.

Presbyterian Differences
Settled.

CONFIDENCE IN MR. DUNCAN.

Rev. Dr. Hemphill and Ex-Judge

Thornton Shake Hands Over
the Bloody Chasm.

The principal matter of Interest at the
adjourned meeting of the San Francisco
Presbytery, which met in the Howard
Presbyterian Church yesterdny morning,

was the case of Rev. K. J. Duncan,
whilom pastor of that congresation. It
was not until all of the regular business
of the presbytery had been finished that
the committee appointed to investigate

the charges against Mr. Duncan was called
upon to report and its entrance was the
signal for a rather waim discussion.

Dr. Hempl-.ill rose at once and moved
that the presbytery should go into inter-
locutory session and his motion was
seconded.

Many of the clergymen present, together

with the moderator and Mr. Duncan him-
self, strongly opposed, the action on the
ground that it wuuld create an impression

that there was a mysterious "something"

to be concealed. They wished the report

of the investigating committee to be as
public as the charges had been.

Key.D. M.Ross, chairman of the com-
initiee, urged a postponement of Dr.
Hemphill'd motion until after the reading

of the report, when, if discussion ensued,

it could be voted upon and outsiders be
asked to withdiaw.

Mr. K"Bs wa9. however, forced to yield
to a small majority of timid brethren who,
notwithstanding his earnest assurance to

tlie contrary, were evidently afraid that
there were to be some new and startling
developments in the case which must be
"kept from the papers" at all hazards.

Key. Mr. Woodwoi th asked for an open
session on the ground "that the re-
porters willget Itall anyway; ifthey stay
in they willget itstraight, if they are kept
out they will get it crooked"; but a vote
was taken which excluded everyone not

a member of the presbytery, even to Mrs.
Duncan, who had .urompnuied her hus-
band to the meeting.

Aithe end of about fifteen minutes the
doors were opened again, and ev< ry one
wag smilingly assured that tlie report ot
ti.e investigating committee had been ac-
cepted, and everything was satisfactorily
settled.

From remarks heard on the outside, how-
ever, it was learned that there had not
been perfect concord of feeling in regard
to the matter, und that there had been
quite a lively tilt be*, ween hlder Roberts
aiidllev.

Rev. Mr. Rhoda wa9 appointed moder-
ator of services at the Howard Pro*by-
terian Church, and on motion of Elder
Roberts allowed to fill the pulpit for the
nine being.

Rev. Dr. Hemphill extended an invita-
tion from Calvary Church to the presby-
tery to meet there for its December session
»nd the invitation was accepted with
thanks. The presbytery then adjourned.

SAN PABLO RANCH

The Litigation Is Almost
at an End.

The Report of the Referees to Be

Filed inJudge Hebbard's Court

This Afternoon.

The case which has grown to be con-
sidered by the legal fraternity as the
"Jarndyce vs. Jarndyce" of California is
at last in a fair way to be settled.
It was in the year 1867 that the now

famous dispute regarding the Immense
San Pablo rancho first appeared in th*
courts, and for over a quarter of a century

the case of Emeric vs. Alvarado into which
itresolved itself has dragged along through
leeal highways and byways*

During these years many who were in-
volved in the original notion have been
gathered to their fathers, leaving it to
their heirs to carry on the struggle which
they began.

Tne last two years alone have seen the
death of no less tlian seven of the litigants,
but those who have weathered the storm
no far can unw see tha "beginning of the
end."

This afternoon Mr. Curtis H. Lindley,
attorney for the referei>% will file his re-
port in Judge Hebbard'u court. The re-
port, which consists of 836 pages, consists
mostly of descriptions of the different tracts
arid subdivisions as they are finally al-
lotted to their several owners. Fuliy 1500

people are now living on the lanch and
will be affected directly or indirectly by

the final result, but the general impression
is that the partition has been at last satls-
faconly accomplished.

Expensive as the legai fight has been,
however, the rancho is well worth it all,
and many hearts will doubtless be made
happy when Judge Hebbiud renders his
final decision.

WINEMAKINQ AT VINA.

The Work Commenced at the Big
Vineyards on Saturday.

A gentleman connected with the man-
agement of the Stanford estate, and who
returned from the vineyard at Vina yes-
terday, says that wiuem.iking was com-
menced there Saturday for this season.

The estate has already sold over 2000
tons of t;iapes this season, most of which
have Dot vet been delivered. The picking
of the fruit was purposely delayed so that
itmight attain the full degree of ripeness,
although a heavy rain now would ruin the
crop.
