END OF SUCCOTH.

A Very Important Jewish
Festival.

DWELLING IN TABERNACLES.

An Address on the Relations of the
American Hebrew to His Gen-
- tile Neighbor.

The Feast of Tabernacles, one of the
important seasons of the Jewish year, has
been in course of celebration by the con-
gregations of this city for the last eight
days, and to-day will witness the closing
ceremonies connected with the feast. It
is a time of general rejoicing among the
Hebrew people, and the various syna-
gogues were crowded yesterday with
throngs of glad worshipers.

The day is known as **Succoth” in the
calendar and means a labernacle, and in
former days it was the custom of devout
Hebrews to build a small taberpacle in
their yard covered with boughs of trees
and decornted with bunches of fruit, and
nere the family ate their meals during the
period.

The modern custom is to build the *‘sue-
coth” in the svnagogue, and there all the
members of the congregation partake of
the feast,

At the Mason-street Synagogue vesler-
day after the regular ceremonies, led by
Canton Meyerson, Julins Kahn addressed
the large congregation on the subject of a
new society to be formed among the young
people in connection with the work of
building the congregation’s new home of
worship. Mr. Kahn spoke as follows:

“Nearly a score of vears have passed
since I spoke from this altar to the mem-
bers of this congregation. At that time I
pubiicly proelaimed my fealty to the faith
of my fathers.,

*“A tew days ago I received an invitation
to address vou on this oceasion and upon a
subjrct pear and dear to ali tho«e who
have manfully and bravely struggled and
battled to maintain the old Obabhai Sha-
lome congregation, and so to-day, for the
second time in my life, I appear at this
altar to say a few words to those of my co-
religionisis who worship the God of lsrael
in this house of prayer.

“I certainly feel the novelty of my posi-
tion and only regret my inability to do the
subject full jostice—a subject fraught
wilh the greatest importance to the mem-
bers of this congregation.

*[et me then, us brieily as possible, ex-
plain the sitnation.

“Some time ago the board of trustees
effected the sale of this property, and in
all likelihood befecre many months have
passed this sypagogue in which for so
many years our pareots, our relatives and
friends were wont to worship in accord-
ance with the customs and tiraditions of
their fathers—this synagogue in which
the younger generations have been taught
the first lessons of their religion and the
earliest rndiments of the sacred tongue—
will have passed into the haunds of
strangers.

“And now a number of the same
younger generation, realizing the fact that
on them will ultimately fall the duly of
bearing the standard of Judaism, and also
realizing the fact that many of the pious
and energetic members of this‘congrega-
tion have been called to the Eternal
Home, have concluded to organiza a soci-
ety, to be known as the Obabai Shalome
Auxiliary Association, to asaist il possible
in the bulldicg of a new temple of wor-
ship, where they can continue to glorify
the Creator of all things as becomes the
descendants of those great and immortal
heroes who were ready to saerific home,
country—yea, and life itself—rather than
renounce their allegiance to their faith;
the faith that proclaims that there is one
true and everliving God.

“To this end a weeting has been called
in this synazogue for to-morrow evening
at 8 o’clock, to which all young poople of
bothh sexes are cordially invited. For
myseif [ am proud to be identified with this
movement and shall do all that lies in my
humble power to further the interests of
the association, and with your kind indul-
gence I propose to give you a concise and
succinct idea ofswhat can be accomplishea
by such an organization.

“In the first place, experience has
taught me that there 1s no disguising this
fact—once a Jew always a Jew. I care
not whether 2 man renounces all the rights
and rituals that have been handed down
through all the ages; I care not how radi-
cally reformed may be his mode of wor-
ship; I care not even though he may be-
come an apostate, be still remains in the
eyes of the masses, regardless of creed, a
Jew. And therefore it becomes the duty
of our Jewish men and women to make
that word *Jew’” synonymous with &l
that is good, with all that is pure, with all
that is elevating or ennobling on this
mundane sphere.

“To be sure, we live in an age of ma.
teriallsm. Tha great struggle for wealth,
which inevitably cartiés in its train those
twin sisters, influence aud power, natur-
ally falls upon the sterner sex and en-
grosses the greater part of man’s atten-
tion. And yet it seems to me that every
Jewish young man should find just a littie
tima to devute to charitable work, and
above all else to public matters,

“To the everlasting eredit of our Jew-
ish young ladies be it said they have
shown themselves far ahead of their
bLrothers in this respect. ‘They have alliea
themselves with numerouns charities, such
as the kindergartens, the Fruit and Flower
Mission, the Helpers’ Society and kindred
organizations. And what makes their wurk
sc much more noble, thelr charity is not
coufined alone to people of their own
persnasion.

