ROUSing Meeting of the
Women’s Council,

THIS CITY’'S SANITATION.

Stirring Addresses by Mrs. Stetson,
Mrs. Smith, Marsden Manson
and Dr. Anderson.

‘he San Francisco Council of Women
heid a mass-meeting in Metropohitan Hall
Jast evening to consider the subject of
“City Sanitation,” with special reference
to the condition of the streets and sewers.

There was a large attendance and con-
siderable enthusiasm was manifested dur-
ing the various addresses. Mrs. Ferry
Smith made a specially efiective extem-
pore address, in which she rated the pub-
tic roundly for its indifference on matters
so vital - to health, The papers by Mrs
Stetson (president) and Messrs. Mansen
and Anpderson were well received. ‘The
platform was prestily decorated with flaw-
ers.

Mrs. Charlotte Perkins Stetson/ an-
nounced the object of the meeting as jeing
to ascertain more of San Franclsco’s sew-
erage system,
that after the meeting those presengwould

its propagation depended mainly on the
condition of the sewers. Some practical
hints for tregtment of diphtheritic pa-
tients were fugnished. :

Typhoid fever was _another subject
treated by the speaker. Polluted drinking
water and contaminated milk were among
the most daggerous agents of its introduc-
tion. Whea once introduced the germs
spread throngh the sewers, which are never
disinfected, He approved the idea of a
milk inspectorship in this copnection.
From 3 to 5 eows in every 100 have
been fouyd to be «fllicted with tuberculo-
sis. The Citv Fatbers in this city have not
seen fit i favor the creatioa of a milk in-
spector./

Dr. Anderson favored the comstruction
a sewer system under non-political au-
spices, [Loud applause]. in pavingand its
sewerage system Sau Francisco was far
behisd its sister cities, Let those matters
be taken from the politicians and turned
over to the business men and household-
ers. Then San Francisco would be one of
the healthiest spots on earth.

After another applanded selection by
Miss Carr, Mrs. Anna Ferry Smith made
a3 address, which she criginally com-
wenced “Gentlemen acd ladies!” She told
of the origin of the Women’s Council, and

in ringing tones expvlained how it was try-
ing to arouse public sentiment as to the
importance of the sewerage guestion. The
ultimate blame rested with the taxpayers,
property-owners and home-dwellers. Upon
her listeners rested the responsibility. The
speaker scorea Supervisor Dundon for en-
deavoring to divert the appropriation for
a garbage crematory to other purposes.
The Sewerage Commission, just abol-
ished, stould have been permitted to go
on with its work, and its $40,000 approori-
ation should have been doubled. Would

From statistics obtained from the Health
(Gfice the speaker showed that the deaths
from -filthy diseases in this city for the
last twenty-five vears amounted to 14,883,
of which 4248 occurred in the Eleventh
Ward, where garbage was dumped and the
sewers .were specially defective. Were
the sewers- remodeled so as to admit of
complete flushing -the volume of disease
would be much less. There were 7500
perscns - sick from filthy diseases every |

: year in San Francisco, and they entailed |
the attendance of many more.

The collection and disposal of sewage
and garbage were the problems that con-
fronted the practical engineer. Some |
275 loads of garbage a day were deposited.
What was to be done with it?

The defects in the sewers chiefly con-
pisted of - idiotic construction. Sewers
were coustructed wherein the water was |
expected to ran uphill. This was es-|
pecially - evident in the .Braonan and |
Pacific street'sewers, The latter at Front |
sireet had practically a dam across it three
feet in’ height, Contractors had not been
informed as to the general depth of sewers
apd-erred through indefinite piecemeal in-
structions. .Sewers were constructed
blinaly. Breaks in grades occurred by
scores. -‘The coneentration and accumula-
tion of filth resulting from this werea con-
stant menace to public health.

Mrs. Smith concluded with a stirring
appeal for praetical co-cperation. She
was heartily applauded at the close of her
address.

H. B. Pasmore rendered an organ volun-
tary while a collection was being taken up

ing, and then Mrs. Stetson read a short
paper. She was very sarcastic as to the
absurdity of there being any necessity in
these dayvs of intelligence for a meeting to
arouse a crusade against filth. She ap-
pealed to the conscience, the brain and the
heart of ner audience. Negiect was a
crime, an insanity, a eruelty.