**We huveoften been charged with being
clanpish, but the action of these young
ladies must commend itself to every hum-
anitarian of every belief. And I say un-
hesitatingly that deeds of this kind tend
more effeciually than words to break the
barriers that exist between Jew and G-n-
tile, between Hebrew and Christian, The
charity of Jndah Tours and of Sir Moses
Montefiore knew no creed, and in conse-
quence their memories are revered wher-
ever civilized man holds sway,

“Let us then inscribe in letters of undy-
ing gold, high up on the tablet of objects
for which this association is to be formed,
the immortal words of the immortal
Lineoln, ‘with malice toward none and
charity for all.” and Iam sure if we keep
these words always in view, and live up
to that golden precept, the term “Jew’”
will never be an opprobrious epithet in
this community.

“My friends, a glorious destiny lies be-
fore us. In this grand land, this God-
given America, where all men are equal,
where they nre endowed by their Creator
with certain inalienable rights, where
among thess rights are life, liberty and
the pursuit of happiness, the enildren of
Israel have indeea found their promised
land. And since this country gives them
so much, what should not the Jew be
ready to give to his country. I maintain it
is his duty to be among the leaders in all
public undertakings. 7T'he comwunity’s in-
terest should be his interest, and there
should be no great public enterprise, af-
fecling the welfare of the public at large,
but what should receive his earnest and
hearty support. He should be among the
first to contribute, and he should be liberal
in his contribution. He can and he should
be an example to all mankind, and I am
sure that if he pursues such a poliey, If he
proves himself possessed of that liberality
which of right ig a partof his religion, that
expression 1 nave so often heard, that
phrase which must cause a thrill of agony
to course through every Jewish heart, *As
mean as a Jew,” will be furever blotted
from the language, will become nbsoleta,
and will never again be heard in the land.

“Agaip, I believe it should be the
bounden duty of every Jew to take an
active interest in the politics of the na-
tion. Alas] too often have I heard my co-
religionists assert that an honest man
should never be identified with polities.

But, my friends, never was a greater mis-
take uttered. The Jew should take an
active interest—not., to be sure, in that
kind of polities which represents all that
is base and vicious in our political sys-
tem, but that higher and noblergrade of
polities that tends to elevate the standard
of American cilizenship. He should
aspire to political positions, and if elected
he shouid fill them with honesty, with
probity and with integrity; for I am con-
vinced that in no way can an American
citizen of the Jawish faith bring greater
honor upon s peopie than by a sirict ad-

| herence to all that is honest in the per-

formance of his political duties.

“But there is an element of danger that
continually menaces our race in the very
proposition of political aspirations. I
would rather a thousand times see a total
abstinence from all participation in public
affairs than to see a single Jew prove false
to his trust. Ausd why? Because, unfor-
tunately, our Gentile friends are still in-
clined to look upon the individual as the
type of the sace.

“L.et John Junes commit a felony and
John Jones as such isthe only one who
suffers, but let 8 Jew commit a crime and
the entire Jewish race get more or less of
the blame.

“And so it will be one of the objects of
the Ohabai Shalome Auxiliary Association
to prove to the world that wecan be Ameri-
ean citizens and patriots first and Jews
sec nd.

“And in this very matter of citizenship
there is much that can be said. It is true
that we have been given a glorious herit.
age in this free Jand—the heritagze of lib-
erty. But for that liberty the country
makes certain demands vpon us as citizens.
And I believe it to be the absolute duty of
every Jew to refrain fromshirkinga single
duty that devolves upon him as an Awmer-
lean citizen. ‘I'here is no doubt in my
mind but that a great deal of the prejudice
that exlsts in some European countries
against our co-religionists arises from
causes of this kind. Many and many
a2 Jewish youth in Germany serves but
one year in the army, while his Gentile
neighbor, frequently not so liberally en-
dowed with brains aund intelligence, and
therefore unable to pass a successful ex-
amination, is compelied to serve three
years, and what’s the result? Hatred
and contempt hold sway; Jew-baiting is
looked upon as an innocent amusement,
and the old ery of *Help. help!” is heard
only too often, and untold ecruelty is in-
flicted upon bhundreds ot innocent suffer-
ers—and why ? Becanse a handful of Jews
are anxious to shirk the duties and re-
sponsibilities of citizenship.