Before adjournment the meeting adopted
the following resolution:

WHEREAS, Muuiclpal saoitation is known to
be ap essential condition of ecivilized life apd
progress; and whereas, the eity of San Frauv-
cisco 1s g reproaeh to our eountry and a biot on
Western civillzation in the crimioal inferiority
ana defieirney of her sanitary condition, this
condition menacing the lives of her citizens and
retardlng immigration and all material pros-
perity; be it

Resolved, That we, c¢itizens of San Francisco
in mass-meeting assembled, hereby demand of
our city government the absolute enforcement
of existlng sanitary laws, and such further en-
acuments as shall raisc the standard of sanita-
tion in San Francizco to an equality with the
tor-most cities of the world.

'HE WILL PAY UP.

: Redding Promises Wages

to the Park Band.

Discontent Now Centers on the Per-
son of Director Spadina—Redding
Defends His Protege.

The threalened outbreak in the ranks of
the Park Band bas been partly averted by
the financial assurances of Joseph D, Red-
ding, the trustee who acts as joint repre-
sentative of the Park Commissioners and
the cable-road companies.

“We will get our money promptly after

| this,thanks to THE CALL,” said one ot

several members of the band who were
grouped together yesterday, earnestly dis-
cussing the situation. *While the concert
was in progress yesterday Mr. Redding
came to the stand and sent us a note in
which he told us our wages would be all
right and that we could draw on him for
the amounts. That was one result of the
article published in Sunday’s paper. The
treasurer says he has been instructed to
pay us our Augusi wages on Tuesday and
our September earnings on Thursday next,
TrE CALL has always proved the friend of
the musicians and we appreciate its treat-
ment.”

As this news passed from one to another
there was great jubilation, The announce-
ment was confirmed by Mr. Redding, in
his own office, late In the day. He stated
that the contract with the cable companies
had expired, and that no new arrangement
would be entered into pending the pro-
posed consolidation of the roads. In the
meantime, however, he had the verbal as-
surance of the various companies interested
that pay for the bandsmen would be forth-
coming.

“So far as the leader of the Park Band
is concerned,” continued Mr. Redding, “I
believe that Spadina is an excellent di-
rector. I apvointed him and 1 am respon-
sible for all his acts. He has certainly
elevated the standard of the organization
since he took charge. I have never beard
a word of complaint acainst him except
from those bandsmen whom he has prop-
erly diseiplined. If he has been strict you
must remember that a rigid rule is neces-
sary in such an organization.

“As to the charge that he insults the
players I am very skeptical, If any num-
ber of the musicians, or a single player
will make a specific complaint to me 1
shail investigate it. As yet no one has
complained. My instructions, both from
the Park Commissioners and the cable
companies, are to procure the best avail.
able talent. I am not wedded to Spadina,
by any means. If it be shown that he is
unsuitable Ishall try to find a better man,
but, you know, I cannot consider mers
hearsay charges against him.”

1n addition to the names previously pub-
lished several other first-class musicians
nave resigned from the Park Band be-
cause of personal differences with Spadina.
L. Ferreri, the solo clarionet player, was
one. Another was F. Souza, who is an
artist on the piceolo. L. Stover, the well-
known cornetist, also severed his connec-
tion with the bana for the same reason.

“The outcome of the whole matter will
be that Redding, instead of changing the
personnel of the entire band, will procure
another leader,” remarked a particularly
well-informed musician. ‘““There are only
the two courses open to him, and I.think
he will be discreet enpugh to save the
band, at the expense of the director.
Certainly the two canpot work In har-
mony and it is only a guestion of time
when the organization will go to Dpleces
under its present leadership. Mr. Red-
ding is afraid the musicians are trying to
aietute to him. He is jealous of the possi-
bility of any one usurping a part cf his
authority and he will postpone making a
ehange in the conductor as long as he can,
but it has to come, and in the m:nntlne
the boys will get their back wages.

New York Mariets.

NEW YORK, O6t. 2.—The market was almost en-
tirely in the hanas of professional traders on the
Stock Exchange to-day and the mevement was ir-
regular, closing prices showing some advances
aod many declines.