“But there are many cognate questions
affecting the welfare of our people aud
partienlarly of this congregation, that wiil
ba discussed by the proposed association.
If the congregation be successful in erect-
ing a new house of worship, if the young
people will come forward and lend their
aid, for as I said at the commencement of
this discourse, upon them will soon fall the
duty of carrying and holding aloft the fiag
of Judaism, there is no question in my
mind but that, in this eommunity at least,
the word Jew will become synonymous
with all that is liberal, all that is progres-
sive, all that is public tspirited, all that is
enterprising—in short, all that is grand
and noble in this life.”

Last night was the “eve of rejnicing’’
preceding the anniversary of the giving of
the law to the people by Moses. That
event wiil be commemorated to-day with
appropriate ceremonies,

At the celebration last night all the ehil-

dren of the Sabbath-school marched into
the chureh, waving flags and banners and
nink:ng all sorts of exhbibitions of childish
glee.
@After they had marched once around
the interior five oi the elder took their
places at the head of the processiou, each
carrving a scroll, on whnich is inseribed
one of the books of the law given by Moses
to the peojle more than tbree thousand
yenars ago,

This ceremony is only performed once a
vear and is always accomyp nied by evi-
dences of great rejoicing on the part of all
the people, and the older membars of the
congregation felt tneir hearts warmed last
night by the hapny faces of the little tots
until grand-looking men and matronly
women’s faces were also wreathed in
smiles, and all partook in the grand re-
joicing.

FOR EIGHT HOURS.

‘Union Carpenters Protest
Vigorously.

Steps Taken to Have the Midwinter
Fair Work Done on an Eight-
Hour Basis.

To protest very strongly against the
action of the Midwinter Fair centractors in
working their men ten and twelve hours is
what the five carpenters’ uvions of this
city have decided to do, and last night the
question was thoroughly discussed at an
open meeting at the Building Trades’
headquarters on Mission and Sixth streets,
1t was a very spirited gathering.

The Brotherhood of Carpenters and
Joiners of America has established an
eight-hour basis and by the practice of
organized labor none of its wembers are
allowed to work over eight hours as one
day’s work or to work alongside of those
who do not econform to that rule. It hav-
ing been reported that Contractors Smiley,
Hulbert and Wessinger were working
their men ten and twelve hours, Car-
penters’ Union No. 22 sent a communica-
tion to Unlon No. 483 informing the latter
that it bad constituted its executive officers
a committee to wait upon those gentlemen
and asking Union No. 483 to co-operate.
As a result No, 483 apvointed a committee
of five and last night’s open meeting was
called,

-Among others, Secretary W. H. Bagge
of No, 483 addressed the meeting at some
length. He said it was going to be a
matter of either life or death with the
:iminns of this city if something was pot

one,

Vice-President Holland of No. 22 re-
marked: *Mr. Chairman—If we can *bust’
up these contractors I for one am willing to
take the blame.”

His excessively radical views were not
unanimously concurred in, however, by
the meeting, and the president, Frederick
Qualman, lost no time in putting the
business before the meeting to a vote,
That buctiness was a proposition to give
the joint committee of all the unions, con-
sisting of all the executive officers, author-
ity to call upon the Fair Commissioners
and with full power to act,

What will be done in the event the Fair
Commissioners refuse to listen to ihe com-
mittee may b2 inferred. Mr. Bagge saw
Contractor Smiley himseif. Mr, Smiley
told him he intepded to work his men ten
hours and pay them whatever they were
worth, Contractor Hulbert told another
officer of No. 483, 50 the latter said, that
he did not care for California labor any-
how, and would work his men as long as
he pleased.

By the operation of the eight-hour rule
the union carpenters of San Franeisco
would thus be effectually shut out of all
work on the fair buildings, and unless the
contractors conform to it, say the carpen-
ters, only transient carpenters would get
the benefit of the jobs now in progress.
The union earpenters in this city are about
150 strong. They do not object to the con-
tractors keeping their work going all the
time, night and day, if they waut to, but
they demand that the eight-hour rule
shall be applied—that is, an eight-hour
basis, three shifts if necessary, so that the
union earpenters may not be shut down or
compelled to repudiate what is & universal
rule with the brotherhood. No question
of wages is Involved. A meeting of the
committee will be held to-day.
